DAY 6

Keep putting into practice all
you learned and received from
me—everything you heard from
me and saw me doing. Then the
God of peace will be with you.
Philippians 4:9 NLT

In middle school, you've probably
been stressed out at some point. May-
be in a fight with a friend, or having
too much homework, or because your
mom and stepdad have been arguing
a lot at home. No matter why you're
stressed, the more we experience it,
the more we want to feel the complete
opposite. We want to feel peace! The
truth is that peace is always available
to us. A real, lasting peace. The kind
of peace that only comes from God.
In fact, the more we get to know God,
the more our faith—and the peace it
brings—will grow.

The next time you find yourself
stressed, ask God to remind you
of what you know to be true: that
peace is possible for all of us when
we're growing in faith and relation-

DAY /

And now, just as you accepted
Christ Jesus as your Lord, you
must continue to follow him.

Colossians 2:6-7 NLT

One of the best ways we can con-
nect the dots and grow in our faith is
through memorizing God's Word. Af-
ter all, we can’t actually do what we've
learned if we haven't learned it, right?
So this week, commit to memorizing
this verse as the first step in not just
learning about God, but applying the
truth you learn to your life.

To start, reach out to your small
group leader. Text or DM this verse
to them as a way to help you mem-
orize it and talk about what stands
out to you about it, too.
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DAY 1

So you see, faith by itself isn’t
enough. Unless it produces
good deeds, it is dead and use-
less.

James 2:17 NLT

Have you ever planted a seed in a gar-
den only to find that nothing grows?
After a while, you probably figured
out that something happened to stop
the growth. No matter what caused it,
it probably felt like the seed became
pretty much useless after that. Why?
Because it didn't do what it was sup-
posed to do: grow. Just like a seed
is supposed to produce a plant, God
wants your faith to grow into some-
thing, too. God wants the faith you
have to produce action—specifically
things that are good! That is how oth-
ers will see your faith in your life.

Today, talk with your small group,
an adult you trust, or a friend about
how you are going to put your faith
in action this week.

DAY 2

In the same way, let your good
deeds shine out for all to see, so
that everyone will praise your
heavenly Father.

Matthew 5:16 NLT

Have you ever done something good
hoping that you'd get recognized for
it? If we're being honest, we'd all ad-
mit we've done a good thing or two
hoping that someone else would no-
tice, appreciate it, and maybe even
thank us for it. But as followers of
Jesus, we're encouraged to do good
things for others for a different rea-
son: so that the praise will be given
to God. One of the quickest ways we
can see both our faith and the faith of
those around us grow is not to take
credit for something good, but to in-
stead, give God the credit. We don't
do good things so people think we're
good; we do good things to show the
world that God is good.

Brainstorm ways you can do good
this week as a way to show others
more of who God is.



DAY 3

But grow in the grace and
knowledge of our Lord and
Savior Jesus Christ. To him be
the glory both now and forev-
er! Amen.

2 Peter 3:18 NIV

Part of becoming more like Jesus
means that we should always be grow-
ing. We should always be growing in
our faith and growing to be more like
Jesus in our lives. But it's one thing to
know all the right things we can do in
order to grow; it's another to actually
try and do them. The more we learn
about Jesus as our Savior, the more
we should be inspired to act like Him.
And in acting like Jesus, we'll grow to
become more like Him.

Pray this week that as you learn
about Jesus’ love toward you, you
will be inspired to live more like
Jesus did and grow deeper in your
faith.

DAY 4

It's not important who does the
planting, or who does the wa-
tering. What’s important is that
God makes the seed grow.

1 Corinthians 3:7 NLT

It can be easy to think that growing our
faith is completely up to us. If we just
keep learning, and trying, and doing,
then we'll finally get it right . . . right?
As this verse reminds us, there's more
to it than that. Of course, God wants
us to do our part—to take what we've
learned and apply it to our lives. But
we can't forget that it's ultimately God
who grows our faith. In other words,
we can't do it on our own! When we
trust God to help us grow, we'll devel-
op a stronger faith as we go.

Take a walk this week and look for
plants you see blooming to remind
you that God is the One who helps
you grow in your faith in the same
way. If you have a phone, snap a
picture and send it to your group!

