SUBJECT : PRESS OUTREACH FOR SERVICE SUMMIT

The following is a read-out of the press outreach that is
being done surrounding next week's Service Summit in
Philadelphia.

Presidential Interviews

We have proposed that you do the following interviews:

—

* Interview with Knight-Ridder - You will interview with three

reporters from the Knight-Ridder News Service including the White
\, House correspondent for the Philadelphia Inquirer. As you are §
J’aware, Knight-Ridder stories are run in major papers across the /;éa
'l country including the Miami Herald, the San Jose Mercury News and A
| the Detroit Free Press. The interview will run in the Sunday

paper so that it is on the stands when the press arrives to cover

the Summit.

* Interview with USA Today - This interview with the three White
House reporters for USA Today will focus mainly on the first 100
days, but will also have a service component to it. It will be
in the Friday edition which is on the newsstands throughout the
weekend.

r * Face the Nation - There is a request pending for you to tape an
&: interview on Saturday with Bob Schieffer for Face the Nation on
0 Sunday. Schieffer has promised to dedicate most of the show to
the topic of service.

* Today Show - The Today show will follow you around in
Germantown on Sunday while you participate in the service
activities. You will then tape an interview with Katie Couric to
run on Monday morning.

* Good Morning America - We have a request in for you to tape an

interview with Good Morning America on Sunday to run on Monday

morning. This and the Today Show interview will enable you to
. reach millions of viewers the morning of the summit.



Presidential statements

* USA Weekend - A message has been submitted to run in this
weekend's edition of USA Weekend. We have also given them a
photo of you with children to run on their cover.

* Op-ed - The Communications Office has drafted an op-ed for
Sunday's edition of the Philadelphia Inquirer. -

Regional and National Media Amplification

* The Office of Media Affairs has given the Cabinet regional
media assignments covering more than 70 major cities. The
assignments were based on the delegations attending the
conference and calls that we have received looking for guests.
The Cabinet will concentrate on doing radio interviews and
regional print calls. This media will be in addition to the
media done surrounding Cabinet service events.

* Media Affairs is working with Cabinet Affairs to secure time
with Cisneros and Wofford to do national radio outreach including
bookings on NPR. We will also work with Cabinet Affairs to reach
out to minority publications and radio.

* Cisneros, Wofford and Bruce Reed will do tongs this week
reaching, reaching more than 100 dailies.

* Media Affairs will fax a Clinton Administration record on
service document to all major dailies across the country, radio
talk show hosts and specialty publications including African-
American, Hispanic, Asian-American, education, women's and
children's press.

* We are asking Secretary Riley to do a conference call with the
news serxvices that feed to college publications.

* We will put together a briefing on Friday for talking
heads/pundits heading into the weekend shows.

* Wofford or Reed will brief at the top of my daily briefing on
Friday to preview the Summit.

* The Vice President does not plan on doing any national
interviews at this time. We are arranging for him to do a
regional media satellite tour into Philadelphia and other cities
on Friday.

* We are hoping to get time from Wofford to do an interview with
BET this week.

* We are working to secure time with the cable news outlets
including CNN, MSNBC and Fox News Channel. Wofford was featured

yesterday on MSNBC.

All of the above is in addition to the media that has
already been done this month in conjunction with setting up the
summit. The radio address earlier this month received good
coverage and we anticipate that this week's radio address on
America Reads will also be well received. Reporters are using
quotes, as noted in today's USA Today, from your radio address in
their summit set-up pieces. '

FOR GROUP MEETING:

Welcome back - thank you all for coming. The President. the Vice President and I know
how hard you are working to make the Summit in Philadelphia a success for everyone.

[ keep informed of the progress that you are making and I understand that real headway
has been accomplished in formalizing the structure of the Summit and post- Summit.
Congratulations, General Powell and Rick. on the announcement of the Alliance for
Youth. And thanks to Stuart for keeping the trains running on time. You know. I'm a big
fan of that.

