I understand from one of our Board members, Skeets Friedkin, that you will be in Palm
Beach on Tuesday, March 16th. This is the same day that we are kicking off a new
Carrera Teen Pregnancy Prevention Program in Delray Beach, which is close to the
location where a luncheon is being hosted in your honor by Mr. and Mrs. Melvin Simon.
We would greatly appreciate the opportunity to have you as our honored guest speaker at
the kick-off which begins at 5:00 p.m. An invitation for the event is attached. Your
presence at this important celebration would mean a great deal to the teens in this program
and their families.

As you know, the Carrera program, founded by Dr. Michael Carrera is based on “hope for
the future.” The teens who were selected for this program live in a community where 80
babies were born to teens (27% of total area births). These rates are more than double the
county average. The area also ranks high in low birthweight babies and juvenile justice
problems. Local school attendance, graduation rates and standardized test scores are well
below the County averages. The Carrera Model is specifically designed to address these
problems, and these are the adolescents that the National Campaign to Prevent Teen
Pregnancy is targeting for effective prevention. This program is a collaboration of Planned
Parenthood, the Delray Boys and Girls Club and is funded by the Children’s Services
Council of Palm Beach County.

Although we are officially kicking off the program on March 16th, our staff started
recruiting teens last November. I have attached a case description which we recently
submitted as justification for additional grant funding for a program social worker. It
describes the life of one of our teens who attempted suicide. It describes a very hopeless

existence but for the fact that he has bonded with the program staff who are advocating on
his behalf and at every chance convey that there is hope. If you could find time in your
schedule to stop by the Delray Boys and Girls Club, where this program takes place, and
meet this child and the others this program serves, you will profoundly reinforce that there
really is hope for their future!

In 1995 (our latest statistics), for every dollar Florida spent on expenditures to support
families begun by teens, it spent less than one cent on investments to prevent teen
pregnancy. You have consistently pointed out the fiscal and social short-sightedness of
this policy and programmatic approach. Planned Parenthood has taken the leadership to
spearhead two local community teen pregnancy prevention coalitions, one in Broward
County and the other in Palm Beach County. The Broward Campaign to Prevent Teen
Pregnancy which is modeled after the National Campaign is in its second year. A
prospectus of the Campaign is also enclosed.

In the summer of "96, Dr. Michael Carrera was selected by the White House to join you
when you announced your request for $30 million in your FY 97 budget to fund promising
strategies to reduce adolescent pregnancy. At that time you quoted Pearl Buck, by saying
“If our American way of life fails the child, it fails us all.” The American way of life is
failing many children in our neighborhoods. We are inviting our community to “Adopt a
T.E.E.N.” [see enclosed invitation]. I am positive that your support will ensure that many
more of our ‘teens’ will be ‘adopted’. We have an in-house public relations person to
promote and publicize the event as well as a large group of loyal and enthusiastic
volunteers.

I have enclosed a package of information that will explain the T.E.E.N. Society program,
together with some newspaper articles that highlight the kickoff and first birthday
celebration of the Hollywood Carrera program which was the first program of its kind in
the state.

I understand that demands on your time are enormous. However, I sincerely hope that
you can allocate some of that precious time and accept our earnest invitation.

seven-city study are as good, Dr. Carrera
won't hesitate to ask his old friend Donna
Shalala, secretary of the Department of
Health and Human Services, for a federal
grant to reach more children.

Dr. Carrera, professor emeritus of
health sciences at Hunter College, began
directing adolescent sexuality and preg-
nancy prevention programs for the Chil-
dren’s Aid Society in New York in 1970.
By 1987, when he received the Robert
Wood Johnson Medical School Award for
Outstanding Contribution to Sexuality
Educaton, he had received many honors.

Today, he shares credit for that ac-
claim with the kids who taught him, poor
kids he met as a new teacher in urban
schools in the 1960s. They may have been
bored with math, but they were intrigued
with life — relationships, love, sex. [m-
pressed with their interest and appalled at
their ignorance, Dr. Carrera looked, un-
‘successfully, forciriformation. He has
since written five books.

