BACKGROUND

citizens in service to more than 4,000 communities across the nation. The occasion of the
fifth anniversary will kick off the All* AmeriCorps Award, new annual award that honors
the efforts and accomplishments of the men and women who have devoted their energy
and idealism to improve our communities and our nation since 1994.

AmeriCorps: Five Years of Getting Things Done for America

Since 1994, some 150,000 men and women have answered AreriCorps’ call to service and have
devoted a year to help change lives, rebuild communities and strengthen America. Together they have
served millions of people in more than 4,000 communities.

s Getting Things Done to Strengthen Communities: Since 1994, AmeriCorps members have
tutored and mentored more than 4 million children; started after-school programs serving more than 1
million at-risk youth, established or expanded more than 40,000 neighborhood safety patrols; helped
build more than 11,000 homes; and helped communities rebuild after dozens of natural disasters in
more than 30 states.

e Instilling a lifetime ethic of service. A recent independent study by Aguirre International found
that the AmeriCorps experience reinforced and raised members’ interest in serving their communities.
Nearly all AmeriCorps members (99 percent) reported plans to continue some form of community
service in the future, although only 56 percent of them reported involvement prior to serving. Many
members were motivated to pursue careers in public service and community-oriented work.

e Expanding Educational Opportunity: Modeled on the GI Bill, AmeriCorps members earn
educational opportunity — a $4,725 scholarship that helps pay for college or training, or pay back
student loans after completing a year of service. To date, AmeriCorps members have earned more than
$330 million in education awards.

e Growing Bipartisan Support. For the last two years, Congress has increased funding for
AmeriCorps -- giving more young people the opportunity to serve their community. This year, the
House and Senate conference committee voted to fund AmeriCorps at $433.5 million -- approximately
level funding at FY 99 level -- providing opportunities for more than 40,000 to serve.

» Devolving Power to the States: AmeriCorps is a model of devolution - it lets states and
communities identify their own problems and the best solutions to them. Two-thirds of AmeriCorps
funds are administered by govermor-appointed state commissions. The remainder is administered by
national nonprofits. Nonprofits must compete every year for AmenCorps members, and they must set
and meet tough goals at the local level.

e Part of American Tradition of Service: AmeriCorps is part of a long history of service in
America, extending from President Roosevelt’s Civilian Conservation Corps to President Bush’s
Points of Light Foundation. In recent months, leading Republican including Montana Governor Marc
Racicot, Rep. John Kasich, Elizabeth Dole and others have voiced their support for AmeriCorps.
Speaking to the National Governors Association, Powell called AmeriCorps “a tremendous investment
in young people, a tremendous investment in their future.”

e Making Communities and Nonprofits Stronger: AmenCorps provides trained, dedicated people
to help nonprofits such as Habitat for Humanity, the YMCA and the American Red Cross accomplish
more and make more effective use of occasional volunteers. In five years, AmeriCorps members have
helped recruit and supervise more than 2.5 million volunteers. More than 13,000 AmeriCorps members
have served through faith-based organizations such as the Sisters of Notre Dame and the Catholic
Network of Volunteer Services.

Draft Talking Points

o I want to welcome all of you to the White House for what is truly a remarkable
anniversary. Five years ago, right here at the White House, the President swore the first
AmeriCorps members into service for our country.

. And in just five years - those first members have grown to more than 150,000 young
people who have answered the Call to Service, and transformed America one child, one
school, one community at a time.

o The President has said that AmeriCorps is one of his proudest achievements. And
when I think of the AmeriCorps members I have met these past five years - idealistic young
people filled with the “can do” spirit, I know why. I have seen AmeriCorps members in
action - helping hurricane victims rebuild their homes and their lives; teaching children to
read in schools that can’t even afford text books; wiring schools and community centers for the
internet; training child care workers; and building houses for the homeless with Habitat for
Humanity and Youthbuild. In short, they are getting things done.

o And I have seen how AmeriCorps has also made a difference in the lives of its
members -helping them earn money for college or pay back student loans; helping members
from all walks of life gain a greater understanding of each other and the diverse communities
we live in.

o Today is our opportunity to thank the people who made all this possible. First, our
nonprofit partners - including America’s Promise, the Points of Light Foundation, Youth
Service America, the Red Cross, the King Center, Big Brothers/Big Sisters, the National
Mentoring Partnership, Habitat for Humanity, Boys and Girls Club, United Way, and



AmeriCorps Alums [cut those not in the room -- don't have list from Social yet]. Thank you
for believing that AmeriCorps could work for the people you serve.

° Next, our corporate and foundation partners. Some of you have worked with us from
the very beginning, by supporting local initiatives or national programs - like the Ford
Foundation, IBM, GE, the Kellogg Foundation, the Kauffman Foundation, and the James
Irvine Foundaiton, to name a few.

® And some of you are supporting an effort to make the program that has been described as
“the best kept secret in Washington” more visible - I especially want to thank Danny
Abraham with Slimfast Foods, Archer Daniels Midland, Yahoo, AOL, and Nokia, along
with my good friends Jill Iscol and Nancy Rubin for all they have done.

o This effort to make AmeriCorps more visible is the hard work of the AmeriCorps
Anniversary Committee. Over the year, the Committee has worked with Yahoo to create a
state of the art website about AmeriCorps, which is being unveiled this week and will be
improved over the coming months; with Roy Spence and his wonderfully creative colleagues at
GSD&M to develop television ads, which we will be previewing at the ceremony in a few
minutes; with Peter Hart and his associates to refine the message and learn what the American
people like best about AmeriCorps; and with Morgan Binswanger at the Creative Artists
Foundation to develop a television special - which we hope to premiere in the coming months.

e [ first met with the committee’s organizers almost a year ago -- and I could not have met a
more enthusiastic, energetic and committed group of people. One of the committee's
leaders was my good friend Dan Dutko. I know that we all wish that Dan Dutko could
have lived to see this day. He brought to this Committee a great creative mind, his wide
network of friends and colleagues, and a passion to help out whenever he was needed. His
tragic death was a tremendous loss for all of us. I know we would not be here today had it
not been for him.

o Eli Segal and Alan Solomont have continued the work of the Committee in Dan's
absense and I am deeply grateful to them both.

. I particularly want to thank Eli Segal, who heads the Welfare-to-Work Partnership,
another great success story, but deserves our thanks both for his excellent work in starting up
AmeriCorps - guiding the legislation through Congress and then serving as the first CEO of
the Corporation for National Service; and for his leadership of the AmeriCorps Anniversary
Committee. We will hear from Eli shortly.

. But first, it is my pleasure to thank and introduce the current CEO of the Corporation
for National Service, Harris Wofford. After a long and distinguished career in public service,
Harris agreed a few years ago to lead AmeriCorps into the 21st Century. We are so lucky he
did. Harris has guided AmeriCorps through some of its toughest hours in Congress. By



reaching across the aisle, Harris has built even stronger bipartisan support for the program and
developed strong partnerships with many of the nonprofit organizations here today. Harris -
please come up and say a few words.

AmeriCorps Alumni Continuing Service Initiative

Background

In taking the AmeriCorps pledge, each AmeriCorps member promises: “T will
carry this commitment with me this year and beyond.” Now that some 150,000
Americans have joined AmeriCorps, these former AmeriCorps members have become a
great national resource, a large and influential pool of leaders for local communities and
non-profit organizations.

As part of the AmeriCorps fifth anniversary commemoration, President Clinton
will issue a renewed “call to service” to former AmeriCorps members and seek to expand
and strengthen the continuing service for these AmeriCorps alumni. The President will
announce the following specific actions: he will write to all former AmeriCorps
members about their obligation and opportunities for continuing service to their
community and their country; he will direct the Corporation for National Service to
connect former AmeriCorps members to community service opportunities; and he will
announce a strategic alliance between the Corporation for National Service and leading
non-profit organizations to engage former AmeriCorps members in significant volunteer
roles. j

Specific Actions

The Corporation for National Service will immediately begin to develop a special
registry of former AmeriCorps members who are interested in continuing volunteer
service and to connect those AmeriCorps alumni with service opportunities. The goal
will be to match the skills and experiences of AmeriCorps alumni with the needs of
individual non-profit and educational allies.

Several leading non-profit organizations have agreed to help launch this initiative.
These organizations, each of which has extensive experience with AmeriCorps members,
will reach out to AmeriCorps alumni and provide them with significant opportunities for
continuing volunteer service. The opportunity to participate in this initiative will be open
to all interested organizations that have significant volunteer opportunities. The first
organizations to agree to participate in this new initiative are:

The National Mentoring Partnership which will help former AmeriCorps
members who want to establish mentoring relationships with young people through their
alliance of three thousand mentoring organizations including Campfire Boys and Girls,
Girl Scouts, Mentoring USA, and 100 Black Men, and Big Brothers Big Sisters of
America;



Big Brothers Big Sisters of America which will offer service opportunities for
former AmeriCorps members who want to establish a mentoring relationship with a
young person through their five hundred local affiliates in over five thousand
communities;

Habitat for Humanity International which will offer national, regional and
leadership roles to former AmeriCorps members who want to help volunteers to build
homes for low-income families, or to help recruit and organize other volunteers at Habitat
building sites;

The American Red Cross which will enlist the assistance of former AmeriCorps
members in disaster response, preparedness and recovery, health and safety programs,
and community service especially by young people;

Boys and Girls Clubs which will reach out to former AmeriCorps members who
have a special interest in volunteering in after-school activities for young people,
especially in engaging young members of Boys and Girls Clubs in service to their
communities;

America’s Promise which will enlist AmeriCorps alumni who want to participate
directly in the America’s Promise campaign for children and youth by helping to fulfill
the five basic promises made at the Presidents’ Summit for America’s Future;

Points of Light Foundation and its network of over 500 Volunteer Centers
which will offer to former AmeriCorps members a wide range of opportunities to connect
Americans through service in communities across the country; and

The United Way of America, which in partnership with member United Ways
across the country, will connect AmeriCorps alumni with community building initiatives
and community mobilizations for children, youth, and families.

