After nearly six years of your Presidency of which I am so proud, I finally feel 
compelled to write to you to let you know how proud I have been of you as a member of the 
Class of 1968. You may not remember the time at Georgetown when a group of us left the 
campus for Selma and the voter education drive which ended in the March to Montgomery, 
but I remember at the time worry about how few students on the main campus and in the 
Foreign Service School from the south (I was from Kentucky), supported what we were 
doing. I was told specifically that Clinton from Arkansas was a strong supporter. That 
struck me then, as it does now.

I meant to write to you sooner, during the pressure of the Lewinski affair. However, 
my work made that difficult. In addition to my teaching at the Georgetown Law Center, I 
am general counsel to the International Union of Police Associations and the Uniformed 
Division Officers Association of the Secret Service. In that role, I represent approximately 
twenty members of the Uniformed Division who, over their strong objections, became 
witnesses in Mr. Starr’s investigation. The experience was uncomfortable for them. After 
more than twenty-five years representing working people and twenty years representing 
working law enforcement officers, including more than fifteen years as general counsel to the 
Uniformed Division Officers, it was my experience that the Independent Counsel’s Office 
treated these committed law enforcement officers with outstanding records with less respect, 
less professionalism, and less common courtesy than any attorney, prosecutor, legal

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Meanwhile, the Uniformed Division and the entire Secret Service was drawn by Mr. 
Starr into the investigation of the Presidency - an experience as intense as any in the history 
of the Secret Service. That uncomfortable experience was particularly stressful to the 
Uniformed Division, which as the result of the working arrangement between the Justice 
Department and the Office of the Independent Counsel, bore the brunt of the investigation 
with only very limited exposure of the non-Uniformed ponion of the Service. Unfortunately, 
that experience has combined with the increasing pressure for the security services of the 
Secret Service as we go into the next round of Presidential elections. This puts a great deal 
of stress on the Uniformed Division and the officers within it.

Rumors abound and reliable information is difficult to come by. Planning and 
decision making directly impacting on the working officers of the Uniformed Division is not 
shared with them. Study groups and task forces on the future of the Division meet and make 
recommendations without the participation and input from the Uniformed Division Officers 
Association. Structural and administrative changes are made without input or discussion. 
For example, posts are reassigned or redesignated and officers removed from permanent

or judicial officer has ever treated any client I’ve represented, including officers charged with 
serious misconduct. It upset them, as it upset me, in no little part because you were the 

target of the process.

Unfortunately, the working officers of the Unformed Division work under a labor 
management relations system which severely limits their rights. They are not covered by the 
system available throughout the federal government to nearly all other working people 
including the majority of law enforcement officers. For example, we have represented the 
Pentagon Police Officers who have full federal meet and confer collective bargaining rights, 
and work under a contract which controls their working conditions. No such system is 
applicable to the Uniformed Division. As I am sure you recall, during your first term and 
working at the behest of the International Union of Police Associations, you considered 
amending the Executive Order which denies the officers of the Uniformed Division basic 
union and collective bargaining rights. That effort failed. The Order still needs revision. 
However, it initially resulted in some optimism that working within the Department of 
Treasury there would be an effort to establish a labor management meeting system in which 
some level of joint labor management "meet and confer" activity would take place. Some 
effort in that direction was instituted by the Director and the Chief of the Uniformed 
Division. However, by mid-1998 that effort sputtered and died.

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posts only to be returned to those same posts on a temporary basis. Access to out of town 
assignments and voluntary overtime is denied officers on the basis of the proper use of leave. 
This occurs in situations where the leave is clearly within the protection of the Family 
Medical Leave Act. However, since FMLA issues on the federal level must be presented 
through the available grievance procedure and since, by operation of the Executive Order 
mentioned above, the Uniformed Division has no effective grievance procedure in which an 
officer may be represented by counsel, there is no avenue for appeal of violations of the 
officer’s family leave rights. There are many other examples of these problems.

Beyond this, while the word is circulated that a task force or focus group met and 
made recommendations concerning a reorganization of the Service and the replacement of 
command officers within the Uniformed Division by non-uniformed agents, the related 
process moves forward secretly and without the participation of representatives of the 
working officers involved. The Uniformed Division Officers Association has asked for 
briefings on the situation and for copies of the recommendations and related reports, in order 
to contribute comments on them. These requests are turned aside or denied. Requests for 
information are ignored. When some time ago the President of the Uniformed Division 
shared with me some of the provisions of the Manual which controls personnel rules within 
the Service (provisions which are in not at all sensitive), he was reprimanded for releasing 
sensitive information outside the service. This was in a context in which the provisions 
provided to me were held securely and used only in the context of ongoing FLSA litigation 
in the United States Court of Claims. There is much more that could be said. There is no 
question that contrary to efforts to improve management labor relations cooperation eighteen 
to twenty-four months ago, the situation is deteriorating rapidly. Many of my clients 
perceive this deterioration as arising directly from the pressures placed on the Service by the 
investigation of the QIC. It no doubt is intensified by the increasing demand on the 

resources of the Service.

There are very few avenues available to the Uniformed Division Officers Association 
to improve these situations. No realistic labor management system exists; Congressional 
interference or appeals are not very attractive; no effective grievance procedure exists; those 
with the authority to share information or include the working officers in the process do not 
seem predisposed to do so. I write because I know in my heart that this is not a system of 
employer/employee relations which reflects either your values or your commitment to labor. 
I implore you to do whatever you can to move to improve the situation. Sam Cabral, the 
President of the International Union of Police Associations, Steve Smith, President of the 
Uniformed Division Officers Association, a committee of all of those involved, and I are 
willing to meet with anyone any time to see if something that might be done.

I wanted to relay a story that had its culmination today, 
Monday, May l0th,1999. Mark Taylor, a young 16 year old new 
student of three weeks at Columbine High School was the 

victum and survivor of the massacre. He miraculously took four 
bullets in his left chest entering where his heart was, and exiting 
from the opposite arm pit.

I am here with a simple message, and a simple plan to go along with it. It’s as old as the 

world itself. It’s about building stakeholders. A new generation, of stakeholders in Africa.

First and foremost, I would like to thank the Reverend Dr. Leon Sullivan, Founder of 

OIC International and the African-African American Summits, along with his daughter 

Hope Sullivan, for inviting me to speak before you this morning at this our 5th bi-annual 

gathering in Africa. I would like to bring greetings as well to all Heads of State, 

Ministers, Ambassadors, honored guests and Delegates gathered here today, on behalf of 

my fellow members of the U.S. Presidential Mission to the Summit; and most particularly 

Michael Brown, son of the late Ronald H. Brown. Ronald H. Brown, as America’s first 

African-American appointed U.S. Commerce Secretary, led the first U.S. Mission to the 

first African-African-American Summit, with Dr. Leon Sullivan. I am honored that our 

President, the Honorable William Jefferson Clinton, allowed me to help represent 

America here this week, as part of the U.S. Presidential Mission to the Summit. I am of 

course, deeply, deeply honored to be here with you today.

