Spangled Banner and the Save America's Treasures public awareness 
campaign. A $5 million grant from Pew Charitable Trusts for the flag’s 
restoration also was announced. The funds will be used for the flag’s 
restoration, conservation and long-term maintenance, as well as to construct a

Montpelier, Orange County, VA - the lifelong home of James Madison, the 
fourth U.S. president and his wife, Dolly.

Event - First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton helped launch the “Discovering 
Madison” exhibit and announced a $ 1 million private gift from Lyn and 
Norma Lear to Save America’s Treasures through the National Trust for the 
Found Fathers Papers Project. Local Congressman Thomas Bliley and 
National Trust President Richard Moe also addressed the crowd of 3,000.

Summer 1998 — During the summer, First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton and members of 
the Millennium Committee embarked on a Save America's Treasures tour of histone sites

Monocacy Aquaduct, C & O Canal National Historic Park, Frederick 
County, MD - Built in 1833, it is one of the most significant engineering 
landmarks along the historic C & O Canal, carrying the canal across the 
Monocacy River near the its junction with the Potomac.

Fort McHenry Monument, Baltimore, MD - the fort made famous for 
flying the flag that inspired Francis Scott Key to write The Star Spangled

Elijah Cummings, and members of the 
Millennium Committee to announce a $925,000 gift from Target, and a 
$500,000 grant from the National Endowment for the Arts for the preservation 
of the monument and other significant sculpture in each state as part of 
Heritage Preservation’s national Save Outdoor Sculpture! program.

Edison National Historic Site, West Orange, NJ - Thomas Edison’s 
Invention Factory where Edison conducted his research for forty-four years. 
The site still contains Edison’s library of over four million documents and 
400,000 artifacts, including drawings, research and machinery.

Event - General Electric Company’s Chairman and CEO, Jack Welch and the 
First Lady announced a $5 million donation from GE for the conservation of 
Edison’s laboratory. Mayor John McKeon and Rep. William Pascrell also 
delivered remarks. Their tour of the complex was carried live on the Today 

Show with Maria Shriver.

Kate Mull any’s Home, Troy, NY - home of Irish immigrant Kate Mullany, 
founder of the first long-lasting (eight years) all-female labor union (Collar 
Laundry Union) which managed to achieve near parity with men’s wages.

EvenL At an outdoor ceremony with Mayor Mark Pattison and area residents, 
the First Lady presented a National Historic Landmark plaque to the current 
owners of the historic home, and drew attention to Kate Mullany’s 

accomplishments.

Harriet Tubman Home, Auburn, NY -- home of Harriet Tubman, renowned 
leader of the Underground Railroad, with the adjacent Home for the Aged she 

founded.

Event: Following a tour of the site, tire First Lady joined Mayor Christopher 
De Angelis, local dignitaries and Tubman’s descendants at a ceremony to 
announce a private gift of $10,000 to the historic site.

Seward House, Auburn, NY -- residence of former Governor, Senator and US 
Secretary of State William H. Seward and his wife. The home was a stop on 
the Underground Railway, a movement his wife assisted.

Event: With Rep. Maurice Hinchey, Mayor Audrey Carey and other local 
dignitaries, the First Lady toured the Lander Street Rowhouses and then 
walked through the Historic District to address a crowd of thousands in 
front of the Dutch Reformed Church. The First Lady then toured 

Washington’s Headquarters.

Colonial Theater, Pittsfield, MA - built in 1903, the acoustically superior 
theater is among the best examples of legitimate theater architecture in 
America, and one of only 13 or 14 like it in the world. It regularly featured 

some of the best known theatrical talent of its day.

Event - Mayor Edward Reilly and more than 15,000 residents turned out in the 
main public square to welcome the First Lady and Save America s Treasures to 
Pittsfield. William Ivey, Chairman of the National Endowment for the Arts, 
joined the First Lady on a tour of the theater, which has housed a paint and art 
supply store for several years. In playing for Mrs. Clinton, the young Berkshire 
Fiddlers gave the first performance in the theater since 1952.

The Mount, Lenox, MA - home of novelist Edith Wharton, winner of the 

1920 Pulitzer Prize for fiction.

Event: Mayor Gerald Doyle and Wharton Home preservationists joined the 
First Lady for a tour and speaking program on the steps of the mansion, 
which, along with its gardens, is undergoing extensive restoration. A 
$100,000 contribution to Save America's Treasures for this restoration project 
ftom a Millennium Committee member was subsequently conveyed.

Historical Park, this is the house where the Declaration of Rights and 
Sentiments was finalized, three days before the Women’s Rights Convention 

in 1848.

