Dear Ms.Marshall,

I am appealing to you on behalfof Croatian citizen, Zvonko Busic, who is presently
incarcerated in Lewisburg Federal Prison, Lewisburg, Pennsylvania. Zvonko is serving a
life sentence with consideration for parole after ten years. He has been in continuous
confinement since September 12, 1976, over twenty one years.

Please allow me to request in my name and the name ofhis other family members any
assistance you might be able to offer in order that he be allowed to finish his sentence in
Croatia. After such a long period in prison, he finds it more and more difficult
psychologically to be separated from his entire family, as they all reside either in the
Republic of Croatia or in Bosnia-Herzegovina, in very modest conditions. His father,
Petar, passed away last year without having seen his son in over 25 years. His mother,
Iva, is in very poor health. In addition, for the last three months, he has been in total
lockdown, as has the entire prison population at Lewisburg, due to racially motivated
murders with which he has no connection. Therefore, his situation is now such that his life
cannot even be ensured by the prison authorities.

Two new developments have given us the incentive to write you this letter and also
optimism that our request might have a good chance for success. The first development is
that the United States and the Republic ofCroatia have signed the Prisoner Transfer
Treaty, which provides for the transfer of non-Americans serving U.S. sentences to be
transferred to their country of origin for humanitarian reasons, to be near their families. A
formal request for transfer was presented to the Department of Justice in October 1997 in
Washington, D.C. by Croatian government officials.

The second development is a story which binds deeply our family with the history of the
United States; that is, a member of our family, Petar Tomic, served in the American navy
during the Second World War. During the attack on Pearl Harbor, he died heroically
saving the lives ofAmerican sailors on the ship "Utah", which had been hit by Japanese
grenades. Petar Tomic was posthumously decorated with the Medal ofHonor, but this
medal was never presented to his closest family members to whom it belonged. In fact,
long ago, American government officials attempted to reach us, but since we were
democratically oriented and anti-Communist, the former Communist authorities here
prohibited us from any contact. With the arrival of freedom to our country, an American
Admiral in retirement, Robert Lunney, visited our country in order to confirm the closest
relatives of the deceased Petar Tomic. One of the closest living survivors is Corporal
Srecko Herceg-Tonic, who will travel to the United States on December 7, 1997 to



receive this posthumous decoration on behalfof the deceased Petar Tomic on the occasion
of the 56 year anniversary of the attack on Pearl Harbor. However, Zvonko Busic is
equally closely-related to the deceased Petar Tomic.

We are presenting this fact now, at this time and in the manner of this letter, for a simple
reason. Our family had decided earlier that, due to the unhappy fate of our relative,
Zvonko, we did not wish to place the United States in a delicate position on the occasion
of the Pearl Harbor commemoration at which victims would be honored and a medal
presented to another relative, an American hero, for acts both tragic and heroic in the
history of the free world.

By means of this moving story, we wish to illustrate that it was our family, which always
had an American flag hanging on the wall of its humble house as a symbol of the dream of
freedom, that produced a great hero of Pearl Harbor, our relative Petar Tomic. In his
name, one that makes our family proud, we ask for mercy toward his relative, Zvonko
Busic.

Please be assured that our family has always valued and respected humane values, freedom
and democracy, which is shown most clearly by the sacrifice of our relative, Tomic Herceg
and also by our decision. For over fifty years of the Communist totalitarian government,
our entire family, including Zvonko, invested all its hopes in the noble values and above all
the democracy of the free United States of America.

We are convinced that, had it not been for the tragic situation in our homeland during the
Communist rule, Zvonko Busic would have continued in this tradition, respecting and
honoring your country and its ideals, and would never have embarked upon this desperate
act of protest, which resulted in the unintentional death of an American police officer.
We, as well as Zvonko, regret this tragic death deeply.

We are also moved that, on the other hand, the ancestor ofZvonko Busic, the deceased
Petar Tomic, gave his life saving the lives of numerous American citizens-sailors and has
therefore been awarded the Medal ofHonor, while at the same time, his closest relative,
Zvonko Busic, has been found responsible and has been sentenced to life imprisonment
with a right to parole due to the unintentional death of an American citizen-policeman.

We are very unhappy, as is Zvonko, that we can do nothing to correct this tragedy caused
by the death. We respect and accept the judgment of the American courts, but we are also
devastated that we cannot help Zvonko in his terrible isolation and loneliness. Believing
that free America is humane and not vengeful or blind, we beseech you use the means you
might have to urge the granting of his request (and that of the Croatian Ministry of
Justice) under the Prisoner Transfer Treaty so that Zvonko can continue his sentence
within the justice system of his homeland, Croatia.

Knowing that showing understanding and humanity in this case would not violate the
sovereign decision of American courts but would only give it a more humane dimension,

we ask that in view of new facts in the case, you please help us in this request. We are
also confident that, due to your Croati in roots, you have a deeper insight into the
elements of this event.
