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WASHINGTON AREA GLEANING NETWORK 
OPERATIONAL REPORT 

(1 January- 30 JW'le, 1995) 

This report covers the highlights of QPerational a~tivit): of the Washington 
Area Gleaning Network (vVAGN) during the period 1 January - 30 June, 1995. A 
Financial Status and Management Report will be issued separately. • 

For this six month reporting period WAGN salvaged and distributed 
almost one-quarter of a million pounds of food (243,834 lbs.) in the national 
capital area. Almost one half of this amount (118,164 lbs.) was distributed in 
June. Approximately 38% of this food-was brought in from outside our area by 
truckload and distributed among our gleaning commwuties. These were white 
potatoes and sweet potatoes. Most of the remaining food was gleaned at Parker 
Farm in Clinton, Maryland. Vast amounts of collard greens and kale were·made 
available to us at Parker Farm throughout this period (except during a cold spell 
in February-early March and during spring planting mid-May to mid-June). A 
photo is attached that shows some of the greens available. 

An unusually warm winter made it possible to glean winter greens this 
yeai:.: __ Normally these would not be available until April for a very short 
springtime gleaning period. Monthly totals by crop type are attached. 

Our first gleaning event on the Eastern Shore of Maryland took place on 
April 11, 1995 at the Yoeder Farm in Kent County, Maryland. The Ea.stern Shore 
is a virtual "breadbasket" (major agricultural growing area) and is important in 
WAGN's long-range plans. A busload and van caravan of gleaners from 
Washington, DC pioneered this "pilot project" gleaning effort into this highly 
productive area. YoedE!r Farm cultivates over 1,000 acres of crops per year and 
could become a major gleaning farm in our network. Contacts were made with 
churches on the Eastern Shore to begin the process of infrastructure development 
for a future gleaning network on Maryland's Eastern Shore. 

Gleaning of gre•?ns reswned at Parker Farm in mid-June after the spring 
crops had grown. Again, vast amounts of collard greens and kale were made 
available for gleaning at Parker Farm. We could not mobilize enough gleaners to 
get all the food available. 

The gleaning season kick-off event was held on the traditional date of the 
last Saturday of June (24 June). Over 100 gleaners showed up despite the 
threatening rain in surrounding areas to glean greens and participate in a cook~ 
out and program. Over 10,000 lbs. of food was ha.rvested on this day alone. The 
gleaning vision was shared by several speakers during the program. The cQbkout 
was prepared and conducted _by many volunteers, including the poor 
themselves. Good fellowship was an important part of this event. The Prince 

Pt 0TO .0 Y 
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George's Journal covered the event in a front page news article which is attached 
to this report. 

Another highlight occurred on 30 JW\e when a special gleaning event was 
held at Parker Farm for the D.C. Commission on National and Community 
Service. WAGN had involved the D.C. Service Corps (domestic Peace C.;,rps­
AMERICORPS) in gleaning this spring on a small team basis. However,-on 30 
June a D.C. Service Day was declared from the mayor's office and involved 
gleaning by over 100 AMERICORPS participants. On that day over 10,000 lbs. of 
greens were harvested a.nd distributed (with a program at Bread for the City) to 
five major feeding programs in the city. Photos are available of this event if 
desired. i .. • 

A comparison of gleaning activity this year with last year's activity during 
the same period shows that WAGN is significantly ahead of last yeafs· food 
production and volunteer involvement. There is an i1:crease this year of 66% over 
last year's food volwne and 122% over last year's number of gleaning volunteers. 
Clearly we are off and running this year.

Persons that receive the benefits, volunteers, non-profit and civic organiz.ations, vegetable 
growers and other participants will be surveyed to determine the success of the project. The 
Advisory Board will be surveyed to determine their willingness to continue the project after 
the AmeriCorps Harvesting Hope Project is completed.

AMERICORPS PROJECT OBJECTIVE STATEMENT: 

To partner with the American Red Cross, Regional Food Distribution Center in the voluntary 
gleaning, preparation and distribution of fresh fruits and vegetables. This proposed project will 
also focus on incorporating an educational program that would provide the food recipients with 
the proper processing, freezing, and preparation ofthe fruits and vegetables gleaned. The 
proposed educational information would be in cooperation with Michigan State University 
Extension. 

A. Work To Be Done: 

1. Members will work with three chosen county (Clinton, Eaton and Ingham) FSA 
offices in the solicitation and recruitment of local farmers for the donation of fresh 
fruits and vegetables remaining on the farms after the completion of mechanical 
harvesting. 

2. Members will work with producers on scheduling the gleaning. 

3. Members would take an active part in the education process provided to 
recipients. 

4. Members will work with American Red Cross, Regional Food Distribution Center 
and local volunteers on the gleaning, storage, packaging and distribution of the 
gleaned products. 

B Desired Results: 

1. To provide quality, nutritional fresh food supplies to needy members of 
approximately six non-profit organization and their recipients, within a three 
county area. 

2. Establish "Summer of Gleaning" 96 as a basis for a continuous non-profit, 
gleaning program within the original three county area 

3. Provide the American Red Cross, Regional Food Distribution Center and all 
volunteer groups associated with "Summer of Gleaning"with the necessary 
information and producer contacts to expand the program in future years to cover 
the additional counties and eventually all of Michigan. 



C Quality of Service Provided: 

Members will be responsible for establishing and maintaining success/fail records as a 
part of this project. They will be required to track the fresh produce from the field to the 
distribution center, on to the volunteer organizations receiving it and then to the recipient. 
Surveys will be provided to the volunteer organization and also to the recipients to 
measure the success of the project. One important questions the surveys will contain is 
the participant's willingness to continue the program on an annual basis. 

