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In communities runging from Albina in NE Portlllild to Ruth in southwest Oregon, we 
have proved that national service does work. But we have not done it alone. 
AmeriCorps members, by providing key leadership in community service have mobilized 
hundreds of community volunteers to help in a wide variety of projects, ranging from 
community play structures to wetland restoration. Our members have given their heart 
and soul to create a successful model of national service this year. 'In so doing they have 
won a national award from the National Wildlife foederalion plus numerous local awards 
from PT A's, community non-profits and neighborhood assQciations. 

The Northwest Service Academy is fairly confident of funding coming from the 
Corporation from National Service. But at least one third or our work is on federal lands 
and we need matching federal dollars to accomplish critical habitat restoration projects. 
If this language stays in the FY 1996 Interior Appropriations Dill, the in-k1nd support 
ranging from our rcsidentinl facility at Trout Lake, Washinton to our offices in Troutdale, 
Oregon will disappear. Along with it will go a wonderful opportunity to make national 
service part of the fabric or the Pacific Norlhwest. 

We feel that this language in the Interior Appropriations Bill is designed to unfairly target 
programs in the Western States where a tremendous amount of habitat rcstoratio1) work 
still needs to be done. Without the clear Sllpport from the USDA Forest Service, none of 
the partnerships that established a trusting relationship with local communities would 
have occurred. 

We hope that you are uble to share the impact of this language with Senator Hatfield. 
Obviously these specific fiscal needs should be balanced against other national priorities, 
but we Lruly believe AmeriCorps is a program lhat is cost effective not only in 
accompli�hing niuch needed re$toration work, but also in developing a sense of civic 
responsiblity in our nation's youth while providing them un opport�ty to earn their 
education.

The Northwest Service Acadeiny recently lcarned that the Interior Appropriations Bill, which covers the USDA Forest Service as well as the National Park S.ervice and other 
bureaus within thc Department of Interior, prohibits the use of funds for AmeriCorps. 
The IIouse Bill language of the FY 1996 Intcrior Appropriations 13111 found in Section 312 in TitIe 111, General Provisions is "none of the funds in this Act may be used for the AnieriCorps Programs." 

As you know this would significantly affect AmcriCorps programs in the State of Oregon 
because almost two thirds of the land arc fedcral lands managed by cither the Department of Interior (B.L.M.) or the USDA Forest Service. It would have similar impacts on 
ArneriCorps programs in all stales west of the Rocky Mountains where a significant 
portion of the lands are managed by the federal government. 

• 
In 1995 18 ArneriCorps programs, including the Northwest Scrvice Academy, enrolled. 550 citizens to work in Forest Service sponsored programs nationwide. These Members served hundreds of communities and accomplished thousands of dollars ofwork nationwide at 1/3 to 1/2 the cost of getting work done without AmcriCorps programs. 

lndccd, as our quarterly reports show, AmeriCorps has proved a catalyst in rural 
communities to bring divcrse groupš into a working partnership for a comman purpose.

As we discussed last week, now that we have an Interior Appropriations Bi11, we 
hope we can reach a rapid agreement with Congress on starting the second year of 
the Forest Service AmeriCorps program, including our large and successful 
program on the San Bernadino National Forest. We are working on a revised 
reprogramming letter, but I hope we can reach an agreement to proceed even 
before the letter is sent. 

For your information, attached are three relevant documents. Document #1 is 
Secretary Glickman's original reprogramming letter. Document #2 is 
Congressman Regula's response. Document #3 are draft responses to some of the 
questions raised by the Regula letter.

I am writing to inform you of the Department of Agricultures (USDA) intentions 
regarding the use of Forest Service (FS) funds in fiscal year (FY) 1996 for the AmeriCorps 
progran-is in the event that funding for AmeriCorps is continued and the FY 1996 Interior and Related .Agencies appropriations bill (H.R. 1977), as presently adopted by the Conferees, is enacted. Section 312 of the bill prohibits the use of FS funds for AmeriCorps programs unless "appropriate reprogramming guidelines" are followed. Further, section 312 prohibits the use of such funds for .AmeriCorps programs "if no funds are provided for the AmeriCorps 
program by the Department of Veterans Affairs and Housing and Urban Development 
(VA-HUD). and Independent Agencies' fiscal year 1996 appropriations bill." 

In accordance with section 312 and in anticipation of continued funding for AmeriCorps. we are giving notice to the Congress of our intent to use $9.4 million from various National 
Forest System (NFS) and related funds and State and Private Forestry (S&PF) funds to carry 
out authorized FS work projects through the AmeriCorps national service program in 
FY 1996. 

