This is in further reply to your letter to President Ford r_egarding 
market prices for wool. 

Yo~r statement regarding the recent trend in market prices for wool is 
in general _agreement with our understanding of the situation. After a 
period when prices for wool rose to an attractive level, market prices 
subsequently weakened and have since declined to less than half their 
former level. The same situation prevails with . respect to the market 
prices of other fibers, both·natural and man-made. For example, market 
prices for -cotton hav~ declined almost 40 percent over the past 
12 months (farmers received 32 cents per pound for upland cotton 
dur~ng February 1975 as compared to 52 cents during February 1974). 

The National Wool Act of 1954, as amended, provides for incentive 
payments to U.S. producers in order to encourage the domestic 
'production of wool. The rat~ of payment is the percen~age required 
to raise the national average market price received by all wool 
producers up to the statutory incentive price of 12· cents per pound. 
While no incentive payments were made to wool producers for the 1973-
program, prices during 1974 were such that incentive payments will 
likely be made for the 1974- program. Such payments will be made as 
soon as final data are available with·respect to average market 
prices for wool actually received by wool producers during the 1974 
marketf:ng year. 

We appreciate·your interest and hope 1975-will be a profitable year 
for you.

Subject: Honorable Wendell R. Anderson's Letter Protesting the Decision to 
Close the Minneapolis ASCS Comnodity Office 

USDA Agricultural Stabilization and Conservation Service's decision to close 
their Minneapolis C01J1110dity Office was based on a continuing declining work-
load at both the Prairie Village, Kansas, office as well as the conmodity 
office in Minneapolis. The Minneapolis office was established in 1963 with a 
workload that required 468 man-years of employment. Projections today, based 
on present and anticipated workload, would require approximately one-half of 
the man-years of employment that were required 1n 1963. 

The productivity rates coq>aring the two offices represent the effectiveness 
of workload forecasting, not workload volume. The Minneapolis workload 
increased slightly above projections partly because of the increased price 
support on dairy. In contrast, the Kansas City office did not receive certain 
documentation from the grain trade needed to COfflPlete their units of work for 
credit in the productivity measurement system. This accounts for the differ-
ence 1n productivity rates, even though both were fully employed. Lack of 
total conJOOdity workload, not inefficiency. was the factor that caused ASCS 
to reach the decision to combine its conmodity offices at one location. 

ASCS's study regarding the options for detennining the proper location indicated 
that on the basis of cost alone - Minneapolis or Kansas City could be justified. 
The study did, however, indicate cost advantages for locating in Kansas City. 
There were other considerations, namely, ASCS presently has its management 
field offices at Kansas City. This office has approximately 500 employees 
supporting not only the Prairie Village Connodity Office but the Agency's 2800 
county offices throughout the United States. There were inherent advantages 
to locating the connodity office near or with this function for savings in 
manpower and flexibility in personnel and space requirements. A second 
consideration involved the ADP facilities that are located at Kansas City. 
ASCS has planned for several years to utilize the USDA computer center for 
its integrated program and accounting system. This would support not only 
the comnodity function but also the Agency's State and county functions. 

Simply stated, other things being equal, the Agency had a choice of locating 
its conmodity function near two major resources or at Minneapolis, 500 miles 
away. There are obvious advantages to the Agency in having its c011111>dity 
functions near its management field offices as well as the ADP center. 

The ASCS expects to accomplish the consolidation of the two offices for a one 
time expense of less than $2,000,000. The savings in salary and lease expenses 
that will occur because of this consolidation are very real to the taxpayer. 
ASCS's study indicated a minimllrt of $680,000 would be saved annually. Since 
this study, it is apparent that this savings will be higher. Certain actions,

such as the USDA Food and Nutrition Service's decision to locate its food 
stamp redemption program at Minneapolis, will save ASCS considerable expense 
in relocating the Minneapolis C00111>dity Office. Food and Nutrition Service's 
function will create a mininun of 40 positions in addition to utilizing some 
of the space being vacated by ASCS. 
Emplo,Yllient data from the Civil Service C01111'1ission indicates Minnesota has 
29,772 Federal employees. Not included in that figure are 297 ASCS county 
employees who are not counted as Federal employees. Approximately 321 of 
the Federal employees in Minnesota are located in the Minneapolis/St. Paul 
area. ASCS's co111110dity function represents less than lS of the Federal 
employment in Minneapolis/St. Paul. With the anticipated number of employees 
who w111 relocate to Kansas City, with the employment opportunity created by 
Food and Nutrition Service, and with the Agency's aggressive placement program 
for those employees who cannot relocate, we feel that the impact on employees 
as well as the State of Minnesota will be minimal.

