A MESSAGE 
TO THE PEOPLE 

by Lawrence D. -Bland,

Too often many people attempt to compare the manage-
ment skills and expertise of minority bankers to those of 
their counterparts employed in the large urban banks. 
While in many instances there exists a firm basis tor com-
parison, at the same time inadequate depth and expertise 
prevalent within the minority banking community points 
out the tact that the needs of the latter are tour times 
greater than those of majority bankers. An analysis of our 
banks indicates that minority banks have proven to be 
effective in generating business activities in the nation's 
deprived areas, especially at this time when big business 
is beginning to boom. 

Not only do minority banks display a greater sensitivity in 
dealing with minority clientele, but they also employ a 
market degree of professionalism in analyzing and mak-
ing loans. It would prove most difficult to effectively em-
phasize the vital importance of depositing funds with a 
minority bank. For not only would such a program foster 
closer unity among all people, but it would provide an 
authoritative instrument to deal effectively with the eco-
nomic needs and development of minority communities. 

Statistics compiled as of December 31 , 1970 are indica-
tive of the outstanding track record of Minority Banks. 
The Minority Banks in 1970 had in excess of 72,000 loans 
on their books. Included in this figure were 7,500 busi-
ness loans to minority concerns. The total dollar amount 
of the aforementioned loans amounted to $60 million. 
Here it must be noted that in that same year less than 
34 Minority Banks who controlled less than 1 % of the 
assets under the control of all banking institutions in this 
country extended in excess of 33% of the total loans 
granted to minority businesses. During this same period 
of 1970 with 14,000 majority banks, statistics further indi-
cated that they had approximately $150 million outstand-
ing to minority businessmen. Can it not be said then 
that this one factor alone was the catalyst which prompted 
the majority banking institutions to make a pledge that 
they would have at least $1 billion outstanding to minor-
ity business enterprises by the year 1975. 

Thus, if' Minority Banks in our nation are to continue a 
fruitful growth rate and establish their place in this na-
tion's economy, every conceivable effort must be made 
to solidify this growth, and it is in view of these past per-
formances that the National Bankers Association conveys 
this message to the community with the hope and expec-
tation that it will generate new deposits, as well as, to en-
hance current relationships and also a greater concern 
for our banks and the communities which they serve.

THE NATIONAL BANKERS ASSOCIATION 

Founded in 1927, the National Negro Bankers 
Association was established with a charter 
membership of twelve banks. With the adop-
tion of the association's constitution and by-
laws membership was limited to Commercial 
Banks. In 1948, the word "Negro" was de-
leted from the association's title. 

The initial purpose of the association is best 
described by NBA's co-founder and first pres-
ident, Major Richard R. Wright: "to promote 
uniformity of action, to obtain the practical 

benefits to be derived from personal ac-
quaintance, and the discussion of subjects 
relating to financial and commercial usages." 
During the 45 years of its existence and 
through the· leadership of its eleven presi-
dents, NBA has remained committed to these 
objectives. 

The dynamic growth of minority-owned bank-
ing not only expanded the membership of 
NBA, but also revealed the need for a national 
program and office to direct the association's 
activities. In May, 1968, the NBA was awarded 
a two-year grant by the Office of Technical 
Assistance of the Department of Commerce's 
Economic Development Administration (EDA) 
to develop programs of technical and man-
agement assistance for the association's 
membership. 

At the time of the establishment of the NBA's 
new National Office, the membership con-
sisted of 20 banks with assets of $207 million 
and total deposits of $185 million. Since then, 
the membership has expanded to 44 minority-
controlled banks with approximate assets of 
$700 million. 

The increase of minority-owned banks is con-
tingent upon the need for competent manage-
ment. Through the joint cooperation of the 
National Bankers Association (NBA) and the 
American Bankers Association (ABA), a bank 
management training program was devel-
oped. Thusly, NBA/ ABA launched its first 
Management Training Program in June 1969. 
The first class was comprised of 21 young 
Black men from various walks of life. 

So successful was the first Management Pro-
gram, NBA/ ABA opted to double the enroll-
ment the second year. This time women were 
also recruited. In January 1972, the 39 train-
ees of the second class graduated and like 
their alumnus brothers of 1970 were placed 
in management positions in minority-owned 
and major banks throughout the country. 

They brought to these institutions a broad 
range of experience, open minds and a thirst 
for more comprehensive training. 

An initial objective of the association was to 
increase deposits in minority-owned banks 
across the country. With the support of Secre-
tary Stans, President Nixon and his admin-
istration and other organizations, the program 
has been an excellent prototype of public and 
private sector cooperation for future efforts 
to improve the perspectives of minority eco-
nomic development. Through these combined 
efforts, depository gr(WJth in minority banks 
has exceeded the administration's goal of 
$100 million. This program represents one of 
the single largest transfers of funds to minor-
ity business institutions in the history of the 
United States. 

