D1ear Mr, De Baca:

This letter will recall the series of problems which were brought about
by last year's structural reorganization which placed the Drug Enforcement
Administration under the auspices of the Justice Department; a move which
was carried out without the approval of the Congress of the United States
and remains doubtful as to its legality. In addition to such a move, in
June of that same year, the Commissioner of Customs, Vernon D. Acree,
ordered the cross-designation of DEA agents as Customs officers, thereby
granting said officers the powers of no-search warrants and no-knock search,
Said powers were recently abolished by President Ford, These powers have
been thoroughly abused by the Customs Service at the Ports of Entry by
applying them almost exclusively to Mexicans and Mexican-Americans,
Affected area (at portsof entry) community leaders have filed numerous
complaints regarding this issue,

I would like at this point to list several steps which I deem extremely
helpful and worthwhile in solving the matter, by proving the abusive
misuse of the above-mentioned powers,

It would be useful to obtain a daily list of walk-ups and walk-ins to
Secondary Inspection and find out what percentage of that figure indicates
persons of Mexican descent and Anglos, as well as the number of seizures
obtained by said procedures. (which were actually carried out)

The proper necessary steps should be found in order to terminate the
ineffective hiring procedures which place biased Anglos who are unable to
speak Spanish and are thereby unable to comnmunicate with persons of Mexican
descent who cross at the port_of entry in a position where they can abuse
their authority and severely mistreat said persons. This criticism also
applies to those Anglo Customs Officers who do speak Spanish and also abuse
their authority in the same manner,

These officers are by such actions casting a definite discriminatory
shadow on the organization which they represent, On the issue, I should
also point out that the Customs Service has made no real effort towards
its solution, since it has not made it a requirement that new trainees to
that service speak Spanish,

I consider this to be a severe shortcoming since about 80% of the people
crossing the borders with Mexico are eithern Mexican citizens or of Mexican
descent. However, this apathy in improving the hiring practices is not sur-
prising since there are no Mexican American officials in policy-making
positions. This discriminatory attitude still exists to a large extent in
the hiring of inspectors who are Mexican-American, A good check on this
would be to find out the number of positions which have been opened since
the Congressional hearing in April 1972 up to the present time and compare
that figure with the number of Mexican-American inspectors or Inspector
trainees at the San Ysidro Port of Entry. I can assure that such a
comparison would prove the definite existence of blatant discriminatory
practices in the Customs Service hiring practices. The Service will most
probably respond by pointing out that there does exist an Equal Opportunity
Officer. However, let me respond by pointing out that such a position is
worthless as long as it continues to remain under the auspices of the
Customs Service itself, thereby unable to make independent and unbiased
decisions, It would also be interesting to find out the number of individuals
presently in management positions, who hold college degrees, and with regard
to Inspector positions, find out what the average GS-9 salary is,

Another matter which produces constant friction is the poor scheduling
method which is almost never in accordance with the traffic flow demand at
the port of entry, as well as the inefficient method of operation carried
out by inspectors. This causes long and very irritating waiting periods at
the ports of entry, and justifiably so,

Yet another issue which should be corrected, due to its possible legal
implications is the presently undocumented denials of entry. Persons who

are denied entry into this country for whatever reason should be provided
with written documentation of said denial, complete with the clearly specified
reason and it should also require the signature of the inspector responsible
for issuing the denial. This is a rightful safeguard which should exist for
those Mexican-Americans who are denied entry into this country.

The display of abusive conduct by Customs Officers which I cited previously

has been worsened by the recruitment and hiring of ex-military and ex-policemen
by that Service in order to fill its ranks. These individuals are thoroughly
indoctrinated in violent procedures and thereby tend to find it easy to get
carried away with the violation of people's rights,
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Mr, Fernando C, De Baca, Special Asst., to the President
Page Three,

In an effort to get dowm to the underlying causes of the existing

problems and in order to effect a truly fair, operative and expedient
solution to those problems, copies of complaints which are filed, dating
back two years, should be made available to Congressman on the appropriation
committee for their thorough investigative review, This process will most
certainly reveal the followup of said incidents and the action taken with
regard to these, if any, It will also reveal any mismanagement or white-
washing of incidents. I have been aware of the nature of the complaints
which have been filed against the officers and conditions which exist at

the 3an Ysidro Port of kEntry. I have also observed no corrective procedures
being undertaken to change the conditions or procedures which elicited

those complaints, and that is the specific reason for my suggesting a
meaningful investigation into the matter., It might very well reflect mis-
management which is being consented to at the Regional Office level, since
no action has been taken in this matter up to the present time by that
office - certainly no improvement or change h cted.at the San
Ysidro Port of Entry.

