CABINET COMMITTEE TO CLOSE DOORS DECEMBER 30, 1974
ENDS FIVE YEARS OF SERVICE TO SPANISH SPEAKING

WASHINGTON -- The Cabinet Committee will close its doors December 30th,
ending five years of advocating government programs for the nation's 12
million Spanish speaking.

"The loss will be felt sorely in the Hispanic community," commented
Executive Director Reynaldo P. Maduro about the agency's demise.

"It was the only vehicle the Spanish speaking had at the national level
that could document their real needs," he added. "Without facts based

on statistics, it will be extremely difficult for Hispanics to effectively
push their causes in both executive and legislative branches of the
federal government."i

Maduro indicated that there is a present piece of legislation which is
most important to the Hispanic community -- H.J. Resolution 406 relat-
ing to the publication of economic and social statistics for Spanish
speaking Americans, that should receive the support of all Hispanics
in the country.

A bill to extend the Cabinet Committee until June 30th of next year :
died in the House on December 20th after retiring Rep. H.R. Gross of

Iowa objected to a unanimous consent move to consider the legislation.

The action was needed as a parliamentary device to bring up the bill

for a vote before the full House because it had not been placed on

the calendar.

"At a time when substantial majorities of both Houses of Congress were
ready to accept a compromise and continue the Committee,' Maduro said,
"it seems incredible that the hopes of millions of Spanish surnamed
Americans should be dashed on the basis of one objection."

He said he hopes that Congress will soon reestablish the Committee,
or a similar agency, to deal exclusively with Spanish speaking prob




Preparing for the sudden close-out, Maduro said he had requested that the
Cabinet Committee's eleven-member agencies pick up the Committee's 18
professional and support employees who will lose their jobs as a result
of the folding.

Cabinet Committee files and materials will be sent to the General Services
Administration, the government archives and other federal agencies,

The Cabinet Committee was formed in 1969 and was scheduled to terminate at
the end of the current calendar year. Administration officials asked,
however, that it be extended for six additional months.

If Congress had approved the bill, the Committee would have been required

to submit a report within 90 days to the President recommending how the

Spanish speaking effort could be implemented more effectively in the

federal government. e

Maduro, who last August assumed administrative responsibilities of the
Cabinet Committee after the resignation of Chairman Henry M. Ramirez,
said that he knew late last summer that the agency's continuation faced
an up-hill battle.

"The bill looked dead in the Senate," he recalled. '"The Spanish speaking
community was hostile toward us. The Administration was skeptical about
our performance."

Maduro said the Cabinet Committee turned that situation around through an
intensive, whirlwind campaign aimed at the Spanish speaking community.

"We established an on-going dialogue with major Spanish speaking organi-
zations and assured them that they would have a voice in determining

the Committee's goals and priorities,'" he said, '"We wanted to be held
accountable to the Spanish speaking community,"

Among the groups that endorsed the agency's continuance included the
American G,I, Forum, Operation SER-Jobs for Progress, IMAGE, the National
Conference of Puerto Rican Women, the National Spanish Speaking Coalition
on Domestic Affairs, several Miami-based Cuban American organizations,
and a number of local Hispanic units.

Maduro said he also backed the organizations' demand that they be repre-
sented on the Committee's Advisory Council.

"We changed the thrust of the Cabinet Committee so that it would become
more research-oriented,'" he declared.

"The Committee was going to do its homework and present thoroughly
documented recommendations to the heads of the federal agencies, whether
those proposals were directed at Spanish speaking employment, general

revenue sharing, the census count, veterans' problems, the school drop-
out rate, voting rights or any other issue."

Maduro said the Committee had determined not to become involved in partisan
politics, but would respond to the needs voiced by the Hispanic leaders.

He noted on September 4th, President Ford met with the Hispanic Congressional
delegation and Spanish speaking govermment officials and urged that the
Cabinet Committee be extended,

By mid-December, he added, the Senate moved positively on the agency's bill.
"But, we ran into problems in the House," he said. '"Despite the over-
whelming outpouring of support from the Spanish speaking community, which
urged Congress to pass the bill, and despite the fact that we had worked
out a compromise to keep the Committee alive, we simply ran out of time."

The bill was killed December 20th, a few hours before Congress adjourned.

Maduro said he was particularly gratified by the support for the legisla-
tion in both Houses. He particularly praised Senators Joseph Montoya of
New Mexico, Charles Percy of Illinois and Jacob Javits of New York, and
Representatives Edward Roybal of California, Frank Horton of New York,

and Chet Holifield of California, the author of the bill. He also praised
Fernando E. C. DeBaca, special assistant to the President on Hispanic
affairs, for attempting to steer the bill through Congress.

"I believe the Spanish speaking people inspired Congress to move ahead
with the bill," Maduro said. "If the bill had passed, it would have
been a victory for the entire Hispanic community."

Maduro said that the Cabinet Committee, during its existence, had made
significant gains in helping increase Spanish speaking federal employment,
in business development, in providing funding and technical assistance

to Spanish speaking programs run by the Spanish speaking, for the Spanish
speaking, and in giving information to the Spanish speaking on oppor-
tunities in government and how to obtain them.

"Despite the gains,'" Maduro added, 'the Spanish speaking still need a
federal vehicle similar to the Cabinet Committee because Hispanics need
to fully organize at the national level, as are other minorities."

"As long as we are near the bottom of nearly every social index, we
Hispanics need some federal vehicle,' Maduro asserted.

He added, ''The Cabinet Committee wasn't the only answer for Hispanic
concerns, but what should be remembered is that the Committee assisted in
establishing a Spanish speaking presence at the highest levels of govern-
ment. My only hope at this moment is that the Hispanic American community
can rally and reestablish that presence."

