I am at present getting settled here in the Department of
Sociology, University of Oregon. I have been here since
September 5th. In that time, I have had time to assess,
from a sociological perspective, the social service delivery
systems relative to health care.

I have also consulted with the Associate Head of the Depart-
ment of Sociology, and with representatives of the Lane
County Council of Governments, headquartered in Eugene,
Oregon. The conclusions are, there is a drastic need for
research and development of health care delivery, with an
emphasis on low-income and poverty level populations.

I am at present in the planning stages of forming a research
institute within the institutional framework of the Univer-
sity of Oregon. This research center with emphasis on policy
implementation will be identified as The Consortium for
Health Care Research and Development. The purposes of the
Consortium will be to:

1) research and identify medical social service
health care delivery systems among low “FORD
income and indigent populations in the /éi
Willamette Valley; >

2) compile and catalogue research materials
dealing with health care/health care
delivery systems among low-income-indigent
populations.

3) focus on migrant populations (Chicano) and
identify and compile data on adult and
infant mortality rates; types, if any, of
prenatal care available; and focus in
general on health care delivery systems.

The development and implementation of health care facilities
can be coordinated with state and county governments.

Fernando, the long-range policy implications for Chicanos as
medical professionals is my focus. The recruiting of
students from urban/rural populations with assistantships

in the C.H.C.R.D. can, and will be linked to the College of
Medicine, the University of Oregon. Also, the development
of health care administrators and planners are in focus as
well.

"/aan you help me get this going? If so, can you or your
office identify for me the possible sources for funding?
I will be indeed indebted to you for any assistance in this
endeavor.

This is an item from my collection which I want to give to you as a
personal memento.

I discovered the letter some years ago while excavating in the base-
ment of an old cigar factory in Ybor City which was constructed in
the 1890's and has since been razed.

The story the letter conveys is one of the least known chapters in
the history of Negro-Hispano relations in Tampa, and perhaps the
United States.

In the early days (ca. 1890), many Cuban Negroes settled in Tampa
and worked as cigar rollers, etc. The subject in reference,
Evenia Domininge, may have been one of those persons, or perhaps a
Caucasian hispana. In any event, it was the Urban League which
came to her aid as it frequently did in the case of many luckless
latinos.

As destiny would have it, B. E. Mays went on to become one of America's
great Negro educators.

This is what our Nation is all about.
