This has reference to our telephone conversation of 
November 13, 1974 regarding the recruitment of quali-
fied Hispanic American candidates for the Board of 
Directors of the newly created Legal Services Corpora-
tion. 

As you are probably aware, the President met with the 
Spanish speaking Members of Congress on September 4, 
1974 and with a group of national Hispanic leaders on 
October 17, 1974 regarding a host of issues affecting 
this country's 11-14 million Hispanic Americans. One 
of the principal concerns expressed by virtually every 
participant at these meetings was the necessity for 
r-ompt and decisive action by the President to assure 
full representation of Hispanic Americans on policy 
making boards and commissions throughout the Federal 
government. Particular concern was expressed by both 
groups over the apparent lack of consideration of 
Hispanic candidates for appointment. to the Legal Services 
Board. 

Following the meetings, I sent to Dave Wimer and Andre 
Le Tendre, biographical information on two outstanding 
Spanish-surnamed nominees for t h e Board. I am append-
ing copies of updated resumes en each of these gentlemen 
for your perusal. Either of these men, in my opinion, 
would prove an absolute asset to the Board. 
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Over the past six years, .Mar i o Obledo and Cruz Reynoso 
have been at the forefro nt o f e very major constitution-
al and civil rights i ss ue a ffe cting the lives of millions 
of Spanish speaking America ns. Obledo, as former Presi-
dent and General Couns e l of the Mex ican American Legal 
Defense and Educational Fund (MALDEF), and Reynoso . as 
former Director of the California Rural Legal Assistance 
program have a prov en track record in the field of legal 
services to the poor. They have earned the respect bf • 
their fellow Hispanic Americans, understand the problems 
of the poor, know the unique needs of Hispanic American 
people and are committed to working within the system to 
secure social change.-

While other individuals may appear stronger on paper, 
no other Hispanic American candidates enjoy the national 
reputation and respect of their fellow Spanish speaking 
Americans than Obledo and Reynoso. Other candidates, 
like Armando C. De Baca, Rodolfo Montejano, Arturo Ortega, 
Alfredo Hernandez, Roger Cisneros, and others, if appoint-
ed would bring, at best, only limited expertize to the 
Board. Once more, they would do little to bring this Admin-
istration closer to a large and significant community that 
has for so long felt ignored, excluded and apart from the 
American mainstream of activity. This Administration needs 
to make every effort to reach out to the nation's less for-
runate citizens. Appointment of either Mr. Obledo or Mr. 

·• Reynoso to the Legal Services Corporation Board of Directors 
would go far to memonstrate to this nation's Hispanic 
Americans that they need not go unnoticed any longer.
