President Johnson always had the
interests of his fellow countrymen at heart and
he worked untiringly to build a great and enduring
society for them. History will remember him in
particular for his notable achievements in the
legislative field. His domestic programmes, many
of which have now been embodied in legislation,
stand as an enduring monument to his deep concern
for the welfare of the American people.

"On behalf of my Government and the
Australian people I extend sympathy and
condolences to the former President's widow
and family."

THE UNITED States should
welcome Australia’s de-
cision to curb foreign in-
vestment, the Federal
Treasurer, Mr Crean, said
yesterday.

Speaking on his return from
Washington, he said: “The
Americans ought to be pleased
we have put curbs on capital
inflow.

“One of their main difficulties
is that excessive capital outflow
has aggravated their balance of
payments problem.”

Mr Crean scoffed at
recent suggestion by the
outgoing U.S. Ambassador, Mr
Walter Rice, that attempts to
restrict the inflow of American
capital could result in increased

| protectionism in the U.S.

BIG PROBLEM

Those who threatened retalia-
tory action should remember
that Australia had an adverse
balance of trade with the U.S.
of about $700 million a year, he
said.

“I told them so at a luncheon
in Washington last Friday,” he
said.

“I understand -there were
more people there than at any
time since Sir Robert Menzies
spoke there.

“I said the American position
would be worse than it is if
they did not have a few cus-
tomers like us. If we had a sur-
plus in our trade with them,
their deficit would be greater.

“I don’t think there’s any case
for the U.8. to be critical of the

the

+

actions Australia has taken. I
found them very prepared to
give us credit for what we have
done.”

Mr Crean said he did not
think the U.S. was snubbing the
Prime Minister, Mr Whitlam, by
not inviting him to visit.

Nor had he noticed any re-
sentment in Washington over
new Australian attitudes to
foreign investment.

He said: “I think it was gen-
erally understood that it 1s
difficult for Mr Whitlam to visit
the U.S. until the end of the
parliamentary session.

“The only reason I went was
for the conference of the Inter-
national Monetary Fund Com-
mittee of 20, of which Australia
is a member. Mr Whitlam has
had no opportunity to go.”

Mr Crean said some investors
in the US. seemed to oppose
President Nixon's appeal to the
whole nation to exert internal
discipline.

“I don’t believe the U.S. will
be able to remove all thelr capi-
tal restrictions by the end of
1974 and I found many Ameri-
cans who don't believe {t
either,” he said.

“Their big problem in the fu-
ture is that countries which fore
merly almost fell over backe
wards for their capital are going
to be a little more critical in
future.”

By way of introduction, I would like to
say that over the years I have had occasion to
visit Australia a number of times on business;
and in addition to excellent friends, I feel
I have acquired some understanding of Australian
sensibilities and of the genuineness of U.Se=-
Australian friendship.

It has been rumored in the bPress that the
hew Australian Prime Minister, Mr. Whitlam, is
planning to visit the United States later on
this summer, and it is further rumored that the
White House plans to give him the cold shoulder.
I very much hope that if the first report is
correct, the latter will prove to be incorrect.

I personally am appalled by many of the
statements made and actions taken by Mr. Whitlam
and some of his ministers on taking charge of
the Australian government. I found some to be
extremely offensive and of doubtful taste. Yet
I think that the overriding importance of main-
taining strong ties of friendship with the Aus-
tralian people should cause us to overlook the
excesses of newly appointed ministers who were
undoubtedly feeling their oats.

Attached at Tab A is a schedule proposal recommending that the
President receive the credentials of five ambassadors. It also
recommends that he agree to a substantive meeting with British
Ambassador Sir Peter, who is due to arrive on March 2. For
protocol reasons, it would not be possible for the President to
receive the British Ambassador before he receives the others
already here. As it now stands, the British Ambassador is in
the number 4 position, with the Rwanda Ambassador not expected
to leave his country until March 1 and we are uncertain of his exact
arrival in Washington. I believe once we have a date and time for
the credentials ceremony and the President's agreement to a sub-
stantive meeting with Sir Peter, we can work out the logistics.

