Today Mr. Vicente Lecuna, Director of Banco de Venezuela, the

largest commercial bank in Venezuela, and a distinguished member

of the Venezuelan financial community, paid a call to suggest that

it would be useful if President Nixon (or, alternatively, the

Secretary of State) could invite President-Elect Rafael Caldera of

Venezuela for an official visit to Washington during the latter

part of February, prior to his inauguration in March.

The case he presented can be summarized as follows:

1.

The Venezuelan nation (and these opinions have been
frequently voiced in their press) is convinced that
President Nixon will not have forgotten the violent
personal attack on his entourage in Venezuela on

May 19, 1958 and will, in his Latin American policy,
attempt to punish Venezuela for the hostility expressed
in that incident. At times, the argument is not set
forth quite so crudely, but the basic rationale of this

widely held opinion remains the same.

Venezuela, because of its geographic location and its

petroleum resources, is of critical importance to the

United States and to our Latin American posture. This
importance was recognized by the Communists in the

Western Hemisphere in that Venezuela was the prime target

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for Castro-leaning guerrilla forces during the years
1965 to 1968. Bombings of United States companies and
of o0il pipe lines received frequent attention in United

States' press during these years.

Rafael Caldera, who is the leader of the Christian
Democratic Party (COPEI) in Venezuela, is a repre-
sentative of the moderate, democratic left in Latin
America (other examples being President Frei of Chile
and President Lleras of Colombia) which seems to
provide the most hopeful political solution to the
basic social conflicts of the area. Considerable
effort is apparently being exerted at the present time
to link Venezuela, through the Christian Democratic
Party, more closely with the Christian Democratic
parties of Western Europe. The present moment offers

a unique opportunity to those political groups in
Venezuela attempting to reduce United States' influence
and increase importance of Western Europe in terms of
financial assistance, political alliances, and economic

ties.

Rafael Caldera won the election in Venezuela held in
early December, 1968 by only 31,000 votes over the
representative of the incumbent political party, Accion
Democratica. The fact that public opinion forced prompt
recognition by the electoral authorities of Caldera's

electoral victory is generally taken as an encouraging

Reproduced at the Richard Nixon Presidential Library and Museum



sign, both of increasing political maturity in the
Venezuelan electorate and as recognition of Caldera's

moral stature.

5. No petroleum concessions have been granted by the
Venezuelan Government for ten years, and it is
generally assumed that the whole problem of con-
cessions must be reopened during Mr. Caldera's
term as President. The opinion has been expressed
that this gesture of arranging for a high level
invitation to Washington to be extended at this
time to Mr. Caldera might well have some critical
importance in President-Elect Caldera's petroleum

policy vis=-a-vis United States' oil companies.

his choices.

I also wish to acknowledge my gratitude for the warm welcome
extended to my Ambassador and for the interest in my country
as evidenced by your kind remarks, of which I have taken due
notice.

Your comments have underlined a fact of excep-
tional importance for the Hemisphere: the real and specific
possibility that my country may experience a decisive advance
towards its development, within a framework of political fre-
edom and respect for the law.

Such a development, sought by my people with deep
determination, is linked to the just participation of Venezuelan
products in the world markets. In this respect, Mr. President,
the principle you stated, shortly after the beginning of your
term of office, that trade is an instrument for which there is
no substitute in the development of a just hemispheric cooper-
ation, offers today more than ever, in the case of our two
countries, a practical opportunity of tremendously fruitful
consequences,
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Specifically, Venezuela has been a reliable
source of supply for the United States energy market, and
has not neglected once to take adequate measures to adapt
its oil products to the requirements of that market.

At this time, Mr. President, your Government
is carrying out a careful review of all its energy policies.
Under that circumstance, I consider it appropriate to empha-
size the political and economic importance that for Venezuela
has its reincorporation to those countries whose oil exports
have free access to the United States market. This would open
the possibility of achieving an acceptable and realistic solu-
tion safeguarding the various interests involved.

On the other hand, there exists the fact, not ge-
nerally known, that the balance of payments between our two
countries is not balanced, being unfavorable towards Venezuela.
This stresses the importance which the strengthening of Vene-
zuela's oil position in the United States market, would have
for the industrial, agricultural and commercial sectors of
your country's economy.

It is particularly gratifying to me, Mr. President,
to express anew my satisfaction for the disposition shown in
your remarks towards the success of those endeavours which re-
quire cooperation and reciprocal goodwill for their solution.

I am also pleased to restate the permanent desire of the
Government of Venezuela to exchange views on this subject, in
accordance with the agreement which constitutes the norm be-
tween our two caountries.
