Subject: U.S. National Commission for UNESCO

As I believe you know, 60 of the 100 posi-
tions on the U.S. National Commission for UNESCO
are filled by individuals designated by specific
organizations. We have virtually no control over
these designations at the present time and one
reason we have practically no control over the
Commission is that up until now we have been cut
out of the process by which the organizations
themselves are chosen.

I think we now have an opportunity to at
least partially correct the above situation. The
terms of 20 organizations presently having repre-
sentation on the Commission expire next fall at
the conclusion of the next meeting of the Commis-
sion. The rules of the Commission require that
at least 10 of these 20 groups be continued for
another term. As many as 10 groups may be changed.
I cannot make any guarantees, but if you can give
me the names of organizations we would like repre-
sented on the Commission, I believe a reasonable
chance exists for us to get some of these included.
The process by which this would have to be accom-
plished is rather complicated. I would be happy
to,explain it to you orally, but for the time
being all I am really interested in is getting some
input from you on the names of organizations.

For us to have a really strong case we need
organizations which would have a reasonable connec-
tion with UNESCO related organizations. I am
enclosing two lists. One contains a representative
sampling of organizations which have been included
over the last few years. The other indicates the
20 groups whose terms expire after the next meeting.
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I would appreciate any thoughts you have on
this matter.

1k Re forming of committee structure and
upgraded use of the executive committee of the
UNESCO Commission has added opportunity for idea
interchange and provided a good medium for program
planning.

2 Attention to the general UNESCO timetable is
making possible more effective submission of ideas
from the United States of America to the General
Board of Unesco . At least a years lead must be
allowed in the submission of proposals for them

to have an effective place on the agenda in Paris,

3 Concern over the inability of the United States
to host international UNESCO meetings because of

our failure to ratify the PRIVILEGES AND IMMUNITIES
Convention has been responsible for studlies, briefing
and discussion on the possible substitutes for

the Convention, the desirability of holding such
international meetings in this country, and the
various ramifications and possibility of ratification
of the convention.

4 A current consideration for an international
UNESCO meeting which might be held in this country,
and for which efforts are being made, would be on the
general question of DRUG EDUCATION, with specific
emphasis on the media approach,

An emphasis which would seem to be important to
our country is the attitude and approach to drug
education taken by other countries, which is seemingly
much different than ours. There is much to be learned
by us from our neighbors in this regard.

5 Exploration and use of the environmental theme
for four regional Conferences on Environment have over
the past two years given the only major visabillity for
the ‘U.S., Commission for UNESCO in this country. These
have been brilliantly created by Ray Kohn and executed
well by the Secretariat of the UNESCO Secretariat
within the State Department. It would seem that this
project, subject to spin off in some student projects,
is about completed.

hj: Not enocugh Americans are on the staff for
UNESCQO in Paris to bring our participation to the
numerical level indicated desirable, based on the
UNESCO gquota for participation by each member country.

2 The Department of State has l1little NON
GOVERNMENTAL ORGANIZATION Constituency on which it
may call for help with the Congress., With desire
and foresight the members of the UNESCO Commission
could be useful in this direction.

3 For the last two meetings of the general
assembly for UNESCO in Paris (1970 and 1972), the
members of the U.S. Delegation were not chosen

until about three weeks before the opening of the
session. This gave no lead time for thorough briefings
and no way to enter on the agenda any major offering
for the meeting by this country.

L May of 1973 will be the deadline for major
items for the 1974 Autumn General Assembly of UNESCO.
There is no excuse for the United States not being
far enough ahead in its planning to identify the
delegation and give them an opportunity to work with
the commission, the Non Governmental Organizations
and the Governmental agencies they represent, to

be ready to offer creative ideas for UNESCO from
this country. It seems to be no problem for other
countries in UNESCO to have the foresight., Why is it
for us?

5 Soon the United States will be confronted with
the need for the Art and Science of restoration of

a devastated land. There will not only be need for
government involvement, but a considerable ease of guilt
among our people could come if the Non Governmental
Organizations in our country could share in the
restoration .

A commission,such as the U.S. Commission for
UNESCO, composed of experts in the fields of
education, science, culture, and communication,
would be a logical group to participate., Since
this is a commission related to a world organization
there would be appropriate overtones. The use of
this approach would be an added dimension to a living
peace,
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
