The President and Secretary of State have asked that

I reply to your letters of September 23 concerning the
Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of the
Specialized Agencies.

The opinions and suggestions contained in the resolution
of the National Commission for UNESCO are most appre-
ciated. I should tell you in all frankness, however,
that there is very considerable resistance in the
Executive Branch to any further extension of privileges
and immunities to aliens who may reside or briefly visit
the United States. Both the Departments of Justice and
the Treasury have recently made quite clear their
across-the-board opposition to the submission of further
treaty instruments on this subject. At the time the
Secretary of State asked for the approval of the Depart-
ments of Justice and the Treasury for the submission of
the general Convention on Privileges and Immunities of
the United Nations, we were told that although approval
would be given in that case we should bear in mind the
general attitude stated above.

Similarly, at the time of the hearings before the

Senate Committee on Foreign Relations in March this year
on the general Convention on Privileges and Immunities
of the United Nations, we saw distinct reluctance to
consider treaties dealing with privileges and immunities
matters. We were pleased that the Senate in due course
unanimously gave its advice and consent to the general

Convention but we nevertheless came away from this
experience with the conclusion that only in the case
of the most serious and demonstrable need where the
interests of the United States were directly and
importantly involved would we properly make a p081t1ve
recommendation to submit another privileges and immu-
nities treaty to the Senate.

We do regret that, because UNESCO regulations do not
permit the holding of expert or other non-governmental
meetings in countries where these privileges and immu-
nities are not guaranteed, the United States may for the
time being not be chosen as host for such meetings.
However, I hope you can agree that under the situation
outlined above we cannot recommend submission of this
Convention to the Senate at this time.
