It is my understanding that Bill Timmons recently submitted
a schedule proposal recommending that consideration be given
to the President attending the grand opening and first per-
formance of the Grand Ole Opry at the new Opryland complex
outside of Nashville.

I agree with Bill that the forum would be an excellent one
for the President. In fact, my staff has involved itself
in a project with similar objectives in mind; namely, we
want to assure the preservation of the old Grand Ole Opry
auditorium (Ryman Auditorium) in Nashville. The owners plan
to tear it down after the new Opryland opens but I consider
this a golden opportunity for a Presidential initiative --
under the heading of the Bicentennial -- which would both
conserve an important symbol of our heritage and achieve
many of the political objectives Bill has in mind. All of
this could come to a head within the next few weeks and
could be timed to coincide with the March 16th target date
of the Timmons schedule proposal.

At this stage, the prospects for our Ryman Auditorium project
are enhanced if we are able to maintain a high degree of un-
certainty in Nashville with regard to the March l6th Opryland
invitation which has been extended to the President. There-
fore, it would be very helpful if any decision -- affirmative
or negative -- could be coordinated with me before it gets
transmitted back through the grapevine to the people in
Nashville.

On February 27, 1974 I surveyed the Nashville Airport, the
new Grand Old Opry House, and the Heritage to study the
feasibility of an airport '"rally', possible wreath laying
ceremony and an attendance at the premiere performance
of the Grand Ole Opry.

AIRPORT ARRIVAL/RALLY

Two areas on the aiport appear to be adequate for arrival and
rally, the first being on the terminal side just adjacent to the
control tower, the second being the National Guard ramp. My
recommendation is the National Guard ramp since it is much
larger, can easily accommodate 26000, 27000 and a press
plane as well as/.p(o{fide room for a crowd of some 15,000
people. Therefare at least 3 access roads to the ramp and
possible parking for hundreds of cars on the ramp. Also

it would appear that parking space could be provided on open
fields a short walk from the ramp.

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The control tower site actually has only one access route. There
would be sufficient parking, I would believe, but I think the ramp
may be too small for the number of aircrafts involved and there-
fore too small to include a large crowd for the arrival.

Nashville, of course, has a pretty good Republican organization,

and with help from the Governor and Senators Brock and Baker,
I believe that a crowd of 15,000 can be realized for the arrival.

THE HERITAGE

The Heritage, home of President Andrew Jackson, is located
about 12 miles from the airport and is about 20 minutes driving
time away. It is owned by the Ladies Hermitage Association
and is open to tourists ($2.00 each admission) from 9:30 am

to 5:30 pm daily.

Since March 15th is Jackson's Birthday, I visited the site to
determine the appropriateness of the President visiting and
laying a wreath at Jackson's tomb. President Johnson visited
Hermitage in 1967, had breakfast there with 17 guests, spoke
to a small group gathered on the lawn and layed a wreath.

Jackson's tomb is located in a garden-burial plot about 75 yards
from the mansion. At this time of the year the garden is barren
and unattractive and to my mind the President has little go gain
by going there. Therefore, considering the driving time, the
rather tight schedule and the fact that Mrs. Nixon may be tired
from her long trip, I recommend the President not visit the
Hermitage.

THE GRAND OLE OPRY HOUSE

The New Grand Ole Opry House is the center piece of the $40
million , 369 acre opera land recreation-entertainment-broad-
casting convention center complex. The auditorium is fan shaped
with seating for 2400 in the balcony and 2, 000 in the Orchestra.
The total floor area is 152,400 square feet. The building and
ground are near completion and should be ready for the opening
performance.

The building, though modern in style, contains many of the
features of the original Grand Ole Opry. The lighting and
sound systems are near marvels of science, with the lighting
computerized for desired effects and the sound system having
2500 watts of audio power seating 72 speakers and faced away
for the near perfect reproduction of sound. There are 12
dressing rooms, a performer's lounge and TV studio with all
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modern studio electronic gear.

It is my suggestion that the President and Mrs. Nixon enter the
north exit (not a public entrance) and proceed by stairs to the
balcony, stage right. There is an area just before entering
the balcony where they could hold for honors and announcement
and then be seated. After being seated, the program could
continue until the President is introduced for remarks. He
could then proceed to the stage, make his remarks and the
party could depart to '"Hail to the Chief.' I would suggest
Press Pool Coverage with the program being piped to a press
center in the building.

PROBLEM AREAS

The only problem I see at this time is finding adequate rooms
in a convenient hotel for the President and traveling staff. The
nearest place is the Airport Hilton, only about 6 miles from
Opera land. However, the Hilton is completely booked and
further has no '""Presidential Suite.'" I was told by the local
contacts that they feel sure they could work out a solution by
trading some rooms if it is decided to use the Hilton. Any
other hotel is 15 to 20 minutes away.

At present there are no plans for live television. It would seem
that perhaps the 7:00 pm to 8:00 pm segment of the first per-
formance might be of interest to network television. I would
suggest that Al Snyder or Mark Goode look into this. From the
White House standpoint and also from the Opera standpoint

this should be desired.

