““And he walked off just like that,” said
Anderson, a journalism graduate, in-
cidentally.

“Now you see who's molding public
opinion about the President, don't you?"

We did see and it confirmed what we'd
been thinking lo these years. .

Some writers — and hopefully they are
in the minority—thrive on playing up only
the bad and ignoring the good and that
must sum up our reaction toward the
news folk sur ding Nixon

that night.

IF ONE OR two demonstrators had
shouted obscene words or carried op-
posing placards, these would have landed
on front pages of papers across the
country Sunday morning.

But, this time, there was not a hiss, not
a boo, and not a single person in the house
protested, and that bothered the city
slickers who' seem to make a living
tearing people up.

This column has begged all along for
fairness and accuracy and common
decency in reporting. We happen to think
American people deserve just that.

BUT IT IS quite depressing watching
people in your own profession trying to
hard to be antagonistic and boorish and
knowing they are getting away with it.

May the Good Lord bless folk like
Richard Nixon, George Wallace and
Scoop Jackson and keep them far away
from some of the news people in
Washington.

tricks, some of them two-handed. It was
July and a lot of guys missed because they
got sweat on their strings.

“The competition began at nine in
the morning and ended at five that after-
noon. There were no breaks and being just
16 | felt plenty of pressure. Finally it got
down to me and a guy from Detroit. | was
declared the champion when he missed his
third attempt of The Man on the Flying
Trapeze.”

After high school Bunny donated
two years to the army before enrolling at
Howard Payne College in Brownwood, Tex.
By August 1960, he had earned a B.S. in
business and relished two vyears of disc
jockeying on a local nightly radio show.
Best of all he planted his feet on solid
spiritual ground.

“‘Daddy was a Baptist minister but
not the stereotype. He always let me know
it was fun to be a Christian, and we had
great togetherness in our family. | accepted
Christ at age six. Daddy baptized me in a
creek.

"About my sophomore year in high
school | hit the rebellion stage and wanted
to get away from everything I'd been
taught about the Lord. | rebelled even more
in the Army. Then my sophomore year at
Howard Payne | met some committed
Christians who knew how to love people. |
gradually put my spiritual life back together
and experienced real growth.”

For several weeks after graduation
Bunny resisted a call for church work
(“I'd done it all my life”’). But God insisted
and the next eight years he specialized in
youth ministries at Baptist churches in Ok-
lahoma City, Shreveport and San Antonio.
Free moments found him free lancing his
yo-yo show across America.

He added magic to his repertoire
in 1958 and juggling five years later. Dur-
ing an appearance at Nashville’s Grand Ole
Opry in 1969, he was inspired by Marty
Robbins to add guitar-folksinging as his
fourth dimension. Returning home to Bel-
ton where he currently lives with wife Mary
Etta and sons Trae and Cory, Bunny bought
a guitar and a beginner's book. He coaxed
FCA staffer Ray Hildebrand into teaching
him chord modulation and voice control
and to date has written over 30 songs.

A man of his profession naturally
encounters the bizarre and humorous. One
of Bunny’s favorite stories occurred at the
Statler Hilton in Dallas when he entertained
800 magicians and their wives. “It was a
weird convention. You'd put your spoon in
your coffee cup and half of it would be

gone when you pulled it out. You’d start to
cut your meat and the knife would break.

“Anyway | did my entire yo-yo bit
climaxed with The Match in the Teeth.
Afterwards a man about 70 came up and
said that in his 45 years of magic mine was
one of the most unusual programs he’d
ever seen. ‘But young man,’ he told me in
all sincerity, ‘there’s one thing you should
know about your yo-yo routine. | could see
the strings.””

Few fans realize Bunny stuttered
badly as a youngster and remains an intro-
vert to this day. “I'd much rather sit back
and watch someone else. | psych myself up
for every performance and like to be just
one of the.crowd when it's.qver.”

Not that he doesn’t enjoy pulling
strings for a livelihood. Bunny—his parents
nicknamed him Sonny but he couldn’t pro-
nounce the S—believes this is what God
wants with his life. “I’'m a satisfied custo-
mer spiritually and feel | can truly glorify
Christ with my show.

“There’s a real need for Christian
entertainment in our nation today and
eventually I'd like to enlarge this type of
ministry . . perhaps by establishing a
Christian entertainment agency.”

