The American Legion's Boys Nation Program 

THE AMERICAN LEGION stands for a strong America . There is no better way to bring this about than to work with the youth of 
our land in preparing them to meet the tasks they will face in the years to come . Over the years The American Legion, through its 
many youth activities, has played a leading role in the development of the future citizens of America. 

Two of the finest of The American Legion's youth activities are its Boys State and Boys Nation programs. All boys States are fairly 
uniform as to program, but each department (state) of The American Legion conducts its own individual Boys State. Fifty 
departments (all states except Hawaii), plus the District of Columbia, conduct a Boys State program annually. More than 30,000 
young men participated in these civic workshops. While at Boys State, the youthful citizens of tomorrow learn how city, county and 
state governments are run by actually doing the job themselves. Generally, juniors in high school are chosen to become the citizens of 
a Boys State. The valuable training gained during their week at Boys State stands them in good stead in their senior year in high 
school. 

Two outstanding young men are then selected by the respective departments of The American Legion (from their Boys States) to 
attend the Boys Nation program held annually in Washington, D.C., to learn how the various divisions of the federal government 
function. 

Boys Nation helps instill in each enrollee a deeper loyalty to country and gives him a practical insight into the operation of the 
federal government. The week of government training in the nation's capital consists of visitation to federal departments and 
institutions, shrines and historical spots in and about Washington, lectures and forums . Actual participation in politics is a highlight of 
the week's activities and includes the organization of party conventions and the nomination and election of a Boys Nation President 
and Vice President. 

The many benefits derived from the participation of the 100 young men in this type of program helps strengthen the nation and 
serves as a bulwark against the ideas foreign to the American concept of government. 

The first American Legion Boys Nation (then called Boys Forum of National Government) was held on the campus of American 
University, Washington, D.C., August 4-9, 1946, under the sponsorship of the Legion's National Americanism Commission. It was 
officially adopted as a major youth activity by the 1946 National Convention of The American Legion in San Francisco, California. 
From 1946 through 1951, the program was conducted at American University and from 1952 through 1967, Boys Nation was held at 
the University of Maryland, College Park, Maryland . The site of the 1968 program was Georgetown University, and starting in 1969, 
Boys Nation was back once again at its original home on the campus of American University . 

Over the years the youthful delegates have been received by various ( Legionnaire) Presidents of the United States. President Harry S 
Truman met the boys in 1947, 1948, 1949, 1950 and 1951. Former President Truman was a life member of American Legion Post 21, 
Independence, Missouri. A life member of the James R. Cutler Post 39, Abilene, Kansas , unt il his death, President Dwight D. 
Eisenhower greeted the Boys Nation delegates in 1956 and 1957, while President John F. Kennedy, who was a member of 
Crosscup-Pishon Post 281, Boston, Massachusetts, met with the young men in the White House's Rose Garden in 1962 and 1963. 

Former President Lyndon B. Johnson spoke with the boys in 1967. Past President Johnson was a life member of Memorial Highway Post 352, 
Blanco, Texas. In 1970 and 1971, the Boys Nation senators were addressed by Former President Richard M. Nixon , who joined Whittier Post 51, 
Whittier, California, soon after his discharge from military duty in World War II. President Gerald R. Ford a Life Member of Furniture City Post 258, 
Grand Rapids, Michigan, addressed Boys Nation in 1975. President Jimmy Carter received Boys Nation in the Rose Garden in 1980. 

In Boys Nation each delegate becomes a senator and participates in the Senate sessions. These youthful senators hold a caucus at 
the beginning of the meeting, organize into committees and conduct hearings on bills prepared for the ir consideration. Congressmen 
and United States Senators and organization and lay leaders of national repute participate in the hear ings. The youthful senators are 
briefed on the proper method of handling bills and rules of procedure of the United States Senate . Then the boy senators introduce 
and debate their bills and act on them in a special session at the Capitol. During this visit, Boys Nation senators dine in the United 
States Senate dining room, where they meet and converse with the elected Representatives and Senators from their home states. 

The 100 Boys Nation delegates tour the Capitol; hear ranking Representatives explain House procedure; visit the United States 
Naval Academy in nearby Annapolis and lay a wreath at the Tomb of the Unknowns in Arlington National Cemetery. While at 
Arlington National Cemetery, the boys also visit the Marine Corps Memorial and the grave of President Kennedy. 

Other visitations are made during the week-long session to the United States Supreme Court, the Department of Defense, the 
Department of State and the Civil Service Commission. High ranking officials are always on hand to explain the operation and various 
functions of their respective departments. 

