Chapter I

THE UNIVERSAL NEED

NN TUESDAY afternoon, October 9, 1821, a

young lawyer closed the doors of his office
and made his way to a forest near town.

When he entered the
wood he skulked along under the protection of a
brushy fence, fearful that someone should see him,
At last he came to a fallen log and down beside
it this young man kneeled and tried to pray. But
he could not. He felt frightened. He looked, now
this way, now that way, to see if someone were
looking. Then all at onee, a thought struck him:
““Here I am seeking salvation from God and feel-
ing ashamed to be heard talking to him. Why, it
is a favor, an honor, to be allowed to speak to God.
Why should I be ashamed?’’

Then and there he put away his fears and
prayed. He had resolved two days before that he
would seek God until he was saved. The burden
that had driven him to thig place was the burden
of his sins.

There are cases on record where murderers were
so haunted by their conscience that they went to
the authorities and gave themselves up. Death
or imprisonment became more bearable than the
dreadful lashings of an accusing conscience,

What can be the reason for these facts? What
is it that starts prodigals back to the Father?
(Luke 15:21). What is it that makes adulterous
Davids say, I have sinned’’ (Psalm 51)?2 What
is it that makes Judases, traitors of God and
home and friends, say, “‘I have sinned in that I
have betrayed the innocent blood,*’ and some, like
Judas, go hang themselves?

What is it that sends godly men to their knees
in mighty prayer, like Daniel pleading for back-
slidden and captive Israel? (Dan. 9:4-5). What
makes mothers keep vigil and pray for their sons
and daughters?

It is sin. And this thing that causes men to
quake under guilt answers to the moral govern-
ment of God.

God owns this world. God OWns every man,
woman, and child on it.

How does God come to one’s heart? This ques-
tion may need an answer.

Perhaps you have tried
to find God. You may have prayed futilely, ap-
parently.

And, dear reader, you have a right to be anx-
ious. xiety for salvation is a most reasonable
thing. You stand in great danger. God is angry
at your sins, and he is making you feel some of
that displeasure. Unless you do find Christ the
prospects for your future are dark indeed. Many
others have been convieted just as you are, or have
been, and they are not saved. Even the fact that
you now are or recently have been convicted of
sin and are yet unsaved is enough to arouse every
anxious drop of blood in your veins and every rea-
sonable emotion of your soul lest you be lost after
all. ;
Cherish then, as most precious blessings of God,
every small portion of convietion, and ask God for
Christ’s sake to send more and more in order that
youmay be saved. At this particular point in your
experience nothing is of more value than deep,
all-embracing convietion. Allow your soul to be-

That medicine is re-
pentance. It does not please the natural heart of
man one particle, but the directions say ‘“Take it
if you desire to be cured.”’

Now, what is repentance? Since so much hangs
upon it we must know what we can about it.

There was Elder Moore. I shall never forget
when we had our tent pitched on a hogback slop-
ing down to the swift and clear river in the heart
of the mountains. We held meetings day and
night. The old man attended. He felt his need
of God. At last he bowed one day at the altar of
prayer, and a worker kneeled down to aid him.
After a few words the old man was urged to pray.
He said a little formal prayer and started to rise,
evidently thinking he had done all he could.

‘‘Have you found God?’’ asked the worker.

‘“No,’’ he said.

‘‘Then let us seek further.”’

So many souls do not go deep enough. Their
wells are too shallow. If they feel a sort of relig-
ious feeling they take it for salvation.

Repentance is a real transaction with God, be-
tween a soul and God. It includes several decisive
steps, easily understood, plainly perceptible, but
sometimes hard to take. Let us notice these steps:

Confessing sins. ““If we confess our sins, he is
faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to
cleanse us from all unrighteousness’’ (I John 1:9).

also no sinner can be saved until he quits hig sin-
ning. To continue in his sinning would place him
exactly where he was in the first place, a sick sin-
ner, lost and ruined. Unless one is willing to and
does forsake his sins he is not even sincere in
desiring to be saved, much less being saved.

The forgiveness of others (step number three),
is also perfectly reasonable and logical. In the
Parable of the Unforgiving Servant (Matt. 18:23-
33), Jesus paints the portrait of him who will not
forgive others. It is a hard picture. We see a
proud, haughty, unfeeling, unmerciful creature,
totally untouched by any fellow feeling for his
fellow man. Though he had just been forgiven a
debt of tragic and unbearable proportions, he pro-
ceeded to imprison a man who owed him a small
and comparatively insignificant sum. Now, that
is your picture, dear reader, if you ask God to
forgive you without your forgiving others. You
see the impossibility of such a position. Old
grudges, old ill-will feelings, the old get-even
spirit, must all go over and out if we expect any
forgiveness from God.

Is the doctrine of making restitution based on
sound principles? Yes, and it is Bible, which is
more important. Nevertheless, it is certain that
unless one endeavors to right his wrongs it shows
that he has the same bad, wicked heart that made
him do wrong in the first place.

