EXPLANATORY NOTE

Ever since I advocated The World Calendar, it has been my
steadfast conviction that the interest of everyone would best be
served were the new calendar to be adopted with a minimum of
disturbance. Such a time is Saturday, December 30, 1944 when
there is a natural blending of the two calendars.

It has been suggested on pages 121-123 that The World
Calendar can be adopted on other days and dates: Sunday, July
1, 1945, Friday, March 1, or Wednesday, May 1, 1946. The
adoption on the first date would cause the loss of one day, while
its adoption on the other suggested dates would cause a loss of
two days. Some believe that this adjustment of a lost day would

)

not be too disturbing. However it is my firm opinion that greater
harmony would ensue and more general acceptance be assured
were The World Calendar to be put into operation without the
loss of a day at the end of 1944—when Saturday, December 30,
in both calendars, would be followed by December W, a World
Holiday, and the next day, Sunday, January 1, 1945 would
become the first year of the new time-plan.

I strongly urge its adoption at that time. To delay would
bring the next “blending” date to Sunday, January 1, 1950. This
needless delay would postpone the many advantages and aids for
everyday living, for war and postwar plans, and for the rehabili-
tation that confronts us.
