police force, for peace. T am sending this book under
separate cover today to your fine secretary, Colonel McIntyre
with the request that he put it into your hands for serious
study on this pressing problem of the hour. If you can
accomplish this, you have established - not only for this
generation but for all generations to come - perhaps the
most important thing since the coming of our Saviour,
wPeace on earth, good will to men .
