Constellations which may be observed from the Northern Hemisphere are printed on the Cylinder
To locate planets or stars refer to a nautical almanac or astronomical tables for their Righf
Ascensions and Declinations.

Right Ascension and Declination are employed on the instrument to indicate positions of celestial
bodies. Right Ascension corresponds to terrestrial longitude and Declination to terrestrial

latitude.

Seales show months and days, hours of day and night, the twenty-four hours of Right Ascension
and Declination. *

Each hour of Right Ascension on the instrument is divided into three equal parts of twenty min-
utes each. Twenty minutes of Right Ascension are equal to five degrees of the circle.
Determine the latitude of the vicinity where observation is to be made and set the instrument
accordingly. See diagram for scale (A 3). After adjustment has been made for Latitude
Right Ascension, Declination, Date and Time, be sure that the STAND IS LEVEL AND
THAT THE DOME IS DIRECTED TO POLARIS.

Example: to locate Lyra. Refer to diagram.

On the Cylinder at Right Ascension 18 hours and 40 minutes is Lyra with its declination
setting given as +40. Turn the Dome so that the Indicating Center Line (D 12) on the
Declination Wheel (D 10) is directly opposite Lyra or Right Ascension 18 hours 40 min-
utes. Set the Declination 440 on the Declination Scale (D 10) to the Indicator Line (D 11)
inseribed on the Dome. Now, holding the Cylinder (C) firmly, adjust the hour of the day
or night (C 7) opposite the day of the month (B 6). The months are divided into three day
intervals. Orient the instrument (see illustration) and the Pointer (D 14) will be directed

to Lyra.

%{& "OUR CHIEF COMMANDER'S MESSAGE

Excerpts from a Report Made by Chief Commander
Sayers to the Governing Board, Sept. 14, 1942

TO THE MEMBERS OF THE GOVERNING BOARD,
UNITED STATES POWER SQUADRONS:

Since the last meeting of the Governing Board, many things have
happened which directly affected the Squadrons. I have endeavored to
keep you in touch with the various important matters, and I wish to express
here my thanks to the Rear Commanders and Local Squadron Commanders
for their earnest efforts in carrying out my various requests. I have, of
course, attended numerous local Squadron parties and rendezvous. From
the reports that I hear from all sides, we are progressing.

You are all familiar with the starting of the Engineers’ Amphibian
Command. Your National War Committee cooperated with me on this
one hundred per cent. During the summer months, I received a call from
Washington and a visit from Lieut. Col. Salzmann, and arranged a meeting
which was attended by the members of the War Committee. You all have
received copies of the letter that was sent out. Col. Salzmann was over-
whelmed at the response that he received at the mass meetings staged by
the U.S.P.S. all over the country. I am proud to say that a large group of
our Squadron men are now in the commissioned ranks in the E.A.C.

We received a request from the U. S. Coast Guard and the U. S. Mari-
time Commission to help them secure Cadets for the Naval Marine Cadet
Training. I communicated this information to all of you.

As you remember, we had received the resignation of Mr. Martus as
Chairman of the Special Course Committee, and last June I invited Dr. Ter-
rell E. Cobb N, of Narragansett Power Squadron, to carry on and organize
the Special Course Committee.

I want to express here the thanks of the Chief Commander to Marshall
Van Winkle, Jr. N, who has been acting as Chairman of the Engine Course,
so-called, and to Charles L. Petze, Jr., who is acting as Chairman of the
Seamanship Course, and to Tom Russell who has taken over the Signalling
Course Committee.

At the last meeting of the Board, there was referred to the Chief Com-
mander and to the Chairman of the Committee on Admissions, the ques-
tion of new charts to be included in the Elementary Course. In coopera-
tion with Dr. Barnes, the new chart has been approved by the Committee
on Admissions and will be included in the Elementary courses.

