This morning before the Cumberland, Indiana, Baptist
Sunday School, I presented this potato and told them I
was sending it to you with the following explanation: this
Victory potato represents the lives of our noble sons and
daughters who shed their blood and made the Suprenme
Saerifice so we might attain that Victory for which they
were willing to give their last full measure of devotions
that we might live again in peace with all mankind. It
also represents a hard, cruel, wicked world full of sin,
cruelty, murder, drunkeness and greed for riches which
we pray is changed through our Vietory, to a Christian
world rid of isms and hatred, into an ideal world of
peaceful homes.
Again, this potato represents Our Savior who shed his
precious blood upon the Cross of Calvary for us, but Im
hree days he arose in Victory and overcame death and the
grave, that we might live in the hope of eternal life and
peage.
