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CAS-7B (BP-1B) Satellite Ready for Launch
The CAS-7B (BP-1B) amateur radio and educational satellite, a project by Chinese Amateur Satel-
lite Group (CAMSAT) and Beijing Institute of Technology (BIT). BIT has established an amateur ra-
dio club (call sign BI1LG) and the student members are learning radio satellite communication.
The orbital life of the satellite is short-term - expected to be only one week, up to a maximum of
one month. This will provide an opportunity for hams to track and monitor the satellite entering
the atmosphere. The satellite is schedule to be launched at the end of June this year from a new
launch vehicle from a small commercial rocket company. If the launch fails (it is the first launch of
this new vehicle, and has a large possibility of failure), another launch is anticipated later this
year.

Upgrades include: a Next
Generation radio system to support easier radio mode transition, enhanced voice repeater, up-
dated digital packet radio (APRS) capabilities, a new multi-voltage power supply to support pres-
ent and future radio capabilities, and several Next Generation radio systems to support
development, on-orbit operations, training, and long-term maintenance.

Minutes of the Regular Membership Meeting of May 7, 2019

Ruben (WB5WTF) called the meeting to order at 1903.

There were no visitors or guests.

Ham of the Month:
Roy Walker (WA5YZD) moved that John Roberts (W5RZG) be named Ham of the Month.  Joe Can-
field (N5HPC) seconded the motion.  It passed on a voice vote.

Mark Jenkins (W5MPJ) gave a Treasurer’s report of $7200 in checking and $3800 in savings.  He
also report 21 new members with 14 that paid their dues.

Ruben reported that the Board had approved $2000 for legal fees and the membership approved
the action by voice vote.

Roger Wines (W5WIA) reported on license classes with a goal for 100 students for Technician,
General and Extra Classes.
