Whereas it is the duty of all nations to acknowledge the providence of Almighty
God, to obey His will, to be grateful for His benefits, and to humbly implore His
protection and favor; and Whereas both Houses of Congress have, by their joint
committee, requested me “to recommend to the people of the United States a
day of public thanksgiving and prayer, to be observed by acknowledging with
grateful hearts the many and signal favors of Almighty God, especially by
affording them an opportunity peaceably to establish a form of government for
their safety
and happiness:” ... to be devoted by the people of these States to the service of
that great and glorious Being who is the beneficent author of all the good that
was, that is, or that will be; that we may then all unite in rendering unto Him our
sincere and humble thanks for His kind care and protection of the people of this
country... —for the civil and religious liberty with which we are blessed, and the
means we have of acquiring and diffusing useful knowledge; —and, in general, for
all the great and various favors which He has been pleased to confer upon us...
And also that we may then unite in most humbly offering our prayers and
supplications to the great Lord and Ruler of Nations, and beseech Him to pardon
our national and other transgressions;

Here are few of the examples from a report of what happened after the
removal of prayer from the public arena in 1963

A. Young People

1. For 15 years before 1963 pregnancies in girls ages 15 through 19 years
had been no more than 15 per thousand, After the removal of prayer in
1963 pregnancies increased 187% in the next 15 years.

2. For younger girls, ages 10 to 14 years, After the removal of prayer in
1963 pregnancies increased 553%.

3. Before 1963 sexually transmitted diseases among students were 400 per
100,000. After the removal of prayer in 1963 they were up 226% in the next
12 years.

B. The Family

1. Before 1963 divorce rates had been declining for 15 years. After the
removal of prayer in 1963 divorces increased 300% each year for the next 15
years.

2. Since After the removal of prayer in 1963 unmarried people living
together is up 353%

3. Since After the removal of prayer in 1963 single parent families are up
140%.

4. Since After the removal of prayer in 1963 single parent families with
children are up 160%.

C. Education

1. The educational standard of measure has been the SAT scores. SAT
scores had been steady for the years before 1963. After the removal of
prayer in 1963 SAT's declined for 18 consecutive years, even though the same
test has been used since 1941.



2. Before the removal of prayer in 1963 There were only approximately
1000 Christian schools in America. After the removal of prayer in 1963 by
1984 there were 32,000 Christian schools in America.

3. After the removal of prayer in 1963 the nation's top academic scholars
shifted, three times as many now come from private and or religious schools,
which operate on one-quarter of the budget as do public schools.

D. The Nation

After the removal of prayer in 1963 violent crime has
increased over 544%.

After the removal of prayer in 1963 lllegal drugs have become an enormous
& uncontrollable problem.

After the removal of prayer in 1963 The nation has been deprived of an
estimated 10 million citizens through legal abortions and since roe/wade an
additional 47 million citizens have been aborted since 1973. (that's why we
must have immigrants coming to America - we murdered a generation of
future workers)
