Directions:
1. On the construction paper, have the children color symbols of the Eucharist.

Examples: bread and wine, a Chi-Rho (pictured), a host and a chalice,

and the Last Supper.
2. After the children have colored their symbols, the symbols should be cut out.
3. Glue the Eucharist symbol in the center of the plate. Glue seeds, stones,

or other materials onto the plate to decorate around the Eucharist symbol.
4. Lace yarn through the holes around the plate. (Allow enough lacing at the

beginning and the end to tie for hanging.)
