Before You Begin:
Cut the poster board. For ease of handling, you may want to cut yarn into 12" lengths.

Directions:
1.  Have the children trace the Yarn Cross Pattern onto their poster board and 

cut the cross out. 

2.  Punch holes in the top of the cross for hanging.

3.  Spread glue on the vertical bar of the cross.

4.  Starting at the outside edge of the cross, press the yarn gently to the 
poster board, spiraling inward. Be careful not to cover the holes for hang-
ing. Trim excess yarn or add more until the vertical cross area is fi lled in.
