4.What are some practical ways you could worship through / turn your attentiveness to Scripture in the

following categories:

a.Your personal time in Scripture

b.Discipleship group

c.During sermons

d.Prepping Saturday nights for Sunday morning

5.What needs to change in our hearts so that we can most fully hunger for the Word, be attentive to it,

and worship through it?

6. Is there a particular passage of Scripture that has led your heart to worship recently?