DAY 3

DAY 6

Have you ever thought about the
power of your words? Whether you've
used them to encourage a friend who
was hurting or to present a project
in front of your class, your words can
be really powerful, in both positive
and negative ways. In the same way,
when we share our faith with others,
our words have power. This verse says
that our faith has been passed down
and shared for generations. It's been
talked about and passed on through
the power of other people’s words.
And that's something we can contin-
ue today! When we use our words to
tell others about the good things that
God has done, not only will it help the
faith of someone else grow, but it can
help our faith grow, too. And that's
pretty cool!

So, what's one good thing that
God has done that you want to tell
meone about?

DAY /

Do you find it easy to talk about your
faith? If you don't, you aren't alone!
For many of us, telling others about
Jesus and our relationship with Him
can feel difficult. But remember, God
can use us to grow the faith of others
when we find the courage to speak up
and talk about what God is doing in
our life. And helping someone else
connect the dots and grow closer to
God? Well, that's pretty cool!

Think about who you can share what
God is doing in your life with this
week. Maybe in a short conversa-
tion, a note to encourage them, or
even a simple text. Then, ask your
small group leader to help you think
through the best way to start that
conversation and encourage you to
take the step to do it.

Who is someone wise in your life?
Whoever it is for you, that wise per-
son probably has a good point of
view about life, and this verse gives
us an idea of what that point of view
might be. It encourages us to be wise
with the way we live because we ar-
en't going to live forever. We have to
make the most of the time we have
on this Earth, and that’s exactly what
wise people do! They understand that
each and every day is an opportunity
to grow in faith and connect with God,
and they use their time to help others
do that, too!

So today, thank the wise person in
your life for the way they inspire
and challenge you to grow in your
faith.

DAY 4

Who is someone you know who really
puts their faith into action? The rea-
son you know what they believe is that
they do more than just talk about it.

This represent-
ed him trying to encourage his friend
to become a Christian. Then, the
friend who was on the ground tried
to pull the guy standing on the chair
down.

This example really changed my
perspective on friendship. | learned
that your friends will influence your
life and your faith in a lot of ways!

DAY 6

Do you have weekly chores at home?
Maybe it's to clean your room, take
out the trash, put away the dishes, or
even do your laundry. No matter what
chores you have, they probably in-
volve serving others in your family and
thinking of their needs before your
own. In this week's verse, Matthew
makes it clear: To be the greatest that
you can be, you have to choose to put
others first and meet their needs . . .
first. Jesus’ friends knew one big se-
cret: We grow the most when we think
of ourselves the least. And there ar-
en’t many better ways to grow in faith
than to put others’ needs before our

own.

How can you serve someone else
first today?

DAY /

And now, just as you accepted
Christ Jesus as your Lord, you
must continue to follow him.

Colossians 2:6-7 NLT

Just like a tree has deep roots to keep
it standing strong, we can choose to
let our roots grow strong in God. To
let our roots grow, we have to spend
time growing our faith by having a re-
lationship with God. And one of the
best ways to do that is by reading,
learning about, and even memorizing
Scripture. The more we learn about
God, the stronger our foundation will
be to build our faith.

Today, say this verse out loud ten
times in a row. Each time you say
it, let the words sink in. Then, try to
write it one time without looking to
see how far you've gotten in com-
mitting it to memory.
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DAY 1

So let’s not get tired of doing
what is good. At just the right
time we will reap a harvest of
blessing if we don’t give up.
Galatians 6:9 NLT

When was the last time you did some-
thing for someone else even though
you got nothing in return? If we're
honest, it can be hard to want to serve
others when we know there isn't much
in it for us. Here, even Paul recognizes
how easy it is to get tired of serving
others or doing what is right. But he
doesn't leave it there! He says that
there actually is something in it for
us. When we don’t give up on serving
others, we find a blessing that only
God can give us. All we have to do
is keep going and choosing to serve
where we can.

Memorize this verse this week to
help you remember that there is al-
ways good to come when we serve
others.

DAY 2

Whatever you give is accept-
able if you give it eagerly. And
give according to what you
have, not what you don’t have.
2 Corinthians 8:12 NLT

Serving others often requires a sacri-
fice of some kind. It may mean giving
up part of your allowance to a friend
going on a mission trip, or using your
time to mow your neighbor’s lawn, or
helping a sibling with homework in-
stead of watching YouTube. No mat-
ter what, serving others can cost us
something. But this verse reminds us
that when we serve others, we should
give what we have eagerly. That just
means we should find a way to be
truly happy to do it! And while that
isn't always easy to do on our own, it's
something we can ask God to help us
do as we grow in faith.