[ appreciate that everyone at this table has made open communication and maintaining a
high-level of coordination a real priority in this process. Twice weekly meetings and
constant phone communication have been very important.

The First Lady was pleased with her participation at the video-conference on Wednesday.
She felt it was a true success and was delighted to be able to be a part of it.

Now, I'd like to hear from all of you on how the Summit planning is progressing.
General...

FOR PRIVATE MEETING WITH POWELL:

Attendance: We need 300 slots to accommodate White House needs. The President. in
his years of dedication to this issue. knows a significant number of people who would
make a real commitment to this Summit. They are already making a difference in their
communities. We want to include some of these folks. Another issue is the Hill:. As you
know, the system doesn’t account for congressional needs -- there are certain
congressional folks we absolutely have to take care of. Stuart has not yet allocated

tickets, but we need to have 300. 1 understand there is a "National Observer™ designation.
We can put our folks into that category. Please work with Stuart in making this happen.

Breakout Sessions: As you have said. in order to meet the Summits goals, we all need to
be part of the solution. This partnership is vital. Cabinet and senior officials should be in



the breakout sessions, not to overtake them. but to participate in the thought and planning
processes. Given that each community and state will develop a plan of action as a result
of the break-out session, we must be represented at these breakouts.

Task Forces: where do we stand?

Acknowledge the President’s leadership on this issue. Please include it in your
rhetoric. Keep him in mind as you make your decisions (ads. announcements et al.).

Thanks for bring on some young people. A senior level person would still be helpful
in spotting issues and reaching consensus. Can we make this happen?

SUBJECT: Service Summit Update

You will meet Monday, April 7 at 10:45 am in the Roosevelt Room with General Powell, and
summit organizers. The President and Vice President will drop-by to demonstrate their
commitment to service and the Summit.

Update

Substantial progress has been made to ensure that the President and Mrs. Clinton, and Vice
President and Mrs. Gore, along with the entire Administration are well positioned, both before
and during the Summit for America’s Future April 27-29 in Philadelphia. The President and the
Administration will be able to highlight the Clintons’ lifetime commitment to service and their
signature service initiatives. We have worked closely with Communications and Scheduling to
develop a strong strategy to reinforce the President’s commitment to service with the American
people (see attached memo). Also, the Press Office has developed a good press plan for the
month leading up to Philadelphia (see attached memo). Finally, we are reaching consensus on a
powerful Administration presence in Philadelphia (see attached memo).

Overview

On balance, the Summit is coming together well. The Sunday Germantown Avenue clean-up
will be an excellent service project and will allow us to demonstrate our commitment to service.
The Summit program is coming together with the President making a keynote address after each
of the former President’s speak (Carter on video, Mrs. Reagan). Harris has drafted copy of the
declaration of commitments to be signed after the Presidents speak, which will be edited by Don
Baer and Bruce Reed. This is a vital substantive/message opportunity. Lynda Robb has been
named a Vice Chair of the effort -- her presence will be helpful. Henry has been great. Harris
Wofford is fully engaged. Mark Gearan, and Members of the Cabinet will amplify the message



over the next three weeks. The Summit will be a success because of the presence of the
President and Mrs Clinton and the Gores. Their passion for this issue will be demonstrable.
They have been at this for years -- their dedication to service will carry the day. The goal --
helping children through service is noble, and General Powell’s involvement has been helpful.

Notwithstanding this progress, we are faced with real challenges ensuring that this Summit
succeeds. The key areas of concern are 1) attendance, 2) Summit program (breakouts), 3) overall
administration presence in the lead up to Summit (acknowledging leadership of President); 4)
significance of service in assisting young people (ideology of service), 5) senior level staff at
Summit to help build consensus and validate decision-making process.

Below is an update on these issues.