The short, wiry New Yorker believes
young people need coancise and consis
tent guidance, positive reinforcement, a
healthy and nurturing environment,
structure and clear limits, quality aca
cemics and a clear understanding of ap-
propriate sexual behavior. His programs

offer health services, mental health
counseling, job services, creative arts
programs and sex education for parents
as well as children. -

Children selected for the program are
those least likely to succeed — kids at
promise rather than kids at risk, Dr. Car-
rera calls them. They getlimited attention
at home, do poorly in school, aren't in
sports or clubs and come from single
parent homes where substance abuse
and/or violence are common. They must
commit to the program for three years.
Parents must be involved. In Riviera
Beach, the program has 28 girls and boys:
in Delray Beach, 33; in Belle Glade, 22.
Planned Parenthood of Palm Beach and
the Treasure Coast Area and of
Boca/Broward are working with the
Florida Stage and Boys and Girls Clubs.

How many kids with no hope today
are offspring of people who were once
kids with no hope? Plenty — which shows
the need for Dr. Carrera’s above-the-waist
approach to pregnancy prevention. He
believes that lasting change in young
people’s lives comes only from a sus
tained effort, with people who offer con-
stant support and whatever services ar¢
necessary. How else to counter what he
describes as an American society bo
sex-saturated and sex-repressed?.

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Change ‘at-risk’ to ‘at-promise’

0 many people, teen-agers like
Amy and Juan are “at-risk.”
The names are made up but they
symbolize many real kids. Usually,
but not always, they are a racial mi-
nority, poor, on welfare and are being raised
by an unwed mother. Usually, they do poorly
in school, lack positive adult role models,
and have little hope of getting a diploma, a
job or otherwise succeeding in life. Their
self-image is rock-bottom.
Amy and Juan probably will start having

sex too young, have unprotected sex and thus-

. risk AIDS and pregnancy.

To sex educator Dr. Michael Carrera, Amy
and Juan are not “at-risk”; they are “at-
promise.” With proper help, he believes, they
carry the promise of delaying sex until they
grow up and boosting their chances to succeed
in life. To turn that promise into reality, he has
brought his acclaimed Carrera Model of Teen-
age Pregnancy Prevention to South Florida.

The region should welcome the chance to
be in a national spotlight while testing his in-
novative and effective program, proven in 22
cities and praised by President Clinton as a
national model.

On Wednesday, 50 teen-agers took a
pledge to say no to sex and yes to responsibil-
ity. They agreed to join the Hollywood
T.E.E.N. Society at the Hollywood Boys and
Girls Club. T.E.E.N. stands for Teen Educa-
tion for Every Nationality.

Under Carrera's guidance, the program is
being conducted by Planned Parenthood of
South Palm Beach and Broward Counties.

structure, accomplishment, personal respon-
sibility and purpose to teens. They get
health care and psychological counseling,
help with homework, tutoring and admission
to college. They participate in sports to de-
velop self-discipline and impulse control.
They flex creative muscles through arts pro-
grams. They get help with job interviewing
and training skills. And they get intensive
sex education.

Last year, 35,000 teen-age girls became
pregnant statewide. A total of 1,913 teens
gave birth in Broward County, 1,367 in Palm
Beach County and 3,838 in Dade County.
Many of them were younger than 15. Florida
spent $1.2 million in 1996 on children of teen
parents.

Elsewhere, “Carrera kids" were far less
likely to be sexually active or cause a preg-
nancy, use alcohol or drugs or commit
crimes. They were far more likely to stay in
school, get diplomas and go on to college.
They improved their behavior and showed
more self-esteem and a more positive out-
look on life.

So far, the local three-year pilot program
only has $131,000 and needs $150,000 more
just for the first year, plus $560,000 more for
the next two years. Local businesses, civic
associations, government agencies, founda-
tions and individual donors should con-
tribute generously to help let the program
operate for the full three years, thereby in-
creasing its chances of success.