Organizations participating in this initiative will have access to a special registry
of AmeriCorps alumni that will provide a pool of experienced, potential volunteers. To
participate, any interested non-profit organization will agree to provide AmeriCorps
alumni with service opportunities and to restrict the purpose of their solicitation of former
AmeriCorps members to service opportunities. Any non-profit organization that is
interested in reaching out to AmeriCorps alumni and agrees to restrict their use of the
alumni registry to service opportunities will be welcome to participate.

The Corporation for National Service will spell out the details of the agreement
with participating organizations in the coming days.



Winners of All*AmeriCorps Awards

The fifth anniversary of AmeriCorps kicks off a new annual award that honors the efforts and
accomplishments of the men and women who have served as AmeriCorps members. The
AmeriCorps alumni who are being honored with the All* AmeriCorps Award represent the
thousands of AmeriCorps members who have devoted their energy and idealism to improve
communities and our nation. The All*AmeriCorps Award recognizes achievement in four
categories: Getting Things Done, Strengthening Communities, Leadership and Common Ground.

o  Christine Packer, while serving with the Idaho Immunization Project in Boise, Idaho, helped
start a statewide effort that boosted the immunization rate for two-year-olds from 50 percent
to 70 percent and drew her to a career in public health.

e Traci Chevraux developed school-based health initiatives, including Smoke Free Sheridan, a
comprehensive campaign to reduce smoking among school-aged children in Sheridan,
Colorado.

e Lin Min Kong, a lawyer serving with the National Service Legal Corps in Los Angeles, helped
low-income residents of run-down public housing purchase their buildings and renovate them
into safe and affordable housing.

e Toni Sage started a tutoring project in Salt Lake City and brought together local students and
residents to turn a vacant lot into a safe place for children and their families.

e James Boland, a Marine veteran and AmeriCorps member with the National Collaboration for
Homeless Veterans in West Haven, Connecticut, developed mentoring, family, and crisis
programs for veterans in the very facility that had helped him 12 years earlier when he was a
homeless veteran.

* Jack Bridges, after finishing college out of state, returned home to Americus, Georgia to care for
his mother. As an AmeriCorps member with Habitat for Humanity, he helped launch a
partnership that now engages more than 600 AmeriCorps members in building decent,
affordable housing in thousands of communities.

¢ Scott Finn graduated from Harvard University before serving in Big Ugly Creek, West Virginia,
where he transformed an abandoned school building into a community center with after-
school and summer programs.

e Tera Oglesby developed the Seattle Police Department’s first victim support team, offering a
range of emergency and long-term services for victims of crime and abuse.

¢ Anna Severens, serving in Reno, Nevada, ran a free mobile preschool program operating out of a
converted school bus, called COW (Classroom on Wheels). She helped double the number

of children served through the program.

®  Byrnadett Frerker of the St. Louis Safety Corps in St. Louis, Missouri, provided disaster relief



to families and communities in the wake of wildfires in Florida, a hurricane in Mississippi,
floods in Missouri, and, most recently, Hurricane Floyd in North Carolina.

Kyoko Henson started summer youth programs in Pittsburgh, launched a family tutoring
program, coordinated community service projects, and now is pursuing a master’s degree in
social work at the University of Pittsburgh.

Kelton Young served with the Youth Crime Commission in Fort Worth, Texas, where he helped
turn young people away from gangs, started eighteen TRUCE sites serving more than 200
young people each, and engaged young people in activities through local YMCAs.

Mason Jenkins served with YouthBuild of New Bedford, Massachusetts, where he built low-
income housing, helped start a grassroots organization to address youth issues and
coordinated a conference to open discussions between young people and public servants on
the issues that affect them.

Maria del Mar Bosch trained tutors in Head Start centers in Puerto Rico and launched after-
school programs for older children, including a leadership program that gives them a chance
to give back to their communities through service.

Jason Lupeituu, serving in Pine Island, Minnesota, turned an old laundromat into the Pine
Island Union of Youth, Inc., the community’s only youth center.

Arthur White grew up in poverty and lived on his own from the age of 15. While serving with an
AmeriCorps environmental education program in New Hampshire, he worked with a

tutoring specialist to improve his own reading and writing skills so he could better help

young people.

Christy Hicks served with the 4-H Youth Program in Pontiac, Michigan, where she started a
conflict resolution program for middle school students.

Mark Payne served with both City Year and Public Allies in Chicago, where he recruited young
African-American males to volunteer and serve as role models for others in his Southside
neighborhood. '

Jamie Lee Manning organized city-wide service events in San Jose for the Martin Luther King,
Jr. holiday that brought together thousands of people from diverse backgrounds in hands-on
community service projects to honor Dr. King’s legacy and teachings.

Trampas Stucker, serving with the Washington Service Corps in his hometown of Tonasket,
Washington, brought the special perspectives of those living with physical and learning
disabilities to teach reading and math to economically disadvantaged, rural elementary school
students. '

Graciela Noriega served with the Center for Drug Free Living in Orlando, Florida, where she
started Culture Shock, an education program for the city’s young people that has now
reached youth in other countries through an international pen pal program.

The award was named in honor of Dan Dutko, one of
the best friends AmeriCorps ever had. Long before the Lord called him to heaven, he had | had become
our guardian angel on earth. I am sure he is shining down on us today.

As these courageous and idealistic
men and women spoke in unison, answering their nation’s call to service with one booming voice, I
knew we were looking at America’s next generation of heroes. It was a moment I will carry with
me for the rest of my life.

But let us remember that day with appropriate humility. For on that day, AmeriCorps was
little more than a good idea and a solid plan. Yes, it was rooted in Sargent Shriver’s success with
the Peace Corps and VISTA and in the remarkable service corps I had seen in Boston, San Antonio,
Los Angeles, and other cities. Yes, it was championed by some of the most passionate leaders and
thinkers and doers from both political parties. And yes, it was energized by 20,000 young people
raring to give something back to the country that had given much to them. But it was still just the
beginning of a journey. On that day on the North Lawn, there were just as many butterflies as there
were flags and smiles and hugs.

Five years later, AmeriCorps is more than an incandescent idea. Thanks to so many of you
here today, AmeriCorps is a glowing success.

You have already heard the statistics — the millions of children tutored, homes built, parks
revitalized, lives touched. You have heard that a remarkable 150,000 people have joined
AmeriCorps in just five years. But, of course, mere statistics cannot do justice to the profound, and
often unheralded, ways AmeriCorps members are getting things done for America.

In fact, my only regret today is that I can’t take every single person here today who has not
had already had a chance, to see AmeriCorps members in the field. There, you would see, in the
most tangible ways, how these young people are living up to the highest obligations of citizenship —

how they are creating opportunity, taking responsibility, fostering community.

You would see skill, and sweat, and accomplishment. You would see leaders using their
brains, not just their brawn — never giving in to the notion that it can’t be done because it’s never
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been done before. You would see how members’ infectious optimism inspires other people in the
community to invest themselves and lend a hand. You would see teamwork and camaraderie —
perhaps the strongest antidote to the kind of alienation that produced the tragedy in Littleton. You
would see kids who went to Ivy League schools and kids who dropped out of high school working
side by side, serving together, giving together. You would see that Dr. King’s Dream of a Beloved
Community is alive and well.

I want to give you just one vivid illustration of what I mean. On his very first day as an
AmeriCorps member in southern West Virginia, Scott Finn heard that local residents had a dream of
cleaning up a boarded-up old school and turning it into a center of community life. The school had
no electricity or running water. It was a complete wreck inside and out — not just an eye sore but a
place that invited drugs and crime.

So Scott, fresh out of college, put together a team of volunteers and provided the spark to get
things done — from hauling water out of a nearby creek to mop the floors to negotiating a lease to
raising $50,000 in grants. Today, that new community center has a lending library, a gym, a safe
playground. It serves as a meeting place for dances, gospel concerts, after-school programs, and a
Boy Scout Troop. It is a tremendous source of community pride. Scott is here with us today. In a
few moments, he will receive a well-deserved All* AmeriCorps Award.

[’ve always said that there is nothing wrong with America that cannot be cured by what is
right with America. Well, AmeriCorps members are what is right with America. In community
after community, AmeriCorps members are rising above and beyond the call of duty, the call of
service, the call country. They are taking responsibility personally. [This is the AmeriCorps
anniversary slogan.]

Today, we will help ensure that AmeriCorps members can exercise that responsibility for a
lifetime. Like returned Peace Corps Volunteers and military veterans, former AmeriCorps members
represent a huge national resource. So, to mark this anniversary, we are establishing a new Office
of Continuing Service within the Corporation for National Service. In partnership with Habitat for
Humanity, the American Red Cross, the Boys and Girls Clubs, America’s Promise, and other
national organizations, this new Continuing Service office will connect former AmeriCorps
members with service opportunities wherever they now live. AmeriCorps is already 150,000 people
strong.

At the front of the parade in support of AmeriCorps are governors of both political parties —
leaders like Mike Leavitt who know first-hand how AmeriCorps members are setting off chain
reactions of civic involvement and pride. In fact, today I am proud to announce that I am
appointing to the Corporation for National Service Board not only Mark Gearan, our outstanding
former director of the Peace Corps; I am also appointing Montana Governor Marc Racicot [ross-
KO], who has convinced many fellow Republicans that their initial fears of an entrenched,
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expensive, Washington-run bureaucracy were absolutely misplaced. I want to thank both Marks for -
answering the call to service, once again.

For their sake, and for the sake of our continued
prosperity and leadership in the world, education must be America’s number one priority — no ifs,
no ands, no cuts.