I know that I am somebody, because my mother told me so.

I know that I can do anything, if I willed it into being, because my father "showed me ” 

so. But maintaining a consistent and healthy self-esteem is a struggle for most African- 

Americans living in modern America today. 400 years of being told that you don’t quite 

measure up actually has an impact on the mental and spiritual health on the individuals 

and groups that find themselves subject to it. And so, while African-Americans have 

benefited by way of education, economic opportunities, and within the last generation of 

two, some significant material wealth, we have paid a price as well. African-Americans 

have excelled in America zn spite of the fact that we do not come to the experience with 

what mainstream America terms “an immigrant work ethic.”

Making our story even more miraculous and compelling, we created the lives we now 

live, from scratch. But Black Africans speak of a different experience. They understand 

better than most that “we are not human beings having a spiritual experience ~ we are 

spiritual beings having a human experience."

And as such one cannot help but be inspired by century old tales of African Queens and 

African Kings, or age old stories of wise men, military leaders, working villages, whole 

families and accomplished lives, or the crop of valuable current images in Africa; of 

Black Heads of State, Black Ministers, Black Ambassadors, and Black doctors, bankers, 

and captains of industry.

You found out that Henry and Samuel, waiters at the restaurant we dinned at the second 

night here in Accra, were not “poor” men. There was a dignity and a pride in this thing 

they did - called their work. Henry and Samuel, were rich in spirit.

You quickly discovered that the hundreds of children you saw either on their way to 

school, on their way back home, or playing in the local fields - they were not “poor” 

children.

Whether you have lived these lives or not, living within their context means that your life 

cannot and will not be the same; for it has been touched and in some ways forever 

affected by this profound and undeniable sense of accomplishment. You see, there is a 

difference between being broke and poor. For “to be broke is an economic condition, but 

to be poor is a disabling frame of mind. ”

When I first arrived here in Accra, I had a driver named Ben, and when you looked into 

his eyes you found out very quickly that while Ben only made $70 a month (U.S.) in 

salary, Ben was not a “poor” man. The fact of the matter is that Ben was rich in spirit. 

This is the image of Ben that will stay with me for weeks and months to come.



Now let’s talk about relevance -
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A friend’s mother who is attending the Summit said to me just yesterday, after observing 

the pride and commitment of the local, budding entrepreneurial class, “they just dose, but 

they never close (for business). ” Powerful motivation for savings ones own life.

Case in point. Of the more than 3000 structures damaged in the riots of 1992 in Los 

Angeles County, not one of them was a home. Why? Because you don’t burn that which 

is your own.

Because you don’t do business with companies, you do business with people. And the 

people of Accra, and I would imagine all of Ghana, share a sense of profound 

somebodyness; rooted, in a deep, individual, spiritual richness.

Their smiles, the richness of their laughter and their inner-joy simply betrayed a lack of 

hope, ...and instead gave an outsider like me a rare insight into Africa’s real strategic 

advantage; in a world obsessed with western ways. So you cask - Can Africa Compete? 

Sure it can.

The leader of America’s civil rights movement. Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., realized in

1968, when he started the Poor People’s Campaign, that one could not legislate goodness, 

or to pass a law to make people respect you, or to treat you right. Increasingly, in 

America, abroad arzr? in Africa, the road to social justice is paved with the foundation of 

economic parity.

There is no “welfare” program here in Ghana. Only a work program! Just take a look 

down almost every street you travel upon, and you see people either buying, selling, or 

figuring out what they are going to make next. We call that entrepreneurship in America. 

It could be argued that early America was literally “built” on Black backs, ...and 

entrepreneurship. What you don’t see in Ghana... is begging! I even saw a truck with the 

following painted on its hood: “Lazy men, don’t eat. ”



If you don’t have a job, then you probably won’t have much of an interest in tax policy.

And so the real issue is as it has always been; and that is one of becoming stakeholders.

My plan for building a new generation of stakeholders is Operation HOPE, Inc. 

Operation HOPE, Inc., founded by me immediately following the riots of 1992 in Los 

Angeles, California (USA), is America’s first non-profit investment banking 

organization, a leading provider of economic education in the nation, and a growing 

national and international voice for the under-served.

In 1992 in my city, Los Angeles, 65% of all residents of the inner-city were renters, 35% 

were homeowners, and get this ~ approximately 38% voted! You vote because you have 

an enlightened self-interest in what you are voting for.

With a small loan from my own company, Bryant Group Companies, Inc., and a modest 

first year budget of $61,000, mostly funded at the onset by the U.S. Federal government. 

Operation HOPE, Inc. today boasts a $2 million operating budget which is more than 

90% funded by its private-sector partners. Partners who believe that they can find a way 

to do well by doing good. Partners who believe they have an enlightened self-interest in 

helping to change neglected and under-served communities into thriving markets, rich in 

local ownership and local involvement. Operation HOPE, Inc. believes in giving people a 

hand up, and not a hand-out.

If you don’t own a home in the neighborhood, then you probably don’t have much 

interest in helping to fund infrastructure work for new roads, gutters and potholes.
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Owning and operating three for-profit subsidiaries, called Operation HOPE Banking 

Centers, which exclusively serve under-served communities. Operation HOPE, Inc. today 

is responsible for facilitating more than $40 million in commitments for inner-city loans 

for homeownership and small business ownership, to Black folks and Brown folks who 

would not have qualified for a loan otherwise, ...and every loan but three, is paid as 

agreed! OHI is proving that you can indeed "do well by doing good. ”

At Operation HOPE, Inc. we don’t give loan denials. We take the time to figure out why 

someone would be declined for a loan, and together with the applicant we create a 

program inclusive of credit counseling, budget counseling, case management, technical 

assistance, financial CPR if we have to, loan packaging, loan funding and post-funding 

technical assistance. It’s a vertically integrated system where no one interested in saving 

their own life gets left out or pushed aside. In the Operation HOPE, Inc. environment 

check cashing customers become depository customers at banks. Renters become new, 

proud homeowners. Scrappers become entrepreneurs.

But most importantly, Operation HOPE, Inc. is today responsible for educating more than 

30,000 adults and children, at low-cost or no-cost, in economic education and economic 

literacy throughout California’s southern region, and soon throughout the nation. This 

year our goal is to take our Banking on the Future economic literacy program national, 

and possibly internationally right here on the Continent. Using a growing army of 

volunteer Banker-Teachers, the Banking on the Future program teaches our youth the 

basics of a checking account and a savings account, and the importance of credit and 

investment in their young lives; because it’s what we don’t know that we don’t know that 

is killing us in 1999.