Longfellow National Historic Site, Cambridge, MA -- hospital for wounded 
American soldiers after the battles of Lexington, Concord and Bunker Hill, 
headquarters for George Washington while he planned the seige of Boston

Louis Armstrong House and Archives, Queens, NY - the home of American 
ja?? icon Louis Armstrong and the artist’s vast personal collection of 
photographs, papers, scrap-books, recordings, memorabilia and musical 
instruments archived at Queens College.

Event - Before an audience of 2,000 people, Wynton Marsalis and former 
Armstrong band members provided a moving tribute to this American musical 
treasure. The First Lady, joined by Senator-elect Charles Schumer, Rep. Gary 
Ackerman, and Queens Borough President Claire Schulman, announced more 
than $130,000 in private contributions to preserve the Armstrong home and 
save 600 audio tapes personally recorded by Armstrong and housed at the 

Archives.

Event: Mrs. Clinton and members of the Millennium Committee to Save 

America's Treasures toured this well-preserved site.

Ganondagan State Historic Site, Victor, NY - this state park on the site of a 
large seventeenth-century Seneca village destroyed by fire French in 1687 is 
dedicated to the Iroquois Nation. The site is cherished as the home and burial 
place of one of the most important figures in Iroquois history, Jikohnsaseh, the 

Mother of Nations.

Event: The First Lady met privately with Iroquois tribal mothers whose 
ancestors influenced the early women’s rights advocates, then toured the site. 
The First Lady addressed the crowd, and then enjoyed traditional singing and 
dancing Private gifts from Millennium Committee members totaling $20,000 
were later contributed to Save America's Treasures for the site.

The 
neighborhood’s current Latino residents are working with the Jewish 
Historical Society to restore the shul as a museum and community center.

Event — Robert Erburu, chairman of the J. Paul Getty Trust Board of Trustees, 
announced a $ 1.1 million gift to the National Trust to establish the Save the 
America’s Treasures Preservation Planning Fund. Local community members 
past and present turned out to see Latino, Jewish and local school groups 
perform, and to hear remarks by the First Lady, Governor Gray Davis, local 
dignitaries, and National Trust President Richard Moe.

The building has serious structural 
problems due to moisture invasion of the adobe, requiring thorough evaluation 
through a Historic Structures Report, to be followed by remedial measures.

Event: - a seated early-morning reception for the state’s preservation 
community was held in the courtyard of the Palace. The First Lady was 
joined by Tom Livesay, Director of the Museum of New Mexico, the 
Governor of Albuquerque, the State Historic Preservation Office 
Representative, Congressman Tom Udall and Trust President Richard Moe to 
thank approximately 300 representatives from the preservation community for 
their skills and dedication.

At the event, 
she presented the members of the All Pueblo Council with plaques honoring 
their various tribes. In announcing a $75,000 contribution to Acoma for the 
restoration of San Esteban, the First Lady was joined by Pueblo Governor 
Tortalita, other tribal officials, Richard Moe, and Kevin Cover, head of the 
Bureau of Indian Affairs.

Carmel Fallon Building, San Francisco, CA -- The project will restore the 
long-neglected Cannel Fallon Building reuse as part of a Community Center 
serving San Francisco’s lesbian and gay community.

The 
building now serves as the working headquarters of The Blues Heaven 
Foundation. Founded by the late Chess Records producer and artist, 
Willie Dixon - and now run by his widow, Marie, and daughter, Shirli- 
the foundation oversees the preservation effort, runs the site as a studio 
and museum, and offers music scholarships and a popular education 
program called Blues in the Schools that has distributed over 16,000 
instruments for use in local elementary and high schools.

They are already in most of the largest school districts and have experienced 300% growth every

1 - Can you provide a more extensive description of the curriculum and its relationship to 

Save America's Treasures?

Attached is a copy of the proposed Millennium Curriculum outline based on our request to 
Voyager to create an in-school program for Save America’s Treasures. The modular curriculum, 
which can be used as an in class, after school, or summer school program, is being developed by 
Voyager with input from The History Channel and final review by Save America’s Treasures.

2 - If there is a change in the cost of the program/curriculum, how many schools do you 

estimate will participate?

We have set the cost of the two-year program to an individual school system/district at $275.00 
per classroom per year. We estimate that the program will be in 8,000 to 10,000 schools (the 
average school has approximately 26 classes with 23 students each) and reach approximately 5 
million students. If contributions become available that subsidize the per-classroom cost, it is 
likely more schools would participate.