D Measure of Success: 

Idealistically, if one recipient receives benefit from the program it is a success. 
Realistically, from the surveys provided, we would like a success rate of 60% or greater 
to deem the project useful and successful. 

E Recipients Benefiting From This Project: 

Currently we are looking at serving six major non-profit organizations within three 
project counties (Clinton, Eaton, Ingham). Our current projection for the six 
organizations would be approximately 13,000 pounds of fresh fruits and vegetables. If 
additional quantities become available after serving the six chosen organizations, 
American Red Cross, Regional Food Distribution Center serves seven counties within 
Michigan and has ready access to an additional 300 organizations. Therefore, we do not 
perceive distribution of the food as being a problem.

COORDINATING AF ARM GLEANING PROJECT FOR RHODE ISLAND 

a. What work will be done? What service will your members engage in? 

Members will, working with the Rhode Island Food Bank and their member 
agencies and organizations, the Rhode Island Division of Agriculture, local 
fanners, and other cooperating agencies and organizations, identify participants 
for a produce gleaning project involving local farms. Members will arrange 
pickup times and identify produce donations from farms around the state. A 
database will be developed that identifies donors and produce items. A Monday 
through Friday schedule will be developed in order to maximize the program. 

b. What is the hoped for result of the activities described above? 

The Gleaning Project will become a viable entity within Rhode Island and will 
continue to benefit both hunger organizations and farmers in future years. Fifty 
percent of area farmers within the state will commit to participation within the -• 
program during 1996. It is also hoped the program will continue into subsequent 
years and participation will increase during 1997 and beyond. Most importantly, 
the Rhode Island Food Bank will be able to increase the produce within its 
warehouse and thus the overall nutritional reso\ll'CCs for its member organizations. 
The Food bank services 470 agencies and organizations who service the 
impoverished, the homeless, the underprivileged and the mentally challenged 
citizens of Rhode Island. 

c. How will you measure the quality or success of the service provided?

Feedback from farmers, public, private, and civic hunger organizations, and other 
community leaders should indicate whether or not the program was successful. It 
is expected that seventy five percent of these individuals will give positive 
responses. Success of the project will also be determined when at least fifty 
members of the Rhode Island Food Bank utilize the produce within their meals 
increasing the nutritional intakes of their customers. 



d. By what 1tandard will you 1•1e success? 

The standard for success will be the number of organizations utilizing fresh 
produce within their meal distribution programs. The probability of success can 
also be forecast if sixty five percent of the organizations, agencies, and others 
surveyed nearing the end of the program give positive feedback about the value 
and benefits of produce within their programs.

E.ach year, millions of pounds of food go to waste in farmers' fields. At the 
same time, hundreds of thousands of adults and roughly 20 percent of the 
nation's children do not have sufficient resources to acquire the food they need 
to survive and be healthy. Gleaning -- gathering after the reapers - is one • 
way we can rescue food that otherwise might be wasted and lost to the hungry. 

A special summer program focused on gleaning. Teams of 5 to 6 AmeriCorps 
Members in selected states will organize and implement gleaning projects that 
rescue ripe fruits and vegetables from farmers' fields that would otherwise be 
unharvested and plowed under, and distribute the gleaned produce to needy 
families in the local area. While most FSA projects will focus on gleaning 
directly from the fields , USDA will also consider carefully-structured 
proposals that include perishable food salvage and/or rescue activities 
involving urban restaurants and prepared food distributors. 

The projects will be administered by USDA, through not more than 10 State 
Farm Services Agency (FSA) offices. States will be selected through an 
internal USDA/FSA competition, based on the 10 best proposals submitted to 
USDA's Office of National Service. Training, oversight, and technical 
assistance will be provided by USDA's FSA and Anti-Hunger Program 
Coordinators, under the supervision of the Director of National Service. 

These offices will work in close partnership with State and local non-profit 
organizations, as well as area farmer organizations, e.g., contractors, the 
Grange, the Farm Bureau, and others. As a "volunteer-generator" model, the 
Summer of Gleaning project will include community organizations such as (but 
not limited to) Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, 4-H Clubs, Future Farmers of 
America, community church councils, senior citizens' groups, community 
action agencies, etc. Logistical and technical assistance may also be provided 
through State and local WIC, Food Stamp ,and Commodity Distribution 
Program offices. 

The Summer of Gleaning Project will operate approximately June - August 
1996, with Member recruitment, selection, and training to begin as early as 
April 15. 

The Project will be funded primarily out of existing USDA AmeriCorps grant 
funds. USDA will pay for Members' prorated stipends, training, travel, and 
overhead costs, and the Corporation for National Service will provide the 
lump-sum $1,000 educational awards.

The two W AGN vehicles were used during 
the "Summer of Gleaning" and it is reasonable to expect that there breakdowns can, in part at 
least, be associated with the "Summer of Gleaning." Therefore, I endorse W AGN' s request to 
use these funds with the following provisions: 

I . Those expenses incurred by W AGN for which they are seeking reimbursement must be 
allowable expenses under the original terms of the grant. For example, WAGN could not 
use any of the remaining funds for reimbursement of insurance costs or to reimburse 
someone who paid incorporation fees for the Baltimore Area Gleaning Network because 
such costs are not an allowable expense. 

2. You concur that the expenses on the attached itemized list are allowable expenses. 

Since I have told WAGN that they may NOT obligate any of these monies until I have a reply 
from you, they and I would appreciate it if you could get back to me at your earliest convenience 
with you decision.