The FS ran a Public Lands Corps in FY 1995 through which 297 AmeriCorps members 
on national forest land in eight States performed rehabilitation and watershed protection 
work, reforested tire-damaged lands. and constructed and maintained trails for hiking and 
horseback riding. Additionally, the members planted cuttings for riparian and wildlite 
restorations. maintained and rehabilitated campgrounds, made campgrounds accessihle for 
people w ith disabilities, completed timber stand improvements, restored historic sites, 
removed and installed fences, improved wildlife habitats, and hung erosion control netting  on 
roads. 

The FS also ran a Rural Development Tearn in FY 1995 through which 86 AmeriCorps 
members in 16 States worked on projects related to areas such as running water and indoor 
plumbing, emergency response and prevention, and relocation of residents of flood plains. 
They also worked on alternative uses of natural resources, environmental education facilities. 
tourism promotion. water quality protection, recycling promotion, and cultural resource 
preservation. 

FS AmeriCorps members are getting things done and providing vital services, while 
strengthening communities, expanding educational opportunities, and encouraging personal 
responsibility.

Under current law, Federal agencies may receive limited grants from the Corporation 
for National and Community Service (CNCS), which is funded by the VA-HUD and 
Independent Agencies Appropriations Act for FY 1995. although much of the CNCS 
appropriations is available not for FY 1995, but for the period September 1, 1995, through 
August 31, 1996. The final size of the appropriations for CNCS in the FY 1995 
Appropriations Act was determined when the President signed the rescissions bill. Public Law 
Number 104-19. Thus. CNCS has determined that it does indeed have enough funding from 
the FY 1995 Appropriations Act to provide a grant to the Forest Service to match the FS's 
FY 1996 funding of AmeriCorps. 

The FS is planning a S9.4 million AmeriCorps program for FY 1996 that provides for 
enroiling 470 members in 23 states. This would include 434 members in the Public Iands 
Corps through the NFS program and 36 members in the Rural Development Team through 
the SSOF program. 

The FS 1996 AmeriCorps program consists of two parts. The first is a S8.9 million 
program to be funded with NFS and related funds. While additional funding was not provided 
in FY 1995 and is not expected in 1996, the FS will redirect work to the AmeriCorps program 
which would have been accomplished by other means. The second part is a $500,000 Rural 
Deveiopment Team program to be funded with SSOF funds. (See enclosure for detailed 
source of funds.) 

The FS is using AmeriCorps as a delivery mechanism to perform authorized functions of 
the FS. Since AmeriCorps members perform far more work per dollar than the same work 
performed through routine means, the FS is able to complete a greater volume of work. After 
the first 6 months of operation. USDA FS AmeriCorps members performed at lezst S1.51 
worth of service for each S1 spent on the program. 

By increasing funding from non-FS partners, reducing overhead costs, and transferring 
AmeriCorps slots to the project type in which members earn a lower living stipend, a 1996 
FS AmeriCorps program can fund more ArneriCorps members for the same level of spending. 

Similar letters are being sent to Congressman Yates and Senators Byrd and 
Gorton.

DRAFT RESPONSE TO QUESTIONS RAISED BY CONGRESSMAN REGULA 

Question 1: What work will be done by AmeriCorps? 

While the delay in funding has hampered our ability to plan the final details of what service each 
Forest Service AmeriCorps project will provide this year, the service is likely to be similar to that 
provided last year. 

Last year, Members in projects funded through the National Forest System 
performed the following service: 

* Constructed, maintained, and improved 682 miles of trail. 

* Achieved 2,569 acres of wildlife habitat improvement; built 133 structures to shelter or 
protect wildlife; built 296 nesting boxes; and constructed a threatened and endangered 
plant greenhouse. 

* Improved 668 acres of timber stand. 

* Built or completely rehabilitated 446 campground sites. 

Reforested 638 acres of land. 

* Prepared 42 campsites for accessibility to people with disabilities. 

* Improved 760 acres of fisheries habitat. 

* Constructed 86 miles of new fence. 

Maintained 18 miles of vehicle trails to keep them free of obstructive growth and slides. 

* Improved watersheds damaged by fire by cutting and planting 92,500 willows in riparian 
areas. 

* Built I I flood fences to prevent future flooding. 

* Improved Forest Service road and safety conditions ---- by "day lighting" 50 curves. 
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* Released 775,000 salmon fry in a fish stocking operation. 

* Constructed a major visitor information center. 

* Provided conservation education to 8 8,3 7 3 students K- 1 2. 