Draft Reply to February 7 letter from Mr. Lee Spann, President 
Colorado Cattlemen's Association 

Thank you for your letter of February 7 urging full imposition of 
meat import quotas. 

For 1975, the level of permitted imports as computed by the formula 
specified in the Meat Import Law of 1964 is 1,074.3 million pounds, 
product weight. However, the law also provides for a 10 percent 
overage, so that the actual point at which the President may take 
action to limit imports is 1,181.7 million pounds. If imports are 
estimated to exceed this "trigger" point, the President must invoke 
quotas, but he may not reduce the level of imports· permitted to less 
than 1,074.3 million pounds. Imports of meats subject to the law 
declined sharply last year from 1,356 million pounds in 1973 to 1,079 
million pounds. In 1974, imports were below the "trigger" point for 
imposition of quotas. 

The President has not abandoned his pledge of last fall to honor the 
intent of the Meat Import Law, if imports threaten to pick-up markedly 
during 1975. Imports of meat are threatening to pick-up and the 
Presiden·t is taking steps to ensure that imports of meat subject to 
the Meat Import Law are _limited. Rather than invoke quotas, he has 
decided to first try to negotiate voluntary agreements with supplying 
countries to limit ·imports to about 1,150 million pounds. The differ-

Dra:f't Reply to February 5 letter from Senator Bob Packwood to the 
President 

Thank you for your letter of February 5 concerning proposals ma.de 
last November by representatives of the Oregon cattle industry to 
boost the nation's floundering beef industry. 

With regard to meat imports, legislation authorizing quotas was 
passed by the Congress in 1964 (P .L. 88-482), a:f'ter several years 
of declining cattle prices and rising imports. This law applies 
to imports of fresh, chilled and frozen beef, veal, mutton and 
goat meat, but the bulk of the meat which is imported subject to 
this law is frozen boneless beef for further processing. The law 
permits imports of these meats to increase in proportion to in-
creases in U.S. production, computed from 1959-1963 base period. 
Imports of other meats, such as pork, processed meat products, and 
lamb are not subject to quotas. 

All imported meat is subject to the same rigid requirements for 
sanitation and wholesomeness as meat produced in the United States. 
USDA veterinarians monitor the meat inspection system and process-
ing plants of foreign supplying countries, and imported meat is 
inspected again when it reaches the United States. Imports of 
fresh meat are not permitted from countries where communicable 
animal diseases, which are not present in the United States, are 
endemic. For example, imports of uncooked beef from Argentina are 
not permitted, ..because of the presence of foot and mouth disease 
in Argentina. 

For 1975, the level of permitted imports as computed by the formula 
specified in the Law is 1,074.3 million pounds, product weight. 
However, the Law also provides for a 10 percent overage, so that 
the actual point at which the President may take action to limit 
imports is 1,181. 7 million pounds. If imports are estimated to 
exceed this "trigger" point, the President must invoke quotas, but 
he may not reduce the level of imports permitted to less than 1,074.3 
million pounds. Imports of meats subject to the Law declined sharply 
l~st year from 1,356 million pounds in 1973 to 1,079 million pounds. 
In 1974, imports were below the "trigger" point for imposition of 
quotas . . 

Rather than invoke quotas in 1975, the President has decided to try 
to negotiate voluntary agreements with supplying countries to limit 
imports to about 1,150 million pounds. The difference between this 
quantity and the quota level of 1,074.3 million pounds amounts to 
about one-half pound, carcass weight basis, per person in the United

reductions in barriers to overseas sales of U.S. farm products. Many 
of thes~ barriers, such as the bans imposed on imports of beef by 
Japan and the countries of the European Community, directly affect 
the U.S. livestock industry. 

It is difficult to over-estimate the importance of moving toward freer 
trade in agricultural products. The production capacity of U.S. agri-
culture far exceeds requirements for U.S. consumption. To keep this 
production plant :f'ully employed, we must export. In 1974, we exported 
about $22 billion of farm products and imported $10 billion. This 
favorable balance of trade in agriculture helped to offset the costs 
of imported petroleum and many other essential non-food items. In 1974, 
the United States imported some $25 billion worth of energy products. 
Additionally, it should be noted that over $1.6 billion of our agricul-
tural exports were livestock products, including about 10 percent of 
our production of variety meats, and 40 to 50 percent of our production 
of tallow and hides. 