The emergence of minority economic devel-
opment as a primary issue of the last decade 
has accelerated public and private interest 
about minority-owned banks. To supplement 
this quest for topical data, NBA publishes a 
quarterly newsletter, distributed within the in-
dustry, government and general public. 

Other medias of communication used are the 
Annual Conventions and Management Semi-
nars which serve as a forum to present tech-
nical and management concepts to the mem-
bership. Each year, the NBA Convention has 
consequently emerged as a national platform 
for prominent speakers. 

As the national trade association of minority-
owned banks, the National Bankers Associa-
tion has emerged as a vital, essential and 
relevant force for minority entry into the main-
stream of American enterprise. In the 1970's 
the continued objective of NBA, as stated by 
Major Wright in 1927, is to utilize its com-
bined efforts of entreprenurial skills and fi-
nancial expertise to chart the economic evo-
lution of America's minorities.

NBA PREPARES FOR NATIONAL CONVENTION IN SEATTLE 
SEC. SIMON URGES CORPORATIONS 

TO SUPPORT MINORITY BANKS 
As a follow-up to the federal govern-

ment sponsored national minority bank 
deposit solicitation program, Secretary 
of Treasury William E. Simon has sent a 
personal letter to several hundred oft he 
largest corporations in the country urg-
ing the added use of minority banks. 

Mr. Simon indicated in his letter, 
dated July 18, that, since 1970, the 
Secretary of the Treasury and the Secre-
tary of Commerce have co-directed the 
minority bank deposit program, with 
the Treasury focusing on the federal 
sector deposits and Commerce on the 
private sector deposits. He also pointed 
out that since the inception of the pro-
gram, the number of minority banks has 
increased from 31 to 69 and their total 
deposits from $496,515,000 to 
$1 ,224,424,000. 

The Secretary also said in his letter: 
"The growth of deposits in minority 

banks has enabled such institutions to 
better serve the communities in which 
they are located and in turn has enabled 
such communities to participate more 
fully in the economic development pro-
cess. Minority banks are a stabilizing 
force in the central cities of our country 
and should be strengthened so that they 
can continue in their efforts on a 
broader scale . To strengthen these 
banking institutions, I am encouraging 
private corporations and government 
alike to consider the added use of mi-
nority banks . In the federal sector we 
are committed to the use of minority 
banks when they are able to provide the 
banking services that we require with-
0ut any significant increase in cost. Our 
experience has been that the quality of 
service the minority banks have pro-
vided is above average . We have found

He is a graduate of the Management 
Training Program at the Bank of America, 
Los Angeles, and has attended the Ameri-
can Institute of Banking at East Los An-
geles College, and has participated in semi-
nars at Columbia University in New York. 

In 1972, Maxwell was awarded the 
National Pacesetter Award for Minority 
Enterprise by the Office of Minority Busi-
ness Enterprise. 

He has served as Treasurer and member 
of the Mexican-American Opportunity 
Foundation- a Manpower Training Pro-
gram in Los Angeles, California. 

He is married to the former Marveen 
Rodriguez and they are the proud parents 
of 15 children. 

Staff of the National Bankers Associa-
tion are busily preparing for the Associa-
tion's 48th annual convention, which will 
be held in Seattle, Washington, from Oc-
tober 2 to 4. 

James Purnell, President of Liberty 
Bank of Seattle, as the convention host, 
says plans are being made for one of the 
most substantive and successful meetings 
ever held by NBA. 

This feeling is echoed by NBA President 
David B. Harper, who has set specific goals 
for the convention. "At each convention we 
strive to get banking expertise from the 
federal agencies, state agencies, from bank-
ing legislative committees and from per-
sons who have a direct impact on the 
banking legislation." 

Mr. Harper continues, "We try to en-
courage students in business administra-
tion, hoping that the convention will help 
them make more decisive choices in career 
opportunities. It will be an excellent time 
for them to interact with bankers so that 
they may recognize the need to have more 
minority institutions aware of the eco-
nomic situations in minority communities . 
It will expose them to the different types of 
services which will better provide minori-
ties with upward mobility." 

For its members, Mr. Harper says, "The 
convent on will allow the member bank 
officers and board of directors to interact, 
to exchange ideas, experiences and explore 
new technology in banking. 

"We hope to draw talent from the expe-
rienced and the dedicated individuals who 
are ready to bring talent to minority bank-
ing," said Mr. Harper, who is president of 
First Independence National Bank in De-
troit.

NEW BANKING RULE 
CHANGE PROPOSED 

The Federal Reserve Board, the Federal 
Deposit Insurance Corporation and the 
Comptroller of the Currency have pro· 
posed rule changes that would provide com-
mercial banks greater flexibility in issuing 
capital notes that aren't subject to interest 
rate ceilings. 