-~ ARTICLE I

NAME AND LOCATION

The name of this organization shall be the United Cal-
ifornia Mexican American Association (hereinafter referred
to as the association).

The office of this organization shall be located at
323% East San Ysidro Blvd, San Ysidro, California 92073.

The area to be served by the association shall have
as boundaries the same as those of San.Diego County. Mem-
bers need not reside in the target area, but services will

only be provided by the association within the geographic

boundaries of San Diego County.

ARTICLE II

SECTION A. PURPOSE.

1. The association shall provide services for all
- underprivileged persons with respect to immigration and the
various difficulties associated therewith. Specifically

employment, legal aid, language translation and interpreting




facilities, housing, reuniting of families, visa, citi-

zenship and other related services will be provided.

2. To implement the Association's functions, it shall

be able to exerciser'all rights and powers conferred on non-

.

profit'corporationsfunder the laws of California, including
the power to contract, rent, buy or sell personal or real
propert&; provided, ~however, that this Association shall
not, except to an insubstantial deg%ee, engage in any activ-
ities or exercise any-powers that are not in furtherance

of the primary purposes of this Association.

-

ARTICLE II

SECTION A. MEMBERS.

1. The Association shall have three classes of mem-
bers; Active, Associate, and Honorary.

2. Active members shall consist of the members of the
Board of Directors of the Association.

3. Associate members shall consist of all individuals

registered for Services with the Association. To register

for services with the association, an individual must be

underprivileged and donate a $20 yearly membership fee.
4. Honorary members shall consist of individuals,
organizations or companies interested in the work of the

associlation and subscribing to its support.

5. Honorary members shall have all the rights and




vote or hold office; provided, however, that they shall

be permitted to hold office within the committee of which
they are a member and shall vote on all matters pertaining

to the activities o? such committee.

6. The Board %f directors may provide for the issu-’
ance and form of @ certificate evidéncing membership in
the Association. .

7. The term c&ﬁsumer member when used hereinafter
refers to all associate members, and any active member- who

is also an associate mémber. &

SECTION B. VOTING RIGHTS.

Each aqtive and associate member shall be entitled
gk

to one vote on each matter submitted to a vote of the mem-

bers.

SECTION C. TERMINATION OF MEMBERSHIP.

The board of directors, by affirmative vote of two-
thirds of all of the members of the board, may suspend or

expel a member for cause after an appropriate hearing.

.

SECTION D. RESIGNATION.

Any member may resign by filing a writen resignation

with the secretary.

SECTION E. TRANSFER OF MEMBERSHIP.

Membership in this Association is not transferable or
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ARTICLE IV
BOARD OF DIRECTORS

SECTION A. COMPOSITION.

1. Board of Director representatives shall be elected
by consumer members}at the annual Board of Director meetings
(annual meetings described infra).

2.. When fully constituted the Board shall consist of
not less than 17 members nmor more than 25 members.

3. Initial elections for Board members shall take
place at the direction of the current duly Constituted Board,
but shall not be held later than five years from the adoption
of these bylaws. This five year period shall date from the

next annual Board Meeting occuring after the adoption of these

bylaws.

SECTION B. TERMS OF OFFICE AND ELECTION.

| All board members shall be elected for four-year terms
and may serve for.continuous consecutive terms. The board
elections w%ll be staggered so as to insure board continuity.
This is to be accomplished by holding elections for only
half the board seats every two years. Thus at least 50%

of the board will remain intact after every election.

SECTION C. VACANCIES.

A vacancy on the board due to a member's death, resig-

nation, removal, disqualification or other wise, may be filled




by the board of directors for the unexpired portion of
the term.

All vacancies on the board shall be filled in such
a fashiSn that the proper representatiVe makeup of the
board is at all timgs presetrved. This would involvejeﬂsur-
ing that the Genera; Community at large is informed of the
vacancy and that all members have a reasonable opportunity
to becoﬁe board memhers if they so desire. Vacancies in

When feasible, all vaéancies shall be filled within 30 cal-
endar days of the date the board officially declares a seat
vacant, and shall be‘filled by a majority vote of. a duly
constituted boarq_meéting. This election procedure only
applies to vacanéies occuring between the normal elections
held annually, and any vacancies filled in the mannef
prescribed supra shall be the subject of a general eiection
to be held at the next annual meeting of the Board of Dir-
ectors. Vacancies filled via this procedure shall not be

incorporated into the 50% vacancies to be filled in each

annual election.