The Committee on Government Operations, to whom was referred

the bill (H.R. 10397) to extend the authorization of appropriations for
‘—the Cabinet Committee on Opportunities for Spanish-Speaking
People, and for other purposes, having considered the same, report
favorably thereon without amendment and recommend that the bill
do pass. :

The purpose of H.R. 10397 is to provide authorization for appro-
priations for the Cabinet Committee on Opportunities for Spanish-
Speaking People through December 30, 1974, which is the date when
the enabling legislation for the Cabinet Committee expires.

Upnder Public Law 91-181, approved December 30, 1969 (42 U.S.C.
sec. 4301 et seq.), the Cabinet Committee was established for a period
of five years. However, appropriations were authorized initially only
for one and one-half fiscal years, and extended for two fiscal years by
Public Law 92-122, approved August 16, 1971.

As the situation now stands, the Cabinet Committee has one and
one-half years to run, but its funding authorization expired on June
30, 1973. It is now operat,mg on the basis of a continuing resolution.
Enactment of H.R. 10397 is necessary to authorize funding for the
remainder of the Cabinet Committee’s statutory tenure.

BACKGROUND

The Cabinet Committee on Opportunities for Spanish-Speaking

People was created by statute in 1969 as a successor to the Inter-
agency Committee on Mexican-American Affairs, which had been
established by a Presidential memorandum of June 9, 1967. Its objec-
tive is to help insure that Federal programs are responsive to the
needs of Spanish-speaking and Spanish-surnamed individuals. They
comprise a.diverse community of Puerto Rican, Mexican, Cuban, and
other backgrounds. Many of these Americans are seriously disad-
vantaged in terms of employment, education, housing, and health
care.
The 1969 legislation provided that the Cabinet Committee be-
composed of seven cabinet officials and four agency heads.! The
Chairman of the Cabinet Committee is appointed by the President
and confirmed by the Senate. He is a full-time official, directing a
staff of approximately 40 employees.

Section 3 of the act creating the Cabinet Committee assigned to it
two specific functions: '

(1) To advise Federal departments and agencies regarding
appropriate action to be taken to help assure that Federal
pregrams are providing the assistance needed by Spanish-
speaking and Spanish-surnamed Americans; and

(2) to advise Federal departments and agencies on the develop-
ment and implementation of comprehensive and coordinated
policies, plans, and programs focusing on the special problems
and needs of Spanish-speaking and Spanish-surnamed Americans,
and on priorities thereunder. (

The Cabinet Committee also was authorized to foster surveys,
studies, research and demonstration and technical assistance projects
through State and local governments and the private sector to assist
Spanish-speaking and Spanish-surnamed Americans. The Cabinet
Committee may consult with and obtain information and assistance
from other Federal departments and agencies. The Cabinet Com-
mittee has met four times since its creation in 1969. :

An Advisory Council was established by the 1969 legislation to
advise the Cabinet Committee on matters requested by the Chairman.
It has nine members, appointed by the President, and is supposed to
be representative of the major segments of the Spanish-speaking
community. The Advisory Council has met four times since its mem-
bers were appointed in 1971.

The legislation calls for annual reports. Two have been submitted—
those for fiscal years 1971 and 1972.

1 The Cabinet Committee is composed of ‘‘the Secretary of Agrieulture; the Secretary of Commerce; the
Secretary of Labor; the Secret,ar?' of Health, Education, and Welfare; the Secretary of Housing and Urban

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CoMMITTEE AcTION

Hearings on the operations of the Cabinet Committee on Oppor-
tunities for Spanish-Speaking People were held on July 23 and Septem-
ber 12, 1973, by the Subcommittee on Legislation and Military

lggeraltions. The Chairman of the Cabinet Committee, the Vice

airman of the Advisory Council, and various representatives of
Spanish-speaking organizations testified. '

Two identical bills—H.R. 10256 and H.R. 10397—were introduced
to authorize appropriations for the Cabinet Committee until Decem-
ber 30, 1974, when the enabling legislation expires. The bills also
amended the enabling legislation in several respects, as described be-
low, to overcome certain deficiencies and improve the Cabinet Com-
mittee’s effectiveness.

The committee reported H.R. 10397, which was sponsored by 20
members.? The vote in favor of the bill was unanimous.

REecoMMENDED CHANGES

H.R. 10397 amends the enabling legislation (Public Law 91-181) in
the following respects: :

As developed in subecommittee hearings on this matter, and in
discussions with Members of Congress, two types of criticism have
been heard: (1) The Cabinet Committee has operated largely from a
Washington headquarters and has not been close enough to the people
in the Spanish-speaking communities; and (2) it has been used, to a
certain extent, for partisan political purposes in the 1972 presidential
and congressional campaigns. a0

In this bill, extending the Cabinet Committee’s funding authoriza-
tion for the remaining one and one-half years of its tenure, we attempt
to deal with the deficiencies which have been brought to our attention.

First, it seems generally agreed that a portion.of the Cabinet Com-

mittee’s funds should be expended in the field. Accordingly, the bill
requires that regional offices be established and that at least 50

percent of funds for salaries of Cabinet Committee employees be

-expended through these offices. Also, the Cabinet Committee has been

assigned the added function of assisting Spanish-Speaking groups and
individuals in securing their participation in various benefit and
assistance programs mandated by law. (Previously the Cabinet Com-
mittee’s role was simply to advise the Federal Government on such
matters.)