It is entirely possible that the Rwanda Ambassador will not be
prepared to be received.

GEOGRAPHY

Australia, the smallest continent but one of the
largest nations, is located below the Southeast
Asian archipelago and is bounded on the east by
the Pacific Ocean and on the west by the Indian
Ocean, Its area, including the State of Tasmania,
is 2,974,581 square miles, slightly less than that
of the continental United States.

Most of the continent is a low, irregular pla-
teau, The center generally is flat, barren, and arid,
much of it resembling the Sahara Desert. The
mountain chains lie close tothe coasts. The south-
eastern quarter of the continent is 500,000 square
miles of fertile plain, Average elevation is slightly
more than 900 feet above sea level. The 12,000-
mile coastline is singularly free from deep in-
dentation, the most remarkable exceptions being
the Gulf of Carpentaria on the northern coast and
the Great Australian Bight on the southern coast.
The Great Barrier Reef, the longest coral reef in
the world, stretches for 1,200 miles off the coast
of Queensland in the east.

The mountain masses lie mainly along and
roughly parallel to the east coast, in the center
of the continent, and in Western Australia. Chief
of the eastern group is the Great Dividing Range,
which runs from north to south almost the length
of the coast, and the Australia Alps, extending as
a continuation for about 300 miles through New
South Wales and Victoria in the southeast. The
highest point in Australia, 7,314 feet, is the sum-
mit of Mt, Kosciusko in the southeast,

In general, the coastal region is well watered
by the rivers, although many are short, swift,
and unnavigable, The greatest of the rivers is
the Murray (1,609 miles long), which forms the
major part of the boundary between New South
Wales and Victoria before entering the sea in
South Australia southeast of Adelaide. Its chief
tributaries are the Darling, the Murrumbidgee,
and the Lachlan, Many other rivers become mere
trickles in the dry season. Availability of water
is the dominant factor in settlement, one-third of
the continent being desert and another third con-
sisting of marginal grazing areas.

Because of its size Australia experiences wide
variations in climate, but its insular position and
the absence of striking physical features make it
less subject to extremes of weather than other
similar areas. As it is south of the Equator, the

AUSTRALIA

seasons are opposite to those of the Northern

Hemisphere. Most of southern’Australia has warm
summers and long hours of sunshine, Snow is un-
usual outside the mountain regions. Nearly 40
percent of Australia lies within the tropics. The
nation suffers intermittently from disastrous
droughts and floods.

Australia lies within the zones of prevailing
westerly winds and the southeast trades, both of
which condition the rainfall, On the coast rainfall
generally is plentiful, but a great part of the in-
terior has less than 10 inches of rain per year.
Parts of the tropical north have been compared
with the monsoon area of India, with an annual
rainfall of 60-100 inches. Between the parts af-
fected by these extremes of aridity and heavy rain-
fall are extensive areas, especially in the south-
east and southwest, which enjoy adequate and
gentle rains of about 40 inches a year.

The Australian flag is blue withthe red, white,
and blue Union Jack of the United Kingdom in the
top left corner. A large white star directly beneath
symbolizes federation. The right half of the banner
carries five smaller white stars, representing
the Southern Cross Constellation,

PEOPLE

The population of Australia, estimated at
12,967,000 in June 1972, is predominantly of Bri-
tish origin, but is changing slowly with the con-
tinued immigration from continental Europe. A
quarter of the 80,000 Australian aborigines live
in the Northern Territory. Under the Australian
Constitution, each State is responsible for the wel-
fare of the aborigines living within its borders.
The Federal Government is responsible for those
living in the Northern Territory.