Your tentatively scheduled trip to Nashville on Saturday,
March 16, presents an opportunity for you to make an announce-
ment which would be very well received nationwide, and parti-
cularly in the South.

I recommend that, as part of your remarks at the dedication
of the new Opry House at Opryland, you announce the Federal
Government's intention to do an historical-architectural
study of the o0ld Grand Ole Opry House (Ryman Auditorium) in
downtown Nashville. The purpose of the study, which could
be done under the direction of the National Park Service in
about thirty days and at a cost of between five and ten
thousand dollars, would be to determine the potential uses
to which the building could be adapted. Rog Morton approves
of this approach. :
The old Opry House is owned by the same people (National Life
and Accident Insurance Co.) who own the new Opryland. There
is great concern in Tennessee that the old Opry House will

be torn down after the new one is opened at Opryland. The

old structure was erected in 1892, and has a rich heritage as
a church, a public meeting place, and as the home of country
and western music. Senators Baker and Brock are in favor of
preserving the auditorium, and the National Trust for Historic
Preservation has it high on the list of priority structures.

Preservation of the old Grand Ole Opry House as an historical
landmark, whether maintained by private interests or by the
local, state, or national government, would be a significant
Bicentennial project and a very popular Presidential initiative.

Len Garment, Bryce Harlow, Bill Timmons, and Ron Ziegler
concur in this recommendation that you announce such a study.

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Although it reportedly grows in a large area
ranging from northern New England to North
Carolina and in southeastern Missouri, it i3
found only occasionally, and then in’ isolated
colonies of a few plants.. Indeed, Isotria
medeoloides is 80 obscure that it was just
briefly described in the first two volumes of
the definitive reference work “Wild Flowers
of the United States,” and no photographs
were avallable to illustrate it. In fact, until
shortly after publication of those volumes, I
myself had never laid eyes on the plant. Then
I received a letter from a man in the north-
western corner of New Jersey-who said he had
the species growing in his woods. It was there
that I took my first look at Isotria medeo-
loides. The plant that I saw was an unspec-
tacular little object, bearing an unspectacu-
lar little flower. Yet it-displayed all of the
intricate features of the orchid family. It was
about 9 inches tall. Its erect stem was tipped
with a circle of five leaves (some plants have
six or more) sbout 2 inches long. Above
these, on a short stalk, rose the single flower.
It had three narrow green sepals.

Within the sepals, the corolla arched up-
ward, composed of two upper greenish, over-
lapping petals forming av3art of hood, and
a projecting whitish lower petal, the so-
called lip, notched at the end. The typical
orchid column, formed from the union .of
stamens, style and stigma, was scarcely visible
within this corolla. The ovary i8 contained in
the stem below the sepals; with the sur-
rounding stem it becomes the seed-pod.-

Why is this diminutive plant so rare? Prob-
ably because its ecological requirements are
8o exacting. Its sparse distribution certainly
suggesta a species on its way to extinction—
in effect, a plant fallure. Perhaps Isotria
medeoloides 1s a poignant reminder of the
critical Interdependency of the earth's dif«
ferent life forms. For it may well be that the
sxact of insact needed to accomplish
the pollination of this complex 1ittle flowet
1s also extremely rare.

The material follows:

TowaRp PERMANENT PEACE IN MIDEAST

SANE and the World Federalists USA have
jointly approved the following statement on
the Middle East. We invite your comments
and your help in promoting community dis<
cussion on peaceful alternatives.

BACKGROUND

Four wars in 25 years have been fought
because of the clash of Jewish and Arab na-
tionalisms in the Middle East. This clash
has been aggravated by the increasing par-
ticipation of the superpowers. Poace in the
Middle East requires reconciliation between
Israells and Arabs, aided by the world com-
munity.

In the first half of the 20th Century Arabs
and Jews both worked to create independent
states in the areas controlled by the Otto-
man Empire, Great Britain and France. Dur-
ing World War I, Great Britain and France
offered contradictory promises of political in-
dependence to Arabs and a homeland to Jews

in exchange for their support against the: [

Turks. The Bilfour Declaration by Great
Britain in 1017 held out the hope of eatabe
lishing & Jewish national home in Palestine.

By the time the UN first voted in 19047 to
partition Palestine into twin Arab and Jewish
states, most of Palestine's neighbors had won
thelr political independence. These Arab na-

tions, in deflance of the UN decision, sent

their troops to destroy Israel even before its
existence could be officially proclaimed. When
they were defeated, Jordan annexed the
lands and peoples on the West Bank of the
Jordan which would have been the core of
Arab Palestine.

Israel, haven for the survivors of Nazl
genocide, was thus born of siege, while the
Palestinian Arab state decreed by the UN
evaporated through war and annexation. By
1948, all of the peoples of the Middle East
had states of thelr own except the Palestinian
Arabs, )

The Palestinians, mostly unable or unwill«
ing to return to Isrnel and often excluded
from neighboring Arab lands, fostered in
refugeo camps. The Arab states, defeated in
their aftempt to wips out Israel at ita birth,
refused to accept its exlstence. Isrnel, foare