During a quarter century of prac-
ticing and performing, Bunny estimates he’s
spent over 20,000 hours yo-yoing. Despite
turning 40 recently he doesn’t miss more
than 25 practice days a year. | get tired
physically but never tire of entertaining. The
yo-yo is never a bore for me. It's still an
obsession to remain the best, and | think
| can keep working them until I'm 65 if |
want to.”

You’re on an airplane, see. Thirty
thousand feet up. You hear a bird chirping.
Just your imagination. You hear it again.
Impossible.

Several passengers smile self-con-
sciously at each other. A long silence. Then
another chirp. “I think | hear a bird,” some-
one ventures.

So does a hostess. She calls the
captain. He investigates, hears nothing and
starts back for the cockpit—and the bird
trills once more. The good captain tightens
a section of panel. All is quiet. “Just the
wind,” he explains.

Chirrrpppp!

As the plane makes its final de-
scent the bird is still heard and all aboard
are still baffled and still looking.

Save one Everett “Bunny’” Martin.

Though justly billed the “Reigning
Yo-Yo Champion of the World,” this dap-
per Texan cranks a mean bird whistle. "I
always carry one with me,” he allows. “It's
a clean novelty item that's livened up air-
plane trips, made people in elevators giggle
and caused men in restaurants to climb
ladders and unscrew air ducts.”

Everett “‘Bunny’ Martin

Bunny usually leaves people laugh-
ing. Since resigning his administrative duties
at Mary-Hardin Baylor College in Belton,
Tex., two springs ago for full time Christian
entertainment, he’s averaged 150 shows a
year.

His audiences range from youth
rallies to penitentiaries, from evangelistic
crusades to athletic banquets. He's per-
formed for the Dallas Cowboys and New
York Jets and appeared with such celebrities
as Roger Miller, Hank Snow, Dale Evans and
Art Linkletter. A long-time FCAer, Bunny
has participated in 25 national conferences
and a slew of Weekends of Champions and
other Fellowship events.

A typical Martin production con-
sists of juggling, magic, singing and 20
minutes of yo-yoing as the main attraction.
Walk The Dog, Monkey Climbing The Flag
Pole, Eating Spaghetti, Skin The Cat and The
Atomic Bomb are among his one-handed
string sleights.

“Two-handed yo-yo tricks, such as
Loop The Loop and Inside Outside Criss-
cross, are much more intricate and take great

concentration. Your left hand has to be so
automatic you can’t even look at it. Work-
ing a yo-yo would help any athlete’s eye/
hand coordination.”

Occasionally Bunny will cram nine
different maneuvers on a single spin. One
of his most heady acts is The Hair Cut in
which he knocks a half-dollar off a volun-
teer’s ear without touching him. Another
crowd gasper is striking a match clenched
between a person’s teeth.

“My daddy suggested this stunt
and | practiced by wedging matches in my
dresser drawer. | didn’t start any fires but
it took months to master. Dad was the first
to hold a match in his mouth and even
though | gave him a pretty good lick under
his chin he stuck with me.”

Bunny’s love affair with the yo-yo
began accidentally at 13. He competed in
basketball, baseball and track at Houston
schools and yearned to play football. “But
| was too small. If | could be anything else
right now I'd be a pro running back.”

One fall afternoon while Bunny’s
buddies were at practice, a yo-yo salesman

visited the school grounds. Bunny bought
one, discovered he had nimble reflexes and
a snappy wrist—and was soon hooked.

“Yo-yos bhecame an obsession. |
told my folks | intended to become the
world champion and would practice up to
12 hours a day. | couldn’t wait to get up
in the morning and get my hands on a
yo-yo. I'd practice until the string would
cut into my fingers, causing them to bleed.
Then I'd slap on a band-aid and keep prac-
ticing. | had the same desire any athlete
has to excel and be the best at his sport.”

Martin placed second in Houston’s
1949 Yo-Yo Contest sponsored by the now
defunct Cherrio Yo-Yo Company. He won it
the following year and earned an expense
paid trip to the first World Tournament held
in Toronto. The 500 finalists from Japan,
China, Canada, Mexico and the United
States circled a rodeo arena single file
before 5,000 spectators.

“We started with the easiest trick,
The Spinner,” Bunny recalls. “You had
three chances. If you missed the third time
you were out. The judging was tightly con-