The final session of Boys Nation is conducted in the New Senate Office Building, and on the last evening, as the young men prepare 
to return to their homes, a banquet is held in their honor. Graduation ceremonies are held at the close of Boys Nation and each 
youthful senator is presented with a certificate of graduation and a Boys Nation pin. Beginning in 1972 each boy has received a 
yearbook with pictures of the week-long activities in Washington, D.C.

Because of the magnitude of the program and the limited time allotted, all of the scheduled 
activities could not be covered on these few pages. Highlights of the week such as visit­
ing the Pentagon of Office of Personnel Management (formerly Civil Service), quick stops 
by the buses while en route for formal appointments and impromptu invitations would re­
quire much more space. 
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THE UNITED STATES CAPITOL 

"It is natural enough to suppose that the center and heart of America is 
the Capitol," wrote Novelist Hawthorne on a visit to Washington, D. C., in 
1862, "and certainly, in its outward aspect, the world has not many 
statelier or more beautiful edifices .. . " 

Doubtless everyone that gazed at the Dome (completed amid rigors of civil 
war) or entered the Rotunda where Lincoln, Garfield, McKinley, Kennedy, 
Johnson and the Unknowns lay in state, thought of the august penumbra 
of history which enwrapped the structure. 

On its steps nearly all the Presidents since Jackson have been inaugurated. 
This is where Lafayette was welcomed as symbol of one epochal alliance, 
and Winston Churchill as partner in another. The Major Symbol of our 
nation, the Capitol is History. 

The United States Capitol dominates (as it should) the view from many 
parts of downtown Washington. Sweeping west from the Capitol is the 
wide, green expanse of the Mall, which the eye follows to the point of the 
Washington Monument. 

To the west of the monument is the long reflecting pool that lies before 
the Lincoln Memorial; to the north, across a broad ellipse of green, is the 
White House; to the south, beyond the Tidal Basin ringed with cherry 
trees, is the round, colonnaded marble of the Jefferson Memorial. The 
cornerstone for the Capitol was laid in 1793 by President George 
Washington and seven years later Congress met in the Capitol for the first 
time. 

THE AMERICAN UNIVERSITY 
site of The American Legion's 
37th annual Boys Nation, was 
chartered by an Act of Congress 
of the United States on February 
24, 1893. The 75-acre tract is on 
the site of old Fort Gaines, a 
historic Civil War military in­
stallation. The University was of­
ficially dedicated on May 27, 
1914, at ceremonies in which 
President Woodrow Wilson and a 
distinguished group of states­
men, educators and churchmen 
partic ipated. 

WASHINGTON, D.C. 

THE UNITED ST A TES CAPITAL 

GEORGE WASHINGTON PERSONALLY SELECTED the 
site of the nation 's Capital. He made his choice in January, 
1791, some six months after Congress had authorized him to 
choose a location "not exceeding 10 miles square" 
somewhere along the Potomac River. In addition to choosing 
a site, the first President was instructed to acquire the 
necessary land and to appoint a building commission to 
oversee the construction of the new Federal city. 

In his role as the land agent for Congress, Washington, 
already familiar with the Potomac region, considered various 
locations for the Federal City, from Conocoheague Creek, 
about 80 miles from the present Washington, to an area 
about 10 miles farther down the river. He chose a beautiful 
part of the Potomac Valley where the river becomes wide and 
tidal and is joined by a smaller stream, the Anacostia River. 

As soon as he had selected a site, Washington appointed a 
three-man building commission and hired Andrew Ellicott to 
survey the land. He chose Major Pierre Charles L'Enfant to 
lay out the new town. L'Enfant, a French engineer who had 
served with the Continental Army during the Revolutionary 
War, proposed to create a Federal city "magnificant enough 
to grace a great nation." In less than a year he was dismissed 
as a failure, but his ideas for a magnificant city, as expressed 
in his plan for Washington, have shaped the development of 
the Capital. When L'Enfant died in poverty in 1825, only a 
small portion of his proposals for the Federal city had been 
adopted, mainly the location of the President's House, the 
Capitol, and the city's main streets. But his plan for 
Washington was preserved and many years later it was 
revived. 

Washington is now undergoing another period of 
rejuvenation. New freeways and expressways are cutting 
through the city, old buildings of wood and masonry are 
coming down and new ones of steel and glass are going up. A 
serious attempt is under way to make the Capital more 
beautiful, not only in its parks, but everywhere. With these 
changes, as with all the others that have taken place over the 
years and those planned for the future, Washington is moving 
closer to the realization of L'Enfant's hope that it become a 
city magnificent enough to grace a great nation.