There is another consideration in this matter to
bear in mind, Paul puts it as: ““For godly sorrow
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worketh repentance to salvation not to be repented
of: but the sorrow of the world worketh death.
'or behold this selfsame thing, that ye sorrowed
after a godly sort, what carefulness it wrought in
you, yea, what clearing of yourselves,’’ ete. (IT
Cor. 7:10-11). ““What clearing of yourselves!”
The point here is that the church is made up of re-
deemed men and women who formerly were sin-
ners and wicked folk in a variety of ways. Some of
them were stealing, cheating people out of things,
transacting dishonest deals, ete. The reputfation
of the church would suffer tremendously if these
sinners did not reform and rectify their wrongs as
far as possible. )

Before leaving this subject of repentance per-
haps it should be said that everyone who seeks
to be saved should have a sense of feeling that he
has gone the whole distance back to God from his
place in sin. He should feel and know that he
has confessed in a lump the whole sinful life ever
since he left the boundaries of childhood inno-
cence. He should feel and know that he has for-
saken the entire life of sin for good and ever. He
should feel and know that he has forgiven others
who have wronged him along the way and also
that he has made the wrongs of that sinful life
right as best he can.

That clears up the whole matter. He has made
things right with both God and man: Since he is
seeking a cure for his sin-sick condition he flees
from the whole life of it. He is ready to quit
traveling that road and decides never to be seen
on the broad way again. He turns his face to the
cross and has every reason to expect and receive
redemption through Jesus Christ.

A sinner
is one who sins; a child of God does not commit
sin. There is an utter contradiction of terms to
say a Christian may commit sin and still be a
Christian.

To be sure there is danger and the possibility
of falling from grace, but if one falls he is fallen;
he is not where he was before he fell. One might
as logically say when he falls, ““No, I have not
fallen, I am where I was,’’ as for one to say when
he sins, ‘T am not fallen from grace; I am still a
Christian.”’

Salvation means deliverance from sinning. A
Christian has power over sin. That is why people
desire salvation—to get rid of their sins and get
power to live holy. And salvation means exactly
that and does exactly that. Otherwise it would be
a fraud, a piece of nonsense, a joke, a huge de-
ception perpetrated on sin-tortured souls. ‘“‘But
now being made free from sin, and become serv-
ants to God, ye have your fruit unto holiness, and
the end everlasting life’’ (Rom. 6:22). ‘““For the
grace of God that bringeth salvation hath ap-
peared to all men, teaching us that, denying un-
godliness and worldly lusts, we should live sober-
ly, righteously, and godly, in this present world’’
(Tit. 2:11-12).

Jesus Christ *‘gave himself for us, that he might

We have access to God through prayer, which
means talking to him by way of asking for some-
thing, thanksgiving, or praise.

To get the most benefit from prayer one should
observe a few fundamental rules. For instance,

This is no fanciful scene. It is real life. Young
convert, around you are the angels, ‘‘For he shall
give his angels charge over thee, to keep thee in
all thy ways’’ (Ps. 91:11). Why, even the devil
knew that this was true, for he quoted that text
to Jesus when he was sitting on a pinnacle of the
temple. Jesus knew it was true, but he did not
need angels just then, for he wonld not jump off
the temple to please the devil. But in Gethsemane
he needed help. ‘“And there appeared an angel
unto him from heaven, strengthening him”’ (Luke
99.43). The angel from heaven comes just at the
right time. We do not see the angels, but they are
there about us. :

A prophet and his servant lay down one night
to sleep. During the night an army of enemies sur-
rounded the city completely and when the serv-
ant arose in the morning what did he see but a
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hostile and revengeful army round about the
whole place! ¢“What shall we do?’’ he cried.
«They that be for us are more than that army is,”’
said God’s man. The young man could not see it
that way. ‘‘Open his eyes, Lord,”’ prayed the
prophet. And then what a scene was before him.
All around through the mountains were horses
and chariots of fire manned by mighty angels who
could have swept that hostile army off the face
of the earth (IT Kings 6:1-18).

Tn this whole matter of religion we are dealing
with intangible forces, with invisible things. It
is said of Moses: ‘‘For he endured, as seeing him
who is invisible’’ (Heb. 11:27b). The invisible
things of nature are tremendous in their power—
electricity, heat, air, steam; so are the intangibles
of the spirit—will-power, faith, hope, jOy, SOTTOW,
peace, consecration. These intangibles move the
world. True religion hooks up man with God, who
created all things; hooks us up with heaven, with
angels, with the unseen powers of righteousness
and good-will, with the Holy Spirit, and the most
powerful spiritual influences that exist. Therefore,
dear convert, rely upon God!

But
did you know that there is something more de-
manded of you? Do not conceive the idea now that
the Christian life is all work and no play.