I am happy also to report that I have used much ink in signing ele-
mentary and advanced grades promotion certificates. This is one of the
greatest pleasures that a Chief Commander has.
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Commander Horenberger and his War Course Committe.have bgen
carrying on in this Naval District, and he will report to you later on. These
special courses have also been given in other parts of the country. This re-
flects greatly to our credit.

On June 25th, I received a letter from Vice Admiral Waesche, Com-
mandant of the U. S. Coast Guard, who invited me for consultation in Wash-
ington. Accompanied by Commander Bill Smith, Chairman of the War Com-
mittee, I went to Washington.

On July 16th Admiral Waesche wrote: “Your circular letter to mem-
bers of the Power Squadrons in furtherance of the procurement and opera-
tions of small boats in the anti-submarine campaign, is before me. Your
letter is to the point and forceful, and if an appeal by written words can
produce results among your membership, they should. I compliment you
on the message and appreciate all you are doing to assist us in the War
effort.”

And again, another letter: “Thank you for your letter of July 13th,
sending the names of members of the Power Squadrons who will assist the
Coast Guard in procuring personnel to man vessels on anti-submarine duty.
District Coast Guard officers have been advised of the names and addresses
of these men and will get in touch with them. Again let me express my
appreciation, etc.”

While in Washington, I met Commander R. E. Wood who is a mem-
ber of the Cleveland Squadron and is now Chief of the Auxiliary, and really
its Operations Officer at Headquarters in Washington for the Temporary
Reserve. We recommended members for the Special Committees of Civil-
ians being formed in all the Naval Districts along the East Coast.

“By demand” of the Coast Guard Officer in command for the Third
Naval District, I was drafted to the Committee in New York and made
Chairman of the Motor Boat Division. This Committee is... enrolling mem-
bers in the sail boat end of the Committee’s function. The Motor Boat end
will come later on.

I likewise received a telephone communication from Lieut. (J.G.)

Burks of Dis-
trict No. 8 reported that Miami P, S. is

almost 100% engaged in work with the
armed forces.

Rear Comdr. Stick of District 19 re-
ported that 62 applications had been sent
to the E.A.C. and reported that the man-
ner in which fall classes were being or-
ganized was most gratifying,

Secretary — Chief Commander Sayers
reported routine duties of Secretary’s Of-
fice in good shape and that Mr. Busch
'would record the minutes and was attend-
Ing to various details of the office.

* %

The Secretary’s Report showed that
new members admitted in 1942 were al-
most 15%, ahead of similar period in 1941.
Secretary pointed out that it was im-
possible to keep the mailing list for THE
ENSIGN and other Squadron literature
up to date with all the changes of ad-

dres§ due to men going into service oc-
furring so rapidly,

At this point the subject of a service
flag and the appointment of a committee
to handle its purchase was brought up
before the board by Chief Commander
Sayers. He announced the appointment

of Past"Chief Comdr. Funk as Chairman
of this Committee. Following a brief
discussion of the subject by Past Chief
Comdr. Funk it was voted that a service
flag with a removable number be pro-
cured at a cost of approximately $35 and
that all local Squadron Commanders sub-
mit the number of men in their Squad-
ron who are in the service to the Chair-
man of the Service Flag Committee.

Treasurer Charles A. Brady N, re-
ported the financial affairs of the U.S.P.S.
in sound condition. He stated that to
date dues had been waived for about 200
members in the services. However, he
pointed out that this was no indication
of the total number of U.S.P.S. in the
armed forces since many do not take ad-
vantage of the dues waiver.

Under the heading of unfinished busi-
ness the Vice Comdr. published a report
on the recommended procedure for Dis-
trict Conferences. It was voted that the
report be accepted and filed and that
copies be sent to the G/B with the
minutes for action at the October meet-
ing.

The Vice Commander then offered the
following resolution which was voted
adopted:—“WHEREAS, the war effort
of the U.S.P.S. and its members is of
primary importance, and WHEREAS,
there does not now seem to be any ur-
gent need for two district conferences a
year, NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RE-
SOLVED that the Fall District Confer-
ences may be suspended for the duration
of the war, until further action by the
G/B.”