So today, do just that. Pray that
God would help you be happy and
willing to give what you have to
serve someone else.



DAY 3

For God is the one who pro-
vides seed for the farmer and
then bread to eat.

Most of us would probably say that
there have been moments when be-
ing generous to someone else hasn't
been easy.

Have you ever noticed someone in
need? Maybe a kid who didn't have
lunch money, or a person who was
homeless in your community, or
someone in another country that you
learned about at school. When we see
needs around us, big or small, it can
be easy to think we don’t have what
it takes to help. But as Paul reminds
us here, we do! All we have to do is
be ready and willing to serve. When
we have that attitude, God will lead
us to do what we can to help those
who need it.

Write down a few needs you know
about in the world. Then, take a few
minutes to think about how you can
be ready and willing to let God use
you to help!

DAY 3

(Jesus) sat down, called the
twelve disciples over to him,
and said, “Whoever wants to
be first must take last place and
be the servant of everyone else.
Mark 9:35 NLT

Don't you love it when a drive-thru
is fast at a restaurant AND they get
your order right? Or when one of your
siblings randomly does one of your
chores for you? | know for me, | love
when that happens! | was recently sick
with a stomach bug, and while | was
sick, my mother took great care of
me.

When going through hard times, it's
easy to want to distract ourselves
from our circumstances. We tune out
by listening to music, or scrolling on
Instagram, or binging a new series on
Netflix. But when we're done? Well,
the tough times and hard feelings are
still there waiting for us. This Proverb
helps us see that the best thing we can
do for ourselves is to focus on God in
the middle of our tough times. When
we do, we might be surprised at how
our faith changes or grows even in the
most difficult of circumstances.

Write this verse where you can see
it. When you're struggling with
tough times, focus on this verse as
a reminder to help you fix your eyes
on God no matter what you're go-
ing through.

DAY 2

Then Christ will make his home
in your hearts as you trust in
him. Your roots will grow down
into God’s love and keep you
strong.

Ephesians 3:17 NLT

The next time you are outside or at a
park, take a look around you. Pay at-
tention to the strongest trees you see
standing. When the wind blows, or the
rain comes, or the snow weighs them
down, the trees stay strong because
their roots hold them in the ground. In
a similar way, when we choose to fol-
low Jesus, He gives us strength. And
because of that, no matter what we're
going through, we can stand strong.

Take a walk this week and look for
a strong tree in your neighborhood.

Let
that tree remind you that because
of Jesus, you can stand strong no
matter what you're going through.

A lot of what God promises us as
followers of Jesus has to do with
strength. That's because God knows
that as humans, we need it! Eventu-
ally, we'll all face something tough
or difficult, and that will require more
strength than we have inside of us.
It will mean we need more strength
to help us handle it. When that day
comes, it's comforting to know that
God promises to give us the strength
we need not just to get through it, but
to grow stronger in our faith as we do.

We all have ways of dealing with
our feelings when things get tough.
Maybe you try to pretend you aren't
feeling what you're feeling, or you
get mad at those around you, or you
simply sit and cry. In today’s verse, Isa-
iah reminds us that God wants to be
who we run to in order to deal with
life's challenges. We need God's help
to get through all things, big or small.
So why wouldn’t we try running to
God for help when we're dealing with
something that's really tough?

The next time you find yourself in
a tough time, spend time praying,
reading your Bible, listening to wor-
ship music, or journaling as a way to
connect to the God who loves you
and wants to help you.

DAY 3

He alone is my rock and my sal-
vation, my fortress where | will
never be shaken.

Psalm 62:2 NLT

This week, slow down and spend
some time being still. Slow down
and make a habit of connecting
with God, even for five minutes
each day. As you do, know that God
will make the most of your time to-
gether to grow your faith and help
you grow every single day.

DAY 4

al love. What does that mean? That
there is nothing we can do to change
the way God feels about us.

With
other people, it can feel like we have
to do something, or achieve some-
thing, or try to be like someone else
in order to be loved. But God’s love
is different. And more than that, Paul
reminds us in today's verse that it's
always available. In fact, the more we
experience God's love for us through
Jesus, the more we'll feel complete.

So, make a daily habit of looking
for God'’s unconditional love in your
life. Create a list of ways you see
God's love in your life and add to it
each day this week.