L. Summit Attendance: Organizers established the following system of attendance: 140
local communities select 10 delegates (local Board comprised of one each from AmeriCorp,
Points of Light and United Way) (1400 total). 50 Governors each select 5 delegates (250 total).
Early next week, Monday in a letter to the four leaders of the Hill, Powell will invite each to
select five Members to attend. In addition, the Pennsylvania delegation will be invited. Six
former Peace Corps and Vista Members of Congress will be invited. We are working to get
observer status for 300 guests selected by the President. This is a key issue. Members of
Congress (none of which were included in the planning or inviting process) want very much to
invite key consituents. This is unresolved. Organizers are inviting approximately 500 CEOs and
non-profit leaders who make commitments to service.

II. Breakout Sessions at the Summit: Following the signing of commitments by the
Presidents on the morning of April 28, there will be two sets of breakout sessions -- 14 local
level and two state level. The goal of the breakouts will be to develop action plans for their
communities and states. At this point, there is no federal representation in any of the breakouts
sessions. We have proposed including cabinet secretaries and members of the sub-cabinet in the
various breakouts. We hope that early next week the Summit will agree to have federal officials
in each of these sessions to positively impact the planning process.

III.  America’s Promise: The Alliance for Youth and accompanying task forces:
As you know, General Powell has formed an outside organization, a 501(c)3, to handle post-
Summit activity.

IV.  Staffing: We continue to believe that senior level participation from an Administration
ally would be useful at the Summit. These overtures have been rejected. This would helpful in
building consensus and enhancing the decision-making. We feel strongly that we need a senior
staff-level person at the Summit in order to ensure the success of the Summit. The Summit has
hired one young staffer, Adam Kreisel, to handle logistics. Other resumes have been forwarded.

V. Ideology: It appears that Summit organizers have modified the Summit's theme -- away
from an emphasis on service and toward children and youth. Summit organizers now see the



Summit as "a call to action to turn the tide for children and youth that will reach 2 million
children by the year 2000." Our understanding at the time we signed on to the Summit was that
it was about service and voluntarism geared toward solving the problems of children and youth.
We want to preserve the service theme, and avoid having the Summit suggest that government is
not part of the solution.

Dear Ms. Higgins:

Thank you for the opportunity to meet with you at the White House yesterday, to discuss
the reimburscment of New York State and local governments for the assistance we provided to
the federal responsc and recovery efforts for TWA flight 800.

In the past when a unique situation has arisen, the federal and state government have
worked out ways to ensure that the state and local governments are adequately compensated for
their expenditures.

== Tn 1990, the Comprchensive Cooperative Agreement between FEMA and New York
State was amendcd to provide a $500,000 grant to the City of Rome, New York. To address
groundwater contamination around Griffiss Air I'orec Base. The Air Force through FEMA gave
the City of Rome the money to extend their municipal water system to include residents of a
nearby town.

-- When the contamination at Love Canal was tirst discovered, there was no mechanism in
place to clean up the site or provide residents adequate compensation for their homes such as a
“Superfund”. FEMA working with the State provided a $7.5 million grant to address this
situation. The grant was appropriated through special legislation referred to as the Javits-
Moynihan amendment.

--Bureau of Justice Assistance has an emergency lederal law enforcement assistance
program (EFLEA TP.L. 98-473). It was created to address emergencies other than natural
disasters. It is an assistance program developed to address serious threats o public safety or
situations in which state and local rcsources are inadcquate to deal with law enforeement
emergencics. This is another option open to provide a funding mechanism to reimburse state and
local governments for their assistance in TWA Flight 800.

--The NT'SB has requested approximately $20 million in their supplemental appropriations
request in the President’s Budget. Part of which will £0 to repay the United States Navy for the
costs they incurred in response and recovery (o TWA Flight 800. 'The Administration could
modify this request to provide assistance to New York State and its local governments.

-- Last weck, the President submitted a $569 million supplemental appropriation to cover
the costs incurred with winter storms and flooding, which contains $438 million in
unencumbered emergency funding for FEMA. A TEMA - State agreement could be worked out
{0 reimburse the state and local governments under this funding.