This document is intended as a proposed starting point for group
discussion and further development.

r I Yhis prospectus briefly lays out the rationale and need for a local campaign, describes its

Why the Broward Campaign to Prevent Teen Pregnancy?

There are at least eight reasons to mount a local campaign:

1. The magnitude of the problem is significant

e More than 40 percent of young women in the United States become pregnant each year
before they reach age 20, producing the highest teenage pregnancy rate of any industrialized
nation. In 1988, the teenage pregnancy rate in the United States was more than twice that of
England and Wales, and almost ten times that of Japan.

e [n Broward County last year, 1,836 babies were born to unwed, teenage girls.

e Twenty-one percent of teens who have had sexual intercourse became pregnant in 1995.
Eighty-five percent of those pregnancies were reported as unintended.

e Two-thirds of teenage mothers in Florida do not provide information about the father on the
birth certificate.

e In Broward County, the number of teenagers is expected to grow by more than 52% by 2010.

In the face of these high rates generally, and the poor position of the United States in particular,
many have asked what the underlying causes may be. Although many explanations are often
cited, the truth is that no solid evidence is available to answer this question.

2. The consequences of teenage pregnancy and child-bearing are serious and contribute to
many of our community’s enduring social problems. With a federally mandated teenage
pregnancy prevention component of welfare reform, new block grants, Medicaid reform
and a general demand for community collaborative efforts to name just a few trends, the
timing for launching a local Campaign is excellent.

3. The public is deeply concerned about the current state of the family in America, and
sees teenage pregnancy as an important part of a larger crisis in values and community
well-being. These somewhat diffuse but powerful concerns are not being channeled into



useful action. We have access to a national campaign model that we can modify to meet
our local needs. The national call for local campaigns also provides a framework for action.

4. There is a need to recruit community leaders willing to state forcefully and repeatedly
that we must address teenage pregnancy and that our community must take collective and
organized action to address this serious social problem. We need a collective voice to state
that as a community we consider teen pregnancy prevention as a top priority.

5. Reducing teenage pregnancy requires the help and power of the media, but forging
partnerships with the media is a community task that individual organizations cannot do
alone. A collective call for media support is more compelling and newsworthy.

6. Although there are several community groups, organizations and efforts focused on
reducing teenage pregnancy and coordinating resources, they are currently fragmented
and lack a broad base of support, and visibility.

7. Even though major disagreements about values and behavior often impede our ability
to take action to reduce teen pregnancy, there is at present no organized local dialogue on
these issues, and no organized and systematic effort to build common ground and to search
for ways to move forward. ,
8. The knowledge base of how to reduce teenage pregnancy through community-based
programs needs to be strengthened. This will require new investments in program
evaluation and more effort to put current knowledge in the hands of service providers.
There is at present no leadership organization in place that regularly convenes local
investigators, evaluates their results using strong scientific standards, synthesizes and
distributes their findings, alerts funding entities of new ideas and findings emerging from
the field, and identifies critical gaps.

Mission and Goal: The mission of this campaign is to prevent teen pregnancy by supporting
values and stimulating actions that are consistent with a pregnancy-free adolescence. The
campaign’s goal is to reduce the teen pregnancy rate in this community by 1/3 by the year 2002
(The National Goal is 1/3 by the year 2005).

Strategy:

The Broward Campaign to Prevent Teen Pregnancy will:

+ Bring community leaders together to develop a common vision for accomplishing our
campaign mission.

+ Lead a local discussion about the role of religion, culture, and public values in an effort to build
common ground.

+ Define and coordinate the community’s teen pregnancy prevention resources.




¢ Assure that the community’s efforts are based on knowledge about what works.

* Design a Community Communication Campaign to promote adolescent wellness/prevention of
teen pregnancy.

¢ Approach major local and national foundations for joint organizational and programmatic
funding in an effort to leverage community dollars.

* Enlist the help of the media to reach our target audiences.