That means instead of fighting attempts to reduce funding for our public schools, we should
be spending our time working together to strengthen them. By reducing class size and fulfilling our
commitment to add 100,000 highly trained teachers to the classroom. By building or modernizing
6,000 schools. By insisting on strict accountability. By expanding Head Start and getting
thousands more young children off on the right foot. By ensuring that our children are Y2K ready
with computers and Internet access throughout their schools. By keeping schools open after school
and in the summer to give kids a safe place to learn.

We know our children need all these things. And we know we can do all these things —
without touching a dime of the Social Security surplus — if we just work together. Yes, there
differences of opinion. But I want to work with the Congressional leadership. Together, we can
give our children the best education in the world.

You have helped us remember, in the
quiet of every night, that what each of us can become is to determined what whether all of us can
become what God meant us to be.

And now, it is my great honor to introduce our four presenters. I will say a few words about
each, and then they will take it from there.

Immediately after her husband was struck down on the balcony of the Lorraine Motel,
Coretta Scott King knew it was up to her to keep the dream alive. So despite her grief, she boarded
a plane for Memphis to address the same striking workers her husband had come to the city to help.
She told them, “We are going to continue his work to make all people truly free.”
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Mrs. King has done so in every possible way. By leading marches. By giving hundreds of
impassioned speeches — not only for racial justice but for human rights and gay equality. By
founding the Martin Luther King Jr. Center for Nonviolent Social Change. By leading the efforts to
create the national holiday in her husband’s memory — and by helping to turn that holiday into a day
of service, not a day of rest. There is simply no one in America who is better suited to present the
All* AmeriCorps “Common Ground” Award.

Sargent Shriver often describes himself as a lucky man, having cheated death and having
been graced with a wife and children as wonderful as his. But I believe the luck is ours — for never
was a more compassionate man put on this earth to serve. Not only was Sarge America’s founding
Peace Corps and VISTA director. He served in the Navy in World War II, created Head Start and
the Job Corps and Legal Services, led the Special Olympics, served as Ambassador to France, ran
for President and Vice President, led the Chicago Board of Education, fostered civil rights and
economic opportunity and religious faith. On top of it all, he is one of the warmest and most
unassuming people you’ll ever meet. We are honored — and lucky — to have him here today to
present the All* AmeriCorps Award for “Community Strengthening.”

Mike Leavitt, the Governor of Utah and the new chairman of the National Governors’
Association, has become one of the most popular leaders in Utah history. His commitment to
service is one important reason why. Two years ago, in a rally with Gen. Colin Powell, Gov.
Leavitt launched Utah’s Promise, a statewide effort to mobilize all citizens to action. Already it is
yielding remarkable results — in increasing literacy, in creating youth service teams, in recruiting
and training more caring foster parents. Gov. Leavitt has also led pathbreaking efforts to preserve
Utah’s quality of life during a time of rapid economic growth and to improve Utah’s public schools
— reducing class sizes, increasing teacher pay, and equipping Utah’s classrooms for the 21* century.
Today, it is only fitting that he present the All* AmeriCorps Award for Leadership.

And finally, Gen. Colin Powell. In 1993, Gen. Powell — Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of
Staff, architect of the great American victory in Desert Storm, and former National Security
Advisor to the President — retired from military service. Because of his courage and
accomplishment, Gen. Powell became only the second American citizen in the history of the
republic to be awarded two Presidential Medals of Freedom. But that was just the first act in Colin
Powell’s remarkable life. He has gone on to serve his country as the leader of America’s Promise,
the national crusade to give every single child in America the nurturing and support they need.
Already, Colin Powell and his troops, including many AmeriCorps members, have touched the lives
of more than 10 million children. Gen. Powell used to say that he was first and foremost an
infantryman. I think he is first and foremost a true American hero.

Gen. Powell, the podium is yours.

Background

In taking the AmeriCorps pledge, each AmeriCorps member promises: “I will
carry this commitment with me this year and beyond.” Now that some 150,000
Americans have joined AmeriCorps, these former AmeriCorps members have become a
great national resource, a large and influential pool of leaders for local communities and
non-profit organizations.

As part of the AmeriCorps fifth anniversary commemoration, President Clinton
will issue a renewed “call to service” to former AmeriCorps members and seek to expand
and strengthen the continuing service for these AmeriCorps alumni. The President will
announce the following specific actions: he will write to all former AmeriCorps
members about their obligation and opportunities for continuing service to their
community and their country; he will direct the Corporation for National Service to
connect former AmeriCorps members to community service opportunities; and he will
announce a strategic alliance between the Corporation for National Service and leading
non-profit organizations to engage former AmeriCorps members in significant volunteer
roles. -

Specific Actions

The Corporation for National Service will immediately begin to develop a special
registry of former AmeriCorps members who are interested in continuing volunteer
service and to connect those AmeriCorps alumni with service opportunities. The goal
will be to match the skills and experiences of AmeriCorps alumni with the needs of
individual non-profit and educational allies.

Several leading non-profit organizations have agreed to help launch this initiative.
These organizations, each of which has extensive experience with AmeriCorps members,
will reach out to AmeriCorps alumni and provide them with significant opportunities for
continuing volunteer service. The opportunity to participate in this initiative will be open
to all interested organizations that have significant volunteer opportunities. The first
organizations to agree to participate in this new initiative are:

The National Mentoring Partnership which will help former AmeriCorps
members who want to establish mentoring relationships with young people through their
alliance of three thousand mentoring organizations including Campfire Boys and Girls,
Girl Scouts, Mentoring USA, and 100 Black Men, and Big Brothers Big Sisters of
America;



Big Brothers Big Sisters of America which will offer service opportunities for
former AmeriCorps members who want to establish a mentoring relationship with a
young person through their five hundred local affiliates in over five thousand
communities;

Habitat for Humanity International which will offer national, regional and
leadership roles to former AmeriCorps members who want to help volunteers to build
homes for low-income families, or to help recruit and organize other volunteers at Habitat
building sites;

The American Red Cross which will enlist the assistance of former AmeriCorps
members in disaster response, preparedness and recovery, health and safety programs,
and community service especially by young people;

Boys and Girls Clubs which will reach out to former AmeriCorps members who
have a special interest in volunteering in after-school activities for young people,
especially in engaging young members of Boys and Girls Clubs in service to their
communities;

America’s Promise which will enlist AmeriCorps alumni who want to participate
directly in the America’s Promise campaign for children and youth by helping to fulfill
the five basic promises made at the Presidents’ Summit for America’s Future;

Points of Light Foundation and its network of over 500 Volunteer Centers
which will offer to former AmeriCorps members a wide range of opportunities to connect
Americans through service in communities across the country; and

The United Way of America, which in partnership with member United Ways
across the country, will connect AmeriCorps alumni with community building initiatives
and community mobilizations for children, youth, and families.

Organizations participating in this initiative will have access to a special registry
of AmeriCorps alumni that will provide a pool of experienced, potential volunteers. To
participate, any interested non-profit organization will agree to provide AmeriCorps
alumni with service opportunities and to restrict the purpose of their solicitation of former
AmeriCorps members to service opportunities. Any non-profit organization that is
interested in reaching out to AmeriCorps alumni and agrees to restrict their use of the
alumni registry to service opportunities will be welcome to participate.

The Corporation for National Service will spell out the details of the agreement
with participating organizations in the coming days.



Winners of All* AmeriCorps Awards

The fifth anniversary of AmeriCorps kicks off a new annual award that honors the efforts and
accomplishments of the men and women who have served as AmeriCorps members. The
AmeriCorps alumni who are being honored with the All* AmeriCorps Award represent the
thousands of AmeriCorps members who have devoted their energy and idealism to improve
communities and our nation. The All* AmeriCorps Award recognizes achievement in four
categories: Getting Things Done, Strengthening Communities, Leadership and Common Ground.

e Christine Packer, while serving with the Idaho Immunization Project in Boise, Idaho, helped
start a statewide effort that boosted the immunization rate for two-year-olds from 50 percent
to 70 percent and drew her to a career in public health.

e Traci Chevraux developed school-based health initiatives, including Smoke Free Sheridan, a
comprehensive campaign to reduce smoking among school-aged children in Sheridan,
Colorado.

e Lin Min Kong, a lawyer serving with the National Service Legal Corps in Los Angeles, helped
low-income residents of run-down public housing purchase their buildings and renovate them
into safe and affordable housing.

e Toni Sage started a tutoring project in Salt Lake City and brought together local students and
residents to turn a vacant lot into a safe place for children and their families.

e James Boland, a Marine veteran and AmeriCorps member with the National Collaboration for
Homeless Veterans in West Haven, Connecticut, developed mentoring, family, and crisis
programs for veterans in the very facility that had helped him 12 years earlier when he was a
homeless veteran.

= Jack Bridges, after finishing college out of state, returned home to Americus, Georgia to care for
his mother. As an AmeriCorps member with Habitat for Humanity, he helped launch a
partnership that now engages more than 600 AmeriCorps members in building decent,
affordable housing in thousands of communities.

e Scott Finn graduated from Harvard University before serving in Big Ugly Creek, West Virginia,
where he transformed an abandoned school building into a community center with after-
school and summer programs.

e Tera Oglesby developed the Seattle Police Department’s first victim support team, offering a
range of emergency and long-term services for victims of crime and abuse.

e  Anna Severens, serving in Reno, Nevada, ran a free mobile preschool program operating out of a
converted school bus, called COW (Classroom on Wheels). She helped double the number

of children served through the program.

e Byrnadett Frerker of the St. Louis Safety Corps in St. Louis, Missouri, provided disaster relief



to families and communities in the wake of wildfires in Florida, a hurricane in Mississippi,
floods in Missouri, and, most recently, Hurricane Floyd in North Carolina.

Kyoko Henson started summer youth programs in Pittsburgh, launched a family tutoring
program, coordinated community service projects, and now is pursuing a master’s degree in
social work at the University of Pittsburgh.

Kelton Young served with the Youth Crime Commission in Fort Worth, Texas, where he helped
turn young people away from gangs, started eighteen TRUCE sites serving more than 200
young people each, and engaged young people in activities through local YMCAs.