Building a new generation of stakeholders in Africa requires that we, each of us, first take 

a serious look at the challenges that might pose a serious risk to that future opportunity. 

AIDS in Sub-Saharan Africa is just such a risk. Thanks to the advise and counsel of 

Judith Kaufmann, an official with UNAIDS and wife of the Hon. George E. Moose, 

American Ambassador to the United Nations in Geneva, Switzerland, I am beginning to 

better understand the significant economic cost associated with disease and ill-health. 

Diseases like AIDS.

An average family in Africa will see an over 50% decrease in its income when a family 

member dies of AIDS, and by one conservative estimate, one quarter of the population of 

Africa, or 150 million people, have been personally affected by the epidemic. Over 22 

million Africans are currently living with HIV or AIDS, which is roughly the population 

of Uganda, and almost 8 million African children under the age of 14 have lost their 

mother, their father, or both parents to the AIDS epidemic.

Because the people who are crazy enough to think they can change the world, are the 

ones who usually do...

Income loss like this in a family leads to painful choices. Education can become a luxury. 

One study, in Cote d’Ivoire, showed that in families where someone had died of AIDS 

school expenditures went down by half. That means that one-half of the children left 

behind when someone dies of AIDS cannot realize their full potential. Unschooled 

children mean growing social problems and a loss of competitiveness in a world 

economy increasingly dependent upon knowledge.

But the losses are not limited to the African family structure. In studies done in Africa, 

company profits decreased by up to 20% as a direct result of HIV/AIDS. In six specific 

companies, in four countries, the annual cost of HIV/AIDS per employee ranged from 

US$49 to $US400. HIV and AIDS absenteeism make up 52% of the costs. Recruitment 

and training of replacement employees made up another 17% of additional costs.

There must be openness about the disease and how it is spread. AIDS cannot remain “the 

disease with no name.” It is not easy to talk about sexual issues but the truth is that in 

Africa, the vast majority of HIV infections are acquired through heterosexual contacts. 

People are dying because of ignorance and because of the stigma, humiliation, and fear of 

rejection that surrounds AIDS.

Add to this the hidden impact - of children not educated because their parents have died 

and therefore, a reduced pool of skilled labor to replace those lost, and it is easy to see 

that the costs to the economy will be high. These extra costs and the loss of skilled labor 

have obvious implications for efforts to attract high-quality foreign investment into 

Africa.

But despite these statistics, much can be done. We are not powerless to create change. 

There is growing evidence that a combination of strong political support, broad 

institutional participation, including the private sector, and carefully selected program 

intervention can lead to declines in the number of new HIV infections, and improved care 

for those who are ill.

Working together, the three-leg stool of government, community and the private sector, 

can indeed construct a constructive response to this health - and economic - crisis in 

Africa. The fact is, it is in each of our enlightened self-interest to work together, and to 

work towards a solution for HIV/AIDS in Africa. A policy of “doing well and doing 

good, ” ultimately leads strong leaders and strong companies to a very real future 

opportunity to “do well by, doing good. ”

Reflection of the Coronary Valley Symposium 
James E. Muller, MD 

April 22, 1998 

On the basis of the feedback I received from many individuals, it is apparent that the Coronary 
Valley Symposium was a great success. It was noted that it was an extremely interesting 
scientific forum, and that a great deal of good was accomplished through the public dissemination 
of the results.: Numerous individuals said that they felt the opportunity to meet others with 
similar interest was a great benefit 

It appears that he symposium accomplished its primacy goal of defining the problem and bringing 
it to the attention of the public. ftalso advanced our understanding of the problem. 

The next step will be to begin the work noted in the consensus statement This includes the 
preparation of the proceedings, the collection of additional data to define the problem and the 
· initiative to improve the public response to risk factor modification.

We intend to hold the symposium again in April of 1999, and review the progress that will be
made on this very important national problem.



Consensus Statement 
. April 17, 1998 

The Coronary Valley Symposium Participants 

Introduction 

On April 16 and 17, 1998, a tw�ay symposium was held in Lexington, Kentucky, to 
discuss reports of excess coronary heart disease mortality in the states in the Ohio and 
Mississippi River Valleys. The symposium was organized by the American Heart 
Association and the University of Kentucky Gill Heart Institute. Over 30 cardiovascular 
specialists and scientists {see list of participants) from throughout the country presented 
data, participated in discussions, and reached the following consensus regarding the 
·eoronary Valley■ phenomenon. ·

I. The Coronary Valley

The apparent excess that led to the symposium is real. The average of CHO death rates 
in the 9 states in the top quartile of CHO mortality that border the Ohio and Mississippi 
rivers was 114 per 100,000 population per year in 1993. This is approximately 56% higher 
than that in states in the lowest quartile of CHO mortality. 

In addition to states in the Ohio and Mississippi River Valley, Oklahoma has high CHO 
mortality, as does New York. The regional excess of mortality is responsible for an 
enormous loss of life. If the CHO mortality in the top quartile of states (116 deaths per 
100,000) could be reduced to the l�vel of New Mexico (54 deaths per 100,000), over 
50,000 lives could be saved each year. 

II. Possible Causes of High CHO In the Coronary Valley

On the basis of the data currently available. it Is likely that a large portion of the excess 
mortality is due to an excess of the well known traditional risk factors for CHO. PreUminary 
findings indicate an excess of.cigarette smoking, obesity, hypertension, and lack of physical 
activity in the Coronary Valley states. It Is probable that excesses also exist in elevated 
cholesterol, high dietary fat Intake, diabetes, and possibly estrogen deficiency.

The Coronary Valley region has large dJsadvantaged populations with lower socio­
economic status (SES), and there are barriers in the social environment that are associated wtt;1 
Increased CHO. 

There are currently insufficient data to assess potential increases in CHO morbidity (non­
fatal myocardial infarction, ischernic cardiomyopathy and angina pectoris), certain non-traditional 
risk factors, and medical care in the Coronary Valley states. l11ent is no evidence that variations 
In water-quality in the region contribute to the excess, and no changes in consumption of drinking 
water are recommended.

Ill. Actions needed to Reduce CHO Mortality in the Coronary Valley States 

A. Risk Factors for Coronary Heart Disease must be reduced

Both community and individual strategies to reduce traditional risk factors have been well­
developed in other areas of the country, and are effective. They should be implemented as soon 
as possible in the afflicted areas. 