The curriculum relates to Save America’s Treasures by teaching about 1000 years of history and 
the “treasures” in this country. There is a community service aspect of the program which will 
involve school children directly in identifying and saving local treasures. Students will come to 
understand how their personal histories are interwoven into the thousand-year history of our 
country, as their futures will become part of the next millennium. The paths that brought each 
child to where he or she is today will be traced as they explore their individual origins and the 
ancestors on whose shoulders they stand. The lessons we learn and will continue to learn from 
the past are understood through the documents, historic buildings, art, and natural wonders that 
are America’s treasures.

They will share and 
document experiences that bring relevance and appreciation to their personal history and the 
history of their community, and they will use local resources to understand and discover 
“treasures” in their own hometowns. They also will explore the relationship between their 
community’s history and the broader themes that have shaped America during the past 1,000 
years.



At the end of the second year. Voyagers will celebrate the successful completion of their project 
to preserve an American treasure. They also will evaluate their contribution and develop a plan 
to continue this commitment to save treasures for the next millennium.

Voyagers will travel back in time 1,000 years with Sacajawea as their guide. Along the way, 
they will meet many famous American scientists, inventors, leaders, humanitarians and artisans. 
Voyagers will explore the way people remember these giants of American history.

Voyagers will develop a plan of action for a community wide campaign to support the 
preservation or restoration of a document, artifact, monument or historic site. They will learn to 
identify resources, prepare a press packet, hold a press conference and conduct a radio or 
television interview. Voyagers also will forge creative partnerships and garner support for their 
projects from government agencies and foundations.

Part Two: Milestones and Monuments
Voyagers continue to celebrate the millennium and our cultural heritage as they broaden their 
focus to a national and world level. They will explore famous monuments, sites, documents, 
works of art, books, artifacts, statues and symbols, such as Thomas Edison’s lab notes, the 
Alamo, Harriett Tubman’s home, the cliff dwellings of Mesa Verde, the American flag that 
inspired Francis Scott Key to write the Star-Spangled Banner and the White House.

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Mesa Verde, Spanish for “Green Table,” is the first national park set aside to preserve the work 
of humankind. Mesa Verde offers an unparalleled opportunity to see and experience the life of 
the ancestral Puebloans. Visitors can walk through five spectacular major cliff dwellings and 
numerous mesa top villages, built by the Anasazi between 600 and 1300 AD. (Colorado)

Acoma Pueblo is a well maintained and operated Tribal Park. It is built high on a mesa 357 feet 
above the surrounding plain. Established prior to the 1300s (possibly prior to 700 AD) Acoma is 
one of the oldest continuously inhabited villages in the United States. Within the pueblo is San 
Esteban del Rey, one of the oldest churches still standing on American soil. Constructed in the 
1630s, this mission is a magnificent structure of 20,000 tons of adobe and stone. Today the 
Pueblo of Acoma has begun working with Cornerstones Community Partnership to repair San 
Esteban del Rey using a method Cornerstones designed, of training the youth in traditional 
building skills. This method of restoring the building is attractive as it is both cost effective and 
provides young people in Acoma with greater appreciation of their heritage while giving them 

marketable building skills. (New Mexico)

Chaco Culture NHP is one of our Nations most significant cultural resource treasures north of 
Mexico. It is a lead park in the Vanishing Initiative and is a World Heritage Site. It is famous 
for the large number of “Great Houses,” (complex structures up to five stories high with eight 
hundred or more rooms) prehistoric road systems, advanced use of solar calendars, and the 
alignment of structures many miles apart. Chaco is also the ideal place to demonstrate the 

wonders of an unspoiled night sky. (New Mexico)

The town of Leadville, a National Historic Landmark, and its surrounding mining landscape 
form the most intact collection of hardrock mining resources in the state. Its mining district was 
where famous Coloradans like Meyer Guggenheim and Horace Tabor made their fortunes after 
silver was discovered in 1877. Economic decline in the local mining industry, coupled with 
environmental cleanup activities, threatens to destroy both the historic buildings and surrounding 

mining landscape. (Colorado)

Lowell Observatory was the first astronomical observatory in Arizona. In 1894, Dr. Percival 
Lowell assembled a small staff, borrowed two telescopes and commenced observations. Two 
years later, he ordered and installed the specially designed 24-inch Alvan Clark refracting 
telescope. For many years, the Clark telescope was the major research tool of the Observatory. 
It is still in use today and has been registered as a National Historic Landmark. (Arizona)

Traveller’s Rest is the site at which Lewis and Clark stopped both on the way to and from the 
coast. The land is threatened by a trailer park and is in urgent need of preservation. (Montana)

Named “Pompey’s Tower” on maps of the expedition (Clark had nicknamed Sacajawea’s son 
“Pomp), this large pillar of sandstone now has stairs to allow visitors to see the incredible view 
from the top. On July 25/1806, CaptairrClark carved his name and date on the pillar. This is the 

only remaining evidence of the expeditiomalong the entire length of the trail. (Montana)
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San Xavier del Bac Mission