Last year, Members in projects funded through State and Private Forestry 
performed the following service: 

Arkansas - Members worked to promote alternative energy sources which are environmentally safe, to 
select appropriate sites for installation of dry fire hydrants, to facilitate implementation and coordination 
of demonstration projects for five poultry litter spreaders. They also helped to promote alternative wood 
products and value-added manufacturing technologies, resulting in local people obtaining job training and 
higher paying employment while maintaining the quality of the rural environment. Tons of industrial 
wood waste is now being processed into energy in the form of wood pellets. The Members also helped the 
Community of Holly Grove facilitate the FEMA buy out of homes in the 1 00-year flood plain. 

Georgia - A Member created of Recreation Opportunity Guides for the Forests, assist in developing the 
series of videos entitled "America's Great Outdoors", working with the Environmental Education 
Coordinator to present environmental education programs and fire prevention programs, worked with the 
Wilderness Ranger on the Brasstown Ranger District doing trail maintenance and doing presentations to 
local groups on wilderness management. The Recreation opportunity Guides that the Member produced 
will also be of value to the thousands of Forest visitors expected to visit the Forest during the 1996 
Olympics. 

Kentucky - Member worked with the McCreary County Fiscal Court, primarily with the County Road 
Supervisor, to take help create a (91 ) emergency response system and to start a road inventory and 
management system for the county. 

Louisiana - One Member assisted grant development for a successful application to use timber bridge 
technology and materials for recreation tourism project in Lake Providence LA. He continues to assist 
Humpheys County, MS, in their timber bridge construction efforts. Two members assisted in the first 
stage of the Shiitake Mushroom forestry-related project. 

Mississippi- One Member helped develop a recycling program in Leflore County. One Member 
organized construction of an outdoor classroom and implemented a plan to improve science test 
scores by 25 percent. A Member worked to start a community recreation and education program. 

North Carolina - One Member developed a 5-year Master Plan for the development of a Parks and 
Recreation Department on the Cherokee Reservation. In addition, he established a Mountain Bike 
Trail on the Qualla Boundary for public use and special biking events. Another Member assisted 
in the identification and renovation of parks and other recreational facilities which do not comply 
with ADA (Americans with Disabilities Act) requirements. 
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South Carolina - Two Members worked a dry fire hydrant project improve rural fire protection, 
lower fire insurance rates, reduce losses from fire, and stimulate rural development. a Member 
worked to create a nature trail at an elementary school. One Member provide technical assistance 
in solid waste management and recycling to communities in Claiborne, Grainger, Hancock, 
Hawkins, and Union Counties. 

Tennessee - One Member assisted the Shady Valley Ruritan Club (non-profit) in organizing native 
cranberry restoration Action plan. The purpose of the cranberry restoration project is to stimulate 
economic development through tourism and educate the public about the uniqueness of the native 
cranberry and the Shady Valley community. One Member sponsored household hazardous Waste 
collections held in 6 counties in July with participation increasing by 23%. 

Virginia - Member researched and wrote a Tree Identification Teachers manual and completed 
tree identification plaques for the Marion Riverwalk. Another Member completed timber bridge 
design for 2 species of lumber, 3 lumber grades for each species, and 6 different bridge spans for 
each species and lumber grade. He also developed and received funding for designing and 
constructing 2 nail-laminated pedestrian timber bridges in the towns of Teasel and Marion. They 
also contacted over 1 00 volunteers and municipal fire departments pertaining to interest in 
installing dry fire hydrants. 

Minnesota - Members completed major analysis of the current situation in the development of 
hybrid poplar as an alternative crop. Members also completed analysis and documentation of a 
survey of primary and secondary forest products manufacturers to determine barriers they face in 
engaging in more value-added production.. 

West Virginia - AmeriCorps Members have helped implement Hayfield-McCoy Trail System by 
identifying trail heads, as well as conducting inventories of service providers such as gas stations, 
motels, and restaurants. AmeriCorps Members also completed field work and analysis of current 
amounts of residues left in the forests after logging has been completed. This survey, covering the 
central counties of West Virginia, has been used as a template for other areas of West Virginia and 
surrounding states. In West Virginia, probably the most meaningful project was the Braxton 
County project; developing a trail system for environmental education. The project included 
clearing and constructing interpretive nature trails, building a large wooden foot bridge over a 
river, hanging bird and bat boxes, and identifying and labeling plants/trees along the way. 