The Department of Agriculture's school lunch purchase program for 
1974-75 is now complete. The program was accelerated beginning last 
spring, to help the. beef industry. Purchases during this fiscal 
year have been timed to give the ma.xi.mum assistance to the industry. 
Including 45 million pounds purchased last spring, a total of 179 
million pounds of ground beef have been purchased for the 1974-75 
school year. In addition 28 million pounds of canned beef, 25 million 
pounds of frankfurters and 8 million pounds of canned pork have been 
purchased during the current fiscal year •. Purchases of meat for use 
in school lunch program during 1973-74 school year included 45.5 million 
pounds of ground beef, 19.6 million pounds of fiankfurters, 32 .6 
million pounds of canned luncheon meats and 7. 3 million pounds of 
canned pork. 

All federally funded purchases of.beef for school lunch and troop mess 
within the United States are exclusively domestic beef. Past experience 
ind4cates that it is impractical to limit off-shore purchases to 
domestic sources. However, due to improvements in processing, pack-
aging and competitive prices the Military is purchasing larger quantities 
of beef from domestic sources. 

The Department of Agriculture has received nearly 5,000 comments from 
the public concerning the proposed revisions in the beef grading 
system. These comments are being reviewed and hope:f'ully a decision will 
be made in the near future. The proposed revisions would reduce the 
marbling requirement for younger slaughter cattle in the top grades. 
This would result in slightly leaner beef with less excess fat; and less 
grain would be required to produce cattle that would qualify for the 
top grades. 

Your comments, suggestions and interest are greatly appreciated.

President Ford has asked us to thank you for your comments 
on the problems of fuel, food, and fertilizer in the 
United States. Your suggestions have been forwarded to 
the appropriate research groups for consideration in the 
development of projects. 

You might be interested in some background material on the 
questions that you raised. 

As you know, alcohol can be mixed with gasoline and used 
to power engines. The problem is not technical, but one 
of economics. Therefore, alcohol will not be used as a 
substitute for gasoline until the price relationship for 
the two products indicates that alcohol is competitive. 
Currently the State of Maine is investigating the 
technical and economic problems of manufacturing alcohol 
from trees destroyed by insects. This alcohol would 
then be blended with gasoline. The State of Nebraska 
has an ongoing "gasohol" program whereby alcohol produced 
from grain is blended with gasoline at about a 10 percent 
mixture. Many State-operated vehicles are powered by the 
"gasohol" mixture. 

Industrial alcohol, spirits, and beer production consume 
1.7 percent of the total food and feed grains produced in 
the United States. About half of this is industrial 
alcohol. 

In 1974, 962,000 acres of tobacco were grown. This acreage 
accounted for 0.3 percent of 329 million acres of crops 
harvested.

President Ford has asked us to reply to your recent letter regarding 
resolutions adopted by the National Sugarbeet Growers Federation. We 
appreciate your support for the Admfn1stration's program to increase 
the production of foodstuffs. 
We too are concerned about making sure that farmers have an adequate 
supply of fuel, fertilizer, chemicals, and all the other fnputs that 
are essential 1n today's high technology agriculture. At the same 
time, we are not at all enthused about allocation programs. In our 
free enterprise economy, we believe that one should use govermental 
allocations only as a last resort. It 1s much better to penn1t market 
forces to alleviate shortages and respond to surpluses. as the case 
may be. 

Fortunately, in this case it looks as ff the market is doing a good 
job of stimulating the production of agr1cultura1 inputs. A great 
deal of additional fertilizer capacity fs coming 1nto existence 
throughout the world. More fertilizer w111 be available for U.S. 
fanners th1s year than was available a year ago--though perhaps not 
quite as much as farmers would like to have. Prices should be 
relatively stable 1n 1975, and s1gn1ffcantly lower 1n 1976. 
Despite the energy crisis, fuels and chemicals should be 1n adequate 
supply. All 1n 111, 1t looks as 11 the market will supply the 
materials that farmers need for all out production 1n 1975.

Mr. James B. Falk:, Associate Dire.ctor of the Dome.;tic:. Counc:il:, has 
forwarded to u.. your letter of January 30 discussing the economic . 
situation of the cattle industry. We too have been very much con-
cerned with the health of that industry:, and are pleased that the · 
situation baa improved in recent ~eeks. Fat cattle numbers are n.ov · 
much below a year ago. and consumer demand has besun to improve. 
As a consequence:, fat cattle prices have strengthened a great deal> 
and t:10st cattle feeders are now operating in the black • . If we have 
normal weather in 1975 and a good feed grain crop this fall. those 
feeder• should have another good y~ar ahead of them in 19?6. 