The proposed rule changes would allow 
a bank to issue a capital note that has an 
average maturity of seven years or more. 
Currently, the notes must have a maturity 
of seven years and the rule change would 
allow a bank to repay some of the notes in 
part over the period of maturity, just as 
long as the average maturity is seven years. 
INDIAN BANK RECEIVES 
GOVERNMENT GRANT 

The nation's first American Indian Bank, 
the American Indian National Bank, based 
in the District of Columbia, has received an 
$89,000 grant from the Commerce Depart-
ment's Economic Development Administra-
tion. 

According to Wilmer D. Mizell, Assis-
tant Secretary of Commerce for Economic 
Development, the grant will be used for 
managerial training and technical assis-
tance, and is part of $286,000 earmarked 
to extend for one year training of Ameri-
can Indian staff and to cover travel ex-
penses of bank staff. 

The EDA funds will be administered 
by the Bureau of Indian Affairs, which also 
is handling the bank's management pro-
gram. Mizell said the $89,000 grant is 
similar to a 1972 allocation made to the 
National Bankers Association for manage-
ment training. 
TWO OFFICERS PROMOTED AT 
REPUBLIC NATIONAL BANK 

The Board of Directors of Republic 
National Bank has announced the election 
of Attorney Robert P. Aulston, II I as 
Board Chairman. Mr. Aulston is also chair-
man of the Executive Committee of the 
Board of Directors. 

Mr. Aulston was formerly the president 
of the bank. He is also president of Gulf 
South Venture Corporation and a partner 
in the New Orleans law firm of Simons 
and Aulston. 

At the same Board meeting it was an-
nounced that Mr. Elray Venice was elected 
to replace Mr. Aulston as President. Mr. 
Venice was formerly a vice president at 
Republic National Bank. 
FLAGER BANK-SECOND FLORIDA 
ACQUISITION BY SPANISH FINANCIER 

A group headed by Mr. Jaime Castell 
Lastortras, financier and textile indus-
trialist in Barcelona, recently purchased 
the Flager Bank. 

Established May 17, 1974, Flager Bank 
which serves primarily Cuban-American 
customers reported year end deposits 
totaling $15.9 million. The recently ac-
quired state chartered bank boasted de-
posits of $18 million as of June 19th. 

The new president is Mr. Jaime E. Pino. 
Mr. Castel acquired the Bank of Miami 

Beach two years ago. In 1974 at the end of 
the year its deposits increased from $36 
million to $54.1 million. 

Mr. Castel has expressed his interest 
in acquiring additional banks in the Miami 
area and, eventually, starting a bank hold-
ing company.

that most minority banks are able to 
handle high volume accounts with a 
high degree of efficiency. For example, 
a number of minority banks are han-
dling high volume deposits by the Inter-
nal Revenue Service and the Customs 
Service. A number of minority banks 
are handling high volume payment ac-
counts such as the Federal Health Be-
nefits Accounts maintained by insur-
ance carriers acting as contractors of the 
Social Security Administration under 
the Medicare program." 

In conclusion, Secretary Simon said: 
"The minority deposit program con-
tinues to be an integral part in this Na-
tion's efforts to offer opportunity and to 
stimulate business in central cities. I 
urge your favorable consideration in 
giving minority banks added opportu-
nities to serve you."

RATIONALE FOR 
SEMINARS 

In July, 1972, the National Bankers 
Association sponsored its first Direc-
tor/ Senior Management Seminar in At-
lanta, Georgia. This seminar brought to-
gether some 300 persons in a highly 
productive three-day session. 

Board Directors and Chief Executive 
Officers discussed a wide range of impor-
tant banking concerns and problems relat-
ing to different roles of directors versus 
chief executive officers. The large atten-
dance indicated clearly that such sessions 
were needed to improve communications, 
effective working relations between direc-
tors and senior management. 

However, it was not until May, 1974, 
that NBA had the funds to hold a second 
Director/ Senior Management Seminar, 
which was in New York City. 

After an assessment of the benefits 
gained from this cross-section of bankers, 
directors, management experts, and repre-
sentatives from regulatory agencies, the 
NBA decided to place higher priority on 
future seminars. 

During the 47th annual convention in 
Atlanta last year, voting delegates unan-

couraged them to share their knowledge 
and experiences with each other. Under 
his guidance, the seminar participants 
expressed their thoughts on problems 
and solutions and shared common 
experiences for some six stimulating 
hours. 

On the second day of the seminar, 
the chief executive officers discussed 
problems and concerns of all NBA 
member banks present. The Directors 
were invited to attend this session and 
encouraged to offer whatever input they 
could and to become aware of current 
problems confronting their chief exec-
utive officer.

Harper, President, First Independence 
National Bank of Detroit; Sharnia Bu-
ford, President, Douglass State Bank, 
Kansas City, Kansas, and president-
elect of NBA; Robert E. James, Presi-
dent, Carver State Bank, Savannah, 
Georgia; La Vannes C. Squires, Presi-
dent, Bank of Finance; V. F. Booker, 
President, American State Bank, Port-
land, Oregon; Dr. Carl M. Carroll, 
President, Riverside Bank, Houston,

NBA.