SECTION D. REMOVAL.

Any board member may be removed for cause by a 2/3 vote
of a duly constituted meeting of the board. The member
‘against whom the action is directed must be notified in
writing a reésonable time prior to the meeting for the
pending action of removal directed against him/her; and
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must be provided with a reasonable opportunity to defend

himself/herself against the action for his/her removal

through a hearing before the board. "Cause" as used herein

is the only basis fér removal of a member, and is to be

limited to inability or failure to carry out the tasks and

functions ‘integral to the functioning of the board,

SECTION E. FUNCTIONS OF THE BOARD. -

Board functions are the following:

1. Establish Polfcy for the conduct of Association
affairs. Adopt rulés'and regulations necessary for attain-
ment of Association purposes as set forth in these by-laws.

2. Serve as’ Grantee or Delegate for Funds for pro-
grams and Association operation, securing such other funds
as may be necessary and available.for attainment of the
stated purposes of the Association.

3. Communicate to the community at large the Board's
goals, methods and recommendations; and assume responsibility
for securing maximum feasible participation of target area
residents at all stages of planning, development, execution

and evaluation of all programs and Association efforts.

4. Ensure wide public dissemination of the Association's

business. This should include making both the public at
large and consumer members of the Association aware of the

s




activities of the Association. The responsibility for

this objective is in the board and should be accompliéﬁed
iﬁ the manner the board deems most expedious. No action

on any public question or proposed legislation shall Be
taken by the board qytil the same shall have first been sub-

mitted to the execuﬁive committee (see Art‘VII, Sec. B)
and the recommendati;ns of the coﬁmiftee have been received
and considered by thg Board.
No gifts shall be accepted by the Association until
such time as they have been reféerred to the executive

committee and have been considered and received by the

.

board.

ARTICLE V

SECTION A. OFFICERS.

The officers of ﬁhe board shall be a president, Qice
president, a secretary, a treasurer, and such other officers
as the board may deem necessary. In addition, full time
personnel to administer the programs of the Association
may be elected by the Board when such personnel are reﬁuired.
This would include an executive secretary and a limited num-

ber of other supervisory personnel.

SECTION B. ELECTION AND TERM OF OFFICE.

The officers of the Board shall be elected by a majority

of the board of directors at the regular annual meeting of

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the board of directors. If the election of officers

sha!l not be held at such meeting, such election shall

be held as soon thereafter as possible. Each officer

SECTION C. REMOVAL.

Any officer elected or appointed by the board of

SECTION D. VACANCIES.

A vacancy in any office because of death, resignation,

SECTION E. PRESIDENT.

The president shall be the principal executive officer
of the Asso;iation and.shall in general suﬁervise.all the
business of the Association. He shall preside at all meetings
of the membérs and of the board of directors; and in general
he shall perform all duties incident to the office of presi-
dent and such other duties as may be prescribed by the

board of directors from time to time. The president shall

' SECTION F. VICE PRESIDENT.

In the absence of the president, the vice president

shall perform the auties of the presidenﬁ, and when so acting,
shall have all the duties of and be subject to all the re-
strictions upon the president.

SECTION G. TREASURER.

If required by the board of directors, the treasurer

3. The other standing committee members shall be
chosen by the president with the consent of the membership
committee.

" ing of the board to review policy and progress, and to pre-

SECTION C. FINANCE COMMITTEE.
The finance committee shall be chaired by the treasurer,

and shall be responsible for review of all financial trans-
actions of the board. This committee shall also be respon-
sible for identifying and cultivating funding sources for the

Association.

SECTION D. PERSONNEL COMMITTEE.

The personnel committee shall develope employment, pro-

.

motional and other personnel policies and selection procedures
for staff personnel. This committee shall review personnel

practices to insure conformity with policies and procedures

established by the board. If ancu when an executive secretary
is elected by the board to implement board programs, he shall
work closely with this committee, ensuring that personnel

policies as established by the committee are followed.
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SECTION E. PROGRAM AND EVALUATION COMMITTEE.

The program and evaluation committee shall develop
program'and project recommendations to increase the board's
and association's eﬁficiency._ This committee shall review
anc evaluate all pfégram activity within the purview of the
board and makeAregdhmendations for improvements. This com-

mittee shall also establish program priorities, subject to

the approval of the board.

SECTION F. MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEE.