Second, there is language in the bill which bans partisan political
activity by the Chairman and employees of the Cabinet Committee.
Testimony at the hearings and various complaints received by
Members of Congress indicated that the Cabinet Committee had
been used for partisan political purposes during the 1972 election
campaigns. For example, a recording produced at public expense by
the Cabinet Committee for use by radio stations appeared to be an
obvious political appeal in behalf of the Administration. It was
distributed two weeks prior to the 1972 election. The Chairman of

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the Cabinet Committee was the recipient of a memorandum from
the Committee to Re-elect the President, which designated him as
the primary presidential surrogate to the Spanish-speaking community
and indicated strategies for political appeals.

The bill makes clear that both the Chairman and employees of the
Cabinet Committee are prohibited from engaging in partisan political
activities.® Your committee notes that a similar prohibition was
im%osed by the Congress in 1972 on the Director and staff of the Office
of Economic Opportunity.* ;

Third, the biﬁ tries to make the Cabinet Committee a more effective
instrument by broadening its membership and providing for a working
group of its ref)resentatives. Recognizing that sub-cabinet officials are
more intimately familiar with the problems that concern the Cabinet
Committee and are able to give more time to its work, the bill provides
that the department and agency heads comprising the Cabinet Com-
mittee designate representatives to constitute a working group, who
are required to meet at least six times a year. The full Cabinet Com-
mittee, which the bill enlarges to include the Secretary of Defense,
the Secretary of Transportation, and the Administrator of Veterans’
Affairs, will be required to meet semi-annually.

Fourth, the Advisory Council now provided by law would be made
more effective by expanding its membership so as to become more
representative of the Spanish-speaking community, and by requiring
quarterly meetings, with minutes of these meetings available for public
inspection. The bill provides greater range of problems on which
advice would be given by the Advisory Council. It enables the Council
to identify matters of concern to the Spanish-speaking community
rather than merely subjects upon which the Chairman has requested (
their advice.

CosT ESTIMATE

The bill provides, for the first time, a dollar ceiling in the appro-
priations which may be authorized for the Cabinet Committee on
Opportunities for Spanish-Speaking People. This ceiling is $1.5 million.
The Cabinet Committee has been operating in recent years on a
budget of $1 million per annum. Your committee recognizes that to
carry out the additional duties specified in the bill, and to perform
more effectively, the Cabinet Committee may require a modest
increase in its appropriations, and the ceiling was set. with that in
mind. The actual appropriations will, of course, be determined by
the Congress on the basis of recommendations by the House and
Senate Appropriations Committees. Thus, the committee estimates
this legislation to cost $1.5 million in the current fiscal year and
$750,000 in fiscal year 1975.

GENERAL STATEMENT

The Cabinet Committee on Opportunities for Spanish-Speaking
People was created by statute in 1969 for a five-year period, with
funding authorization for a shorter period, which explains the need

3The Hatch Act (5 U.S.C. sec. 7324) bars certain political activities on the part of executive agency
employees. Policy-making officials who are apgointed by the President and con ed by the Senate are
among those exempted.

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for the present bill. H.R. 10397 extends the authorization to coincide
with the Cabinet Committee’s tenure.

Although the Cabinet Committee’s performance has been disap-
pointing in some respects, your committee recognizes that the many
people in the Spanish-speaking community regard it as a helping hand
of the Federal Government in their behalf. 6onsequentl 7, We recom-
mend the above-described changes in the enabling legislation in the
interest of making the Cabinet Committee more effective in the re-
maining period of its statutory life.

SECTION-BY-SECTION ANALYSIS

Subsection 1 provides for the addition of the Secretary of Defense,
Secretary of Transportation, and Administrator of Veterans’ Affairs
to the Cabinet Committee; provides for semiannual meetings in lieu
of quarterly meetings, and establishes a working group of Cabinet
Committee members’ representatives to meet with the Chairman on
alternate months.

Subsection 2 provides an additional function of advising and assist-
ing groups and individuals in applying for assistance programs provided
by law.

ySubsection 3 provides for the establishment and operation of regional
offices to carry out the added function mandated by subsection 2.

Subsection 4 provides for expanding the Advisory Council, and gives
it the right to advise on any matter of concern to the Spanish-speaking
and Spanish-surnamed community and on independently produced
reports and studies referred to it. It also requires that the Council
meet quarterly and operate in accordance with the Federal Advisory
Committee Act, which requires that its meetings be announced and
open to the public, with the minutes available for public inspection
and copying consistent with the policy of the Freedom of Information
Act.

Subsection 5 prohibits political activity on the part of the Chairman
and employees of the Cabinet Committee. It provides for the Civil
Service Commission to make such findings and limits forfeiture of
salary payments to a maximum of 30 days.

Subsection 6 provides for the extension of the Cabinet Committee’s
authorization through the life of the act which created it, and requires
that 50 percent, of the funds expended for salaries be expended for
salaries in regional offices.

In compliance with clause 3 of rule XIII of the Rules of the House
of Representatives, changes in existing law made by the bill, as re-
ported, are shown as follows (existing law proposed to be omitted is
enclosed in black brackets, new matter is printed in italic, existing
law in which no change is proposed is shown in roman):

(12) the Chairman of the Committee, who shall be appointed
by the President, by and with the advice and consent of the
Senate, from among individuals who are recognized for their
knowledge of and familiarity with the special problems and
needs of the Spanish speaking.J; 4

(13) the Secretary of Defense;

(14) the Secretary of Transportation; and

(15) the Administrator of Veterans’ Affairs. A

(¢) The Chairman may invite the participation in the activities
of the Committee of any executive department or agency not repre-
sented on the Committee, when matters of interest to such executive
department or agency are under consideration.

(d)(1) The Chairman of the Committee shall not concurrently
hold any other office or position of employment with the United
States, but shall serve in a full-time capacity as the chief officer of
the Committee. ' .

(2) The Chairman of the Committee shall receive compensation
at the rate prescribed for level V of the Executive Schedule by sec-
tion 5316 of title 5, United States Code.