The Australian Government’s ambitious immi-
gration program has proved a key factor in the
country’s economic development, Since 1945,
more than 2,3 million immigrants have been ad-
mitted for permanent residence, mostly from the
United Kingdom, Germany, Greece, and Italy,
About 1,6 million of these immigrants, including
nearly 200,000 refugees, have received financial
asgsistance for the passage.

Two=thirds of the total population is concen=
trated in the southeastern States of New South
Wales and Victoria, with one~thirdliving in Sydney
and Melbourne,
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More than half of the Australians reside at the
State capitals, Following are the populations of the
capital cities as of June 1970:

Australia’s literacy rate is estimated to be
98.5 percent., The language of the country is Eng-
lish,

HISTORY

Little is known of Australia before its dis-
covery by Dutch explorers in the 17th century.
In 1770 Captain James Cook explored the east
coast and annexed it for Great Britain, On January
26, 1788, (a datenow celebratedas Australia Day),
the Colony of New South Wales was founded by
Captain Arthur Phillip and formal proclamation on
the site of Sydney followed on February 7, Many,
but by no means all, of the first settlers were
convicts, anumber of them condemned for offenses
which today would be thought trivial., About the
middle of the 19th century a policy of emancipa-
tion of the convicts and assisted immigration of
free men emerged. The discovery of gold led to
increased population, wealth, and trade.

Dates of creation of the six colonies which now
comprise the States of the Australian Common-
wealth are: New South Wales, 1823; Tasmania,
1825; Western Australia, 1838; South Australia,
1842; Victoria, 1851; Queensland, 1859, Settlement
had preceded these dates in most cases, Desire
for a close union resulted, after discussions be-
tween Australian representatives and the British
Government, in the Commonwealth of Australia
Constitution Act of 1900,

The first Federal Parliament was opened at
Melbourne in May 1901 by the Duke of York (later
King George V). In May 1927, the seat of govern=
ment was transferred to Canberra and the first
session of Parliament in that city was opened by
another Duke of York (later King George VI).
Australia passed the Statute of Westminster Adop-
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tion Act on October 9, 1942, which officially estab-
lished Australia’s complete autonomy in both
internal and external affairs. Its passage merely
formalized a situation that had existed for years.

GOVERNMENT

The Commonwealth Government was created
with a constitution patterned in part on the U.S.
Constitution, The powers of the Commonwealth
are specifically defined, the residual powers re-
main with the States.

Australia is a fully independent nation within
the Commonwealth of Nations. Queen Elizabeth II
is the Sovereign and Chief of State, represented
throughout Australia by a Governor General and
in each State by a Governor. The leader of the
political party or coalition of parties that wins a
majority of the seats in the House of Represent-
atives is named Prime Minister. The Prime Min-
ister, who is Head of Government, and his Cabinet
wield actual power andare responsible tothe Fed-
eral Parliament, of which they themselves must
be elected members.

The Federal Parliament is bicameral, consist-
ing of a Senate and a House of Representatives.
The 60 Senators, 10 from each State, are elected
for 6-year terms, with half elected every three
years. The House consists of 125 members elected
every 3 years (plus one member representing
the Northern Territory, who may vote only on
certain motions). In ordinary legislation the two
chambers have coordinate powers, but all pro-
posals for appropriating revenue or imposing
taxation must be introduced in the House of Repre-
sentatives. The last general election was on
December 2, 1972,

At the apex of the court system is the High
Court of Australia. It has general appellate juris-
diction over all other Federal and State courts
and possesses the power of constitutional review,

The Commonwealth of Australia consists of
six federated States, each with its own elected
legislature headed by a Premier (elected by the
legislature): New South Wales, South Australia,
Western Australia, Tasmania, Victoria, and
Queensland. The Australian Capital Territory has
a status similar to that of Washington, D.C.; the
Northern Territory and Papua resemble the for-
mer territorial status of Alaska and Hawaii; and
New Guinea is under a U.N, trusteeship. Adminis-
tratively, Papua and New Guinea are treated as a
unit, and they are progressing toward internal
self-government by December 1973 and indepen-
dence by 1975,

POLITICAL CONDITIONS

Essentially, Australia has a three-party sys-
tem, consisting of the Australian Labor Party,
the Liberal Party, and the Country Party, Invery
general terms, the three draw their strength,
respectively, from the trade unions and labor
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movement, business—interests; and-agrieultural
interests.