The American Legion's Boys Nation Program 

THE AMERICAN LEGION stands for a strong America. There is no bette r way to bring this about than to work with the youth of 
our land in preparing them to meet the tasks they will face in the years to come. Over the years The American Legion, through its 
many youth activities, has played a leading role in the development of the future citizens of America. 

Two of the finest of The American Legion's youth activities are its Boys State and Boys Nation programs. All boys States are fairly 
uniform as to program, but each department (state) of The American Legion conducts its own individual Boys State. Fifty 
departments (all states except Hawaii), plus the District of Columbia, conduct a Boys State program annually. More than 30,000 
young men participated in these civic workshops. While at Boys State, the youthful citizens of tomorrow learn how city, county and 
state governments are run by actually doing the job themselves. Generally, juniors in high school are chosen to become the citizens of 
a Boys State. The valuable training gained during their week at Boys State stands them in good stead in their senior year in high 
school. 

Two outstanding young men are then selected by the respective departments of The American Legion (from their Boys States) to 
attend the Boys Nation program held annually in Washington, D.C., to learn how the various divi sions of the federal government 
function. 

Boys Nation helps instill in each enrollee a deeper loyalty to country and gives him a practical insight into the operation of the 
federal government . The week of government training in the nation's capital consists of visitation to federal departments and 
institutions, shrines and historical spots in and about Washington, lectures and forums. Actual participation in politics is a highlight of 
the week's activities and includes the organization of party conventions and the nomination and election of a Boys Nation President 
and Vice President. 

The many benefits derived from the participation of the 100 young men in this type of program helps strengthen the nation and 
serves as a bulwark against the ideas foreign to the American concept of government. 

The first American Legion Boys Nation (then called Boys Forum of National Government) was held on the campus of American 
University, Washington, D.C., August 4-9, 1946, under the sponsorship of the Legion's National Americanism Commission. It was 
officially adopted as a major youth activity by the 1946 National Convention of The American Legion in San Francisco, California . 
From 1946 through 1951, the program was conducted at American University and from 1952 through 1967, Boys Nation was held at 
the University of Maryland, College Park, Maryland. The site of the 1968 program was Georgetown University, and starting in 1969, 
Boys Nation was back once again at its original home on the campus of American University . 

Over the years the youthful delegates have been received by various (Legionnaire) Presidents of the United States. President Harry S 
Truman met the boys in 1947, 1948, 1949, 1950 and 1951. Former President Truman was a life member of American Legion Post 21 , 
Independence, Missouri. A life member of the James R. Cutler Post 39, Abilene, Kansas, until his death, President Dwight D. 
Eisenhower greeted the Boys Nation delegates in 1956 and 1957, while President John F. Kennedy, who was a member of 
Crosscup-Pishon Post 281, Boston, Massachusetts, met with the young men in the White House's Rose Garden in 1962 and 1963. 

Former President Lyndon B. Johnson spoke with the boys in 1967. Past President Johnson was a life member of Memorial Highway Post 352, 
B,lanco, Texas. In 1970 and 1971, the Boys Nation senators were addressed by Former President Richard M . Nixon, who joined Whittier Post 51, 
Whittier, California, soon after his discharge from military duty in World War II. President Gerald R. Ford a Life Member of Furniture City Post 258, 

Grand Rapids, Michigan, addressed Boys Nation in 1975. President Jimmy Carter received Boys Nation in the Rose Garden in 1980. 

In Boys Nation each delegate becomes a senator and participates in the Senate sessions. These youthful senators hold a caucus at 
the beginning of the meeting, organize into committees and conduct hearings on bills prepared for their consideration. Congressmen 
and United States Senators and organization and lay leaders of national repute participate in the hearings. The youthful senators are 
briefed on the proper method of handling bills and rules of procedure of the United States Senate. Then the boy senators introduce 
and debate their bills and act on them in a special session at the Capitol . During this visit, Boys Nation senators dine in the United 
States Senate dining room, where they meet and converse with the elected Representatives and Senators from their home states . 

The 100 Boys Nation delegates tour the Capitol; hear ranking Representatives explain House procedure; visit the United States 
Naval Academy in nearby Annapolis and lay a wreath at the Tomb of the Unknowns in Arlington National Cemetery. Wh ile a· 
Arlington National Cemetery, the boys also visit the Marine Corps Memorial and the grave of President Kennedy. 