_ Jesus set out to save the whole world. His part-
ing words were, ‘‘Go tell the message to every-
body, everywhere.’’ It is, we admit, a work of
unlimited proportions, but all he demands of you,
as of me, is to do what we can. A Christian must
enter heart and soul into this work of Christ. He
must be ready to serve in any capacity he can and
prepare himself by means of education and conse-
cration to serve more and better. You have be-
come Christ’s; therefore be ready to work in his
vineyard that others may enjoy the great redemp-
tion that is in Christ.

Not only
does salvation include the cutting off of the crop
of sin, but it also includes the destruction of the
roots and seeds of sin that threaten to spring forth
again, The life of Christian holiness is not to be

They did not even know there was any Holy
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Ghost. In that they were like a great many Chris-
tians today. Paul spoke a few words, baptized
them, and they received the Holy Ghost. The Holy
Spirit is promised to all believers. This is in God’s
plan of redemption. ;

While keeping sweet under all circumstances 18
very important, especially for the tranquility _and
peace of one’s own soul, there are other motives
that cause Christians to seek a deeper experience.

After the great fire in Chicago which destroyed
his buildings, D. L. Moody went to New York to
collect funds for the sufferers in the fire. But there
was something else he was looking for more than
for funds, He said: <My heart was not in the
work of begging. I could not appeal. I was ery-
ing all the time that God would fill me with his
Spirit. Well, one day, in the city of New York—
oh, what a day!—I cannot describe it, T seldom
refer to it; it is almost too sacred an experience
fo name. . . .-I can only say that God revealed
himself to me, and I had such an experience of his
love that T had to ask him to stay his hand. I
went to preaching again. The sermons were not
different: T did not present any new truths; and
yet hundreds were converted. I would not now be
placed back where T was before that blessed ex-
perience if you should give me all the world—it
would be the small dust of the balance.”’

Since Jesus was the express image of the Father
and came to do the Father’s will, we must con-
clude that healing the sick was a part of the
divine mission of Jesus Christ in the world.

Moreover, the fatherhood of God certainly be-

tokens his willingness to heal. If earthly fathers
endeavor to ease the burdens and pains of their
children, how much more would the heavenly
Father seek to do so?

Taking it in a specific as well as a general sense,
the Word of God expresses his will. In the absence
of clear evidence to the contrary we must conelude
it is the will of God to heal the sick today, for
these reasons:

1. Because a clear, definite, specific promise of
healing has been left us: ““Is any sick among you?
let him call for the elders of the church; and let
them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the
name of the Lord: and the prayer of faith shall
save the sick, and the Lord shall raise him up;
and if he have committed sins, they shall be for-
given him”’ (Jas. 5:14-15). If you are sick this
means you.

2. Divine gifts have been made perpetual in the
chureh. Among these gifts are ‘“the gifts of heal-
ing” (I Cor.12:9), and ““the working of miracles?®?
(I Cor. 12:10). The logic of this faet ig indisput-
able. As Iopg" as God has a church he will have
mn 1t these divine gifts for the benefit of the people.

3. Jesus said in connection with the last com-
mission that certain signs would folloywy believers,
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Among other things, ‘“they shall lay hands on the

ﬁlck, and they shall recover’’ (Mark 16:18). There
Tore, as long as there are believers these si a;:;:v'?ili
follow them as evidences of their faith. 5t

: If you are sick or if you have friends who are
sick, consider carefully how full of meaning the
oregoing is to you and to them. These pro;ﬁises

definite and specific and are aimed at your healing
of whatever diseases you may have. %

We are healed by faith. ¢“The prayer of
shall save the sick’’ (Jas. 5:15). “‘These
shall follow them that believe’ (Mark 1
Two blind men came to Jesus one time and wantec
to be healed. He pointedly asked them: ‘‘Believe
yve that I am able to do this? They said unto him,
Yea, Lord. Then touched he their eyes, saying,
According to your faith be it unto thee’’ (Matt.
9:28-29). On one occasion four men carried a
paralyzed man to Jesus, who ‘‘seeing their faith
said unto the sick of the palsy; Son, be of good
cheer; thy sins be forgiven thee.”” When the Phar-
isees objected to this, Jesus said, ‘“‘Arise and
walk’”’ (Matt. 9:2-7).

One time the apostles made a failure of casting
out an evil spirit. When they asked Jesus the
reason he said: ‘‘Because of your unbelief’’ (Matt.
17:20), and in Nazareth Jesus ‘‘did mnot many
migh{y works there because of their unbelief”’

Faith, then, is & requisite of healing. God de-

i heal us. We must believe beyond the
ﬁ:&ﬁ of a doubt that God desires to heal us,
that it is his will to heal us, that it is his will to
heal us now, and that he does now heal us of our
diseases.

An experience of one may be helpful. A man
once had a sore come on him that he thought
might be a cancer. There it was In plain sight,
easy fo see, easy to feel the pain of it.