Following this the various Committee
Chairmen gave their reports which will
be found in detail under the heading
“Reports from the Committees”.

AT THE OCTOBER
G/B MEETING

The meeting was called to order at
1:40 P. M., October 13th, at the Hotel
Astor. Past Chief Comdr. Jackson read
the U.S.P.S. Invocation.

Chief Commander Sayers then an-
nounced the sad news that Lt. Comdr.
F. K. Gundlach, U.S.N.R., Secretary of
the U.S.P.S., had died that very morning,
following a long illness. Note: Comdr.
Gundlach’s funeral was held on Friday,
October 16th, at 2 P. M., at Campbell’s
Funeral Parlor. It was very impressive,
with many of his officer friends in the
Navy and U.S.P.S. Officers and Com-
manders present.

Rear Comdr. Day introduced: Lt.
Comdr. Edge of Northern New Jer-
sey P..S.; Comdr. Wm. F. Avery of
North River P. S. and Lt. Comdr. Fayles
of the New York P. S.

Chief. Commander Sayers then intro-
duced our honored guest, Rear Admiral
Stanley V. Parker, U.S.C.G., a member
of the G/B, who praised the U.S.P.S.
in a short talk to those present. Admiral
Parker stayed through the entire meeting.

Editor Walter R. Juettner introduced
Mr. Millard Bennett, of the Conservation
Division of the WPB who talked inspir-
ingly about ‘Scrap’ Salvage.

Mr. Bennett said his experience in
speaking to groups all over the country
showed him that the general public just
don’t believe that the scrap metal short-
age is as serious as it’s been painted.

“But”, said Mr. Bennett, “I can tell
you gentlemen in all seriousness and
truthfulness that the result of the war
may well depend on the speed with which
this country gets its iron and steel scrap
to the steel mills”.

Mr. Bennett then pointed out that
while iron and steel are perhaps the most




urgently needed metals there is also a
dire need for tin and non-ferrous metals.
He explained that the only tin still avail-
able to the United States is a meager
supply from Bolivia, In addition to the
fact that this source can supply only 10%
of the tin needed the quality is inferior
which, of course, doesn't help the situa-
tion. Mr. Bennett ended his talk with
an impassioned plea to everyone to please
believe that all metals are on the critical
list for the duration and to support all
salvage efforts conscientiously,

Following Mr. Bennett’s talk Editor
Juettner requested that everyone at the
Governing Board Meeting pass the word
along. He pointed out that no efforts
were being made by any agency to or-
ganize and collect metal scrap from
Boats, Yacht Clubs and Boat Yards.
He asked that each individual Squadron
assume this responsibility for its terri-
tory. Editor Juettner passed out copies
of a new 36-page booklet entitled
“Scrap—and How To Collect It”, just is-
sued under the auspices of the War Pro-
duction Board, Anyone interested in se-
curing copies of this booklet can get

“Tt is the understanding of the Com-
mittee that Motor Mechanics, Signalling,
and First Aid have been approved by
the G/B for the preparation of syllabus,
problem sheets, and examination forms.
The syllabus on the Motor Mechanics or
Engine Course, is now available to mem-
bers at a reasonable charge and at the
present time we know of five Squadrons
conducting such classes.

“Work on the Signalling Course outline
has been completed and will be available
shortly.

“Due to the exigencies of the war the
American Red Cross has already organ-
ized classes on First Aid Instruction.
Therefore, at - this time the U.S.P.S.
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would be unnecessarily duplicating efforts
if it were to carry on this work. It is felt
further that should the U.S.P.S. desire
at any time that their members be re-
quired to qualify in First Aid work, for
any award of certificate, that an Ameri-
can Red Cross Standard Course Certifi-
cate be acceptable for this Award.