-- Further, the President could support including legislation introduced by Senators
D’ Amato and Moynihan (8.383) and Representative 1azio (H. R. 772) which authorizes federal
repayment for the State and local jurisdictions that lent aid and resources to the federal
government, in his supplemental appropriation.

Whether a 100 percent federal reimbursement can be made to New York at the discretion
of the President or if it requires authorizing legislation, New York is willing to work in
partnership to find a solution. Tt is our hope that the administration would take the lcad to find an
appropriate funding mechanism to alleviate the financial strain that the federal response and
rccovery to TWA Flight 800 has placed upon New York and its local governments.

Again, | appreciate your ctlorts and look forward 1o working together to resolve this issue.

As you know, we are aggressively working to ensure that the Presidents” Summit for America’s
Future is a success for the President and the Administration. We have developed a strong
communications/scheduling strategy. the implementation of which began yesterday with Mrs.
Clinton’s successful appearance at the Summit Kickoff Tele-Conference event. This Saturday’s
radio address by the President and Monday's Bowles-Powell meeting in which the President will
participate, are the next two major steps. Tomorrow. April 4. the Vice President will include
service language in his Net Day remarks and Mrs. Clinton’s Learn and Serve event April 11 will
highlight the Administration’s vision of service. A major roll-out is planned for National
Volunteer and Service week on April 13-20.

Notwithstanding this strong schedule and major time commitments by the four Principals. the
Chief of Staff, the Cabinet, Henry Cisneros, Harris Wofford, Mark Gearan and others. we have a
real challenge before us -- claiming the Summit and our vision of the service theme for the
President and the Administration. While the roll-up to the Summit is falling into place. the
Summit itself, April 27-29, provides us with an important opportunity to highlight the President
and Mrs. Clinton’s lifelong commitment to service and the Administration’s extraordinary record
of leadership on this issue.

We can and should utilize the three days of the Summit to showcase the Clintons and the Gores
view of service. The Summit provides a real opportunity for the President and Administration to
highlight the importance of service and the appropriate role of the federal government, partnering
with state and local authorities. non-profits. and corporations to help solve the problems of
America’s young people. as Ben Barber has articulated. It is still early enough in the planning to
help craft a strong role for the Administration. To that end. below is an outline of the main
summit events and their purpose. In addition. the press office has prepared a media plan for the
lead-up and the Summit. Media would take place before and after the events noted below.

Make remarks in dilapidated high
school football stadium. Pump up the volunteers. Four Principals suggested. Major press
coverage. Puts us in the middle of Summit from the get-go. (A second more minor kick-oftf will
take place at 1:30 for church goers and late sleepers)

Memorandum for the Summit Organizers

Harris Wofford
April 7, 1997

As we enter the homestretch for the Philadelphia summit, twenty days to go, I want to put
these points for your consideration:

1.

There is method in our madness -- a very good strategy in our plans for the Summit
and the ensuing campaign for America’s Promise — but the public and the media have
not yet figured it out. And we are not as clear and persuasive as we need to be.

As the one George Romney called in the summer of 1995 to help enlist President
Clinton and the former Presidents in his plan for a Summit, I think the following
propositions of the original discussions with Romney help clarify what we are doing
and how we should proceed.

We are trying to set for the nation a great goal — to crack the atom of civic power and
release and harness civic energy to turn the tide for millions of America’s youth.
Achieving that goal will be much harder and more complicated than the task of
cracking the physical atom when Roosevelt secretly set that goal in order to build an
atom bomb before Hitler did. It will be harder and more complicated than the task of
going to the moon when Kennedy very publicly set forth that goal. The task before us
is more like the challenge facing the would-be civil rights movement in 1955 when
Rosa Parks and Martin Luther King first went into action.