Structure:
The Broward Campaign to Prevent Teen Pregnancy will establish the following Task Forces:

Media Task Force to oversee an ambitious and multifaceted media campaign to reduce teenage
pregnancy by:

¢ Educating media leaders generally about teenage pregnancy in order to gain their interest and
cooperation, and to broaden the varieties of media drawn into the cause of reducing teenage
pregnancy.

¢ Encouraging the incorporation of messages that support teenage pregnancy prevention and
teen wellness into many types of media programming (radio, television, magazines, movies),
but especially entertainment programming.

e Developing a series of well-researched and targeted public service announcements (PSA’s)
that are distributed widely over a long period of time.

Local Collaborative Action Task Force to define and coordinate the community’s teen
pregnancy prevention resources by:

o Identifying existing community efforts to coordinate teen pregnancy prevention resources and
action plans.

It will stimulate organized action in our community to reduce teen pregnancy, elicit
the support of the media, strengthen the knowledge base for community intervention, and open a
dialog on issues of religion, culture and public values as they relate to teen pregnancy. This is a
call for leadership to make it happen-- to collectively create a vision for how we as a community
are going to reduce teen pregnancy and measure the results of this Campaign.

The Delray Beach T.E.E.N. Society began serving 35 extremely high risk African American youth from an
isolated, underserved, impoverished neighborhood at the Delray Beach Boys & Girls Club in November, 1998.
The intensive, comprehensive youth development program provides family life education, employment
preparation, and educational, arts and sports activities after school, five days a week. Parents are encouraged to
be involved. Health care services will begin shortly. The program is in dire need of additional services to ensure
that this program model succeeds in Delray Beach as it has elsewhere with youth who come from similar difficult
circumstances. The services for which funding is not yet available are: mental health/social work services; daily
monitoring and follow-up with strong, ongoing connections to participants' homes and community; computer
training; and tutoring.

Joe, (not his real name) is a 15 year old participant in the Delray Beach T.E.E.N. Society. He lives near the Boys
& Girls Club with his mother, who is addicted to crack cocaine. As she is unemployed and unable to manage
money, the family struggles to make ends meet. Supervision, guidance and stability are not available in the
home. Joe's father, who lives nearby, is involved in his life on a regular basis. He is employed as a nurses aide
at a local hospital. He would like Joe to live with him, and to attain full custody. However, Joe's mother will not
consider this. The family situation has been a source of constant chaos, stress and growing hopelessness for
Joe.

Joe has much to gain from all of the program components of the T.E.E.N. Society. He is failing in school and is
not oriented toward future employment satisfaction and self-sufficiency. His poor knowledge of sexuality,
personal health and family life is alarming. His use of free time is not productive or positive. He needs regular
health care and an understanding of achieving and maintaining well-being. His self-esteem and self-discipline are
very poor.

In the short time since November that the program has been in operation, Joe has shown improvement in some
areas. He has responded to the program's opportunity to fill his many needs for help, activities and a "parallel
family" by attending very regularly and bonding with the Program Coordinator. The Coordinator was therefore
surprised when Joe stopped attending a few weeks ago. She followed up with the family but was unable to
obtain any information on him. Finally, she received a telephone call from Joe, who apologized to her for his
absence and asked if could return. He had been hospitalized for a suicide attempt..

Without the critical onsite, culturally relevant and "youth-friendly" mental health/social work services and a staff
member to build and maintain strong ties to participants' homes that the program now lacks, Joe's ability to
benefit from the other program components, and the chances for his future as a whole, will be severely
compromised. Unfortunately, Joe is by far not the only Delray T.E.E.N. Society participant in desperate need of
the missing mental health, social work and home liaison services. 20% of the participants have been identified as
suffering from significant emotional and or medical problems. Because of the barriers of culture, fear or hostility
toward government programs, inexperience with counseling, and general lack of rapport with adults, these issues
often go unnoticed and are not effectively treated by service providers in traditional after school program settings.

Therefore, the help of the United Way is critically needed to provide missing essential service components to the
Delray T.E.E.N. Society. The investment will be returned manyfold in the promising futures of the participants
who are drawn to and counting on this program to change the course of their lives.