Mason Jenkins served with YouthBuild of New Bedford, Massachusetts, where he built low-
income housing, helped start a grassroots organization to address youth issues and
coordinated a conference to open discussions between young people and public servants on
the issues that affect them.

Maria del Mar Bosch trained tutors in Head Start centers in Puerto Rico and launched after-
school programs for older children, including a leadership program that gives them a chance
to give back to their communities through service.

Jason Lupeituu, serving in Pine Island, Minnesota, turned an old laundromat into the Pine
Island Union of Youth, Inc., the community’s only youth center.

Arthur White grew up in poverty and lived on his own from the age of 15. While serving with an
AmeriCorps environmental education program in New Hampshire, he worked with a

tutoring specialist to improve his own reading and writing skills so he could better help

young people.

Christy Hicks served with the 4-H Youth Program in Pontiac, Michigan, where she started a
conflict resolution program for middle school students.

Mark Payne served with both City Year and Public Allies in Chicago, where he recruited young
African-American males to volunteer and serve as role models for others in his Southside
neighborhood. '

Jamie Lee Manning organized city-wide service events in San Jose for the Martin Luther King,
Jr. holiday that brought together thousands of people from diverse backgrounds in hands-on
community service projects to honor Dr. King’s legacy and teachings.

Trampas Stucker, serving with the Washington Service Corps in his hometown of Tonasket,
Washington, brought the special perspectives of those living with physical and learning
disabilities to teach reading and math to economically disadvantaged, rural elementary school
students.

Graciela Noriega served with the Center for Drug Free Living in Orlando, Florida, where she
started Culture Shock, an education program for the city’s young people that has now
reached youth in other countries through an international pen pal program.

PURPOSE

You will be interviewed for the latest production of the Simon Wiesenthal Center’s Moriah
Films Division, “In Search of Peace,” a theatrical documentary which will chronicle the
history of the state of Israel.

BACKGROUND

In November 1977, Holocaust survivor Simon Wiesenthal founded a center to carry on his
life work of hunting Nazis and bringing them to justice. Today, together with its world
renowned Museum of Tolerance in Los Angeles, the Simon Wiesenthal Center is a 400,000
member strong international center for Holocaust remembrance, the defense of human rights
and the Jewish people. With offices throughout the world, the Wiesenthal Center carries on
the continuing fight against bigotry and anti-Semitism and pursues an active agenda of
related contemporary issues, such as hate on the internet and hate education among youth.

“In Search of Peace” is the fourth film venture for the Simon Wiesenthal Center and the third
under it’s Moriah Films division, created in 1994. Each of the films, two of which won
Academy Awards for Best Feature Documentary, has covered different aspects of the
Holocaust. “Genocide” combines historical narrative with actual stories of ordinary people
caught up in the Nazis' reign of terror. “Liberation” chronicles Hitler’s war against the Jews
and the Allied campaign to liberate Europe. “The Long Way Home” examines the post War
period and the plight of thousands of Jewish Holocaust survivors.

“In Search of Peace” picks up where “The Long Way Home” left off, beginning with the
1948 War of Independence and follows Israel’s history to present time. “In Search of Peace”
combines archival footage of leaders such as David Ben-Gurion, Golda Meir, Anwar Sadat
and King Hussein and taped interviews with current leaders such as Shimon Peres, Prime
Minister Ehud Barak, Saeb Erakat and Hanan Ashwari.

“In Search of Peace” will start screening in theaters around the United States in February
2000 and will be featured in a number of international film festivals. After theatrical release,
the film will be available on video and broadcast on television outlets around the world.



Rabbi Marvin Hier, who is founder and dean of the Simon Wiesenthal Center’s Museum of
Tolerance and the producer of all the aforementioned films, will interview you (questions
attached). Rabbi Hier has invited you to visit the Museum of Tolerance on multiple
occasions but you have regretted all invitations.

PRESIDENT CLINTON: Lea, to the Rabin children and
grandchildren and other family members, President Weizman, Acting
Prime Minister Peres, members of the Israeli government and the
Knesset, distinguished leaders frcm the Middle East and around the
world, especially His Majesty King Hussein for those remarkable znd
wonderful comments, and President Mubarak for taking this histori:z
trip here. And to all the people zf Israel.

The American people mourn with you in the loss of
your leader. And I mourn with you, for he was my partner and friend.
Every moment we shared was a joy because he was a good man and an
inspiration because he was also a great man.

Lea, I know that too many times in the life of this
country you were called upon to comfort and console the mothers ard
the fathers, the husbands and the wives, the sons and the daughters
who lost their loved ones to violence and vengeance. You gave them
strength. Now, we here and millions of people all around the worid
in all humility and honor offer you our strength. May God comfor®
you among all the mourners of Zion and Jerusalem.

Yitzhak Rabin lived the history of Israel. Throuzh
every trial and triumph -- the struggle for independence, the wars
for survival, the pursuit of peace, and all he served on the fron:
lines -- this Son of David and of Sclomon took up arms to defend
Israzel's freedom and laid down his life to secure Israel's futurs.

He was a man completely without pretense, as all 2%
his friends knew. I read that in 2948, after the War of
Independence, David Ben Gurion sen: him to represent Israel at ths
armistice talks at Rhodes, and he had never before worn a necktie,
and did not know how to tie the knot. So the problem was solved zy a
friend who tied it for him before he left and showed him how to
preserve the knot simply by loosening the tie and pulling it over his
head.

Well, the last time we were together, not two weeks ago,
he showed up for a black-tie event on time but without the black :tie.
And so he borrowed a tie, and I was privileged to straighten it fer
him. It is a moment I will cherish as long as I live.

To him, ceremonies and words were less important than
actions and deeds. Six weeks ago, the King and President Mubarak
will remember, we were at the White House for signing the
Israel-Palestinian agreement. And a lot of people spoke. I spoke,
the King spoke, Chairman Arafat spoke, President Mubarak spoke, cur
foreign ministers all spoke. And finally Prime Minister Rabin got up
to speak and he said, "First, the good news -- I am the last
speaker."

PURPOSE

To sign into law H.R. 2684, a bill which makes appropriations for the Departments of
Veterans Affairs and Housing and Urban Development and other Independent Agencies,
for the fiscal year ending September 30, 2000, and for other purposes.

BACKGROUND

The VA-HUD Appropriations bill is an excellent example of Congress putting aside
partisanship in order to provide for our national priorities. The Administration and the
Congress worked in a bipartisan fashion to fund needed investments for veterans and
housing; compromised when we had differences; and, passed a bill that is fully paid for.
We hope that this example is used in the coming days as we complete the appropriations
process.

Chairman Walsh (R-NY) and Ranking Member Mollohan (D-WV) worked together on
the VA-HUD Subcommittee to bring this bill to the floor. On the Senate side, VA-HUD
Subcommittee Chairman Bond (R-MO) and Ranking Member Mikulski (D-MD) worked
across party lines to get this bill passed.

THE WHITE HOUSE

Acknowledge: introducer Andre Crisp; Mrs. Clinton: A few minutes ago, in a very moving
presentation, the AmeriCorps Fifth Anniversary Committee presented my wife with an award for
her passionate commitment to AmeriCorps. The award was named in honor of Dan Dutko, one of
the best friends AmeriCorps ever had. Long before the Lord called him to Heaven, he had become
our guardian angel on earth. I am sure he is smiling down on us today.

Debbie Jospin; Harris Wofford: Eli Segal: AmeriCorps members, alumni, and friends; 21
winners of the first annual All* AmeriCorps Awards; distinguished award presenters: Gen. Colin
Powell, Mrs. Coretta Scott King: the Honorable Sargent Shriver, Utah Gov. Mike Leavitt, about all
of whom I will say much more in a few moments: Howard University choir.

Five years ago, on the North Lawn of the White House, I had the honor of leading the very
first class of AmeriCorps members in the AmeriCorps pledge. As these courageous and idealistic
men and women spoke in unison, answering their nation’s call to service with one booming voice, I
knew we were looking at America’s next generation of heroes. It was a moment I will carry with
me for the rest of my life.

But let us remember that on that day, AmeriCorps was little more than a good idea and a
solid plan. Yes, it was rooted in Sargent Shriver’s success with the Peace Corps and VISTA and in
the remarkable service corps I had seen in Boston, San Antonio, Los Angeles, and other cities. Yes,
it was championed by some of the most passionate leaders and thinkers and doers from both
political parties. And yes, it was energized by 20,000 young people raring to give something back
to the country that had given so much to them. But it was still just the beginning of a journey.

Five years later, AmeriCorps is more than an incandescent idea. Thanks to so many of you
here today, AmeriCorps is a glowing success.

AmeriCorps members are living up to the highest obligations of citizenship — creating
opportunity, taking responsibility, fostering community. They are some of best community builders
and bridge builders in America. You can see it in the way their infectious optimism inspires other
people in the community to invest themselves and lend a hand. You can see it in their teamwork
and camaraderie — perhaps the strongest antidote to the alienation too many of our young people
feel today. Kids who went to Ivy League schools and kids who dropped out of high school are
working side by side, serving together, giving together — proving that Dr. King’s Dream of a
Beloved Community is alive and well.

[ want to give you just one vivid illustration of what I mean. And frankly, it is just one of
hundreds, if not thousands, I could have chosen.

On his very first day as an AmeriCorps member in a small town in southern West Virginia,
Scott Finn heard that local residents had a dream of cleaning up a boarded-up old school and turning



it into a center of community life. The school had no electricity or running water. It was a
complete wreck inside and out — not just an eye sore but a place that invited drugs and crime.

So Scott, fresh out of Harvard, put together a team of volunteers and provided the spark to
get things done — from hauling water out of a nearby creek to mop the floors ... to negotiating a
lease ... to raising $50,000 in grants. Today, that new community center has a lending library, a
gym, a safe playground. It serves as a meeting place for dances, gospel concerts, after-school
programs, and a Boy Scout Troop. It is a tremendous source of community pride. Scott is here
with us today. He is one of the 21 remarkable AmeriCorps members and alumni who will receive
one of our All* AmeriCorps Awards.