B. Research is needed to Identify all factors contributing to the increase

Clarification of the Coronary Valley problem requires the following new activities: 

· 1. Improved characterization of regional variations in traditional risk factors,
taking into account age, gender, ethnicity and SES. 

2. Identification of regional variations in non-fataJ CHO morbidity and medical
care, including the use of phannacologic agents known to reduce CHO

3. Determination of the costs associated with the CHO excess.

4. Study of non-traditional risk factors such as, thrombotic tendency, infection,
allergy, and possible water quality variations.

5. Characterization of regional variations in social environment

C. Potential Lead Organizations in the Effort

The Coronary Valley problem is of such magnitude that its resolution requires a response 
from multiple organizations, including federal, state and locaJ governments. For this effort the 
target states will be those located In the Coronary VaJley area (Arkansas, IWnois, Indiana, 
Kentucky, Louisiana, Mississippi, Missouri, Ohio, Tennessee, West Virginia) plus any states in the 
top quartile of CHO mortality according to the most recent dsta. For 1993, this would include New 
York and Oklahoma. 

On the federal level funds should be made available to both the Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention, and the National Heart Lung and Blood Institute, to permit those 
organizations to focus scientific and financial resources on the resolution of this nationaJ problem. 

State and local governments should provide support for activities to address the problem 
at their respecti11e level. 

Increased contributions by the public to the American Heart Association would permit that 
organization to focus resources on the problem. Partnerships should be formed with healthcare 
companies that have products capable of reducing disease, that are underutilized in the Coronary 
Valley states. 

... 



The University of Kentucky Gill Heart Institute and other academic institutions should 
continue to utilize their resources to coordinate actions and collaborate with other organizations to 
reduce CHO mortality in the affected areas. 

D. Plans for the Future

1. Dissemination of Results of the Symposium

The immediate results of the symposium will be available to the public 
through the journalists attending the public sessions, and through the 
news conference held today. Manuscripts prepared by the participants. 
and notes from the discussions, will be assembled as symposium 
Proceedings and submitted to a peer-reviewed journal for publication. 

2. Future Meetings

A second symposium to be held in April, 1999. 

3. The Ongoing Coronary Valley Project

A problem of this magnitude requires a sustained, multi-year effort. This 
will be conducted by the Coronary Valley Project that will be based at the 
University of Kentucky Gill Heart Institute.

Consolidated Financial Statement: As you know, on Wednesday (3/31), Treasury released the 
second Consolidated Financial Statement. While we were concerned that we could receive 
significant bad press about the statement in the end we did not. By leaking the story to the Wall 

Street Journal and providing them the necessary background we were able to highlight the 
significant progress made since last year’s report and explain in more details the parts of the 
report that could have been problematic.

Medicare: This week’s release of Trust Fund report which extended the Medicare Trust Fund 
exhaustion date from 2008 to 2015, has altered the political and policy landscape of Medicare 
reform. The political pundits believe that the dampening of the perception of a crisis 
significantly reduces the chances of Medicare reform passing in this Congress. Not withstanding 
this perception, just the opposite could be true. Senator Breaux and Representative Thomas will 
now inevitably use the good news to claim their reforms come very close to achieving the 2020 
target date you referenced in the State of the Union address. The improvement in the program’s 
financial state could also enhance the likelihood that we can develop a meaningful prescription 
drug benefit while still significantly extending the life of the Trust Fund. It is clear however, that 
available Medicare savings will be insufficient to finance a viable drug benefit. As such we are 
recommending that Administration representatives not highlight the fact that your 15 percent 
surplus dedication would extend the life of the Trust Fund to 2027. Clearly if we are going to tap 
into any of the surplus, the extension date will be reduced by a number of years. It is our hope 
that we will have time with you late next week to begin our discussions on Medicare reform 

options.

Privacy: You should know that Internet companies have been encouraged to engage in effective, 
meaningful self-regulation to protect the privacy of American consumers. This week, IBM 
announced that they would no longer place ads on the Web sites of companies that do not have

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International Labor Standards and the International Financial Institutions: Last October, 
you called on the international financial institutions (IFIs) to build a commitment to core labor 
standards and labor market institutions into their investment policies. Last week, Karen 
Tramontane, Lael Brainard, NEC and Treasury staff, and I met with the U.S. Executive Directors 
of four of the International Financial Institutions - World Bank, IMF, InterAmerican 
Development Bank, and African Development Bank -- to discuss their efforts: (1) to integrate 
consideration of labor issues into the full cycle of their institutions’ activities; and (2) to meet 
statutory obligations (written by Representatives Frank and Sanders) and written commitments 
(made by the Administration to Senator Daschle). Progress varies by institution, with each 
making some commitments and taking some steps to assess labor issues in designing country 
strategies; none, however, is close to institutionalizing consideration of labor issues in the full 
cycle of their activities. We discussed how to get greater support from the Executive Directors 
from other countries for the U.S. efforts to make progress. We are considering whether it would 
be fruitful to convene a roundtable of the chief economists of these institutions with prominent 
labor economists to improve the dialogue about the economic implications of lifting labor 
standards in developing countries.

Aircraft Noise Standard: The EU Council agreed on Monday (March 29) to delay by a 
month - until April 29 - its scheduled approval of an aircraft noise regulation that is 
inconsistent with internationally accepted standards. Although the EU says it will discuss 
amending the reg so as to limit the harm to U.S. airlines and manufacturers, the U.S. industry 
coalition has told us in strong terms that we should not negotiate over the terms of the reg, but 
rather should hold out for its complete repeal. In exchange, U.S. industry would agree to work 
with the EU on an accelerated schedule for next-generation noise standards. The NEC is 
coordinating a multi-part process for handling this issue, and we will convene a deputies meeting 
next week to decide whether we think the approach industry is advocating is the right one. In the 
meantime, we are talking with key CEOs to determine if they are willing to live with the 
consequences of this approach, which could escalate into another trade dispute with the EU.

WTO Director-General Search: You should know that the Chairman of the WTO General 
Council announced Wednesday afternoon (3/31) that he could not recommend a consensus 
forming around either the Thai (Supachai) or New Zealand (Moore) candidates. The Chairman 
wants delegations to continue consultations so that he can resume efforts next week on reaching 
a consensus. Contrary to some press reports, the EU still has not reach consensus internally on 
either of the two candidates. We hope that consensus will be reached soon so that WTO work on 

Ministerial will not be slowed.

For the past several years, Trans World Airlines and its 22,000 employees have been 
working diligently to restore America’s oldest airline to profitability. The buoyant economy 
which our country has enjoyed during your Administration has contributed significantly to that 
effort. At present we find our ability to succeed hampered by the competitive environment 
created by the U.S. Government’s policy of granting antitrust immunity to alliances between 
U.S. and foreign airlines.