A catholic church founded by a Jesuit priest. Father Eusebio Francisco Kino, a European 
spreading the word of God on the new land in 1692. A school was begun several times at San 
Xavier, receiving funding through the government. Failing many times, the school which stands 
today is next to the church and serves the Papago children. Restoration is currently being 
handled by the Patronato, a non-profit organization which purpose is to raise funds for, and 
oversee the preservation and restoration of a historic Southwestern mission. Fundraising is often 
the key element on the preservation or restoration of churches or missions in the Southwest, and 
if specific funds re not appropriated for preservation, needed maintenance can often be neglected. 
(Arizona)

Located in one of Albuquerque’s oldest original Hispanic neighborhoods on the grounds of a 
Spanish and art magnet school, the Southwestern Pieta is loved by neighborhood residents who 
purchased and installed lighting for the sculpture. The artist, Luis Jiminez, is an internationally 
significant and highly respected Mexican-American contemporary artist. Due to the region’s 
harsh elements and acid particulates, the sculpture’s brilliant colors have faded and the protective 
coating has deteriorated. Cost estimate: $25,000. (New Mexico)

El Morro (Spanish for the Bluff or Headland) is a large mesa in a 300 foot bluff with a water 
source at its base. Prior to paved roads El Morro welcomed many weary travelers. It also has a 
prehistoric Zuni village spread over jts top. This combination of features resulted in a very 
important and unique register of historical time. The rock base of this impressive monument 
provided the opportunity for travelers to leave an inscribed clue of their passing. The earliest 
European inscription was Don Juan de Onate in 1605 on his way back to Santa Fe from an 
expedition to the Southern Sea (Gulf of California). (New Mexico)

The Segesser Hide Paintings at the Museum of New Mexico in Santa Fe are a colorful 18th- 
century record of early New Mexico history painted on bison hides. The paintings are 
collaborations among several artists painting with pieces of bone. These valuable records are in 
need of curation and conservation. Projected cost: $200,000. (New Mexico)

"We hope that by naming these local historic landmarks as Official Projects of the Save Americas 
Treasures campaign, we can also raise public awareness about preservation projects all across this 
country," said Richard Moe, president of the National Trust and co-chair, with Susan Eisenhower, 
of Save Amcrica's Treasures. "What is being accomplished here in Chicago to preserve the city’s 
history and culture should inspire other communities to become more involved in protecting the 

irreplaceable treasures around them."

The National Trust, a private, non-profit membership organization chartered by Congress in 1949, 
coordinates the Save America’s Treasures public awareness and education campaign and works with 
the Heritage Preservation and the National Park Foundation to raise funds for the most urgent 
preservation needs identified at the state and national levels. Congress appropriated $30 million in 

public support for Save America’s Treasures sites nationwide,

The Roble House

The Frederick C. Robic House, an architectural masterpiece designed by Frank Lloyd Wright and built in 
1909, is in the early phase of a 10-year, mulli-niillion dollar restoration. Considered an exemplary model 
of Wright's prairie style homes, the Robic House was rescued from demolition in 1958 by a major urban 
renewal development firm. The University of Chicago acquired the property in 1963 when it was 
designated a National Historic Landmark.

In 1997, the three-story, Roman brick structure was added to the National Trust's collection of 20 historic 
sites. The Robie House features over 174 art-glass windows and doors that let in spectacular light and 
unite the interior with its natural surroundings. Original Frank Lloyd Wright-designed fixtures and 
furnishings are within its free-flowing interior spaces. Sweeping horizontal lines, intersecting vertical 
chimney masses, dramatic overhanging eaves, and covered balconies characterize the house's exterior.

A converted necktie factory, this modest building at 2120 South Michigan Avenue, which was 
instrumental in the careers of many legendary Blues artists, may boast of one of the most famous 
addresses in the history of American popular music.

Chess Records was founded by brothers Leonard and Phil Chess in 1950 and established at its present 
location in 1957. The company recorded the music of Willie Dixon, Muddy Waters, Howlin' Wolt, Bo 
Diddlcy, John Lee Hooker, Etta James, KoKo Taylor, Ramsey Lewis, Ahmad Jamal, Aretha Franklin and 
dozens of other African American singers and musicians. The availability of so many talented singers 
and musicians was likely a result of the ''Great Migration" of hundreds of thousands of African 
Americans who left their homes in the South seeking better lives in urban centers up north in the first half 

of the 20th century.