Colorado - Members completed draft of San Juan Skyway Corridor Management Plan, 
Completed conceptual master plan for a Petting Zoo, completed conceptual plan for Mangos 
Watch able Wildlife Wetland Park, developed GIS base map of political boundaries and wildlife 
corridors on the San Juan Skyway, initiated Ponderosa Pine Partnership, which allowed a timber 
contract to bought and delivered to Montezuma County (first time in history this has occurred), 
and completed the Mangos Riverwalk, which received Governor Roamer's Smart Growth and 
Development Award for 1995. 
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Utah - Members completed a site inventory of 23 sites for inclusion in the Trail of the Ancients 
Scenic Byway, completed signing project for Scenic Byways project in San Juan County, 
completed Urban Forestry project in Moab and in Huntington, and completed work with College 
of Eastern Utah Prehistoric Museum on sorting and cataloging artifacts collected in 1987. 

New Mexico - Member worked with the non-profit Castile Arts and Crafts Guild to find work for 
people who were unemployed because of the closure of a lumber mill, AmeriCorps provided 
technical assistance to develop a plan for the second year of operation for the Sangria De Crista 
Wood Workers. Working with Carson National Forest Engineer, AmeriCorps helped the people 
of the village of Velocities figure out how to improve their situation of a contaminated and 
insufficient water supply. AmeriCorps worked with the non-profit organization Gannets Del Vale 
and La Madeira Cooperative to develop a long range plan for economic development in the village 
of Velocities, using forest products and locally produced arts and crafts. In addition, because of 
the efforts of AmeriCorps, the 2,000 residents of the village of El Rico is one year closer to having 
safe drinking water. In Coyote, AmeriCorps is assisting the Volunteer Fire Department in locating 
a building to house the fire engine and to serve as a fire house. Trees in Taos County: AmeriCorps 
is also assisting the development of a group who will provide a long range plan for tree planting in 
Taos County. 

Arizona -Members assisted distressed Arizona communities to retain or expand businesses. 
AmeriCorps Members implemented the Econ DB, an economic data base profile, in 8 
communities. Area Developers as well as the Arizona Department of Commerce's National 
Marketing Team will use the Econ DB. Public and private enterprises alike consider the Econ DB 
beneficial in attracting, developing and retaining businesses. Members also assisted multi-
community action teams to have the Four Comers Heritage Council adopt the "Trail of Many 
Tracks" into the Four Comers Heritage Trail System. The Trail of Many Tracks is a heritage auto-
touring route covering approximately 260 miles located in north central Arizona. The touring 
route passes through all communities adjacent to the Apache Sitgraves National Forest. 

Oregon - The University of Oregon's Learn and Serve AmeriCorps Members are working and 
living in fourteen rural communities, five of which are USDA Forest Service supported. These 
participants are providing assistance in the areas of- 1) Economic Development; 2) 
Environmental Preservation, Restoration and Education; 3) Community Empowerment and 
Development. 

Question 2: Does the AmeriCorps staff have the required professional experience to do the 
work? 

A11 AmeriCorps Members receive extensive technical training before they start their service and 
ongoing professional supervision during their service. Forest Service managers and community 
leaders alike have repeatedly praised AmeriCorps Members for the high quality of their service. 
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Question 3: Who has done this type of work in the past? If contracts were used, why not 
continue to use competitive bids and get professional quality work with appropriate oversight? 

By law, AmeriCorps Members can not displace existing employees or duplicate existing work. 
However, they are performing service far more cost-effectively than would be performed under 
more traditional staffing or contracting methods. 

Forest Service project managers for Public Lands and Environment Team Members have 
calculated the exact cost savings to the Forest Service for each of their projects. For each dollar 
spent on these by the Federal government --- the AmeriCorps Members performed service that, if 
funded by Forest Service "force account," would have cost no less than $1.15 and as much as 
$1.51. If the same work were contracted out, it would have cost the no less than $1.50 and as much 
as $2.30 to perform the same work that was performed with one dollar of AmeriCorps funding. 

The Clinch Powell RC&D Council in Rutledge Tennessee calculated that the Forest Service Rural 
Development Team Member supervised by the Council --- who spent the service year creating a 
county-wide recycling plan --- performed fully $3.29 worth of service for each dollar spent by the 
Forest Service. 

Question 4: Are the AmeriCorps centers appropriately located so the priority projects are 
tackled for each of the main program areas listed? 

All Forest Service projects --- selected after an intense internal competition and then a highly 
competitive external competition run by the Corporation for National Service --- are specifically 
designed to meet each regions' most pressing environmental and human needs. Rather than using a 
top-down approach in which Forest Service officials in Washington dictate to the forests, the 
AmeriCorps program empowers each forest and each region to determine their own priorities and 
their own strategies to meet those priorities.

If you or Mr. Gore could attend it would help us draw out the press 

and shine a positive light on the program. Our particular project is gaining attention not only 

in Oklahoma, but also nationwide. It is an environmental project as well, and I know this 

could be of special interest to Mr. Gore.