The segment of the cattle induatry in the greatest difficulty at the 
moment, as you ~11 know, is the producer side. With consumer demand 
having been very low for the past severa 1 months due to the recession, 
and with feed coats still relatively high because of last year's 
drought, the only adjustment possible for cattle feeders was in the 
purchase price of animals going into their lots. This put tremendous 
downward pressure on the cm,,-ealf sector:, and led to some of the • 
lowest feeder-cattle prtces we nave had in a long time. In addition~ 
feeder-cattle numbers have been very high due to the build-up in cow 
herds over the past several years .. Ranchers have found thems~lves 
nearing the p-eak of the cattle cyc:le at the very time th.al: demand 
is weaker than it has been for a good many years. 

It will take some time for the cattle industry to extricate itael£ 
from its present problems,. But, fortunately, there are some bright 
spots in the picture. The improvement in fat cattle prices over 

_the past several weeks has led to a corresponding improvement in 
feeder prices,. Hopefully:, consumer demand for beef will improve in 
the coming months as we pull out of the recession. If so. the demand 
for feeder cattle should likewise improve. though numbers are much 
too large for any substantial price increases to take place. The 
economy should be performing much better in 1976:, and will probably 
have even greater growth in 1977. All of this will help the cattle 
industry as it goes through its cyclical adju3tment in numbers.

Because a ntDber of other countries in the world have clo9ed their 
markets to beef imports, President Ford announced several months ago 
that he would not: permit the United States to be a dumping ground for 
excess beef supplies around the world. At that time, the Pl-esident . 
indicated that:, if necessary, he would either a?ply import quotas or 
negotiate voluntary restraint agreements in 1975. Several week:, ago. 
a decision was made .to f=>llcw the latter route, and voluntaxy restraint. 
agreement• have now been executed with all countries th.at export bee£ 
to tha United Sta~es. These agreements will keep the volume of be9f 
exported to the United States at a level below the trigger point of 
the :1.mport quota law. This should proYide a · satisfactory level of 
protection to U.S. cattle producers while at the saoe time preserving 
an appropriate posture for the United States in the forthcoming 
multilateral trade D8gotiationa. 

• Margins ha'ftl widened for beef and a lot of other foods during the past 
• ye4r or two. Whether _this is due to antieampetitive practices. or 

simply to inflationary cost increases in the marketing sector, is the 
subject:: of considerable debate everyw~re. The question has been 
brought to the attention of the Juatice Department by us, by cattle 
groups, b:, consumer advocate group•• and by many others. It is rzry 
underatandi.Dg that both the Justice Department and the Federal Tr.ade 
Coemission have tha matter under active consideration.

Mr. Nora:usn Ross, Assistant Director of the Domestic Council• has 
referred to us your letter of Vebruary 24 discussing the ecollOIJlic 
plight of the U.S. cattle industry. We share your concern, and 
have takeq a number of actions over the last several months to help 
out as D1Ueh as we can. 

Beef imports are d1scuased at ~ome length in your letter. You 
indicate that the United States is the only market open to many 
nations, particularly the Camnon Market and Japan. You also indicate 
that tha AustraliaA and New Zealand Governments have already taken 
protective actioa. to aid their cattlemen. Actually it is the Common 
Market and J.ap.an which have close4 their markeu to beef imports, 
thus maki03 it very difficult for exporting nations like Australia 
and New Zealaa.d to ship their product anywhere. As a consequence 
livestock producer• in those two countries have been suffering 
enormou• loaaes. This, of course_. baa also put adclitlonal pressure 
on the United States. For that reason, we have been in the process 
of n.eSotlatins volUAtary restraints with the exporting countries. 
These restraint agreements have now been concluded, and they will 
result in beef import• to the United States being below the trigger 
level mentioned in your letter. this will satisfactorily protect 
the intereats of U.S. cattle producers while at the same time avoid 
the necesaity of having to apply import quotas. 

Beef has been a high priority purchase item for ua in the 1974-75 
School Lunch Program. I ana sure that we will continue to provide 
beef items for lunche• in the 1975-76 school year. As to food 
stamps, the ecoOOl8iC benefita thereof are accelerat1ng rapidly. In 
fact, food st3r.11pe aod school lunches now constitute about t.ro-thirds 
of the entire budget of the Department of Agriculture. The food stamp 
program has a built-in escalator, which provides for- adjustments in 
benefits every 6 months. The next adjustment will take place on 
July 1, and will provide additional purchasing power for all food 

• stamp recipients natioa-wide.