This committee shall consider all questions regarding
membership, i.e., quélifications, rights, privileges, elec-
tions and all otger matters relating to individual members.
This committee shall serve as a screening agent with respect
to prospective members, and reserves the right on behalf of
the association to refuse membership to applicants who in
the committee's opinion would not serve to advance the goals
and purposes of the Associationm.

In addition, this commictee is charged with directly
participating in the selection of the sténding committee
. members in conjunction with the presidént of the board. (See

Art VI, Sec. A (3)).

SECTION G. COMPLAINTS COMMITTEE.

This committee shall consider all complaints of members
against the Association and shall recommend appropriate

dispositions to the board. It shall not handle personnel

problems. This committee should consider and dispose. of
problems relatiﬁg to membership in the Association and on
the board, functioning of the board and other problems
members might have with respect to thé direction and'effi-

.

ciency of the Assoéiation and the board.

SECTION H. SPECIAL COMMITTEES.

The president shall appoint such special committees

as may be requested or aﬁproved by the board. All special
committees will be temporary in duration and shall be dissolved
by the board when Eheir specific purposes have been served.
These committees shall include persons who are not members

of the board, and reflect the specific task orientation of

a special committee. The president shall zppoint chairman

of all special committees, subject to the approval of the
board. Other special committee members shall be appoiﬁted

in a manner consistent with that for selection of standing

committee members. (See Art VI, Sec. A (3)).

ARTICLE VII
MEETINGS

SECTION A. MEETINGS OF BOARD OF DIRECTORS.

1. Regular meetings of the board shall be held on the
last Thursday of each month. The same will be announéed
prior to each meeting in the local press.

2. For special meetings of the board, notice shall be

given by mail to each member at least onc week in advan
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the scheduled meeting, along with the agenda for the meeting.

Only the president may call special meetings. Under extremely
urgent circumstances, a meeting can be telephonically arranged

with a minimum of 48 hours notice. Only business directly

related ‘to the purp%se of special meeting may be discussed

at the same.

3 The standard order of business shall be: a. Call
to order: b. Deteghinat;bn of quorum: c. Adoption of
agenda: d. Minutes of last meeting: e. Committee reports:
f. Chairman's remarks: g. Executive secretary: h. 01d
business: 1. Newlfusiness: and, j. Adjournment.

4. The meetings of the board shall be conducted in
general ‘conformity with Robert's Rules of Order, except as
may otherwise be provided by these bylaws, or as the board
may prescribe.

5. The board of directors annual meeting shall be the
fegular meeting for the month of December. In addition to
the business of the regular meeting, the board shall elect

and install its new officers. Outgoing officers shall present

for review and acceptance an annual report to the board.

SECTION B. COMMITTEE MEETINGS.

1. As specified earlier (Art. VII, Sec. A, (5)), stand-
. ing committee meetings should be at least monthly with written
reports on tﬁe same being submitted to the board.
2. Special committee meetings should be as frequent
as necessary to accomplish the special tasks under consideration,
o
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but should not be less than one meeting per month. Minutes

of these meetings should also be submitted in writing to

_ ARTICLE IX
PERSONNEL GRIEVANCES

SECTION A. HANDLING CENTER PERSONNEL GRIEVANCES.

Grievances shall be handled according to established
persoﬁﬁel policies of the Association. When all administra-
tive remedies have been exhausted, the agrieved empioyee
shall have the right to appeal to the board through the
personnel committee of the board. Such appeals shall be in
writing, with a record of events and all steps taken to re-
solve same. Thié procedure only applies to personnel émployed
by the Association. Complaints of members not Association

employees should be handled by the complaints committee.

ARTICLE X
AMENDMENTS

SECTION A. AMENDMENTS TO BY-LAWS.

1. These by laws may be amended at any regular meeting

of the board by a vote of two-thirds of the members present

and voting, provided the proposed amendment has been sub-

mitted in writing to the board at least one month prior to
the meeting in which the vote is taken. In addition, public
notice of the proposed amendment must be made at least three

(3) weeks prior to voting by the board on the proposed
amendment. Publication and the manner thereof shall be
accomplished by the executive committee.

2. Governing procedures and activities, not in con-
flict with these byiaws, may be sponsored by the executive
com.ittee. ;

3. Whenever an amendment or new bylaw is adopted, it
shall be entered in'lhe bylaws on file in the minute book
of the Association in the appropriate place, and if any
bylaw is repealed, the fact of the repeal shall also be
entered.