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(3) The Chairman of the Committee shall designate one of the
other Committee members to serve as acting Chairman during the
absence or disability of the Chairman.

(e) The Committee shall meet at least [quarterly] semiannually
during each year.

(,{) A group of fourteen individuals in addition to the Chairman,
each of whom shall represent one member of the Committee, shall meet at
the call of the Chairman at least siz times each year. -

Sgc. 3. (a) The Committee shall have the following functions:

(1) to advise Federal departments and agencies regarding
appropriate action to be taken to help assure that Federal pro-
grams are providing the assistance needed by Spanish-speaking
and Spanish-surnamed Americans; and

(2) to advise Federal departments and agencies on the develop-
ment and implementation of comprehensive and coordinated
policies, plans, and programs focusing on the special problems
and needs of Spanish-speaking and Spanish-surnamed Americans,
and on priorities thereunder.

(8) to advise and assist Spanish-speaking and Spanish-surnamed
groups and indwiduals in receiving assistance available by law.

(b) In carrying out its functions, the Committee may foster such
surveys, studies, research, and demonstration and technical assistance
projects, establish such relationships with State and local governments
and the private sector, and promote such participation of State and
local governments and the private sector as may be appropriate to
identify and assist in solving the special problems of Spanish-speaking
and Spanish-surnamed Americans.

Suc. 4. (a) The Committee is authorized to prescribe rules and
regulations as may be necessary to carry out the provisions of this Act.

(b) The Committee shall consult with and coordinate its activities
with appropriate Federal departments and agencies and shall utilize
the facilities and resources of such departments and agencies to the
maximum extent possible in carrying out its functions.

(c) The Committee is authorized in carrying out its functions to
enter into agreements with Federal departments and agencies as
appropriate. :

(d) The Committee shall operate such regional offices as may be necessary
to efficiently carry out the provisions of this Act.

Szc. 5. The Committee is authorized to request directly from any
Federal department or agency any information it deems necessary to
carry out its functions under this Act, and to utilize the services and
facilities of such department or agency; and each Federal department
or agency is authorized to furnish such information, services, and
facilities to the Committee upon request of the Chairman to the extent
permitted by law and within the limits of available funds.

(e) The Chairman of the Committee shall call and attend a meeting of the
Advisory Council at least quarterly during each year.

Suc. 8. Nothing in this legislation shall be construed to restrict or
infringe upon the authority of any Federal department or agency.

Suc. 9. Subchapter I1I of chapter 73 of title 5, United States Code,
shall apply to the employees of the Committee and the employees of
the Advisory Council. No part of any funds authorized to carry out this
Act shall be used to finance any activities designed to influence the outcome
of any election to Federal office or any voter registration activity, or to pay
the salary of the Chairman or any employee of the Committee after the date
on which such persons engage in such actiity, as determined by the United

States Civil Service Commassion. No person found by the United States
Civil Service Commission to have violated this provision shall be required

preseribed for such term by section 301 (c) of such Act.

SEc. 10. [There are hereby authorized to be appropriated for fiscal
years 1970, 1971, 1972, and 1973 such sums as may be necessary to
carry out the provisions of this Act, and any funds heretofore and
hereafter made available for expenses of the Intreagency Committee
on Mexican-American Affairs established by the President’s memo-

One of the areas of prime concern during the forthcoming months falls
within the purview of the Director of Congressional Affairs. At the
present time, these responsibilities are being carried out by Mr.
Robert S. Brochtrup at a GS-15-2 level ($29,205). Mr. Brochtrup has
indicated that he would be departing the Cabinet Committee on or
about August 30, 1974; however, he plans on taking annual leave on
August 1, 1974 and driving out to California. It appears that he
will not be returning to the Cabinet Committee subsequent to his
annual leave.

As you know, I have conducted a series of interviews with Mr. Joseph
Andrew Usera who appears, at this writing, to be a leading candidate
for this position. It has been determined that Mr. Usera finds great
compatibility with the objectives and goals of the Cabinet Cormittee
(see attachment). ;

In view of our pending legislation before the Senate, it is imperative
that we begin to develop approprlate strategies to assure deliberation
of our bill (HR-10397 ~ S-2821) as soon as possible. I would like

to bring to your attention the following possibilities regarding
congressional action on the future of the Cabinet Committee:

1. In the event the Senate Government Operations Committee
decides on forwarding S-2821 to the Senate with an amendment on extend-
ing the Committee's life to June 1975, a conference will be necessary
between the House and Senate on a compromise between the House and
Senate bill (House HR 10397).

2. I have discussed with Mr. Brochtrup the possibility of the
House recessing at the end of September and not returning until some
time in December to explain to their constituents their vote on the




pending impeachment situation. In the event that this takes place,
I find that any conference between the House and Senate on extend-
ing the Committee's life to June 1975 would be highly improbable
and, therefore, the Committee would be terminated as of December 30,
1974.

3. Along these same lines, please note that the continuing
resolution for the Cabinet Committee terminates on September 30,
1974 and it will be necessary to assure another continuing resolu-
tion until December 1974. Proper steps are being developed to
insure inclusion of this item in any administration bill submitted
to the House, since we will not be the only department or agency
in this predicament.

Recommendations:

1. Upon Chairman Ramirez' official departure, that Mr. Joseph
A. Usera be brought on board to carry out these responsibilities
at a GS-11/12 level ($14,671 / $17,497).