In the December 1972 election, the Australian
Labor Party won a majority of seats inthe House
of Representatives, and formed the first Labor
Government in Australia since 1949, The distri-
bution of seats in the House is: Australian Labor
Party, 67; Liberal Party, 38; Country Party, 20.
The division in the ‘Senate is: Australian Labor
Party, 26; Liberal-Country Party coalition, 26;
Democratic Labor Party, 5 (see below); and
Independent, 3.

The voting strength of the Australian Com-
munist Party is negligible; it has never won a
seat in the Parliament., The Communists have
managed, however, to gain considerable influence
in several important Australian trade unions.
Dramatic progress in ousting Communists from
trade union positions was made in 1951-53, The
technique of accomplishing this, in which the
Catholic wing of the labor movement played a
conspicuous part, led to a serious split in the
Australian Labor Party. In 1957 rightwing ele-
ments in the party broke away to form the
Democratic Labor Party, which, although it has
been unable to win any seats in the House, holds
the balance of power in the Senate and has effec-
tively harassed and handicapped its parent party.

Billy Snedden, former Treasurer under the
Liberal-Country Party Government thatlost in the
1972 election, became Leader of the Opposition
in December 1972,

ECONOMY

Australia is a land rich in basic natural re-
sources and capable, through modern technology
and large amounts of capital, of supporting a
population many times its present 13 million, Its
standard of living, with a per capita income of
approximately U.S. $2,700, is among the highest
in the world.

Although mineral exports are rising rapidly,
agriculture continues to be the principal source
of Australia’s essential overseas income, Aus-
tralian agriculture resembles that of the United
States in being largely mechanized and highly ef-
ficient but differs in being based largely on pas=
tures and winter grains, with a limitedacreage of
row crops., Both Australia and the United States
export grains, dairy products, fruit, and certain
livestock products. Marketing these commodities
is therefore a matter of common concern,

Also a matter of concern is the economic
impact on Australia of the British entry into the
European Economic Community (Common Mar-
ket), which will end the present favorable market-
ing arrangements for Australia in the United
Kingdom under the system of Commonwealth
preference. Britain’s preferential treatment in
Australia was terminated as of February 1973.

The future strength of the Australian economy
will be based in large part on the country’s huge
mineral potential. Iron ore replaced wool as
Australia’s single leading export in 1970-71, In
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future years minerals will constitute a larger
component of Australia’s exports. Iron ore and
bauxite have been in the forefront of the new
boom in minerals, although traditional natural
resources such as lead, zinc, and copper are
still important elements on the Australian mining
scene, Nickel and coal are becoming more impor-
tant, Although some of Australia’s minerals are
processed domestically into finished and semi-
finished products, the bulk is exported, principally
to Japan, for further processing. Within recent
years local production has begun to satisfy domes-
tic demand for petroleum. Discoveries in the
Bass Strait and in other offshore areas may
relieve Australia’s dependence on external
sources for its fuel requirements, Uranium de-
posits discovered in 1970 promise to make
Australia an important producer.

Power Project

In the mountainous area of New South Wales
the Australian Government is pushing through one
of the world’s greatest engineering projects, the
Snowy Mountains hydroelectric power scheme.
When completed in about 1975, this vast complex
of dams, tunnels, and power stations will have cost
more than $1 billion; will produce 3 million kilo-
watts of power annually; and will divert 2 million
acre-feet of water per year from the fertile val-
leys east of the mountains, where there is ample
rainfall, to the arid plains on the west, where it
will be used for irrigation, Parts of the project
have been completed and are in operation. The
U.S. Bureau of Reclamation at Denver, Colo., has
actively assisted the project, and U.S. firms have
played an important part in it. In a 2-year period
the American group of Kaiser, Walsh, Perini,
and Raymond built the Eucumbene Dam, the
second highest earth- and rock-filled dam in the
world.