Other visitations are made during the week-long session to the United States Supreme Court, the Department of Defense, 
Department of State and the Civil Service Commission. High ranking officials are always on hand to explain the operation and vario 
functions of their respective departments. 

The final session of Boys Nation is conducted in the New Senate Office Building, and on the last evening, as the young men prepar: 
to return to their homes, a banquet is held in their honor. Graduation ceremonies are held at the close of Boys Nation and ea 
youthful senator is presented with a certificate of graduation and a Boys Nation pin. Beginning in 1972 each boy has rece ived a 
yearbook with pictures of the week-long activities in Washington, D.C.

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THE UNITED STA TES CAP/ TOL . .. 

"It is natural enough to suppose that the center and heart of America is 
the Capitol," wrote Novelist Hawthorne on a visit to Washington, D.C., in 
1862, "and certainly, in its outward aspect, the world has not many 
statelier or more beautiful edifices ... " 

Doubtless everyone that gazed at the Dome (completed amid rigors of civil 
war) or entered the Rotunda where Lincoln, Garfield, McKinley, Kennedy, 
Johnson and the Unknowns lay in state, thought of the august penumbra 
of history which enwrapped the structure. 

On its steps nearly all the Presidents since Jackson have been inaugurated. 
This is where Lafayette was welcomed as symbol of one epochal alliance, 
and Winston Churchill as partner in another. The Major Symbol of our 
nation, the Capitol is History. 

The United States Capitol dominates (as it should) the view from many 
parts of downtown Washington. Sweeping west from the Capitol is the 
wide, green expanse of the Mall, which the eve follows to the point of the 
Washington Monument. 

To the west of the monument is the long reflecting pool that lies before 
the Lincoln Memorial; to the north, across a broad ellipse of green, is the 
White House; to the south, beyond the Tidal Basin ringed with cherry 
trees, is the round, colonnaded marble of the Jefferson Memorial. The 
cornerstone for the Capitol was laid in 1793 by President George 
Washington and seven years later Congress met in the Capitol for the first 
time. 

THE AMERICAN UNIVERSITY, 
site of The American Legion 's 
36th annual Boys Nation, was 
chartered by an Act of Congress 
of the United States on February 
24, 1893. The 75-acre tract is on 
the site of old Fort Gaines, a 
historic Civil War military in­
stallation. The University was of­
ficially dedicated on May 2 7, 
1914, at ceremonies in which 
President Woodrow Wilson and a 
distinguished group of states­
men, educators and churchmen 
participated. 

WASHINGTON, D.C. 

THE UNITED STA TES CAPITOL. . . 

GEORGE WASHINGTON PERSONALLY SELECTED the 
site of the nation's Capital. He made his choice in January, 
1791, some six months after Congress had authorized him to 
choose a location "not exceeding 10 miles square" 
somewhere along the Potomac River. In addition to choosing 
a site, the first President was instructed to acquire the 
necessary land and to appoint a building commission to 
oversee the construction of the new Federal city. 

In his role as the land agent for Congress, Washjngton, 
already familiar with the Potomac region, considered various 
locations for the Federal City, from Conocoheague Creek, 
about 80 miles from the present Washington, to an area 
about 10 miles farther down the river. He chose a beautiful 
part of the Potomac Valley where the river becomes wide and 
tidal and is joined by a smaller stream, the Anacostia River. 

As soon as he had selected a site, Washington appointed a 
three-man building commission and hired Andrew Ellicott to 
survey the land. He chose Major Pierre Charles L'Enfant to 
lay out the new town. L'Enfant, a French engineer who had 
served with the Continental Army during the Revolutionary 
War, proposed to create a Federal city "magnificant enough 
to grace a great nation." In less than a year he was dismissed 
as a failure, but his ideas for a magnificant city, as expressed 
in his plan for Washington, have shaped the development of 
the Capital . When L'Enfant died in poverty in 1825. only a 
small portion of his proposals for the Federal city had been 
adopted, mainly the location of the President's House, the 
Capitol, and the city's main streets. But his plan for 
Washington was preserved and many years later it was 
revived. 

Washington is now undergoing another period of 
rejuvenation. New freeways and expressways are cutting 
through the city , old buildings of wood and masonry are 
coming down and new ones of steel and glass are going up. A 
serious attempt is under way to make the Capital more 
beautiful, not only in its parks, but everywhere. With these 
changes, as with ail the others that have taken place over the 
years and those planned for the future, Washington is moving 
closer to the realization of L'Enfant's hope that it hecome a 
city magnificent enough to grace a great nation.