“When the present Chairman was ap-
pointed a special committee had already
been named for the purpose of preparing
a course syllabus in Seamanship. This
vllabus has been completed by Charles

Petze of Wilmington Squadron. We
trongly recommend that the G/B ap-
brove this course.

THE Governing Board, at its
meeting of 14 September, formally ap-
proved the new U.S.P.S. Course in Sea-
manship, as presented by Dr. T. E.
Cobb N, Chairman of the Special Course
Committee, appropriated funds for its
printing, and ordered the material made
available to the Squadrons at once. The
Squadrons now have an official course in
a subject of vital importance to all
yachtsmen.

The Course, which will be conducted
similarly to the Advanced Grades
Courses, is open to any member of the
US.PS. in good standing. It consists of
ten lessons and a final examination. The
Governing Board has authorized the is-
suance of a certificate and provided for
suitable insignia to denote successful
completion.

The first lesson takes up boat construc-
tion and nautical terminology. The ad-
vantages and characteristics of wvarious
designs of power and sail boats, including
types of hull construction and the nomen-
clature of parts, are discussed. The sec-
ond lesson considers the equipment nec-
essary for safe operation as well as the
important question of proper boat main-
tenance. Lessons three and four are de-
voted to marlinspike seamanship. In the
former, the kinds of rope, fiber and wire,
the various knots and splices and their
proper use are described, other rope
work and the use of the palm and needle
are discussed. This basic instruction is
crystallized in  the fourth Ilesson — to
which two class sessions are devoted—by
practical marlinspike seamanship. Among
the requirements is the making of a can-
vas duffel or marlinspike kit bag by each
student.

THE MONSOON OF SHANGRI-LA

NORTHEAST of India, far,
far beyond the Ganges River, stretches
the mightiest range of mountains on
earth. So high do the Himalayas rear
their frozen summits into the sky that all
other peaks with which civilized man is
familiar fade by comparison. Still further
beyond this lofty rampart lies a high,
windswept table land which is known as
the Tibetan Plateau., And because of a
natural law by which the Creator has de-
creed that cold air is heavier than warm
air and shall forever strive to displace
it, the land of Shangri-La becomes the
cradle of the Indian Monsoon.

Now you must know that the word
MONSOON is derived from the Arab-
ian ‘Mausim’ which means ‘season’. India
has just two seasons, the Northeast and
the Southwest Monsoon. The Northeast
Monsoon occurs during our Fall, Winter
and Spring months, from late September
to May. Then the weather generally is
dry and cool, with only occasional rains.
The Southwest Monsoon which lasts
from May to September brings hot,
moist dampness with torrential rains so
heavy as to reach over 400 inches, or
33 feet annually at Cherra Punji! Obvi-
ously, little can be accomplished in a
military  way during the Southwest Mon-
soon; it is during the coming Northeast
‘Mausim’ that the Japanese will move on
India, if at all. And so, because the Mon-
soon now is on everybody’s tongue, let
us look into its cause and behold the
mighty forces which come into play and
the stupendous masses of water and air
which are moved when the Monsoon
changes.

THE NORTHEAST MONSOON

As our Summer season in the northern
hemisphere gradually fades into Autumn,
the sun’s position relative to the earth

But as the Winter season of the north
ern hemisphere draws to a close, anc
spring approaches, the sun comes to the
end of its journey southward, and turns
to the north again, continuing its tactics
of boring holes in the earth’s atmos
sphere. As the Spring season progresses
this hole becomes like a trench, deepe:
ing to northward under the burning hea
of the sun, and filling in to the soutl
ward, much as the water fills in th
wake of a fast motor boat. The resu!
is that a cool-to-warm gradient builds u;
in the sun’s path, the air becoming coole:
and heavier toward the south, whick

lies further and further from the sur’s
heat.