The decade-long climax of the Civil Rights movement -- 1955-1965 — succeeded
because:

e The goals of winning the right to vote and ending public segregation
were clearly set by King and the movement. They were widely
accepted, and they remained the focus until they were achieved. (Since
then there have been no clear or widely accepted goals.)

e Around these two goals, a national sense of scandal and crisis emerged
and became a popular consensus. By the actions of the movement and
the fact-finding of the new U.S. Commission on Civil Rights, by
popular protests, symbolic actions and the response of public power,
the sense spread and deepened that it was a scandal for millions of
Americans to be denied the right to vote and to have no room at the inn
(or at lunch counters). Essential to the success of the movement was the
growing national consensus that the failure to end those conditions was



a crisis of conscience, a practical domestic political crisis, and an
embarrassment to the Unifed States before the world.

Commitments of “lives, fortunes, and sacred honor” were made by
King, Rosa Parks, non-violent student volunteers, ministers, even
children in the front lines. This process of commitment became
contagious and caught the public imagination. Corporate, labor, and
religious leadership increasingly became involved.

5. Summit planning is on the right track, generally:

e A great goal is being set in an unprecedented way: turning the tide for

millions of young people now heading for disaster. This goal-setting is
the first “method in our madness”.

We’ve focused on five conditions millions of youth need, for the tide to
be turned for them (and our country). They are conditions every loving
parent wants for their children — a caring adult in their lives (mentor,
tutor, coach); structured activities in non-school hours in safe places; a
healthy start; effective education for marketable skills, and the
opportunity and inspiration for service, to give back as a good citizen. It
is a scandal and a crisis that millions of young Americans lack these
conditions for success. It will be a disaster for out country if we let this
continue.

The commitment process for the Summit is catching on and will
continue, nationally and at local levels.

6. Next steps:

e Agree on the first clear numerical targets. The proposal before us is:

Two million additional youth who achieve all five conditions for
success. Five million additional youth who achieve one or more of
these conditions.

We need to convey a greater sense of urgency and crisis- a message,
with facts to back it up. That it is a scandal for this county not to take
action to turn the tide.

We need, through examples of pilots that workﬁshould be'i’ﬁread all
over the country, we need to show that “we can overcome™.

This memo is to seek your approval of the staff recommendations on a proposed schedule for
your participation in the Summit for America's Future.

As you know, we are working aggressively to ensure that the Summit is a success for you and the
Administration. A strong pre-Summit communications strategy is underway (see attached).

Last Saturday's radio address, coupled with your attendance at Monday's Bowles-Powell Summit
meeting and Mrs. Clinton's appearance at last week's Summit Kickoff Teleconference event,
have helped to establish further the Administration's leadership role in the Summit. In addition,
a major roll-out is planned for National Volunteer and Service week (April 13-20), including
events by Cabinet and other officials that will highlight outstanding AmeriCorps programs
around the country.

Notwithstanding this strong strategy and major time commitments by the four Principals, the
Chief of Staff, Cabinet officials, Henry Cisneros, Harris Wofford and others, we still face a real
challenge if we are to ensure that the Summit focuses on your vision of service. The Summit
itself (April 27-29) offers an unprecedented opportunity to highlight AmeriCorps, your lifelong
commitment to service, and -- as Ben Barber has articulated -- your vision of the appropriate role
of the Federal government, working with its partners, in addressing the problems of America's
youth. It is important that our aggressive pre-Summit strategy be followed up with strong
participation by you and the other Principals at the Summit itself.

To this end, following is a proposed Summit schedule and media plan, developed in conjunction
with the Communications Office, Press Office and other White House staff, for your
consideration and approval.

The third
should be the selection of an inclusive and nonpartisan advisory
committee. The fourth to plan the summit. The fifth to identify the
attendees. The sixth to make it a success.

ITS SUCCESS:

The success of the summit will depend on the willingness of the
national leaders to follow-up by persuading their state and local
leaders to strengthen national service and community volunteering in
their states and local communities. This will require effective state
and national service commissions and community volunteering
structures. The state commissions and community volunteering
structures should launch campaigns to strengthen citizens’ national
service,volunteer activities focused on curbing and reversing problems

"mation, public safety, health, and the environment. Duplication

of programs and projects should be minimized and collaboration of
programs and projects increased .

The national summit in 1997 should be followed up with evaluation
summits either annually or bi-annually.