When AmeriCorps members like Scott first took their AmeriCorps pledge, they promised,
and I quote, “to carry this commitment with me this year — and beyond.” Today, we will help them
fulfill the second part of the pledge. Today, I am asking the Corporation for National Service to
develop a new initiative to connect former AmeriCorps members with service opportunities
wherever they live. Habitat for Humanity, the American Red Cross, the Boys and Girls Clubs,
America’s Promise, the Points of Light Foundation, Big Brothers Big Sisters, the United Way, and
the National Mentoring Partnership have already signed on to help.

Like returned Peace Corps Volunteers and military veterans, those of you who are
AmeriCorps members and alums represent enormous national pool of “know-how™ and “can-do”
spirit in our communities. You are already 150,000 people strong — and growing stronger. Soon, |
want to add 100,000 new members to your ranks every single year.

There 1s no question in my mind that America is discovering that you are an indispensable
force for change. After years of fights over funding for AmeriCorps, peace is breaking out. A
major factor in lifting AmeriCorps out of the realm of partisan politics is the support of governors of
both political parties — leaders like Mike Leavitt who know first-hand how AmeriCorps members
are setting off chain reactions of civic involvement and pride. In state after state, community after
community, AmeriCorps members have proven that they are one of the smartest and best
investments America can make.

AmeriCorps members are also showing us here in Washington what you can do when you
stop talking past each other and start working with each other. Right now, in the midst of battles
over the budget, we need more reminders like this. I hope we will have some in the days ahead.
Tomorrow, the budget extension I granted to Congress will expire. And there is still so much work
they must do to complete a budget that reflects the values and priorities of the American people.

[ just want to mention one of those values today — the value of helping all our children live
up to their God-given talents in high-tech, high-quality schools. As you well know, America’s
public schools now have the largest and most diverse student body in our history. When those
children graduate, they will inherit a complex economy that values learning and skills more than
ever before. For their sake, and for the sake of our continued prosperity and leadership in the world,
education must be America’s number one priority.

That means instead of having to fight attempts to reduce funding for our public schools, we
should be spending our time working together to strengthen them. By shrinking class size and
fulfilling our commitment to add 100,000 highly trained teachers to the classroom. By building or
modernizing 6,000 schools. By insisting on strict accountability. By expanding Head Start. By
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ensuring that our children are Y2K ready with computers and Internet access throughout their
schools. By keeping schools open in the afternoon and in the summer to give kids a safe place to
learn. AmeriCorps members by the thousands are in the forefront of almost all of these efforts.

There is nothing pie-in-sky about these education priorities. We know our children need all
these things. And we know we can achieve them all — without touching a dime of the Social
Security surplus — if we just work together. Yes, there differences of opinion. But I want to
continue to work with the Congressional leadership, as we did yesterday at the White House.
Together, we can make this a season of progress and give our children the best education in the
world.

Before I introduce the distinguished Americans who will present the All* AmeriCorps
Awards, I want to say, again, how grateful I am to all of you who are helping to lift AmeriCorps
above partisan politics. I especially want to thank those of you who expressed sincere reservations
five years ago and then had the follow-through and the courage to take an honest look at
AmeriCorps in action.

But most of all, I am grateful to the AmeriCorps members who have lived up to their pledge
and gone far beyond. By taking your responsibility personally [AmeriCorps’ anniversary slogan].
you are breathing new life into our democracy. You are sparking a new patriotism among a new
generation of Americans — a patriotism of the home front. And you have helped us remember that
what each of us can achieve is determined in no small measure by whether all of us can become
what God meant us to be.

And now, it is my great honor to introduce our four presenters. I will say a few words about
each, and then they will take it from there.

From the moment her husband was struck down on the balcony of the Lorraine Motel,
Coretta Scott King knew it was up to her to keep the dream alive. Despite her grief, she boarded a
plane for Memphis to address the same striking workers her husband had come to help. She told
them, “We are going to continue his work to make all people truly free.” Mrs. King has done so in
every possible way. By leading marches. By giving hundreds of impassioned speeches — not only
for racial justice but for human rights and gay equality. By founding the Martin Luther King Jr.
Center for Nonviolent Social Change. By leading the efforts to create the national holiday in her
husband’s memory — and by helping to turn that holiday into a day of service, not a day of rest.
There is simply no one in America who is better suited to present the All* AmeriCorps “Common
Ground” Award.

Sargent Shriver often describes himself as a lucky man, having been graced with a wife
and children as wonderful as his. But I believe America’s luck is just as profound — for never was a
more compassionate man put on this earth to serve. Not only was Sarge America’s founding Peace
Corps and VISTA director. He served in the Navy in World War II, created Head Start and the Job
Corps and Legal Services, led the Special Olympics, served as Ambassador to France, led the
Chicago Board of Education, fostered civil rights and economic opportunity and religious faith. On
top of it all, he is one of the warmest and most unassuming people you’ll ever meet. We are
honored — and lucky — to have him here today to present the All* AmeriCorps Award for
“Strengthening Communities.”



Mike Leavitt, the Governor of Utah and the new chairman of the National Governors’
Association, has become one of the most popular leaders in Utah history. His passionate
commitment to service is one important reason why. Two years ago, in a rally with Gen. Colin
Powell, Gov. Leavitt launched Utah’s Promise, a statewide effort to mobilize all citizens to action.
Already it is yielding remarkable results — in increasing literacy, in creating youth service teams, in
recruiting and training more caring foster parents. Gov. Leavitt has also been a great champion of
Utah’s school children — reducing class size, increasing teacher pay, and equipping Utah’s
classrooms for the 21* century. Today, it is only fitting that he present the All* AmeriCorps Award
for Leadership.

And finally, Gen. Colin Powell. In 1993, Gen. Powell — Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of
Staff, architect of the great American victory in Desert Storm — retired from one of the most
successful careers in military history. But that was just the first act in Colin Powell’s remarkable
life. He has gone on to serve his country as the leader of America’s Promise, the national crusade to
give every child the nurturing and support they need — and to give the young themselves the
opportunity to serve. Already, Colin Powell and his troops, including many AmeriCorps members,
have touched the lives of millions of children. Gen. Powell used to say that he was first and
foremost an infantryman. [ think he is first and foremost one of the greatest heroes of ours or any
other time.

The President will
announce the following specific actions: he will write to all former AmeriCorps
members about their obligation and opportunities for continuing service to their
community and their country; he will direct the Corporation for National Service to
connect former AmeriCorps members to community service opportunities; and he will
announce a strategic alliance between the Corporation for National Service and leading
non-profit organizations to engage former AmeriCorps members in significant volunteer
roles. :

Specific Actions

The Corporation for National Service will immediately begin to develop a special
registry of former AmeriCorps members who are interested in continuing volunteer
service and to connect those AmeriCorps alumni with service opportunities. The goal
will be to match the skills and experiences of AmeriCorps alumni with the needs of
individual non-profit and educational allies.

Several leading non-profit organizations have agreed to help launch this initiative.
These organizations, each of which has extensive experience with AmeriCorps members,
will reach out to AmeriCorps alumni and provide them with significant opportunities for
continuing volunteer service. The opportunity to participate in this initiative will be open
to all interested organizations that have significant volunteer opportunities. The first
organizations to agree to participate in this new initiative are:

The National Mentoring Partnership which will help former AmeriCorps
members who want to establish mentoring relationships with young people through their
alliance of three thousand mentoring organizations including Campfire Boys and Girls,
Girl Scouts, Mentoring USA, and 100 Black Men, and Big Brothers Big Sisters of
America;



Big Brothers Big Sisters of America which will offer service opportunities for
former AmeriCorps members who want to establish a mentoring relationship with a
young person through their five hundred local affiliates in over five thousand
communities;

Habitat for Humanity International which will offer national, regional and
leadership roles to former AmeriCorps members who want to help volunteers to build
homes for low-income families, or to help recruit and organize other volunteers at Habitat
building sites;

The American Red Cross which will enlist the assistance of former AmeriCorps
members in disaster response, preparedness and recovery, health and safety programs,
and community service especially by young people;

Boys and Girls Clubs which will reach out to former AmeriCorps members who
have a special interest in volunteering in after-school activities for young people,
especially in engaging young members of Boys and Girls Clubs in service to their
communities;

America’s Promise which will enlist AmeriCorps alumni who want to participate
directly in the America’s Promise campaign for children and youth by helping to fulfill
the five basic promises made at the Presidents’ Summit for America’s Future;

Points of Light Foundation and its network of over 500 Volunteer Centers
which will offer to former AmeriCorps members a wide range of opportunities to connect
Americans through service in communities across the country; and

The United Way of America, which in partnership with member United Ways
across the country, will connect AmeriCorps alumni with community building initiatives
and community mobilizations for children, youth, and families.

Organizations participating in this initiative will have access to a special registry
of AmeriCorps alumni that will provide a pool of experienced, potential volunteers. To
participate, any interested non-profit organization will agree to provide AmeriCorps
alumni with service opportunities and to restrict the purpose of their solicitation of former
AmeriCorps members to service opportunities. Any non-profit organization that is
interested in reaching out to AmeriCorps alumni and agrees to restrict their use of the
alumni registry to service opportunities will be welcome to participate.

The Corporation for National Service will spell out the details of the agreement
with participating organizations in the coming days.