If such immunity is granted, they propose to create the largest and most 
anticompetitive alliance of all - one that is likely to bar meaningful competition between the

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THE ANTICOMPETITIVE NATURE OF AIRLINE ALLIANCES

Even if the statute is allowed to remain on the books, the Department of Transportation 

should remove immunity from existing alliances as their current immunity periods expire, and it 

should not grant any new immunity applications. It should also limit codesharing on 

TWA believes that alliances can provide some public benefits in the form of enhanced 

interline codeshare service and increased connecting opportunities for consumers. These benefits 

usually occur in markets that have limited traffic flows and do not justify nonstop service. 

However, these limited benefits are more than offset by the anticompetitive effect of the 

combined operation of the alliance carriers on major routes. The elimination of competition by 

such joint operation does far more damage to the public than the limited benefits received from 

enhanced interline service.

The government should, therefore, reexamine the issue of antitrust immunity for airline 

alliances. The first step should be to examine the basic legislation to determine if there is any 

need for a statute that singles out the airline industry for special treatment under the antitrust 

laws. The Airline Deregulation Act of 1978 abolished antitrust immunity with respect to 

interstate air transportation. It is time to extend that principle of the Deregulation statute to 

international air transportation.

For the past five years, the U.S. government has enthusiastically supported airline 

alliances, and has granted them immunity from the antitrust laws so that they can engage in 

activities that would be unlawful in this or any other industry. This immunity has been provided 

because the Department of Transportation perceives that the public benefits of alliances outweigh 

the substantial damage to competition caused by antitrust immunity. It is time to reexamine that 

policy.
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I. Historical Background

In this paper, we will review the historical development of airline alliances, describe in 

detail the anticompetitive nature of the alliances, and examine the adverse effects of alliances on 

consumers and competition. We will also examine the implications of international alliance 

experience for the proposed domestic megacarrier alliances. Finally, we will discuss the 

proposed actions which the government should take to eliminate the abuse of airline alliances.

International codeshare agreements originated in the late 1980s as simple linear route

extensions, under which a carrier placed its code on the flight of another airline so that it could 

hold out online service to a destination to which it did not actually operate. The primary impetus 

for the creation of these agreements was computerized reservation systems. Schedule displays in 

the systems gave priority to online services, which, therefore, were more likely to appear on a the 

Airline codeshare agreements have developed from very limited circumstances almost 30 

years ago into the vast corporate combinations that are operating or proposed today. The first 

codeshare agreements were established in the late 1960s when Allegheny Airlines, a local service 

carrier, desired to terminate service to small communities that did not justify operation with jet 

aircraft. It signed agreements with operators of small aircraft under which they replaced 

Allegheny, painted their aircraft with Allegheny's colors, and adopted Allegheny's ticketing and 

customer service procedures. Their flights operated under Allegheny's airline code and 

connected to Allegheny at its hubs. These commuter codeshare agreements have evolved so that 

every major carrier has a commuter affiliate providing codeshare service at each of its hubs.

1 This paper focuses on the Atlantic because it is the major area in which immunized alliances 
are currently operating. Transborder alliances to Canada also have immunity, but there are no 
immunized alliances on transpacific routes or between the U.S. and South America. The 
principles set forth in this paper would apply to immunized alliances in those areas, also.
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Early international codeshares were limited to a few routes at a time. One of the first 

major agreements was between United Airlines and British Airways, which allowed BA to place 

its code on United flights beyond United's Chicago hub to Denver and Seattle. None of these 

early agreements involved codesharing in primary transatlantic gateway markets. Given the 

interline nature of the connecting transportation, carriers could establish joint fares without 

violating the antitrust laws.

first display screen of a travel agent or airline reservationist. Thus, in order to achieve 

prominence in scheduled displays, airlines agreed to share their codes to create the appearance of 

online service. This was inherently deceptive for travel agents and consumers, but DOT allowed 

it, provided that the carriers made disclosure of the codeshare operation to the passenger, and 

sought a Statement of Authorization from DOT.

The success of the early agreements led to larger combinations, including proposals for 

operation between major transatlantic points. In 1992, the United States was highly desirous of 

achieving its first significant European “Open Skies” agreement with the Netherlands. As a 

condition of the agreement, the Netherlands required that the U.S. grant antitrust immunity to a 

codeshare agreement between Northwest and KLM. In its zeal to obtain the “Open Skies” 

agreement, the U.S. agreed, and issued the final order granting immunity during the last week of 

the Bush administration. The grant of antitrust immunity corrupted the very concept of Open 

Skies from the outset. Moreover, it naturally led to similar requests for immunity for other 

alliances, which are clearly more anticompetitive than the Northwest/KLM consortium, neither 

of which were major transatlantic carriers. In order to achieve Open Skies with Germany, the 

Department of Transportation granted immunity to the United/Lufthansa alliance. And Delta 

similarly received immunity for codeshare agreement with Swissair, Sabena, and Austrian 

Airlines. In November 1998, the U.S. reached an Open Skies agreement with Italy that is 

contingent upon the grant of antitrust immunity to Alitalia and whichever U.S. carrier it chooses 

as a partner.

IL ELEMENTS OF AN ALLIANCE

2. Revenue pooling and profit-sharing - One of the most anticompetitive elements of 

international aviation under the old IATA system was revenue pooling, under which carriers on a 

Alliance agreements have several common elements that, except for antitrust immunity, 

would be per se violations of the antitrust laws:

Anticompetitive alliances reached their apex in the agreement between American Airlines 

and British Airways, which has been submitted to DOT for approval. The Justice Department 

has said that this agreement violates the antitrust laws. The European Commission (EC) has 

found that the agreement violates European competition law, and refuses to approve it unless 

British Airways gives up enough slots at Heathrow to allow for competitive access. The EC has 

also proposed several marketing conditions that would limit the power of the alliance to exercise 

its market power over travel agents and corporations. The UK Office of Fair Trading has found 

that the agreement violates UK monopoly law, and has proposed conditions similar to those 

proposed by the European Commission. Yet, the Department of Transportation is willing to 

consider approval of the alliance, subject to conditions, if the British will agree to Open Skies. 

Of course. Her Majesty’s Government wants the alliance to be covered by antitrust immunity. 

However, not even Open Skies would be adequate to ensure competition in the U.S.-U.K. market 

when Heathrow, the major European airport, is capacity restricted. TWA believes that it would 

be far more beneficial to competition if the alliance were disapproved in its entirety.