Chuck Berry recorded his rock and roll anthem, Johnny li. Goode, at Chess in the 1960s and that 
recording was added to NASA’s Voyager mission on a disc with other sounds from Earth to represent 
American music. Drawn by their love of the Blues, the Rolling Stones immortalized the studio in an 
instrumental they recorded there entitled "2120 South Michigan Avenue."

But it was Mississippi-born Willie Dixon, a singer and prolific songwriter, who deserves credit for putting 
Chicago on the map as the "Blues Capital of the World." Dixon spent a great deal of his lime recording 
and producing al Chess, amassing an impressive body of work and contributing hundreds of compositions 
to the Chicago Blues scene. Dixon's particular style of music Mississippi Delta Blues became the 
hallmark of the Chess Record label.

In 1993, Marie Dixon, Willie's widow, purchased the Chess Records Office and Studio and donated it to 
the Willie Dixon Blues Heaven Foundation, a not-for profit organization that supports music education 
programs in the schools, provides legal aid to aging Blues musicians, and encourages new generations of 
Blues musicians. The building was recently restored to its 1957 appearance and current plans call for the 
reinslalhlion of the recording studio's original equipment.

At the heart of the town was the Pullman Palace Car Company manufacturing operation m the Pullman 
administration and Factory Complex Buildings.

Announced on May 19,1999, the first grants were awarded to sixty-two projects in 
twenty-four states, the District of Columbia and the Midway Islands. The projects range 
from the Thomas Jefferson papers at the Massachusetts Historical Society to Frank Lloyd 
Wright’s Taliesin in Wisconsin; from the historic Vail Ranch House in Arizona, to 
Ebenezer Baptist Church (Martin Luther King, Jr. National Historic Site) in Georgia; 
from the National Film Preservation Foundation's “Saving the Silents” project, to the 
ancient Cliff Dwellings of Mesa Verde National Park in Colorado. The sixty-two projects 
funded by the grants reflect the diverse cultures and the many stories that comprise 
America, which must not be lost as we end this century and enter a new millennium.

As this century draws to a close, many of our most beloved historic sites, collections, 
objects, documents, and monuments are deteriorating. Even the broad stripes and bright 
stars of the Star-Spangled Banner - the massive flag that inspired our national anthem - 
are in desperate need of repair. And countless other symbols of our past - less well- 
known, but no less important - need help if they are to survive. One of the best ways we 
can imagine the future in the new millennium is to preserve what we value of our past. 
To do so, the White House Millennium Council created a national millennium program 
called Save America’s Treasures. The program has a government component, and a 
separate, but complementary private initiative, that together will carry forward the 
heritage that embodies our nation’s collective memory to inspire future generations.

President Clinton proposed funding to Save America’s Treasures in his Fiscal Year 1999 
budget and Congress approved $30 million in federal grants to address the most urgent 
preservation needs of the nation’s most significant historic sites and collections. The 
grants are administered by the National Park Service, at the Department of the Interior 
and must be matched equally with non-federal funds, thus stimulating state, local, and 
private involvement in these important projects. Agencies under the auspices of the 
Interior Appropriations bill were eligible to submit urgent federal projects, or apply on 
behalf of other regional sites or collections that fit the criteria of the National Park 
Service. All of the projects met the standards of importance, urgency, educational value, 

and ability to complete the preservation work.

In the tradition of public-private partnerships, the White House Millennium Council 
invited the National Trust for Historic Preservation to be its nonprofit partner to Save 
America's Treasures. The National Trust -- the largest preservation organization in the 
nation -- is joined by the National Park Foundation and Heritage Preservation in leading 
the private sector efforts to Save America's Treasures. First Lady Hillary Rodham 
Clinton serves as Honorary Chair of the Millennium Committee to Save America's 
Treasures, organized by the National Trust, and co-chaired by Trust President, Richard 
Moe and Susan Eisenhower. 

Since May 1998, the Millennium Committee members have identified and supported 
some of our most urgent preservation needs, raising over $33 million to save historic sites 
and collections, large and small, across the country. Gifts include: $10 million from Polo 
Ralph Lauren, Inc. to conserve the Star-Spangled Banner at the Smithsonian Institution,; 
$5 million from the GE Company for the Thomas Edison National Historic Site; $6 
million from the Richard and Rhoda Goldman Fund and the Madeleine Haas Russell 
Foundation for the Conservatory of Flowers in San Francisco; and $1 million from 
Norman Lear for the Founding Fathers Papers publishing project. Many other generous 
contributions from foundations, corporations and individuals will help restore places like 
the Louis Armstrong House and Archives in Queens, N.Y.; the Henry Wads\1/0rth 
Longfellow House in Cambridge, Massachusetts; and the Harriet Tubman Home in 
Auburn, N.Y. The National Trust also designates "Official Save America's Treasures 
Projects" to ·encourage local preservation efforts and attract support for community 
projects. 