Fortunately. cattle feeders are now be9inning to move into a profitable 
position one• again.. With fat cattle supplies down and consumer demand 
improving,. fat ~ttle pd.cea have strengthened signi.f:lcantly in the p&•t 
few weeu .. 'l'hl• ha.a led to some imprc,yement in the feeder cattle market 
as well. but that market will be under preuure for tlMt next coupla of 
yeara.

As designed by Congress, the ·· goal of the National .School Lunch Program 
is to safeguard t ·he· health· and .well-being of the Nation's children· 
through the service of nutritious, reasonably priced. lunches· to: students. 
Secondly, the· program is designed· to · contribute·. to · a better· understanding 
o~ good nutrition and • improved food habits · that will benefit students · •• 
throughout their lifetimes~ ·Thus, · the ' program provides good .nutrition 
and ·teaches it also. The·nutritional goal of the program is to · furnish 
at least one-third of a student's Recommended. Daily Dietary Allowances· 
as established by the. National .Research Council. 

The. National School Lunch Act has always provided .that free·and .reduced 
price ·lunches shall be served to children·unable to pay the· full price 
of the· lunch. · Legislation in recent years .requires schools to ·provide 
such lunches· to·children·who·meet·eligibility·standards-established by· 
the·. school. These standards must be based· on family size. and _income, 
and they· must be within the minimum-maximum income poverty· guidelines·. set 
by· the·.sec:i:etary of _Agriculture. · • 

,Legislation in 1970 also provided· that determinations regard1:ng the· income 
of any household shall .be made solely on the· basis of a simple affidavit ·_ 
signed by· an adult member of .the. household. The. purpose of this provision 
is to avoid delays in provid1:ng program .-benefits · to needy children. • 

Once applications are approved, however, school officials .may .verify the · 
information on them. If, as a result of the·.verification or because of 
complaints, ·school officials .believe the· information on an application is 
false, they have an obligation to ·challenge the continued eligibility of 
the·.child . . The· challenge inust · be· inade under .the· fair .hearing ·procedures 
described· in Section 245.7 of the·regulations, and .the. child would continue 
to _receive free·or .reduced price .meals pend1:ng the outcome of the· challenge. · 

We do not support the·proposed·universal free·school ·lunch program. While 
we are committed to .providing free school lunches· to· those who·cannot afford 
thein~ we·do not believe Federal .funds should pay the full cost ·of lunches · 
for affluent children.

SUPPORT !OR A TARGET PRICE or 55 CENTS PER POUND POR COTTON 

We are deeply •,-pathetic to the plight of farmer•, part:icularly cotton 
producer•, c&llght in today's epira1 of cost of productioa and lower 
market price• for their cotton. Even so, there 1a a need to recognize that if 
aupport level• are too high and cotton is not fully coapetitive, •tocks will 

aar1tata would goYemment in~tory and outlaya would to 
prohibitift production would be Ob'ri.ou.aly, 
this would oot be in the beat intere•t of anyone. 

With current demand very low, there le a surplua of cotton, both dome•tically 
and worldwide; farmer•' plan• to reduce 1975 cotton plantings about 4 million 
aeru-baeed on the h'oepeetiw Planting• report issued March 17-nflect the 
realitie• of the situation. Sharp reductions 1n domestic consaption and 
ezport• are projected for this urbting year, and this means a •ub•tantially 
higher ca,:ryover 1a in on Auguat 1, 1975-more than 6 million bales 
aay be on had, coapared with J. 9 million last Auguat 1. A similar situation 
exists in other cotton producing and conauaing countries; world carryover 
atocb are expected to increaae for the fourth conaecutive year. In faet, 
world cotton •toclte on Auguet 1, 1975, are now estimated to reach J0.4 
million an inerea•• of 50 percent from the August 1, 1971, •tock level 
of 20.3 million balea. 

Increasing the 1975 target price would encourage additional cotton production. 
Baaed upon current market demands. tbia would be detrimental to the cotton 
industry and to the country as a whole. Since the additional cotton produced 
would be in excess of present needs, it would eventually wind up 1n govermNDt 
•tocks, puabing up operatinl costs at a time when concerns of the National 
budget dictate economy. Al•o, additional whether government or private. 
at a time of low offtalte would depre•• already weakened and result in 
increased government payments.