2. Appropriate steps be taken within the White House to
approach the Senate Government Operations Committee on clearing
the Cabinet Committee bill immediately after the official departure
of Chairman Ramirez,

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SUMMARY
THE CABINET COMMITTEE ON OPPORTUNITIES FOR SPANISH SPEAKING PEOPLE

FUNCTION

The past several years have witnessed an increasing awareness
within the Federal government of our nation's Spanish surnamed
Americans as a distinct minority group. Because Spanish speaking
communities have not been active participants or beneficiaries in our
Federal government structure, the Cabinet Committee on Opportunities
for Spanish Speaking People was created in 1969 to serve as a vehicle
to promote Federal responsiveness to all Spanish speaking groups.

ADMINISTRATIVE SUPPORT

The manner in which the legal mandate of the Committee is
carried out is dependent on the initiative of the Chairman, (appointed
by the President) as well as the active support of the White House
and the Executive Branch. The President has affirmed his total
commitment to the progress of the Spanish speaking people, by encour-
aging his Cabinet members and agency heads to cooperate in every way
possible to enable Chairman Henry M. Ramirez to implement his goals
and objectives.

REORGANIZATION

g With the appointment of Mr. Ramirez, a revitilization phase was

put into effect for the Committee. The internal structure and
staffing pattern was modified to represent all Spanish speaking
groups -- Puerto Ricans, Cuban Americans, Mexican Americans, and all
other Spanish speaking Americans. An Advisory Council was appointed
to serve the Committee. This body also reflects proportionate
representation of all Spanish speaking groups.

PROGRESS TO DATE

The Secretaries and agency heads who comprise the Cabinet
Committee have responded positively to these two goals and to
Chairman Ramirez' plans for implementing them. At the request
of the Chairman, each agency has undertaken.a comprehensive
self-evaluation. This evaluation will determine the number of
Spanish surnamed persons employed in that agency, their relative
levels of employment, and the dollar amounts presently directed at
Spanish speaking communities in the form of grants, programs, etc.
Task force committees are now at work in each agency defining quan-
titative goals in terms of the number of Spanish surnamed persons
who will be placed in executve positions, and the dollar amounts
which will be designated for programs directed specifically at
Spanish speaking communities.

This same self-evaluation procedure is taking place
simultaneously in the regional offices. Chairman Ramirez and
Counselor Robert Finch have completed meetings in Chicago, New
York, Denver, Atlanta, Dallas and San Francisco, regional headquar-
ters of major Federal agencies where there is a heavy concentration
of Spanish speaking people. The action plans developed by the
regional offices have been incorporated into quarterly reports
prepared by the Secretaries and have been presented to Chairman
Ramirez, Counselor Finch, and President Nixon. The entire Cabinet
Committee will then meet quarterly with the President to evaluate
the progress of each agency in meeting their stated goals and
objectives for the Spanish speaking population.

Establishing the Michigan Advisory Council
for the :
Spanish-Speaking

WHEREAS, the State of Michigan has received many important benefits
from the cultural and economic contributions ef the Spanish-Speaking;
and

WHEREAS, there exists within Michigan a significant number of Spanish-
speaking people affected by problems which have impeded their ability
to fully participate in and enjoy the benefits of contemporary American
society; and ;

WHEREAS, cultural and language differences have made it difficulr for
the Spanish-Speaking people of Michigan to share equally in the oppor-
tunities for education,'emp{oyment, housing, and many social services
and health benefits available to other Michigan residents; and

WHEREAS, there exists a need to establish an agency in State government
to render] advice on programs that will address the multiplicity of
problems confronting the Spanish-Speaking.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, WILLIAM G. MILLIKEN, "Govermor of the State of Michigan,
pursuant to the authority vested in me by the Constitution of the State of
Michigan and Act 195 of the Public Acts of 191, do hereby establish the
Michigan Advisory Council for the Spanish-speaking within the Executive
Office of the Governor. >

The Advisory Council shall be charged with, but not limited to, the follow-
ing functions and responsibilities:

1. To conduct a study of the problems of Spanish-speaking
people in the areas of education, employment, civil rights,
health, housing, and related matters and advise the Governor
and state agencies relative to their findings.

2. To coordinate the services of state and local governmental
entities to assure that Latino citizens have ready access
to decision-making bodies.

3. To consult with representatives of Federal agencies to iden-
tify federally-funded programs for Spanish-speaking pcople
and assist in maximizing the availability of such programs
at the State level.

4. To assist in recruiting and hiring of Spanish-speaking people
for positions in industry and government. .

5. To apply for and accept grants and gifts from governmental N\
or private sources to accomplish the objectives of the Council.

CABINET COMMITTEE PUBLIC INFORMATION POLICY

CABINET COMMITTEE CHAIRMAN

Authority

The Chairman of the Cabinet Committee on Opportunities for Spanish
Speaking People is the only "official voice" of the agency. Through
the Cabinet Committee's Director of Public Affairs and Information, the
Chairman prescribes the overall public image of the agency and the desired

means of fostering that image.

Utilization of Chairman

When public relations activities are planned properly, the Chairman
can enhance the image of the Cabinet Committee and facilitate the effec-
tive implementation of its goals, programs, and projections.

Of equal importance, the Chairman can serve a vital role by parfici—
pating in events that are designed to draw attention to the success of
the Spanish speaﬁing in.a manner that will also give credit to the Cabinet
Committee.

The cooperation and assistance of staff, both in seeking appropriate
opportunities for the Chairman and in providing information for possible
inclusion in speeches, articles, etc., will add to the overall effective-

ness of achieving the Cabinet Committee's goals.

Examples of Activities

1) Speaking at National Mecetings and Conventions

Purpose:
To provide an appropriate forum at which the goals, programs,

and projections of the Cabinet Committee can be articulated effec-



tively.

To build a reservoir of support——t;chnical resources
and funds, for instance--which can be tapped by the Cabinet
Committee in behalf of the Spanish speaking.