Manufacturing

Though Australia continues to be dependent
primarily on agricultural products for its export
income, the outstanding feature of the Australian
scene in the past few years has been the rapid
growth of manufacturing, Thirty-five percent of
the total work force is now employed in industry
as opposed to 11 percent in agriculture, While
originally Australian manufacturing was directed
primarily toward supplying internal markets, it
now accounts for an increasing proportion of ex-
ports. Over the last six years, exports of manu-
factured goods has risen 56 percent, as compared
with a 48-percent rise in exports as a whole.

Investment in Australia

The Australian Federal Government, and the
State governments, too, have traditionally followed
a policy of welcoming foreign private investment,
They have recognized that an inflow of capital is

necessary if Australia is to develop as rapidly as.

they wish, In the past few years, however, this
desire for incoming capital has been tempered by
the recognition that some limits must be drawn to
prevent a foreign domination of the Australian
economy. In that regard, the Labor Government,
elected in December 1972, has announced that
foreign investment will be subjected to closer
scrutiny in the future to insure that Australia
gets maximum benefit from the investment,

Since World War II, Australia has refused to
allow establishment of foreign banks, It also in-
sists on domestic ownership of the media, air-
lines, and utilities. In recent years, a striking
growth of nonbank financial institutions and more
varied concepts of financing have occurred. For-
eign investors have been especially prominent,
There have been indications of government con-
cern that banking regulations concerning reserves
and interest rates donot apply to these institutions,
thus hampering efforts to manage the economy.
Although exchange control formalities are main-
tained, there is no barrier to repatriation of
earnings and capital, With a stable political cli-
mate and good growth prospects, Australia is
regarded as a favorable area for U.S. investors,

Of the $10.5 billion invested in Australia from
abroad as of June 30, 1971, about $4 billion came
from the United States and about $5 billion came
from the United Kingdom, U.S, investment appears
gradually to be overtaking U.K, investment, Japa~
nese investment, starting at about $20 million in
1968, is still relatively small—about $250 million
in 1972, 1t is rising at over $100 million annually,
perhaps a quarter of the U.S. investment rate.

Currently, there are over 500 U.S. firms with
subsidiaries or joint ventures in Australia.
Another 1,100 companies have licensing ar-
rangements or other agreements with Australian
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companies, U.S. investment has been primarily in
manufacturing, totaling about $1.7 billion, but
investment in mining and smelting has risen
to $478 million as of June 1970, American invest-
ment is prominent in engineering, chemicals, food
processing, and petroleum, Among the firms ac-
tive in Australia are General Motors, International

Harvester, Mobil Oil, Goodyear, Monsanto,
Armco, IBM, Ford, and Chrysler.
Trade

Overseas trade plays a relatively large role
in Australia’s economy, with exports accounting
for about 14 percent of its gross national product
(as against 4 percent in the United States). His-
torically, Australia has been dependent on wool
and other agricultural products for its export
earnings, but this is changing, Wool, wheat, meat,
dairy products, and fruits, which accounted for
49 percent of exports in 1969, accounted for only
44 percent in 1970-71. The export of metal ores
has quadrupled since 1969, The United States,
Japan, and the United Kingdom are Australia’s
principal trading partners. Japan is Australia’s
largest market. The United States is Australia’s
leading supplier. After a three-year lull, the
People’s Republic of China resumed purchases
of Australian wheat in 1972; it also buys Australian
steel and sugar, Australia’s major imports are
textiles, petroleum chemicals, machinery, elec-
tric machinery, and transport equipment,

Current economic conditions are prosperous,
Production and business activity expand steadily
despite weaknesses inagriculture and an inflation-
ary trend that began in 1970, The long-term out-
look is for continued dynamic growth and a healthy
balance of payments in the 1970’s as the mineral
exports continue to rise.