Every Squadron is urged to take the
initiative in this respect and go to work
immediately. All Squadron commanders
should appoint Salvage Committees at
once. These men should contact each
boat owner in their own units and in ad-
dition go after all other skippers in their
communities. Then after securing a
promise from each owner that they will
go over their boats from stem to stern
and toss on the scrap heap every bit of
useless, broken, worn-out or obsolete
metal, the committees should check yacht
clubs and boat yards with the same pur-
pose in mind. Contact and cooperate
with your Local Salvage Committee
wherever there is one. They will get
your scrap moving.

NOTES ON THE HISTORY OF NAVIGATION

PART IV. Further Developments

IN Part III we mentioned the
name of Larcum Kendal as a member of
the Board of Longitude which passed
judgment upon Harrison’s timepiece.
Where large sums of public money are
involved, such boards are likely to be
somewhat reticent about paying the final
reward though they may be free and
easy with smaller sums. In the case of
Harrison the Board stipulated that Harri-
son should make another timepiece and
they also commissioned Kendall, himself
a clockmaker, to make two according to
Harrison’s plan in order to prove that the
test had not been a fluke. This he did
and we are particularly interested in his
No. 2 because it was aboard the ill-fated
‘H.M.S. Bounty’ at the time of the his-
toric mutiny. The timepiece is mentioned
in Nordoff and Hall’'s ‘Mutiny on the
Bounty’ and this clock had a rather re-
markable career.

When the mutineers landed on Pit-
cairn Island, they took the timepiece
ashore with them and it remained on the
island for a number of years. Later it
was bought from the Islanders by a
Yankee trading skipper who touched at
the island. It was taken by him to Val-
paraiso where, it would appear, he fell
on evil fortune because he ‘hocked’ it.
At some later date it was purchased
from the pawnbroker by a Spanish
grandee in whose possession it remained
for a considerable time. It was finally
purchased by an English naval officer,
who recognized it for what it was, and he
returned it to England eighty-five years
after the mutiny. Until the present war
it was preserved in the United Service
Museum in Whitehall, London, where I
had the pleasure of examining it through
the kindness of one of the curators. Har-

rison’s No. 5, which was made in compli-
ance with the order of the Board of
Longitude, is preserved in the collection
of the Honorable Company of Clock-
makers in Guildhall, London. It is to be
hoped that it was removed to safety be-
fore the Guildhall was demolished by
German bombs.

Many clock-makers tried their hand
at making chronometers but, of these la-
ter men, the name of Thomas Earnshaw
stands out. It was he who invented the
detent escapement, used in all modern
chronometers, and gave us most of the
improvements which are used today
The only difference between modern in-
struments and those of Earnshaw are in
matters of refinement and precision of
workmanship. To the reader who is in-
terested in pursuing this subject further,
I suggest, “The Marine Chronometer—
Its History and Development” by R. T
Gould. While somewhat technical, it is
nevertheless, most interesting reading.

It was many years after Harrison’s
time until chronometers became at all
common aboard ship, particularly on mer-
chant ships. There were several reasons
why this was so; it took some time be-
fore any considerable number of clock-
makers could be trained in the construc-
tion of the instruments, and, also, the
chronometer is a fairly costly device
For a time the demand far exceeded the
supply because most of the early produc-
tion, in England at least, was snappec
up by the Royal Navy. For a while the
other maritime nations lagged behind Eng-
land in the production of chronometers.

Sea-going people are likely to be very
conservative and to resist innovations
sometimes to the point of pigheadedness
In many of the records, preserved in our
maritime museums, will be found passag
which show some questioning of the ad-

visability of expenditures for navigational
equipment. Apparently, the attitude taken
by some of our early merchant ship
owners was that if a captain couldn’t get
along without fancy navigating equip-
ment he was not fit to be a captain. Even
today our merchant officers are required
to furnish their own sextants and much
of their other equipment. To illustrate,
there is a story of a certain English skip-
per, in the days when chronometers were
new, who noticed one of his junior offi-
cers coming aboard with a mysterious
box under his arm. Upon asking what it
contained he was informed that it was a
chronometer which the young officer had
purchased out of his own pocket. The cap-
tain flew into a rage and retorted, “Remove
it at once, Sir! We will have no necro-
mancy aboard any ship that I command.”