The avenue open to the Clinton Presidency is to enlist the leadership in the three
sectors and create a common framework and agenda that they can follow to
mobilize the people and private institutions against the social leviathan engulfing
our people and communities.

influence of his position to mold a consensus about what must be done. There is
no other way. Only the President can mobilize the nation and only a mobilized
America can repel the scourge of our social afflictions.

infrastructures; 4) guidelines specifying the help needed from
them to make the above strategy successful.

A consortium of private foundation heads, the wealthiest families
and individuals should be invited to the same meeting. They
should be asked to give priority in their giving to the financial
requirements of local community infrastructures.

Only with such cooperation can the people be mobilized in time to

preserve the "last best hope of earth." It is a war in which "we
the people" must be engaged to win it.

SUBJECT: Background information for Service Summit video interview

On Tuesday, you will be interviewed for 15 minutes by a producer for the Presidents” Summit
for America’s Future. Portions of the interview will be included as a part of a video shown at the
Summit, which will feature Presidents Bush, Carter and Ford and Mrs. Reagan. Each will talk
about one of the Summit themes (Mentoring, Safe Places, Healthy Start, Marketable Skills, and
Service). You have been asked to speak on the importance of service in your life and its impact
on your development.

We have reviewed the Maraniss book and briefly interviewed several of your friends (Carolyn
Huber, David Leopoulos, Doug Eakeley, Diane Blair, Carolyn Staley, Mauria Aspell, Nancy
Hernreich) about their memories of you. Below is an outline of their thoughts on service that
might be helpful to you as you prepare for Tuesday. We are also working to contact Linda Dixon
and Tom Caplan for additional information and if necessary will forward an addendum to you.

First Blind Student at Georgetown: While a student at Georgetown University, you chaired
the Freshman Orientation Committee. In preparing for duties, you learned that a member of the
new freshman class, Harold Snider, was also the first blind student admitted to the Georgetown
School of Foreign Service. You looked for services throughout Washington, D.C. that would
assist the visually impaired. Upon learning that no such services existed, you spent the first three
weeks of school escorting the new student around campus and the community, mapping routes
and measuring travel times, until he was comfortable in his new surroundings.



Assistance to Victims of Post-MLK Assassination Riots: Ms. Staley's weekend plans for a trip
to Washington, D.C. to visit you were dramatically altered when Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. was
assassinated. She remembers that you picked her up at the airport and decided, in the wake of the
tragedy, to scrap previous plans in favor of putting a red cross on the side of your Buick and
spending the weekend delivering food and medical supplies to churches where many people had
taken refuge after being left homeless as a result of the post-assassination unrest.

GUCAP (Georgetown University Community Action Project): Friends remember you as
active in this undergraduate service organization.

High School: Each person with whom we spoke had some personal story where you had helped
them individually when they were in need, from Latin translations to seasickness. Most friends
and a couple of the biographies characterize your high school extracurricular involvement as
super-human -- counselors and principals were literally concerned that you were too engaged in
the school community and spending too little time in class.

Legal Services Corporation: We understand that both you and the First Lady were actively
involved in pro bono legal work early in your careers.

Holidays in Little Rock: Carolyn Huber and Nancy Hernreich remember that you were
especially active in the community during the holidays. At Thanksgiving, you worked as a
family in homeless shelters and soup kitchens. At Christmas you collected and distributed gifts
to needy children across the city.

Volunteering on Political Campaigns: Leopolous, Eakeley and Blair all commented on the
amount of time that you spent volunteering on campaigns and on running for offices. The notion
of this sort of political service is absent from the Summit content, yet it is clear that participating
in the country’s democratic process is a crucial part of citizenship and service in America.
Certainly for you, those early experiences as a political volunteer instilled a profound sense of
civic passion, patriotism and a commitment to your home community -- qualities of citizenship
that service programs hope to instill in young people. This involvement also enabled you to meet
a broad range of people who became mentors and influential people in your professional
development.