Winners of All* AmeriCorps Awards

The fifth anniversary of AmeriCorps kicks off a new annual award that honors the efforts and
accomplishments of the men and women who have served as AmeriCorps members. The
AmeriCorps alumni who are being honored with the All* AmeriCorps Award represent the
thousands of AmeriCorps members who have devoted their energy and idealism to improve
communities and our nation. The All* AmeriCorps Award recognizes achievement in four
categories: Getting Things Done, Strengthening Communities, Leadership and Common Ground.

e  Christine Packer, while serving with the Idaho Immunization Project in Boise, Idaho, helped
start a statewide effort that boosted the immunization rate for two-year-olds from 50 percent
to 70 percent and drew her to a career in public health.

e Traci Chevraux developed school-based health initiatives, including Smoke Free Sheridan, a
comprehensive campaign to reduce smoking among school-aged children in Sheridan,
Colorado.

e Lin Min Kong, a lawyer serving with the National Service Legal Corps in Los Angeles, helped
low-income residents of run-down public housing purchase their buildings and renovate them
into safe and affordable housing.

e Toni Sage started a tutoring project in Salt Lake City and brought together local students and
residents to turn a vacant lot into a safe place for children and their families.

e James Boland, a Marine veteran and AmeriCorps member with the National Collaboration for
Homeless Veterans in West Haven, Connecticut, developed mentoring, family, and crisis
programs for veterans in the very facility that had helped him 12 years earlier when he was a
homeless veteran.

» Jack Bridges, after finishing college out of state, returned home to Americus, Georgia to care for
his mother. As an AmeriCorps member with Habitat for Humanity, he helped launch a
partnership that now engages more than 600 AmeriCorps members in building decent,
affordable housing in thousands of communities.

e Scott Finn graduated from Harvard University before serving in Big Ugly Creek, West Virginia,
where he transformed an abandoned school building into a community center with after-
school and summer programs.

e Tera Oglesby developed the Seattle Police Department’s first victim support team, offering a
range of emergency and long-term services for victims of crime and abuse.

® Anna Severens, serving in Reno, Nevada, ran a free mobile preschool program operating out of a
converted school bus, called COW (Classroom on Wheels). She helped double the number

of children served through the program.

e Byrnadett Frerker of the St. Louis Safety Corps in St. Louis, Missouri, provided disaster relief



to families and communities in the wake of wildfires in Florida, a hurricane in Mississippi,
floods in Missouri, and, most recently, Hurricane Floyd in North Carolina.

Kyoko Henson started summer youth programs in Pittsburgh, launched a family tutoring
program, coordinated community service projects, and now is pursuing a master’s degree in
social work at the University of Pittsburgh.

Kelton Young served with the Youth Crime Commission in Fort Worth, Texas, where he helped
turn young people away from gangs, started eighteen TRUCE sites serving more than 200
young people each, and engaged young people in activities through local YMCAs.

Mason Jenkins served with YouthBuild of New Bedford, Massachusetts, where he built low-
income housing, helped start a grassroots organization to address youth issues and
coordinated a conference to open discussions between young people and public servants on
the issues that affect them.

Maria del Mar Bosch trained tutors in Head Start centers in Puerto Rico and launched after-
school programs for older children, including a leadership program that gives them a chance
to give back to their communities through service.

Jason Lupeituu, serving in Pine Island, Minnesota, turned an old laundromat into the Pine
Island Union of Youth, Inc., the community’s only youth center.

Arthur White grew up in poverty and lived on his own from the age of 15. While serving with an
AmeriCorps environmental education program in New Hampshire, he worked with a

tutoring specialist to improve his own reading and writing skills so he could better help

young people.

Christy Hicks served with the 4-H Youth Program in Pontiac, Michigan, where she started a
conflict resolution program for middle school students.

Mark Payne served with both City Year and Public Allies in Chicago, where he recruited young
African-American males to volunteer and serve as role models for others in his Southside
neighborhood. '

Jamie Lee Manning organized city-wide service events in San Jose for the Martin Luther King,
Jr. holiday that brought together thousands of people from diverse backgrounds in hands-on
community service projects to honor Dr. King’s legacy and teachings.

Trampas Stucker, serving with the Washington Service Corps in his hometown of Tonasket,
Washington, brought the special perspectives of those living with physical and learning
disabilities to teach reading and math to economically disadvantaged, rural elementary school
students.

Graciela Noriega served with the Center for Drug Free Living in Orlando, Florida, where she
started Culture Shock, an education program for the city’s young people that has now
reached youth in other countries through an international pen pal program.

L. PURPOSE

This is the fourth outreach meeting in a series of meetings organized by OPL. This meeting will
provide vou an opportunity to listen to young Americans recommend solutions and remedies to
problems facing voung Americans. You will hear their personal stories on the positive activities
they have engaged in to help solve problems affecting our country.

II. BACKGROUND

OPL and OPA recommended you host an outreach meeting to listen to some of the solutions and
remedies proposed by youth throughout the United States on issues such as youth violence,
education, school safety, and AIDS’s awareness. Youth Leaders from the following
organizations are represented in the briefing: Do Something. Inc.; The Youth in Action
Campaign: Students Against the Firearm Epidemic (SAFE); Students Against Violence in
America (SAVE); Americorps Members; NAACP Youth Division, National Council of
LARAZA Youth Division; Hetrick Martin Institute Youth Leadership Program; The National
Council on Disability Youth Leadership Council; Youth Vision; and The Boys & Girls Clubs of
America.

A large majority of the youth leaders are in town to participate in the launching of the Anti -
Violence Action Guide. The guide is a special edition program of the annual Youth in Action
Campaign that provides a framework for youth to form teams and develop solutions and projects
to reduce violence in their community.

In 1996, the Youth in Action Campaign was created by the Foundation of America. The
campaign was launched in 1996 with two non-partisan National Youth Conventions, held
concurrently with the 1996 Republican and Democratic Conventions in San Diego and Chicago.
The conventions were developed to provide a sustainable vehicle for a national voice of youth to
address their most important issues and concerns.



Several youth leaders are founders of programs such as Students Taking Action for Non -
Violence and Diversity (STAND) and Youth Vision's “Exchanges for Changes™at their local
high schools that work in coalition with the police to reduce violence in the school area. Some
are directors of school safety awareness programs such has Student Against the Firearm
Epidemic (SAFE) and Students Against Violence in America. Others represent major youth
organizations that deal with issues affecting young Americans such as AIDS, Education. and
Disability Issues. Each youth leader has developed programs to give youth an opportunity to
address 1ssues affecting their community.

David just graduated from George Washington High School. He was strongly affected
by the tragic events at Columbine on April 20, 1999. The horrible reality that students
his own age could kill and be killed in their own school motivated him to action. After
reading that three of the four guns were obtained legally through the gun-show loophole.
David began to realize that our system did not prevent minors and criminals from getting
guns. Since then, David has spoken out about the need to listen to our nation’s vouth and
to keep guns out of the wrong hands. He participated in a youth panel discussion at the
Colorado Governor’s Conference on Youth Violence on June 19th. On July 14, David
lead a group of 95 high school students from Colorado to Washington DC to tell
Congress to put aside politics and pass reasonable gun reforms. David gave a speech
from the south lawn of the White House and appeared on the Today Show. At the urging
of President Clinton, David and his longtime friend Ben Gelt decided to take a year off
before college to organize SAFE Students, a national youth movement dedicated to
reducing gun violence. David is the executive director of SAFE Students of Colorado.
This group will unite students across the country to reduce youth violence, to make their
schools safer, and to advocate reasonable gun laws. They will return to DC next year for
a larger student rally. Currently, SAFE Students has fifteen high schools in Colorado as
members, along with students in Utah, Texas, Connecticut, and Massachusetts. Each
school group will make posters, moming announcements, and flyers to educate their
peers and the community about the problem of gun violence. He is a spokesmen for the
Student Pledge Against Gun Violence. He will spoke to others students at Rep.
Gephardt's Voices Against Violence Conference vesterday.
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MRS. CLINTON: Good afternoon. Good afternoon, and welcome to the
White House for the fifth anniversary celebration of AmeriCorps. And I am so pleased to see
all of you here. We apologize for the delay. The weather delayed a lot of people, we just got
our last guests in and seated. And we're so grateful that all of you could make it here for this
very important celebration.

It was an idea, but it became a reality five years ago when the first AmeriCorps
members stood on the White House lawn and really became the embodiment of a cherished
idea of the President and so many others throughout our country: the idea that America's
young people were not cynics or slackers; they were instead idealists and patriots, and among



the greatest American generations we have had. (Applause.) The idea that young people did
want to be part of something bigger than themselves, to take responsibility and make a
difference in their communities.

We only needed to find a way to unleash that potential. And national service --
giving more Americans the opportunity to serve their communities and to earn money for their
own college educations -- was one of the reasons that my husband ran for President. It
remains one of his proudest achievements, and today we can see why. In just five years,
150,000 Americans have joined AmeriCorps. (Applause.) These AmeriCorps members have
helped to immunize more than 1 million people; taught, tutored or mentored 4.4 million
children; built some 11,000 homes; and have truly led our nation in a true season of service.

All across the country, I have seen AmeriCorps in action. And I've met some
extraordinary people -- people like Loc Truong, who came to America as a refugee from
Vietnam and joined AmeriCorps to mentor at-risk teenagers so that he could give something
back to the country that had helped his family in their neediest hours. Or Ashley Dumas,
who, after graduating from college taught GED classes and provided child care in a shelter for
single mothers in South Boston. Or Colin Yost, who taught needy families how to conserve
energy and prevent lead poisoning in Portland, Oregon and used his AmeriCorps award to
help pay for law school.

In short, the young people of AmeriCorps are getting things done. But even
more than getting things done, they are strengthening our democracy and building our society
so that it continues into the 21st century as strong as ever. You know, in America, citizenship
has always meant more than paying taxes, more than going to work, more than obeying the
law. Citizenship is built on the belief that we are all responsible for one another, that we meet
our challenges, not through government alone or as isolated individuals, but as a true
community working together.

Over the years, I've been to many countries where I've had the privilege of
representing the United States -- places where people are just beginning to understand the
benefits and responsibilities of freedom. And wherever they go I'm asked, how has America
made it work for so many years. And I tell them about citizen service, and I tell them about
AmeriCorps, how the young people in AmeriCorps are learning firsthand the power of civic
action.