1. Price-fixing - The carriers agree on the prices to be established for both public tariffs 

and off-tariff contract fares. In the proposed American-British Airways agreement, American 

would establish the prices on behalf of both carriers for itineraries originating in North and South 

America, and British Airways would set prices for itineraries originating in Europe, Africa and 

Asia. The parties would establish joint corporate fare discounts and set joint traffic thresholds 

that corporations would have to meet to be eligible for such discount fares.
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route shared revenue without regard to which airline the passenger used. This practice totally 

sapped all competitive energy from the market. Airline alliances have reestablished revenue 

pooling. The American/British Airways alliance would go further and allocate profits from the 

entire transatlantic operation of both carriers to each airline on the basis of a formula.

6. Joint frequent-flier programs -- Since 1981, frequent-flier programs have been a 

major competitive device to encourage repeat business. They are especially beneficial to large 

carriers who have greater scope of operations, and can offer passengers the opportunity to collect 

points on flights to more destinations. By joining frequent-flier programs, alliance carriers 

5. Codesharing - While the initial justification for codesharing was to hold out interline 

service as online service in CRSs, alliance codesharing is different. Alliances also offer 

codeshare service on nonstop routes where both carriers operate. By placing its code on the 

alliance partner's flights, each carrier can appear to offer more service in the nonstop market than 

it actually provides. Moreover, the duplicate display of nonstop flights, by design, crowds 

services offered by other airlines out of CRS displays. While offering codeshare service in 

connecting markets may provide some limited public benefit, duplicative codeshare service on 

nonstop transatlantic sectors can only deter competition.

4. Fix travel agency commissions - Prior to deregulation, the entire industry set joint 

travel agent commissions, with immunity granted by the CAB. After deregulation, this was one 

of the first agreements from which antitrust immunity was removed. Now, however, 

international carriers are free to establish the level of commissions that will be paid to travel 

agents for the majority of passengers in major international markets. With immunized marketing 

programs, they can also agree on which travel agents will be favored with special fares or tour 

packages.

3. Capacity agreements - The alliance carriers jointly plan schedules and agree upon 

the capacity that each carrier will operate.
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To achieve these limited gains, the public must pay an enormous amount in the form of 

lost competition. For example, before the United/Lufthansa alliance, both carriers competed on 

the Washington - Frankfurt route, with each trying to gain market share from the other by 

offering better service and lower fares. Now however, the carriers provide the same volume of 

III. THE LIMITED PUBLIC BENEFITS OF CODESHARING DO NOT OFFSET 
THE COMPETITIVE DAMAGE CAUSED BY ALLIANCES.

While alliance proponents talk in terms of online service, in reality, alliance agreements 

are pervasive combinations between competitors that result in the establishment of government- 

sanctioned joint monopolies on major transatlantic routes.

magnify this competitive advantage over smaller airlines and increase their protection against 

new entrants.

The alleged justifications for codeshare alliances are that they extend route networks of 

U.S. carriers at limited costs, and provide enhanced interline service that is equivalent to online 

service. However, such gains are marginal because consumers already have enhanced interline 

connections under the traditional IATA system. In fact, alliances have had an adverse impact on 

competition, consumers, and the U.S. flag system.

While codeshare participants gain improved position in CRS displays, they have also 

provided some improvements in the connecting experience in order to justify claims that the 

services are actually “online.” Alliance carriers may issue through boarding passes, and may 

work to tighten connecting times. However, these alleged benefits of codeshare service are also 

available on an interline basis. For decades, carriers have worked with each other to improve 

connecting services, and have offered joint fares through the IATA system. They have also, 

through IATA, agreed upon formulas for sharing joint revenue, and have often established 

separate “prorate” agreements to achieve the same result. Thus, the actual improvement in 

connecting service offered by codesharing is limited to non-existent.
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Alliance carriers argue that their ability to raise prices on joint gateway routes will be 

disciplined by the availability of alternative routings - that passengers will have lower fares 

available over other gateways. For example, passengers from Washington to Frankfurt may find 

a low fare over Paris or London, if United/Lufthansa raise prices. This argument is more 

theoretical than practical. It is certainly not true for the proposed American/British Airways 

alliance -- alternate gateways on the European continent are usually not price or time competitive 

for London traffic because of the substantial backhaul involved. Even for routes such as

service, but each places its code on the other carrier’s flights. Because they pool the revenue, it 

does not matter to them which airline the consumer chooses. They may actually carry more 

traffic, due to diverting passengers on other airlines to their “online” service beyond Frankfurt, 

but they no longer need to compete for passengers in the nonstop market. Because of the loss of 

competition, consumers in that market are less well served.

Washington - Frankfurt, alternate gateways impose extensive delay costs. Business passengers 

who require expedited service will not take an alternate routing even if fares are $100 or $200 

lower. Only some leisure traffic may be able to consider the competitive alternatives of 

gateways that provide inferior service. In any event, why shouldn’t such passengers have the 

choice of competitive nonstop service between Washington and Frankfurt?

Moreover, the ability of major airlines on a route to join together enables them to keep 

other carriers out of their markets. Their ability to combine frequent-flier programs and offer 

frequent-flier points for services beyond the European gateway makes passengers less likely to 

choose other carriers on the route. By combining together, they can set higher thresholds for 

corporations to qualify for corporate discounts. For example, a corporation might be required to 

provide United and Lufthansa all of its Washington - Frankfurt traffic to obtain any corporate 

discount on that route as well as others. The same process could apply to travel agent overrides. 

United and Lufthansa could set extremely high thresholds to qualify for any override 

commission.
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It is clear that airline alliances have already driven U.S. carriers off some transatlantic 

routes. The Chairman of American Airlines testified before a U.S. Senate committee that the 

market power of the Star and Delta/Swissair alliances have driven American from three nonstop 

routes between the U.S. and Continental Europe - New York-Zurich, Miami-Frankfiirt, and New 

York-Brussels3. Similarly, TWA withdrew from the New York-Zurich and New York-Geneva 

markets after Delta and Swissair began codesharing in 1994. In early 1998, TWA canceled its 

New York-Frankfurt service in the face of the growing market power of the Star alliance.

Moreover, codeshares are inherently deceptive. While DOT requires disclosure of the 

operator of the codeshare flight, many passengers believe they are flying on a U.S. airline, and 

are surprised when they board a foreign aircraft. Governmental policy should not be premised on 

practices that amount to consumer deception.

Alliances have undoubtedly been beneficial to their U.S. flag participants. Rather than 

incur the expense of directly operating international service, the U.S. flag carrier receives a 

commission from the foreign alliance partner for every passenger it puts on a codeshare flight. A 

recent Merrill Lynch study found that “alliances have been even more successful than originally 

anticipated, and are increasingly significant for one simple reason: they are very effective at 

redirecting traffic to the benefit of the alliance members2.” However, diversion of traffic from 

one carrier to another is not necessarily in the public interest, particularly when the traffic is 

being diverted from U.S. airlines to foreign flag carriers. Such diversion weakens the 

effectiveness of U.S. carriers and eliminates jobs for employees in the U.S. airline industry.