The federal Save America's Treasures grants, managed by the National Park Service, and 
the private Save America's Treasures initiatives, are meant to be compleme�tary and 
mutually supportive. Some of the places and collections Mrs. Clinton visited and which 
received gifts from the National Trusts' Committee, also won federal grants or are 
designated by the National Trust as "Official Projects." Also, the Save America's 
Treasures grants must be matched by non-federal resources, and will generate excitement 
among many individuals, corporations and foundations who want to make a lasting 
contribution to conserving our heritage. 

Together, the new public and private commitments and the greater public awareness of 
the nations' needs will result in the largest increase in preservation activity in over thirty 
years. These initiatives will leave a lasting gift to the future for America.

The California Coastal Trail runs more than 1,200 miles along the scenic California coast, 
connecting the state’s urban areas to the many natural, scenic and historic features controlled by 
state and federal parks as well local communities.

The three categories of trails recognized by the Millennium Trails initiative are National 
Millennium Trails, Millennium Legacy Trails and Community Trails 2000. Governors from all 50 
states and chief elected officials from the District of Columbia, Puerto Rico and the Virgin Islands 
were invited to submit nominations to a Green Ribbon Panel of national trail leaders convened by 
Rails-to-Trails Conservancy. The recommendations were submitted to Transportation Secretary 
Slater for official designation. Three states—Mississippi, New York and Texas—did not submit 
nominations.

quality art on the designated Legacy Trails for the next millennium. These works will enhance 
America's communities and strengthen each state's cultural heritage.”

Massachusetts’ Norwottuck Network is a system of trails, rail-trails, bike paths, waterways, 
greenways and urban walks within the Connecticut River Valley. The network allows trail users to 
experience the state’s urban and rapidly urbanizing areas as well as rural farmland, scenic 
mountainous areas and protected river basins.

Wisconsin’s Hank Aaron State Trail is named after the legendary Home Run King. This six-mile 
urban trail passes through a historic industrial, ethnically diverse section of Milwaukee. By 
providing a green buffer strip along the Menomonee River, the trail is at the center of a 
redevelopment plan for one of the most densely populated areas in the state.

The Florida National Scenic Trail runs the length of Florida from Gulf Islands National Seashore 
to Big Cypress National Preserve. Along the way, it passes through three national forests, two 
national parks, a national wildlife refuge, six state forests, two state parks, 15 cities and the 
University of West Florida.

RTC President David Burwell noted that approximately one-third of the Millennium Legacy Trails 
are rail-trails.

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Each year the National Trust for Historic Preservation names “America s 11 Most Endangered Historic Places. ” These sites are chosen to 
illustrate highly significant symbols of our American heritage threatened by neglect, deterioration, lack of maintenance, insufficient funds, 
inappropriate development or insensitive public policy. As the leader of the national preservation movement, the National Trust provides 
leadership, education and advocacy to save America’s diverse historic places and revitalize our communities. It has six regional offices, owns 19 
historic sites and works with thousands of local community groups in all 50 states.

Governors Island, New York, N. Y. - This 175-acre island occupies a spectacular site in New York Harbor, just a short ferry ride from the 
skyscrapers of Lower Manhattan. It boasts a rich collection of historic structures, including a house once occupied by colonial governors, 
18th- and 19th-century fortifications, and numerous picturesque houses whose shady porches and lawns create a village atmosphere in the 
midst of a metropolis. In 1997 the U.S. Coast Guard closed what was America’s oldest continuously-occupied military post. Now this idyllic 
enclave faces an uncertain future. The federal government could convey the island to the City or State if an acceptable re-use plan can be 
developed, but both entities have been reluctant to accept responsibility. Some observers worry that this absence of leadership may 
encourage inappropriate private-sector development; others fear that the island might be mothballed and suffer the same deterioration as the 
south side of nearby Ellis Island. With actual transfer of ownership delayed by federal legislation until 2002, the island sits vacant, a golden 
opportunity-or a preservation disaster-waiting to happen.

Historically Black Colleges and Universities, Nationwide — Since 1834, when the first historically black college was established, 
America’s historically black colleges and universities have provided education and training to uplift a race long oppressed by slavery and 
segregation. Students at these schools have used their education to benefit their own communities-and to help alter the social fabric of our 
nation in the 1950s and 60s, when historically black campuses became the training grounds for Civil Rights activists in the struggle to end 
segregation and discrimination. While these proud institutions continue to serve as anchors for the African-American community, inadequate 
funding threatens the future of many campus landmarks. Recent gifts from foundations and other supporters, while encouraging, are not 
nearly enough to make repairs needed to conect years of deferred maintenance. A study by the General Accounting Office found that the 
estimated cost of restoring and preserving the 712 historic properties—including dormitories, chapels, gymnasiums and classroom buildings— 
owned by the schools is $755 million, of which a mere $60 million, or 8%, has been set aside in school budgets. Only a comprehensive 
strategy of fundraising and preservation planning can ensure that these historic buildings will survive into the new millennium and beyond to 
welcome future generations of scholars.