Procedure:

The staff can assist the Director of Public Affairs
and Information in selecting and planning speaking engage-
ments at conventions and meetings of national organizations

and groups whose assistance and/or understanding have been

deemed essential to a Cabinet Committee program, project, or
activity.
2) Speaking to Small Public and Private Organizations

In certain circumstances, the prestige of the Chairman's
office might be what is needed to give credibility to Cabinet
Committee efforts or other Spanish speaking programs. These
events should be discussed with the Director of Public Affairs
and Information to determine the appropriateness of the
Chaiiman's participation.
Examples:

University and college groups, local chapters of national

organizations, regional conventions, and meetings of leading

federal and state officials.
3) Media Appearances
Purpose:
To interpret and discuss Cabinet Committee's goals, accom-

plishments, and projections; to add legitimacy and movement to



the programs of Cabinet Committee target groups; to add
credibility to the aspirations of Spanish speaking groups
and to give foundation to their needs.

Procedure:

Assist the Director of Public Affairs and Information
in the selection of media appearances when such appearances
(1) stand to clear up myths and misconceptions about the
Cabinet Committee, or (2) serve as a means for Spanish speak-
ing groups to get their problems and programs before the
local public.

Examples:

Guest personality shows; local news programs; open mike
programs; network news/talk shows; news conferences; inter-
views; etc.

4) Chairman's Participation in Noteworthy Events of Cabinet Committee
Target Groups

Pgﬁpose:

To give official credit to the achievements of Spanish
speaking groups and to the Cabinet Committee for its assistance
and support.

Procedure:

Encourage Spanish speaking groups to plan public events
in recognition of their achievements. Work ;hrough the Director
of Public Affairs and Information in arranging for méaningful

participation of the Chairman in these events.




Examples:

Media Appearances--background infofmation (time, date,
etc.) and description of nature of program, reputation of
moderator(s), reporters, interviewers, type of audience or
readership, subject to be-discussed, etc.,

Speeches before groups--background information (time,
date, etc.) and description of organization, its activities,
and anticipated media coverage.

Ceremonies—--background information (timg, date, etc.)
and description of ceregony, dignataries schehuled to

participate, type of audience expected, and anticipated media

coverage.
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DIRECTOR OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS AND INFORMATION

Authority

The Cabinet Committee's Director of Public Affairs and Information
works directly under the Cabinet Committee Executive Director with full
latitude for setting priorities and aeadlines, and for seeing that the
public information aspects of the Cabinet Committee are consistent with

Cabinet Committee policy and attain the necessary degree of effectiveness.

Duties
Serves as chief advisor on matters pertaining to public information
,
policies and practices needed for the agency to carry out its responsi-
bilities under its mandate.
Develops and directs the Public Affairs and Information Office of
the Cabinet Committee inclusive of all means of disseminating general

information to the public (i.e., newsletter, printed aid multi-media

ﬁatter, speechmaking, press and media coverage, etc.)

Selected Activities

The following afe some examples of activities conducted by the Publié
Affairs and Information Office.
Establishment and utilization of relationships with mass
news media, trade, and popular publication editors to encourage
them to publicize selected Cabinet Committee programmatic efforts.
Invitations to noped media news representatives sympathetic

with the problems of Spanish speaking and Cabinet Committee efforts

Cabinet Committee.




Assistance in planning conferences, etc., to take advantage
of opportunities for positive Cabinet Committee publicity that
these occasions offer, and service media representatives covering
or showing interest in such events..

Production of Cabinet Committee annual reports and planning
for wide distribution through serialization in local media those
sections of the reports that have relevance to the local community.

Production of Cabinet Committee brochures, pamphlets, displays,
radio tapes, films, TV clips, slide presentations and other multi-

PUBLIC INFORMATION PROCEDURES

CABINET COMMITTEE PRESS RELATIONS

In press relations the Office of Public Affairs and Information seeks
to:
-— Guide Cabinet Committee staffers on how to respond to
press inquiries.
—— Acquaint Cabinet Committee staff as to the terminology
of newsmen and categories of news.
-- Inform Cabinet Committee staff on steps to take upon

receipt of requests for specific information.




PRESS RELATIONS POLICY AND GUIDELINES

Scope

These guidelines shall apply to all Cabinet Committee permanent,

temporary, contract, or consultant personnel.

Defiﬁitions

1. On the Record (direct quote or direct attribution). All sfate—
ments may be quoted verbatim and attributed, by name and title, to the
specific persons who make the statements.

. 2. Off the Record. Information which is to be hgld in complete
: ]

confidence. It is not to be publicized under any circumstances or in
any form. Nor is the information to be the subject of conversation except
among those who were privileged to receive it. Off the record information
is disseminated to give trusted reporters special information which they
need to grasp the significance of complicated current events or futu%e
events which will reguire special handling by a thoroughly informed press.
The principal valuejof off the record information is that it permits the
reporter to report complex events intelligently, to avoid inaccuracies,
and to recognize unfounded or false reports.

3. Backgrounders. A confusing term used by some who are interviewed

to mean off the record. Misunderstandings frequently arise when the term

background is used in this sense. The term should be used to describe

information which may be used by a reporter entirely on his own responsibility.

Background information, is that information which a reporter may use as
though it were the product of his own original research.

4. No comment. Self-explanatory.




General Inquiries

Inquiries about the general purposes and functions of the Cabinet
Committee may be handled by staff, or directed to the Office of Public
Affairs. 1If you are to be quoted in the newspaper or asked to appear

on radio or television, you must impediately inform the Office of Public

Affairs.,

Interviews. Occasionally, newsmen might wish to interview Cabinet
Committee staff regarding a project or activity or a community group
with whom the Cabinet Committee is currently working. Here, it would be
wise to review in advance the scope of the questions to be asked. If the
questions are of the kind that cannot be answered completely, it would be
best to offer Cabinet Committee assistance in'helping develop contact
between the newsman and a spokesman for the group in which he is interested.
However, use discretion to assure that this action does not appear as an
evasive tactic. If difficulty is experienced, the newsman should be
directed to the Office of Public Affairs.