Defense

In March 1957 the Australian Government an-
nounced a new defense program with emphasis
on ‘“‘mobility, hitting power, and modern equip-
ment.”’ It included the decision to make Australian
land and air weapons compatible with U.S. equip-
ment, a departure from Australia’s traditional
military connections with the United Kingdom. In
1961-63 arrangements were completed for the
construction, in the United States, of three ultra-
modern guided missile destroyers. In 1963-64 a
defense buildup was announced, and Australia
contracted to buy 24 F-111 aircraft. Delivery of
these aircraft began in March 1973, In the interim,
the RAAF had the use of 24 F-4aircraft, Defense
expenditures have continued at a fairly highlevel;
in fiscal year 1972-73 they are expectedtobe $1.5
billion. This figure may prove insufficient, since
one of the first acts of the Labor Government, on
assuming power in December 1972, was to abolish
conscription in favor of an all-volunteer Army.

Under the Five Power Defense Arrangement,
announced in London in April 1971, Australia, with
the United Kingdom and New Zealand, will cooper-
ate with Malaysia and Singapore for the defense
of the two latter countries. Australian forces
are stationed in Malaysia and Singapore, but the
Labor Government has announced the battalion
and battery there will not be replaced when their
tour of duty is up. The Government has made it
clear, however, that it will continue to honor
Australia’s commitment to the Arrangement by
providing the necessary training facilities per-
sonnel, maintaining the present air and naval
elements in Malaysia and Singapore, and by rotat-
ing troops to Singapore for periodic exercises.

Current military policy focuses on the assump-
tion of regional security responsibilities and on
the defense of Australia’s increasingly important
Indian Ocean frontier. In this connection the con-
struction of a naval base and the expansion of an
air base on the Western Australian coast has
already begun.

The only sizable U.S. military installation in
Australia is Harold E, Holt Naval Communication
Station at Northwest Cape in Western Australia.
There are two joint U.S.-Australian defense space
installations: the Pine Gap research facility and
the Woomera communications station,

FOREIGN RELATIONS

Australia has pursued its principal objective,
the security of its own underpopulated island con-
tinent, through the support of U,N, collective
security measures (one of the first to respond to
U.N. appeals for aid to Korea by sending ground,
air, and naval forces); through defense treaties,
such as the Southeast Asia Treaty Organization
(SEATO) and the Australia-New Zealand-United
States Treaty (ANZUS); through a good-neighbor
policy and technical assistance program (the Co-
lombo Plan) with South and Southeast Asia; and
by an ambitious program of immigration from the
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United Kingdom and Europe. Australia’s tradi-
tional dependence on the British Royal Navy for
protection ended with the fall of Singapore in 1942;
since then the country has looked more and more
toward the United States. Although still interested
in the security of the Middle East, where its
troops fought in both World Wars, Australia is
more concerned with the closer problem of the
security of Southeast Asia. Australia is a signa-
tory of SEATO and in 1955 assumed Commonwealth
defense obligations in Malaya (now Malaysia);
these continue. It also contributed an 8,000-man
combat contingent to the defense of South Viet-
Nam, which was withdrawn in 1971,

Australia is an important donor of economic
aid—all in the form of grants, not loans—to de-
veloping nations in its part of the world. It played
a leading role in establishing the Colombo Plan and
has since contributed more than $410 million in
food and technical and economic aid through the
plan. Australia is also a charter member of the
Asian Development Bank (ADB). Thousands of
Asian students have been trained in Australian
institutions of higher learning or technical insti-
tutions. Official figures show expenditures of
almost $2 billion in external aid since World War
II. (This figure includes aid to the Territory of
Papua and New Guinea.) Australia ranks fourth in
the world in the percentage of national income
devoted to development assistance to developing
countries.