Partly due to the slowness with which
chronometers became generally available
and partly to the weight of Sir Isaac
Newton's championship, the lunar dis-
tance theory continued to be popular
long after it was completely outmoded.
Even as late as 1907 the British Board
of Trade required the working of lunars
in examination for the Extra Master’s or
‘red ink’ ticket. It was the advent of the
radio time-signal which finally spelled the
doom of the lunar.

Our own Nathaniel Bowditch (1773-
1838) was an ardent proponent of the
lunar, probably because of the lack of re-
lisble chronometers in his day. He was
not only an able navigator but also an
accomplished mathematician, a stickler
for accuracy, and an able teacher so long
as his teaching could be done informally.
He hated lecturing or speaking before
large numbers of people. It is said that,
in one ship which he commanded, even
the cook could work lunars, not alone
by one method, but by several.

Bowditch is best known for his epi-
tome of navigation, The American Prac-
tical Navigator, first published in 1802.
This work was a result of Bowditch’s
discovery of many errors and misstate-
ments in a current standard book by
Hamilton Moore. This work, published
originally in England, had been repub-




ciate the excellence and utility of his
labours, as the members of this Society”.
The latest biography of Nathaniel Bow-
ditch is called ‘Yankee Star Gazer’ by
Robert E. Berry and published by Whit-
tlesey House, New York. It is ex-
tremely well written, thoroughly docu-
mented, and should be read by every
member of the Squadrons.

Of course the longitude determination,
by means of the chronometer, was then,
as now, the familiar time-sight. One of
the elements employed in the reduction
of this observation is the dead reckoning
latitude; a fact which somewhat limits
the usefulness of the method. Unless the
observation is made of a body on or very
near the Prime Vertical (true east or
west of the observer) an error in the lati-
tude, used in reducing the observation,
is reflected in the longitude; the further
from the prime vertical the larger will
be the resulting error. This fact was well
understood by real students of navigation
but was not generally understood by the
average practical navigator who knew
how to work out his sights but did not

know why the results came out as they
did. The same is true even today among

all too many of our merchant officers.

A few months before Bowditch’s death
came a discovery which was to revolu-
tionize the method of reducing observa-
tions; the discovery of the line of posi-
tion. The remarkable thing about this
discovery is that it was made, not in the
quiet of a mathematician’s study, but by
a practical navigator in the stress of a
gale at sea.

The man who made this discovery,
Captain Thomas Hubbard Sumner, was
born in 1807. His father was Thomas
W. Sumner, an architect by profession,
who served as congressman from Massa-
chusetts from 1805 to 1811. Captain Sum-
ner attended Harvard graduating in the
class of 1826, shipped as a foremast hand
in the China trade and became captain
some ten years later. He became hope-
lessly insane in 1850 and was committed
to an asylum near Boston. Thus far I
have not been able to find any record of
the date of his death.

The rather thrilling story of she dis-
covery is contained briefly in Bowditch
in the Chapter on the Sumner Line and
it is rather phenomenal that such a pro-
saic volume should devote space to the
story. The Bowditch version is a copy.
in part, of the original description in
Sumner’s own book, ‘A New Method of
Finding a Ship’s Position at Sea’ pub-
lished by Thomas Groom and Co., Bos-
ton. The first edition of this book must
have come out about 1842 or 1843 judg-
ing by the copyright date 1843. At least
four editions were published, the fourth
in 1857. The copyright was purchased
by the Government in 1854. The cover
of the fourth edition is embossed in gold
with the picture of a ship’s captain, in
frock coat and high plug-hat, preparing
to take a sight with a large octant which
he holds before him like an Irish harp.
The early pages contain letters of recom-
mendation written by sea captains, naval
officers, etc., one letter being signed by
Matthew Fontaine Maury who was
lieutenant in the Navy at that time.