They see playgrounds controlled by drug dealers or neighborhoods devastated
by tornadoes. And rather than throwing up their hands in despair, or waiting for someone else
to take care of things, they roll up their sleeves and get to work -- because they know they can
help.

And they're learning that much more unites us than divides us. By serving
together, suburban teenagers next to young kids from the inner city next to kids who grew up
on farms, AmeriCorps members are learning that what matters is not your politics or the color
of your skin, but your ability to get things done and get along with one another. It doesn't



matter whether you're a Republican or a Democrat or an independent, from California or
Maine or Florida. If you can hammer a nail or teach a child to spell, you have the kind of
open heart and extended hand that AmeriCorps needs.

So I thank all of you for helping to rekindle the spirit of democracy. And
particularly to the AmeriCorps members who are here with us today, and the new members
who will be sworn in at the end of the ceremony, you truly do represent the spirit of
citizenship and service that has always made America unique. And we are grateful for your
willingness to serve.

In order to take the message of AmeriCorps far beyond the confines of this tent
or the White House, or the Congress, or the specific places where you work, we've been very
fortunate to have created some videos that we'll be running on TV to educate more Americans
about AmeriCorps. Because one of AmeriCorps's great strength is that it's not just a
government program, but it's a partnership, with states and localities, with not-for-profits and
community organizations, and with private sector donors.

And a year ago, a group of those private sector donors, friends of AmeriCorps,
joined together to see what they could do to make sure that this celebration really counted in
making AmeriCorps part of the American fabric of our lives. That group was led by Eli
Segal, Alan Solomont and Dan Dutko. Sadly, our friend, Dan Dutko, died in a tragic accident
this summer. We miss his wisdom, his energy and his commitment to this cause. But I know
he is here with us in spirit.

The Anniversary Committee has partnered with Yahoo to develop a new
website celebrating AmeriCorps, and the ads we are about to see are the result of their work
with GSD&M from Austin, Texas; and Peter Hart and Associates from here in Washington.
These ads feature what I think is the perfect slogan for AmeriCorps -- "Taking Responsibility
Personally" -- because that is what every AmeriCorps member does every single day. I hope
you'll pay attention to these ads and I hope you'll see them often on your TV screens and I
hope they will spread the word about what AmeriCorps means.

Let's look at them now.

MRS. CLINTON: I'm hoping that by the end of the ceremony we'll have the
sound working and we maybe can show those again, because I think that the message of the
ads is one that truly does represent what all of you have done.

The next young man who will be speaking -- actually speaking -- is going to
express in words better than any of us can what it has meant to be part of AmeriCorps. And it
is an honor to introduce Andre Crisp -- (applause) -- a young man with a great deal of
courage, hard work and spirit, who is literally changing the world and transforming his own
life through AmeriCorps. (Applause.)
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THE PRESIDENT: Well, Andre, thanks to you no one has to wonder about
what AmeriCorps's all about. I thank you for your introduction. I thank you for your service
to AmeriCorps and your country. And I thank you for the power of your example. And I
hope, maybe more than anyone else who speaks today, your voice and your story will be told
out of this great anniversary meeting.

I want to thank all the other people here who helped to make this day possible.
I want to thank Deb Jospin for her leadership; Senator Harris Wofford; Eli Segal for what he
did to help us get started -- (applause) -- and all of them. Let's give them all a hand.
(Applause.)

I want to thank Hillary for always believing in this, and for taking it on as a
personal goal that we would do something about the fact that when we had 100,000 people in
AmeriCorps, and everybody who knew about it loved it, but most people didn't know about it,
she decided she would change that. And Eli, and Alan Solomont, and our friend Dan Dutko
and others agreed to help. And I thank her for her passionate support during these years when
we believed in AmeriCorps when it was just sort of an idea. And she has done a
wonderful job. Thank you. (Applause.)

I want to thank the members of Congress who are here, who were here:
Senator Specter, Congressman Quinn and Congressman Payne, three who represent the
bipartisan support that we have enjoyed. I thank James Lee Witt, Jack Lew, Janice LaChance
and others in the administration who have helped us. I want to thank our presenters, whom I
will introduce in just a moment; General Colin Powell, Mrs. Coretta Scott King, Sargent
Shriver and the Governor of Utah, Mike Leavitt, for being here. And I want to thank the
Howard University Choir. They're going to sing for us and with us in a few moments.

You know, it seems impossible to me that it was five years ago on the North
Lawn of the White House that we led the first class of AmeriCorps members in the
AmeriCorps pledge. It wasn't very long before that that I had the privilege of signing the
legislation creating AmeriCorps with the same pen that President Kennedy had used to sign the
legislation creating the Peace Corps.

I always believed that you would elevate the cause of citizen service in
America, that you would make America a better place. But on that day five years ago,
AmeriCorps was still just an idea with a good plan, built on the remarkable path-breaking
efforts of Sargent Shriver with the Peace Corps and VISTA; built on the remarkable service
corps I had seen in Boston and Los Angeles and San Antonio, and other cities; championed by
some of the most thoughtful and passionate citizens of both parties; energized by -- even then
-- 20,000 young people who were raring to give something to their country, and wanted to be
part of AmeriCorps.

But still it was just an incandescent idea. Today we celebrate -- thanks to you



and your predecessors -- a glowing success. AmeriCorps members are living up to the highest
obligations of our citizenship. They are creating opportunities for others, taking responsibility
for themselves, and fostering a community of all Americans. They are our best builders,
building that bridge to the new century.

You can see it in the way their optimism inspires others to also lend a hand and
volunteer in their communities. You can see it in the remarkable teamwork and camaraderie
that I have personally witnessed and felt, all over this country, in so many different activities.
You can see it in the way they work together across the lines that would normally divide
AmeriCorps members, and eliminate the alienation that too many of our young people
experience today.

You can see kids who went to Ivy League schools and kids who dropped out of
high school working side by side, serving together, giving together, and treating each other as
equals, proving that Dr. King's dream of a beloved community is alive and well in the hearts
and lives of the AmeriCorps volunteers.

I could just give you one illustration among thousands. On his very first day as
an AmeriCorps member in a small town in southern West Virginia, Scott Finn heard that local
residents had a dream of cleaning up a boarded-up old schoolhouse and turning it into a
community center. The school had no electricity; it had no running water. It was a complete
wreck, inside and out, an eyesore and a place that invited drugs and crime and mischief.

So Scott, fresh out of Harvard -- a long way from a little town in West Virginia
-- put together a team of volunteers and sparked a new determination to get things done. They
hauled water out of a nearby creek to mop the floors. They negotiated a lease. They raised
$50,000 in grant money. And today that sorry old school is a beautiful new community
center, with a lending library, a gym and a safe playground. That's AmeriCorps at its best.
(Applause.)

That new community center is a meeting place for dances, for gospel concerts,
for after-school programs and a Boy Scout troop. It's a tremendous source of community
pride. Scott is one of the 21 remarkable AmeriCorps members and alumni who will receive
one of our All-AmeriCorps awards. They'll all be introduced later. But I just wanted you to
think about that.

When AmeriCorps members like Scott first took their pledge, they promised --
and I quote -- "to carry this commitment with me, this year and beyond." Today we will help
them fulfill the second part of that pledge, for today I'm asking the Corporation for National
Service to develop a new initiative to connect former AmeriCorps members with service
opportunities wherever they live -- Habitat for Humanity, the Red Cross, the Boys and Girls
Clubs, America's Promise, the Points of Light Foundation, Big Brothers, Big Sisters, the
United Way, the National Mentoring Partnership. They've all signed on to help, all to use the
incredible experience and commitment of our former AmeriCorps members.



Like returned Peace Corps volunteers and military veterans, those of you who
are AmeriCorps members and alums represent an enormous national pool of know-how and
can-do. You are already 150,000 strong and growing stronger. I hope soon we'll be adding
100,000 new members to your ranks every single year. (Applause.)

There is no question that you are now an indispensable force for change in
America. After years of fights over funding and purpose in AmeriCorps, peace is breaking
out all over in Washington. (Laughter.) A major factor lifting AmeriCorps out of the realm
of partisan politics here is the support of people and leaders and especially governors of both
parties, like Governor Leavitt, out in the country who have seen firsthand how AmeriCorps
members are setting off chain reactions of civic involvement, civic progress and civic pride.

In state after state, in community after community, AmeriCorps volunteers
prove daily they're one of the best and smartest investments our country ever made. They're
showing us here in Washington what you can do when you stop talking past one another and
start working with each other. Right now, in the middle of this battle over the budget,
we need more reminders like this.

Today, I had the honor of signing the budget for VA and HUD, for the EPA,
for the National Science foundations -- programs to help the homeless, to give housing
vouchers to empower the poor; programs for our empowerment zones, that the Vice President
has led; and for the first step in my New Markets Initiative, to give investors in this country
the same incentives to invest in poor communities in America, where many of you work, that
we give them today to invest in poor communities in Latin America and Asia and Africa. This
is important. (Applause.)

I hope this is just the beginning, and that we will do the same when it comes to
the education of our children. AmeriCorps volunteers have been in the forefront of a lot of
our education efforts, and I hope that the spirit you bring will infect the spirit of our
deliberations here. We know that our children can have a good future if we work together
across party lines the way you do.

Let me just say, before I introduce the distinguished Americans who will
present the All-AmeriCorps Awards, once again how profoundly grateful I am to every person
here who has helped to lift AmeriCorps beyond the pale of a partisan political fight. I
especially thank those who had genuine reservations five years ago and didn't have the follow
through and the courage and the openness to take an honest look at AmeriCorps in action and
to help us to improve some of our actions, which we also did.