IV. AIRLINE ALLIANCES HAVE HAD AN ADVERSE IMPACT ON THE U.S. 
FLAG AIRLINE INDUSTRY.

V. DOMESTIC ALLIANCES COULD BE EVEN MORE DAMAGING TO THE 
PUBLIC INTEREST.

An analysis of frequency growth on the Atlantic demonstrates that alliances have

benefited foreign flag carriers at the expense of U.S. airlines. Because of strong traffic and the 

shift of equipment from larger B-747's to smaller equipment, total frequencies in the U.S.-Europe 

market increased 42% between 1995 and 19984. However, U.S. carrier frequencies increased 

only 28%, while foreign flag frequencies increased 53%. The U.S. flag share of frequencies has 

dropped from 42% to 38%. In the U.S.-Germany market, where United and Lufthansa 

implemented their Star alliance during this period, there has been no growth in total frequencies. 

However, U.S. flag frequencies decreased 33%, while foreign carriers increased frequencies by 

31%. The U.S. flag share of total frequencies to Germany has declined from 48% to 32%.

The success of international alliances in diverting traffic from other airlines has led to a 

pairing up of major U.S. carriers. American and US Airways have announced an alliance and 

begun a joint frequent-flier program. Northwest has purchased voting control of Continental and 

proposes to operate joint domestic codeshare service with it. Delta and United’s proposed 

alliance has been stymied for the moment by the opposition of Delta’s pilots union, but the 

carriers have proceeded with pooling of their frequent flyer programs. Based on the experience 

with transatlantic alliances, these combinations raise serious questions whether smaller carriers 

can survive. The impact of alliance joint frequent-flier programs and joint corporate discounts 

Alliances have clearly been great for foreign carriers. U.S. alliance partners have 

generated increased income by diverting traffic from other airlines and by carrying passengers in 

conjunction with foreign alliance partners, rather than operating their own flights to secondary 

European points. However, they have been extremely damaging to other U.S. airlines and have 

cost jobs for U.S. labor. Thus, alliances are not only anticompetitive, but also, on balance, 

damaging to U.S. commerce and employment.
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VI. THE GOVERNMENT MUST TAKE DECISIVE ACTION

on the domestic market will be enormous, and will be compounded if these carriers are allowed 

to codeshare in domestic markets.

Northwest and Continental have already closed their transaction, despite the suit by the 

Department of Justice against it. If DOJ is successful, Northwest may be forced to divest itself 

of its interest in Continental. The Department of Transportation is examining the integration of 

Northwest’s and Continental’s frequent-flier programs, but there is no assurance that it will act. 

If Northwest and Continental are successful, the other major alliances will be forced to respond. 

The result will be a domestic industry in which 81 % of the traffic is controlled by an oligopoly 

of three large alliances. At a time when DOT is attempting to protect new entrants and to foster 

competition in the domestic market, it is most curious that the government would even consider 

permitting these combinations.

1. The U.S. should repeal 49 U.S.C., § 41308, which authorizes the Secretary of

Transportation to grant exemptions from the antitrust laws. There is no longer any justification 

for continuation of that statute. The section was originally enacted in the Civil Aeronautics Act 

of 1938, during the Depression, when the U.S. government was justifiably concerned about 

protecting fledgling U.S. airlines from the rigors of competition. The U.S. airline industry has 

long since grown up, and the public policy justification for this sort of special privilege 

evaporated decades ago. The Airline Deregulation Act of 1978 abolished antitrust immunity 

with respect to domestic air transportation. Since international air transportation was not 

deregulated at that time, the power to grant immunity in this area was allowed to continue. Now, 

It is imperative in the interest of preserving competition that the government reexamine 

the entire issue of airline alliances. Their limited public benefits are overwhelmed by their 

damage to competition, other U.S. flag carriers, and U.S. labor. There are several steps that the 

government should take:
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4. The Department should prohibit joint frequent-flier programs, joint corporate 

discounts, and joint travel agent overrides. All of these programs are designed to take advantage 

of the size of the alliance carriers, rather than to compete on the merits of airline service. These 

marketing devices provide no public benefits and should be disallowed. If, nevertheless, alliance 

carriers are allowed to operate merged programs, they should be required to allow competing 

carriers to join the merged program on reasonable, nondiscriminatory terms. Failure to do this 

will leave in place merged frequent-flier programs which will have become anti-competitive and 

barriers to entry.

however, there has been substantial deregulation in international air transportation, as the United 

States has reached Open Skies agreements with over 40 countries. It is time to finish the job and 

eliminate DOT’S power to grant immunity in international air transportation.

3. DOT should forbid codesharing on transatlantic gateway routes. The alleged benefits 

of codesharing arise from extension of U.S. carrier systems by placing their codes on flights 

beyond the European airline’s hub. This benefit can be achieved without the two carriers placing 

their codes on each other’s flights on transatlantic segments. With modem CRS displays, a Delta 

flight can be shown as a through service from New York via Zurich to Moscow, without placing 

its code on the Swissair flight in the New York - Zurich city pair display.

2. Whether or not the statute is amended, DOT should remove antitrust immunity from 

existing alliances. In past approvals, DOT has granted immunity for five-year periods. Renewal 

of immunity for the Northwest/KLM alliance is presently before the Department. It should be 

denied. DOT should, of course, refuse to grant immunity to American and British Airways. It 

should also issue orders to show cause why immunity should not be removed from the Star 

alliance and the Delta alliances, since these alliances are no less harmful to the public interest. It 

should also remove the immunity that was improvidently granted to the transborder alliances 

between United and Air Canada, and American and Canadian International Airlines.
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Unless the government takes action, it will be faced with a future airline marketplace in 

which enormous carrier cartels have driven non-alliance airlines out of markets, where foreign 

airlines dominate the Atlantic to the perpetual detriment of consumers, and where U.S. labor has 

lost thousands of high-paying jobs. The U.S. should take action now to protect consumers and 

competition from the vast monopoly power that has been vested in the existing alliances and 

proposed for the new ones.

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AFTER ARKADELPHIA TORNADO­
FUNTIME LEARNING CENTER BUILDS SAFE ROOM 

A First Hand Account

On a typical Saturday morning on March 1, 1997,1 decided after lunch to visit my 
parents who live one house down from me in order to check on my father who had 
recently had surgery. As I walked to their home, the air was hot and humid and looked 

like it might storm.
After getting my father to lie down to rest, we heard the sirens sound downtown. 