Cannery Row, Monterey, Calif. — Early in the 20th century this neighborhood became the focus of an extensive canning industry that 
made Monterey the “sardine capital of the world.” By World War II the canneries and related facilities stretched for most of a mile along 
Oceanview Avenue, hugging the shore of Monterey Bay. John Steinbeck’s novel Cannery Row, based on characters the author had known 
in the 1930s, appeared in 1945-ironically, just before sardine fishing went into steep decline. By the time the last cannery closed in 1973, 
artisans and restaurants had begun to move into Cannery Row and tourism had become the area’s main industry. Today two million 
visitors flock to the Row annually, and intensive development threatens to overwhelm the historic character that many tourists seek. While 
the city’s master plan states that preservation is its primary long-term economic goal, many historic structures have been demolished or 
significantly altered, and only two buildings have landmark designation. Unless action is taken soon, the last authentic vestiges of the 
Row’s past could go out with the tide.

Chancellorsville Battlefield, Spotsylvania County, Va. - Considered to be Lee’s greatest battle, the 1863 Battle of Chancellorsville 
encompassed some of the boldest strategy of the Civil War. More than 30,000 casualties were suffered here, among them Confederate icon 
Stonewall” Jackson, mistakenly shot by his own troops. In 1927 sections of the battlefield were incorporated into the Fredericksburg and 

Spotsylvania National Military Park, but most of the land is still privately owned. Today this once-rural area sits astride a major 
transportation corridor in one of the nation’s fastest growing regions. With land values skyrocketing, the National Park Service needs 
financial assistance to acquire and preserve key parts of the battlefield that are still subject to development. Ever-increasing traffic has led to 
calls for wider roads, culminating in a proposed superhighway called the “Outer Connector” that would pass within a mile of the park 
boundary. Motels, fast-food outlets and parking lots already surround Old Salem Church, a central landmark of the battle. Continued sprawl 
could pave over much of this hallowed ground where a chapter of America’s story was written in blood.

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Monocacy Aqueduct, Frederick and Montgomery counties, Md. - It was a wonder of 19th-century ingenuity, its seven graceful stone arches 
carrying the placid water-and the barge traffic-of the busy C & O Canal across the ripples of Maryland's Monocacy River. Since the canal 
closed in the 1920s, the aqueduct has become a magnet for hikers and cyclists on the towpath in the C & O Canal National Historical Park. 
But time and the elements have not been kind to this engineering landmark. More than a century of floods, coupled with a chronic lack of 
funds for maintenance, have caused serious deterioration of the structure's stonework. In 1972 flooding in the wake of Hurricane Agnes 
caused such severe damage that the National Park Service encased the entire aqueduct in a "corset" of steel beams and cables. Storms in 1996 
turned piles of water-borne debris into battering rams, further weakening the span. Recent underwater examination has revealed serious 
cracks and undercutting of the supporting piers. Unless this damage is corrected soon, the Monocacy Aqueduct could collapse-cutting the 
C & O towpath in two and breaking an important link with America's past.

Michigan’s Historic Lighthouses, Exemplified by DeTour Reef Light, Chippewa County, Mich. — Located a mile offshore at the entrance 
to the busy Saint Mary’s River linking Lake Huron and Lake Superior, this 74-foot steel Art Deco-style lighthouse has been a fixture on 
Michigan’s Upper Peninsula coastline since 1931. As one of approximately 120 lighthouses in Michigan-the largest collection of these 
maritime landmarks in the United States-DeTour Reef Light stands as a testament to the importance of shipping in the region’s political, 
economic and social history. Now, however, since advances in navigation technology have made DeTour Reef Light and its counterparts 
obsolete, the federal government is disposing of these historic properties. To date the Coast Guard has disposed of nearly 40 Michigan 
lighthouses, including DeTour Reef Light, which are currently undergoing the complicated disposal process; approximately 40 others are 
slated for eventual disposal. A few lighthouses have been saved through transfers to other government bodies and in some rare occasions 
private acquisitions, but a far greater number face an uncertain future. If they disappear, an important chapter of Great Lakes history will be 
left in the dark.