Background Intﬁkviews. At times newsmen may wish to speak to Cabinet
Committee staff about the problems within a community or about general
conditions of the Spanish speaking. On these occasions make sure you know
the facts of the situation--do not conjecture, rumor, or hearsay. Be sure
the reporter understands that the information you give is to be used by him
as background material as if it were his own research. These interviews
must be cleared in advance of the interview by the Office of Public Affairs.

Off the Record Interviews. Staff shall not conduct off the record
interviews.

News Conferences. Staff shall not conduct news conferences.
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Public Speaki:r: Engagements

In some instances a local sponsoring organization may seck publicity
for an event at which a Cabinet Committee staff member is to speak.
Staff should refer the sponsors to the Director of Public Affairs and
Information.

The news media, of course, may cover speaking engagements of staff
members, and reporters may attempt to interview the speaker. On such
occasions, all after-speech comments must be limited to the contents

of the speech.

News Releases

News releases from the Cabinet Committee shall be initiated only
by the Office of Public Affairs and Information. Under no circumstances
shall news releases be initiated or released through any other Cabinet

x

Committee staff.

Report to Public Affairs Office

A brief written report on all press encounters by staff must be
/
forwarded to éhe Office of Public Affairs as soon as possible. Encounters
involving any difficulty should be reported verbally and immediately to

the Office of Public Affairs.
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SPEECHMAKING BY CABINET COMMITTEE STAFF

Because of its unique function, the Cabinet Committee receives
numerous requests for speakers, panelists, and resource participants
at meetings, conferences, symposia, etc. Participants in such events
can serve as an indispensable tool for aévancing Cabinet Committee goals.
The Office of Public Affairs outlines in the following the policy

and procedures governing speechmaking:

Definition

Speech. A presentation made befqre an organization or group at an
official meeting, convention, conference, etc., that takes the form of
(1) an address, (2) a lecture, or (3) specific input of a panelist or
resource participant. Not defined as speeches are statements made in
regular meetings with community groups and in conferences with private

groups.

Guidelines

1. Speeches sh?ll be made only when they fit into a specific Cabinef
Committee program éﬁg have potential for measurably advancing Cabinet Com-
mittee immediate and long range goals.

2. Speeches shall be predicated upon well thought out objectives.

3. Speeches éhall contain no information that can be categorized as
confidential, or which might embarrass the Cabinet Committee or have a
negative effect on its operations.

4. Only the Chairman, or his designee, shall speak for the Cabinet

Committee on policy matters or on the position of Cabinet Committee in local

and national situations. No other person shall assume this authority
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Permission (Staff)

A person wishing to make a speech must obtain written permission

from the

Director prior to the delivery date. Before making a commit-

ment, submit in writing the following information to the supervisor:

Date, place, and time of the proposed appearance

Short description of the group or organization before whom
the speech is to be made

Short description of how the speech fits into a specific
program or how it could advance overall agency goals

If the speech is to be published or advertised in any Qay

The subject matter to be discussed

Assistance needed to prepare for the appearance

A copy of the speech (or a detailed outline of the subject) shall be

submitted to the Director two weeks prior to its presentation, for review

of content and conformance with program objectives.

H.R, 10397 (Tab A) was approved by the House by a vote of 273 to

97 on October 18, 1973, Action on the bill now rests with the Senate.
The bill is currently lodged in Senator Ervin's Covernment Operatione
Committes, Prospects for moving this bill out of committee are remote,
H, R. 10397 would, in effect, restructure and modify the Cabinet Com-
mittee in four principal ways, Briefly, it would:

-- enlarge the membership of the Committee to 14 by adding the
Department of Defense, the Department of Transportation and
the Veterans Administration to the present membership;

-- expand the Advisory Council from 9 to 11 members;

. == provide that at least 50% of the budgetary allocation be spent
on regional offices; and

~-- place the Chairman of the Cabinet Committee under the pro-
visions of the Hatch Act,

H. R, 10397 is actively supported by retiring Congressman Chet
Holifield (D-Calif,), et al, While several features of this bill

merit the support of the Administration, neither the requirement

for regionalization of the Cabinet Committee nor the placement of
the Chairman under the Hatch Act are considered desirable elements
of the bill, Regionalization of the Cabinet Committee, while consis-
tent with the Administration's decentralization policy, would require
far more lead time than the bill would allow,

S. 2821 (Tab B) was introduced on December 17, 1973, by Senator
Javits (R-NY) along with several colleagues, including Senators

(R-Pa,). This bill, in its present form, simply extends legislative
authorization and appropriation of the Cabinet Committes up and until
December 31, 1974, the scheduled date of termination under the preaent

The Administration has requested that the Congress act on enabling
legislation to extend the life of the Cabinet Committee through June 30,
1975. Your letter to Senator Ervin of July 22, 1974, (Tab C) reaffirmed

on September 4, 1974, the President called upon Senator Montoya (D=
NM) and other Hispanic Congressmen to enact legislation extending the

Reference is made to your memorandum dated November 4, 1974 regarding
the status of legislation on the Cabinet Committee on Opportunities

for Spanish Speaking People. Further reference is made to my memoranda
dated September 20, August 31 and July 29, 1974 on the subject of
Congressional Affairs.