U.S.-AUSTRALIAN RELATIONS

On maost international issues Australians and
Americans are in broad agreement and cooperate
closely in pursuit of mutual objectives,

Both the Government and the opposition fully
realize that Australia’s security depends on firm
ties with the United States. The ANZUS Treaty
and SEATO have had, in effect, bipartisan sup-
port,

From the inception of the United Nations,
Australia has been a firm supporter of that
organization and, whether under Labor or Liberal
governments, has sided with the United States on
major controversies in the United Nations,

U.S. relations with Australia, because of the
World War II experience as well as similarities
in culture and historical background, are ex-
ceptionally close and friendly., Minor frictions
sometimes arise in trade relations, and the
Australians in recent years have protested against
what they consider U.S. protectionist barriers
against their exports such as wool, meat, dairy
products, lead, and zinc, They have also been
perturbed at U.S. balance-of-payments measures
curbing investment in Australia and have ex-
pressed apprehension that U.S. disposals of agri-
cultural surpluses abroad would injure their
position in world markets,

Expressive of the friendship Australians feel
for Americans is the warm welcome they extended
to U.S. servicemen on rest and recuperation leave
from South Viet-Nam. About 6,800 servicemen
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visited Australia each month on suchleave during
the program. )

Australia is the location of an increasing
number of U.S. scientific activities because of its
geographical position, large landmass, advanced
technology, the well-developed Woomera Range
in South Australia, and, above all, the ready
cooperation of its Government and scientists.

The National Aeronautics and Space Admin-
istration (NASA) maintains its largest an.d most
important overseas program in Australia, includ-
ing a number of tracking facilities vital to the
U.S. space program. An agreement concluflgd
in 1968 promises to broaden existing scientific
cooperation in arid zone research, oceanography,
and other fields.

We are implementing measures to ease the needed adjustment
to increased beef production and to assist in preventing
future supply-demand imbalances that could adversely affect
consumer prices. On June 18, at the request of the President,
the Department of Agriculture initiated a plan to buy up to
$100 million of beef and pork during the summer to provide
lunches for 25 million school children. The Department also
purchased 105 million pounds of beef and pork during the
1973/74 fiscal year. We are also talking with our trading
partners, principally the EC, Japan and Canada encouraging
them to relax their restrictions.

We welcome Australia's efforts in developing proposals for
multilateral discussions that would contribute to ameliora-
tion of the current situation.

AUSTRALIAN STATEMENT
ON MEAT SITUATION

The Australian Minister for Overseas Trade, Dr James F, Cairns,
said in Canberra today that Australia had taken a number of steps to find
solutions to the difficulties now confronting world trade in meat.

Dr Ceirns announced that Australia would send a top~level
deiegation to Brussels to discuss with the European Economic Community
measures recently introduced by the E.E.C. which were having a serious effect
on Australia's meat trade with Furope.

The delegation would be led by Dr S, F. Harris (Deputj Secretary
of the Department of Oversesas Trade) and would comprise Colonel M, H. McArthur
(Chairman of the Australian Meat Board), Mr I, Wright (Deputy Chairman of
the Board), and Mr J, G. Jones (export member of the Board and meat industry
representative). :

; Dr Cairns said chat high level talks had also been sought with
the Japanese Government on the measures which Japan had recently introduced
to suspend imports of beef and veal and he hoped that these consultations
would take place shortly.

Australia was presently in the process of developing proposals
for multilateral discussion~ on orderly marketing in the international meat
trade.and would be exploring these ideas in the near future with countries
with a principal interest in meat production and trade.

Dr Cairns said it was in the interests of both consumers and
producers that some way be found to stabilise prices at reasonable levela
thereby ensuring a continuing place for meat in consumers' diets.