The great difficulty with Sumner’s or-
iginal method, of solving for the line of
position, is that it requires at least two
complete solutions of the problem; the
second solution being made with a differ-
ent latitude than the first, all other ele-
ments being the same. This is the so-
called ‘chord method’. The third and
fourth editions, which were revised by
T. H. Safford, Jr., of Cambridge, Mass.,
contained some notes, by him, which il-
lustrated the ‘tangent method’ which re-
quired only one solution for the longitude
but added another for the azimuth os
bearing of the line. The tables at that
time required solutions involving both
natural and logarithmic functions of ths
angles which made the computations
bit cumbersome. When the tables of na-
tural and logarithmic haversines became
available, the solution was considerably
improved. The next article will show how
Sumner’s discovery was still further im-
proved leading directly to our moders
methods.

BOOK REVIEW

‘NAVIGATION FOR MARINERS
AND AVIATORS'—by Captain David
Polowe. Cornell Maritime Press, 1942.
Reviewed by William F. Avery N, Com-
mander, North River Power Squadron.
Captain Polowe’s new book should be a
godsend to those who want a short cut
to a working knowledge of navigation
without missing too much of the theoreti-
cal background. This compact volume
presents, without too much brevity, the
essential points of piloting and naviga-
tion in such a space that it can go into
the sailor’s bag of the prospective navi-
gator without noticeable addition to his
equipment.

After giving the reader a short, interest-
ing history of navigation, Captain Polowe
plunges into the various phases of pilot-
ing. He develops this branch of the sub-
ject logically by starting with the com-
pass and the correction of its errors, and
follows with charts, aids to navigation
such as lights, buoys, etc., together with
their application to bearings and plotting.

The chapter on Dead Reckoning first
gives the reader the elementary knowl-
edge of Logarithms and Trigonometry
which he will need to use tables in Bow-
ditch, etc., and then covers the various
sailings rather briefly. The piloting sec-.
tion is rounded off with chapters on
Chart Navigation for Aviators, F og, Ra-
dio Stations, Storms, Tides, Currents,
Hurricanes, etc.

The Captain’s chapter on the sextant
gives a great deal of indispensable in-
formation in a small space. From here
on the reader is eased through such tech-
nical matters, necessary as tools to the
navigator, as the chronometer, time, and
the Nautical Almanac until he is doing
a ‘Day’s Work At Sea’ (on paper) be-
fore he knows it.

Appendices Valuable as References
in Themselves

The Appendices comprise a valuable ref-
erence book in themselves: Appendix ‘A’
presents the Rules of the Road, really
brought up to date; Appendix ‘B’ out-
lines in great detail the examinations for
licensed deck officers. The rest of the
book contains Dreisonstock’s Naviga-
tional Tables and other tables compiled
by the author, and excerpts from the
Nautical Almanac. These sections enable
the student to work out the various illus-
trative problems in the book as he goes
along without Iugging a library around
in his bag. With the addition of the cur-
rent year’s Nautical Almanac he could
even work out his own sights, taken on
board his boat.

Some mariners may feel that the inclu-
sion of Dreisonstock is not fully up to
date: that Ageton’s H. O. 211 might
have been chosen instead, if permission
could have been obtained to use it. It
would take just about the same space.
If the newest method, H. O. 214 had been
used as the basis for solving the astro-
nomical triangle, the student would have
to carry around one or more volumes,
fairly large, of tables in addition to this
text. Such an arrangement would have
defeated the valuable feature of the book
that it provides all by itself the neces-
sary information and tables enough for
a conscientious student to acquire a fun-
damental knowledge of piloting and navi-
gation together with the confidence which
comes only from actually following so-
lutions through himself step by step.

During the present emergency there
must be many newcomers to our armed
services of the sea who aspire to rise
to responsible ratings in which a knowl-
edge of navigation is mandatory. Such
men may well consider this volume a
necessary part of their outfit.