Most of all, I want to express my gratitude to the AmeriCorps members and
their leaders throughout this country who have lived up to their pledge and so much more. By
taking your responsibility personally, as the advertising campaign says, you are breathing new
life into our old, old democracy, sparking a new patriotism among a new generation of
Americans -- a patriotism of the home front rooted in the knowledge that our nation's strength
and security, and our individual possibilities are all determined in no small measure by



whether all of us have a chance to live up to our God-given potential.
Thank you, thank you, thank you. (Applause.)

I'm going to introduce our four presenters and they, in turn, will come to the
microphone and do their jobs.

From the moment her husband was struck down on the balcony of the Lorraine
Motel, Coretta Scott King determined that it was up to her to keep the dream alive. Despite
her grief, she got on a plane for Memphis to address the same striking sanitation workers her
husband had gone there to help. She told them, we are going to continue this work to make all
people truly free.

She has done that in every possible way: by leading marches and giving
impassioned speeches for racial justice, human rights; an end to discrimination based on sexual
orientation; by founding the Martin Luther King, Jr. Center for Non-Violent Social Change;
by leading the efforts to create a national holiday in her husband's memory; and by helping to
turn that holiday into a day of service, not a day of rest. There is no one in America who is
better suited to present the All-AmeriCorps Common Ground Award, and we welcome her
here today. (Applause.)

Sargent Shriver often describes himself as a lucky man, having been graced
with the remarkable and wonderful family he has. I might say, the rest of us think he's lucky
because, among other things, he's the youngest and healthiest man his age on the face of the
planet. (Laughter.)

But our luck is just as profound, for America has never in its long history had a
more compassionate and passionate man more devoted to public service. He was the founder
of the Peace Corps and the VISTA. He served the Navy in World War II, created Head Start
and the Job Corps, and Legal Services. He led the Special Olympics, served as Ambassador
to France, led the Chicago Board of Education; fostered civil rights early, when it wasn't so
popular; and economic opportunity for the poor, all growing out of his profound religious faith
and his deep patriotism.

On top of all that, he is one of the most warm and genuinely unassuming people
you will ever meet. We are honored to have him here today to present the All-AmeriCorps
Award for strengthening communities. One of the greatest public servants in the history of the
United States, Sargent Shriver. (Applause.)

Whenever I speak about Mike Leavitt, the governor of Utah and the new
Chairman of the National Governors' Association -- one of the most popular leaders in Utah
history -- I am reluctant to say anything nice about him because his state is so Republican I'm
afraid I'll hurt him and knock him down a peg or two back home if it gets out that I'm
bragging on him. (Laughter.) But his complete commitment to service and his generous
support of AmeriCorps is one of the reasons that we are where we are today, with the breadth



and depth of support for this program.

Two years ago, at a rally with General Powell, Governor Leavitt helped to
launch Utah's Promise, a statewide effort to mobilize all the citizens of that state to action.
Already it is yielding remarkable results -- increasing literacy; creating new service teams;
recruiting and training more caring foster parents, a big issue for Hillary and for me.

Governor Leavitt has been a great champion of Utah's schoolchildren, reducing
class size, increasing teacher pay, equipping Utah's classrooms for the 21st century. It is only
fitting that he present the All-AmeriCorps Award for leadership, because he is truly an
All-American leader.

Thank you, Governor Leavitt. (Applause.)

And, finally, General Colin Powell. In 1993, General Powell, the Chairman of
the Joint Chiefs of Staff, the architect of America's victory in Desert Storm, retired from his
extraordinary military career. I was one of many Presidents who benefitted immensely by his
service.

But that was just the first act in Colin Powell's remarkable life of service. He
has gone on to serve our country as the leader of America's Promise, his national crusade to
give every child the nurturing and support he or she needs, and to give every young person the
opportunity to serve. Already, General Powell and his troops, including many AmeriCorps
members, have touched the lives of millions of children.

General Powell used to say in a characteristically modest way that he was, first
and foremost, an infantryman. Ladies and gentlemen, I begin by introducing you to the
infantryman who is leading the charge toward America's Promise, General Colin Powell.
(Applause.)

THE PRESIDENT: Now, I think our presenters did a wonderful job. Let's
give them all a hand again. They were great. We thank them for their time. (Applause.)

I want to leave you with this thought, and then ask the new class to stand and
join me in the AmeriCorps promise. And then we will hear from and sing with the Howard
University Choir in "America The Beautiful."

When you leave here today and you remember how you felt, and you remember
the stories of the people we honored, I want you to think of the future you would like to build
for America and the 21st century. I want you to think about what you'd like this country and
this world to be like when your children are your age, when your grandchildren are your age.

If I ask you to write down what you think the new century will hold, depending



on your background, you might say, well, we're going to finally solve all the mysteries of the
human gene -- which is true -- and then mothers will go home from the hospital with their
newborn babies with a little map of their future and it will tell you, individualized, what kind
of food your children should eat, what kind of exercise regimes they should have, what they
should avoid, how you can maximize the quality of their lives.

Or if you're into computers, you might talk about the next generation of the
Internet and how, in no time at all, the number of Internet users will be as dense as the
number of telephone users in America; and how the Internet might allow children in the
poorest villages of the world to skip a whole generation of educational and economic
development. Or you might think about how these two things will join together, and we'll be
able to put little digital, electronic impulses in various parts of people's bodies that will help
them overcome paralysis, and have medical miracles.

MORE
Or if you're interested in outer space, you might say you look forward to the
discovering of billions of new galaxies, and finding out what's really in those big black holes
in outer space.

Isn't it interesting -- when you think about all this modern, exciting stuff; the
most sweeping discoveries the world has ever known -- don't you think it's interesting that the
biggest problems we have in this country, and throughout this world, relate not to some
modern problem -- although there are modern problems, like sophisticated weapons -- but
they're rooted in the oldest, most primitive problem of human societies: We're still afraid of
people who are different from us, who look different from us, who act different from us, who
have different views about how to worship God or live their lives.

That's why AmeriCorps is so important. For all the things I've been involved
in all these years as President, all the things I've worked to do, I really believe -- looking
toward the future -- if every young person has a chance to be a good citizen -- and we don't
give up on anybody, we'll always give them a chance to come back, here. We had a lot of
comeback kids here today, talking -- and if America can remain committed to building one
America across all the lines that divide us, recognizing that our differences make life more
exciting, but what's important is our common humanity -- if those two things can prevail,
more than any modern discovery, you'll be proud of the America your children and
grandchildren have.

That's why AmeriCorps matters, and why I'm so grateful to you. Thank you
very much. (Applause.)

Now, I want to ask the newest class of AmeriCorps volunteers to stand up and
repeat the oath after me. Raise your right hand.



"I will get things done for America to make our people safer, smarter and
healthier. I will bring Americans together to strengthen our communities. Faced with apathy,
I will take action. Faced with conflict, I will seek common ground. Faced with adversity, I
will persevere. I will carry this commitment with me this year and beyond. I am an
AmeriCorps member. And I will get things done."

Congratulations. (Applause.)

Now, I would like to ask you, in advance, to give a warm round of applause to
the Howard University Choir. They've waited through this whole thing to sing "America The
Beautiful" with us. Thank you and God bless you. (Applause.)

Today, at the White House, President Clinton and First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton hosted over 1,000
AmeriCorps members and supporters to celebrate the fifth anniversary of the national service program. Thg
President recognized 21 AmeriCorps award winners for their extraordinary commitment to service, and
announced an initiative to engage AmeriCorps alumni in continuing service to their communities. Whil¢
highlighting the bipartisan support for AmeriCorps, the President called on Congress to pass a budget tha
honors the values of the American people and makes education our number-one priority.

Keeping Community Service Strong. In 1993, President Clinton outlined a vision for a national service
program that would allow young people to serve their country while earning funds for a college education.
The result of that vision is AmeriCorps, which brings together people of different racial, ethnic and
economic backgrounds to solve community problems and improve the lives of Americans across the country.
Since the program’s inception 5 years ago, over 150,000 AmeriCorps members have served nearly 33
million people in over 4,000 communities, providing much-needed assistance from tutoring and mentoring to
disaster relief and environmental work. Today, President Clinton signed into law the VA/HUD/Independent
Agencies Appropriations Bill, which includes $438.5 million for AmeriCorps, funding that will support
nearly 50,000 AmeriCorps members in community service projects nationwide. The President praised the
bipartisan support that the AmeriCorps program has received, and pledged to continue his efforts to expand
the program to 100,000 new members each year.

Recognizing Outstanding Service. At today’s ceremony, the first-annual All-AmeriCorps awards were
presented to 21 AmeriCorps members who have made extraordinary contributions to their communities. The
awards were presented by Gen. Colin Powell, Gov. Michael Leavitt of Utah, Sargent Shriver, and Coretta
Scott King.

Engaging AmeriCorps Alumni in Service. In taking the AmeriCorps pledge, each AmeriCorps member
promises: “I will carry this commitment with me this year and beyond.” Today, President Clinton renewed
the call to service to over 150,000 former AmeriCorps members by announcing an initiative that will provide
them with continued service opportunities in their own communities. The initiative involves a strategic
alliance between the Corporation for National Service and leading non-profit organizations, including the
American Red Cross, Big Brothers Big Sisters, and the United Way.

America, extending from President Roosevelt’s Civilian Conservation Corps to President Bush’s
Points of Light Foundation. In recent months, leading Republican including Montana Governor Marc
Racicot, Rep. John Kasich, Elizabeth Dole and others have voiced their support for AmeriCorps.
Speaking to the National Governors Association, Powell called AmeriCorps “a tremendous investment
in young people, a tremendous investment in their future.”

* Making Communities and Nonprofits Stronger: AmeriCorps provides trained, dedicated people
to help nonprofits such as Habitat for Humanity, the YMCA and the American Red Cross accomplish
more and make more effective use of occasional volunteers. In five years, AmeriCorps members have
helped recruit and supervise more than 2.5 million volunteers. More than 13,000 AmeriCorps members
have served through faith-based organizations such as the Sisters of Notre Dame and the Catholic
Network of Volunteer Services.