We turned on the television, and they announced the approaching tornado. Shelley and 
Josh, my daughter and future son-in-law, were at my house so I called and told them to 
come up to my parents so we could all be together.

When they did not come after several minutes, I went outside, and saw them come 
out of my house. As I left my parents home to meet them, we all stood outside and 
listened to the sirens and watched the sky. When we heard the tornado, which sounded 
exactly like the train we hear daily in our neighborhood, we could not decide if it was a 
real train or a tornado. Once we realized that the sound was an approaching tornado, we 
only had time to return to my house and run down stairs before the tornado struck. My 
house shuck, but did not incur significant damage. I opened the downstairs door only to 
find my whole world gone. I cannot describe the feelings I had when I saw my parent's 
home, my day care center, and my neighborhood in rubble.

My first concern was my parents. We rushed up the street trying to locate their 
home. Determining the location of homes proved to be a challenge. After a lot of 
screaming and crying, my parents answered our calls, and we began to extract them from 
their destroyed home. My mother was injured, but my father was fine.

Wayne, my husband, was working and after watching the storm pass, he started 
home. He walked through debris and climbed over fallen trees for one mile before he 
could reach us. After locating us, Wayne, my father, Shelley, and Josh started doing what 
they could around the neighborhood. Mother and I went to the hospital and spent the 

night because of her injuries.
After the initial shock of the tornado wore off, we had to decided how and what to 

do to begin the rebuilding of our homes, business, and lives. Teachers and parents at the 
day care wanted to keep the children together, so they worked on finding a place for 
school to be held. First Baptist Church of Arkadelphia had just completed their new 
educational building, and they allowed Fun Time Learning Center to use a suite of four 
rooms for the day care. We were located at First Baptist Church for a total of ten months. 

During those ten months, with the help of Emmanuel Baptist Church of Little 
Rock, Church in a Day, and various volunteers, we were able to reopen the school on its 

original site on January 12, 1998.
As we considered building our new day care facility, we realized we would not 

have a quality physical structure for the children unless we had a safe room incorporated 
into our plans. Therefore, included in our new day care center, parents, children, and 
visitors will find a beautiful, large safe room designed with reinforced concrete and steel 

that hosts our children's sleep time daily.

Now, I have the peace of mind that the children I care for and the staff that I 
employee are safe. I feel confident that we have done everything possible to protect 
ourselves and others in the event of another tornado.

To assist others toward preparing for the possibility of natural disasters, Wayne 
and I have participated in all Project Impact Activities. Hopefully, if we help our prepare 
our friends and neighbors prepare now for potential disasters, we will not see them suffer 
the emotional and financial crisis that we experienced. I shutter to think of the lives that 
would have been lost if the tornado had hit during a week day. My family and business 
stand ready for the unknown possibility of another tornado, however my community is 
many miles from being disaster resistant. I believe in Project Impact's mission and will 
help to support that mission any way possible. We hope that our safe room is a model for 

not only our community but other communities as well.

Please understand that I am very appreciative, indeed grateful, of the support that you have 
already given us to rebuild our town. The Equity Buy-Down Assistance Program that we 
discussed the day after the tornado is an incredible success and the technical assistance that 
you made available provided the means for us to develop our plan. But based upon our 
experience we have learned that money is available for disaster relief however very little 
appears to be available for disaster recovery. We have taken great care to develop a 
defensible plan that we believe would make the highest and best use of the few precious 
dollars that could be made available to us from the federal government. I truly believe that 
Arkadelphia could become a disaster recovery model for the nation. We have a capable staff 
in place and are well organized to implement these projects. What we do not have is money.

To accomplish our goals we are proposing a series of modest public improvement projects 
to support significant reinvestment by the private sector. Simply stated, we are proposing 

streetscape improvements to unify the district. We believe that these improvement projects
the construction of two civic “anchors” for our downtown with a comprehensive series of

in hand with two highly focused housing assistance programs will assure that Arkadelphia 
will not only recover but will be a strong sustainable community with the ability to thrive 

and prosper well into the 219t century just as you challenged us to do.

All totaled the cost of our recovery plan is $14.65 million dollars. We have successfully 
funded Component I of the plan for $2 million dollars and we believe that over the course of 
the next ten years we could perhaps fund our proposed $2.2 million dollar housing programs 
through resources that may be available through the State of Arkansas and national 
organizations such as Fannie Mae and Farmers Home Loan Bank.

According to federal guidelines, $10.65 million dollars of our improvement projects could 
be funded with Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds available through the 
Department of Housing and Urban Development. This is true largely because all of the 
areas that were devastated by the tornado and that are targeted for the improvement projects 
that we have outlined were determined to be low income according to the 1990 census. 
Unfortunately, the State of Arkansas will only receive $23.62 million dollars of CDBG 
funding this year for the various programs that already depend on that allotment. 
Indications are that our only hope of funding this major portion of our recovery plan would 
be through a supplemental appropriation for recovery from a natural disaster. The 
remaining $2 million dollars of improvement projects could be fully funded through the 

Department of Transportation.

HOUSING MARKET ANALYSIS

This study was undertaken by ICF Kaiser Consulting of Fairfax, VA on behalf of the Arkadelphia 
2025 Commission. Funding for this report was provided by the U.S. Department of Housing and 
Urban Development (HUD). 

A housing market analysis examines characteristics of households and the housing stock, 
analyzing important market trends and estimating housing problems or needs. Developing 
policies that effectively assist households that are unable to meet their housing needs requires 
an understanding of the dynamics of supply and demand that create the underlying causes of 
these housing problems. A housing market analysis can help policymakers understand the 
factors causing housing problems, to anticipate future developments and ultimately design 
effective policies and programs. 

The purpose of this market analysis was to provide the Arkadelphia 2025 Commission with the 
most current data arid information available on the city's housing market, thus better enabling 
the Commission and the City of Arkadelphia to plan future housing development activities that 
respond to the needs of residents. 

This report is divided into two sections. Section 1 is the housing market analysis, which is 
further divided into two parts relating to the demand for housing and the supply of housing. As 
shown in Exhibit 1, the demand for housing is presented in terms of purchasing power and 
characteristics of households, while supply is presented in terms of the current housing stock 
and its cost and availability. For this reason, the first part of Section 1 will present demographic 
information relating to the population, household composition, employment and income. The 
second part of that section will discuss the housing stock and trends. 

Section 2 is a comparison of housing demand and supply. This section contains information on 
the number, type and cost or rent level of housing units projected to meet housing demand. 
Section 2 also briefly discusses several of the underlying issues or problems that are present in 
the housing market.