The Great Bowdoin Mill, Topsham, Maine - Clustered in a village-like setting on a scenic island in the Androscoggin River, this collection 
of brick and clapboard buildings is a symbol of the paper industry that dominated Maine’s economy for decades and provided employment 
for thousands of area residents. Among the first in Maine to use wood pulp for paper production, the mill was successfully adapted to meet 
the changing needs of the paper industry for more than 120 years. But the once-bustling facility has been silent for years, its buildings 
battered by time, weather and the destructive acts of vandals-even though its picturesque setting at the gateway to Topsham, its proximity to 
major transportation corridors, and the variety and soundness of its buildings makes it an obvious candidate for adaptive reuse. Mills like 
Bowdoin are dominant features on the New England landscape, but without reinvestment, their rich past can’t ensure a bright future.

Mesa Verde National Park, Colo. - Sprawling across more than 52,000 acres of rugged canyon and tableland in southwestern Colorado, 
Mesa Verde is America’s best-known national park dedicated to archaeological resources. Created by Congress in 1906, the park contains the 
world’s most important and best-preserved collection of pre-Columbian cliff dwellings, remnants of the Ancestral Puebloan culture that 
flourished in the area from the 6th through the 13th century. Today this awe-inspiring place is in peril. Of the more than 600 cliff dwellings 
in Mesa Verde, the National Park Service has the resources to provide regular maintenance for only 40 to 50. Problems arising from 
chronically inadequate funding were compounded in 1996 when a fire damaged some sites and exposed others to erosion. Some are in such 
poor condition that they could be lost within a few years unless steps are taken soon to protect them. If funds for stabilization and ongoing 
maintenance are not found quickly, this link with a vanished civilization-and a treasure of global significance-could crumble into dust. 

Mapes Hotel, Reno, Nev. —When the Mapes Hotel and Casino opened for business on December 17, 1947, it was the tallest building in 
Nevada and the first establishment to offer luxurious accommodations, fine dining, gambling and entertainment under one roof. Tony 
Bennett performed in the Sky Room - one of many celebrities to pass through the doors. Besides being a show-biz hangout, the hotel was a 
fixture of community life, hosting local proms, club meetings and holiday parties. In 1982 the Mapes closed its doors, the victim of changing 
times and tastes. Today, supporters envision it as the centerpiece of a proposed cultural district-but the Reno Redevelopment Agency, which 
owns the building, is unable to provide the $6 million that a developer says he needs to make the project viable. Unless the necessary funding 
can be found soon, the city council is likely to vote to demolish the Mapes. If that happens, a proud Art Deco landmark with excellent 
adaptive-reuse potential will be lost-and “The Biggest Little City in the World” will see its heritage shrunk a little smaller.

The Historic Courthouses of Texas - The historic seats of county government in Texas represent some of the finest works of public 
architecture in the Lone Star State-and the nation. Spanning a near-century of Texas history from the 1850s to the 1940s, these buildings are 
living symbols of the regional rivalries that shaped the state. Their location and design helped establish each county’s unique identity while 
embodying the majesty, solidity and egalitarian ideals of democratic government. All 225 of the state’s historic courthouses are still 
community focal points, with 201 remaining in active government use. But many of them-including some of the oldest and most 
architecturally distinguished-have fallen into disrepair due to inadequate funding for preservation and routine maintenance. The 1993 
electrical fire that ravaged the Hill County Courthouse is a warning of what could happen to others. If needed repairs are not carried out soon, 
many Texas cities and towns could lose the grand “temples of democracy” that are their most distinctive landmarks.

Black Hawk and Central City, Colo. - In the 1850s people flocked to these small Rocky Mountain settlements in search of gold. When the 
boom was over the towns went into decline, but they managed to retain many of their historic buildings as they slipped into decades of 
economic slumber. The wake-up call came in 1990, when Colorado voters legalized gambling to attract visitors and revive the towns’ 
struggling economies. The first gambling establishments were small and installed in historic buildings, but the pace and scale of gambling- 
related development have increased dramatically in the past year. Officials in Central City recently approved a casino structure 12 stories 
high and 900 feet long, with a floor area 100 times larger than its historic neighbors. In Black Hawk and Central City, historic resources are 
increasingly viewed as liabilities rather than assets. Boom times are back, but the price of prosperity is the loss of irreplaceable remnants of 
Colorado’s colorful mining history.

Great Bowdoin Mil, Topsham, Maine 
Successfully adapted to meet the changing needs of the paper 
industry over a 120-year span, this village-like duster of buildings 
now stands vacant and in need of a viable reu.5e plan. 

Governors Island, New York, N.Y. 

When 300 years of military U5e ended in 1997, dorens of historic 
structures on this spectacularly sited island in New York Harbor 
were left to face an uncertain furure.