House of Representatives

On July 11, 1973, former Chairman Henry M. Ramirez was requested to
appear before the Civil Rights and Constitutional Rights Subcommittee
of the Committee on the Judiciary, House of Representatives, on the
role of the Cabinet Committee and providing equal opportunities for
Spanish speaking people. Mr. Ramirez was the only person to appear
and respond to questions posed by subcommittee members. The thrust
of the questions primarily dealt with allegations of the Cabinet Com-
mittee being used as an instrument to further the reelection of the
President in 1972. }
On July 23 and September 12, 1973, former Chairman Henry M. Ramirez,

On December 17, 1973, Senator Javits, along with several other colleagues,
presented S. 2821, which was a simplification of P.L. 91-181 which created
the Cabinet Committee, requesting authorization and appropriation up

and until December 31, 1974, the scheduled date of termination under

the present law.

However, as a result of a decision by the Administration to extend the
Cabinet Committee's life until at least June 30, 1975, Congress was
requested to act on enabling legislation to extend the life of the
Cabinet Committee. On July 22, 1974, Mrs. Anne Armstrong, Counsellor
to the President, directed a letter to Senator Ervin, Chairman of the
full Government Operations Committee, reaffirming the Administration's
position on the Cabinet Committee, as well as requesting an extension




of its life until at least June 30, 1975, Senator Ervin responded
to the Counsellor that in all probability hearings would be held
sometime in the fall to decide on the Cabinet Committee's pending
legislation in the Senate.

As a result of the aforementioned actions, there has been a con-
siderable exchange of ideas and information between me and Senators
Javits and Percy, minority members of the Government Operations
Committee, in order to stimulate action within that body on our
bill. Of prime note here is the fact that hearings before the
Select Committee on Presidential Campaign Activities of the U.S.
Senate held on November 7, 8, 13, 14 and 15, 1973 (Volumes 13
and 19), allegations into documentation were surfaced on the
politicalization of the Cabinet Committee. Documents surfaced
at this point angered Senator Montoya and other concerned Con-
gressmen so that no action was taken on the Cabinet Committee's
continued existence.

Through the combined efforts of the Cabinet Committee staff, Ad-
ministration officials at the White House and, most recently,
your particular office, a tempering of attitudes has been brought
about with respect to the continuation of the Cabinet Committee
and the possible extension of its life to June 30, 1975. You
have indicated to me that Senator Montoya is supporting the
extended life of the Committee for a period of one year, whose
support is, of course, paramount to any legislation regarding

the Cabinet Committee.

I have been assured by Senators Percy and Javits that they will
surface, subsequent to the Congress reconvening on or about
November 18, 1974, pending legislation to extend the Cabinet
Committee's life to June 30, 1975,

Along these same lines, where there also appeared to be strong
Hispanic organizational reservations on endorsing the Cabinet
Committee, the moods and attitudes have mellowed. Two of the
national Hispanic organizations (primarily Mexican American)
have on this date submitted letters of endorsement on continuing
with the Cabinet Committee. In addition, on this same date I
have received a communication from Senator John Tower strongly
endorsing the Cabinet Committee, as well as his personal inten-
sification of efforts to move on enabling legislation on behalf
of the Committee.

It appears at this writing that organizational, as well as con-
gressional support to extend the Cabinet Committee, has certainly
increased, as demonstrated by our most recent communications.

Prior to the Cabinet Committee:

Before the Cabinit Committee was created in 1967 as a result
of pressure from Mexican-American National Organizations and com-
munity leaders, the total non-congressional Spanish Speaking lobby-
ing effort in Washington, D.C. was on the shoulders of a handfull of
dedicated Spanish Speaking volunteers. These individuals financed
their own effort and were responsible for a modest beginning in filling
the great vacuum of non-representation, lack of funds and lack of
services for the Spanish Speaking by the Federal Government. At that
stage of our Raza movement, few Spanish Speaking persons came to

Washington, D.C. to speak out for our interests and for our people.



Those who did come were lucky if they could get audiences with
administrators of federal programs.

minorities.” This neglect of our people by their Federal Government
forced us to file successful charges of discrimination against
such federal agencies as the U.S. Civil Rights Commission, and the
U.S. Equal Employment Opportunity Commission, to mention just two
out of many. All this took place in the year of 1967. We shall
not regress to that sad time if ALL OF US PITCH IN and help NOW.
Road to Success: Accomplishments

Since the creation of the Cabinet Committee in 1967, there
has been a noticeable improvement in employment, services and
funds received by the Spanish Speaking from the U.S. Government.
We have been fortunate that the Cabinet Committee has had from
thirty to forty dedicated persons, many of whom are Spanish Speaking,
working full time in Washington, D.C. trying to prod Federal Agencies
to render adequate services, programs and funds for the Spanish
Speaking. No oye in their right mind would expect the small staff
of the Cabinet Committee to solve all the problems of the Spanish
Speaking People with the U.S. Federal Government. For the work that
the Cabinet Committee has been able to perform inspite of seemingly
insurmountable problems, we should be thankful. This is not to say
that the Cabinet Committee can not improve.

—-—-— ORIGINATING THE "16 Point Program"” The Cabinet Committee pioneered
this vital program and is exerting a maximum effort to have it fully
implemented. As a result of this unremitting effort, the "16 Point
Program" is being institutionalized within the U.S. Federal Government.



Already, more than 100 full time coordinators have been appointed
in the various federal departments and agencies. Concisely expressed,
the "16 Point Program” is a comprehensive plan for assuring and pro-
moting full participation by the Spanish Speaking in all phases of the
Nation's affairs, from government employment to full participation and
benefits in government programs.

-—— FEDERAL FUNDS - The flow of funds has greatly increased in many
vital areas for the Spanish Speaking as a direct result of the work
