All proposals must be signed with the firm name and by a responsible officer or employee. Obligations assumed by
such signature must be fulfilled.

Seventy thousand dollars ($70,000) or more, or the total value of all such construction, removal, repair or
improvements undertaken by such person within any twelve-month period is five hundred thousand dollars

Payment Terms:

a) Payment terms shall be ""2%-20, Net 30 days" unless otherwise stated by the offeror on this submittal
form. Alternate terms may be offered by offeror for prompt payment of bills.

b) Payment terms shall be considered in determining the low bidder/offeror.

c) Discount period shall be computed from the date of proper receipt of the vendor's correct invoice, or from
the date of acceptable receipt of the goods/services, whichever is latest.

d) The payment terms stated herein shall appear on the vendor's invoice. Failure to comply with this
requirement shall result in the invoice being returned to the vendor for correction.

e) Late payment charges shall not exceed the allowable rate specified by the Commonwealth of Virginia
Prompt Payment Act. (1% per month)

Insurance: The contractor shall maintain adequate liability insurance, which shall protect and save harmless the
City of Newport News, Virginia, and its officials from all suits and actions of every kind and description arising
from injury or damage to persons and property in the prosecution of said work or in failure to properly safeguard
same, and from all claims arising under the workmen's compensation laws. The contractor shall furnish proof of
said insurance prior to commencement of services. Separate forms, which name the City as additional insured and
as alternate employer, must be included with the Certificate of Insurance. Forms (Insurance Endorsements) are
available to download from the Purchasing website (http://www.nngov.com/purchasing/resources/purchasingforms).
Please make sure prior to submitting a bid that all insurance endorsements forms have been reviewed by
your insurance carrier.

The Commonwealth of Virginia requires construction contractors and subcontractors to obtain and maintain
worker's compensation insurance while performing work on behalf for the City. Evidence of coverage needs to be
provided prior to commencement of work.

Cancellation: The City may cancel the contract at its convenience, without penalty, at any time by giving thirty (30)
days written notice or may cancel the contract immediately for violations of safety or rules of ethics. The City may
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cancel a contract thirty (30) days after the City has given a written request for a cure for vendor non-performance if
such cure has not occurred. Cancellation shall not release the vendor from legal remedies available to the City. If
the contract is an extended term contract, after completion of the first contract period, either party may cancel the
contract without penalty. Written notice of such termination shall be made a minimum of sixty (60) days prior to its
effective date.

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GENERAL

The City of Newport News, Department of Public Utilities (Waterworks) (“City”) is seeking proposals
for the services of a qualified consulting engineer (‘Engineer’) to provide studies, investigations,
preliminary designs, final designs, bid documents, and construction administration in support of the Lee
Hall Reservoir Dam Improvements Project.  Specifically, Waterworks has a need for civil,
environmental, structural, mechanical, electrical, and instrumentation engineering designs, and
construction administration for improvements to existing dam facilities for the Lee Hall Reservoir in
Newport News, Virginia.

BACKGROUND

Waterworks supplies drinking water on a retail basis to approximately 405,000 persons on the lower
Virginia Peninsula including the cities of Newport News, Hampton, Pogquoson, and portions of James
City and York Counties. The current raw water system includes pumping stations on the
Chickahominy River and at Little Creek, Diascund Creek, and Skiffe's Creek reservoirs, and related
transmission pipelines. Raw water impoundments also include terminal reservoirs at Harwood's Mill
and Lee Hall Water Treatment Plants. The brackish groundwater desalting (BGD) facility treats water
from the Upper and Middle Potomac Aquifers using reverse osmosis membranes.

The Lee Hall Reservoir system consists of two separate, interconnected impoundments: Lee Hall
Upper and Lee Hall Lower. The impoundments are generally separated by a 600-foot long CSX
Transportation (CSXT) railroad embankment. The Lee Hall Upper Dam consists of a steel sheeting
and control gate structure located upstream of and attached to the railroad embankment. It is known as
the Lee Hall Upper Dam Outlet Works (“Outlet Works”) and is owned and operated by Waterworks.
The Outlet Works is sited within the CSXT right-of-way but has been legally operated through an
agreement with CSXT for over 65 years.

The Outlet Works is located just upstream of a 10-foot by 15-foot brick arch culvert that is the only form
of passage for water flow through the embankment. The embankment and outlet works combined result
in this being classified as a dam per Department of Conservation and Recreation Dam Safety (DCR)
regulations. The Outlet Works (“dam”) is currently certified as follows:

e Inventory Number: 70006

Hazard Classification: Il (anticipate high hazard with new regs.)

Dam Height: 21.8 feet (refers to the top of the Outlet Works sheetpile weir)
Maximum Reservoir Capacity: 4,111 Ac-ft

Spillway Design Flood Capacity: 50% Probable Maximum Flood (PMF)

The Lee Hall Lower Dam impounds the Lee Hall Lower Reservoir via an earthen embankment
approximately 3,500 feet long, which has been in operation for 116 years. The primary spillway
consists of a hydraulically operated 50 feet long steel bascule gate that was installed in 1968. The
original spillway installed in 1900 consists of a masonry ogee weir spillway with three 48 inch low
level drain sluice gates. The gates have been inoperable for some time and only a minimal amount of
flow can pass over the weir during high reservoir levels. Due to a seepage concern in the vicinity of the
original spillway, a steel sheet pile seepage cut-off wall is currently being installed and is expected to
be complete September 2009. The dam is currently certified as follows:
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Inventory Number: 70001

Hazard Classification: Il (anticipate high hazard with new regs.)
Dam Height: 21 feet

Maximum Reservoir Capacity: 886 Ac-ft

Spillway Design Flood Capacity: <50% PMF

The revised DCR regulations effective September 2008 put the Lee Hall dams in the High Hazard
category due to downstream hazards. The required spillway capacity for a high hazard dam is the full
PMF. In order for the spillway capacity to comply with the new regulations and to concurrently
rehabilitate other features of the dams, significant improvements are required. This project is unique in
that action taken on one dam and reservoir pool affects the other. The CSX railroad embankment
divides the two reservoir pools which currently are maintained at a 2.5 ft to 3.0 ft differential. Also
these dams are surrounded by existing infrastructure, residential areas, and create recreational
opportunities and habitat for the Newport News Park (upstream of the Upper Dam). The Newport News
Deer Run golf course utilizes water from the existing upper reservoir requiring a minimum elevation of
18.50.

An alternatives analysis that evaluated and ranked various improvement options was completed July
2009. The report titled “Lee Hall Upper and Lower Dam Evaluation” prepared by URS Corporation is
available as an electronic version for your use. Waterworks has reviewed this report and currently
favors a slightly modified option 3A using a normal pool El. 19.50 (NGVD 1929) instead of El. 20.2 as
presented. We are open to alternative ideas from offerors or modifications to the options evaluated in
this report. Also available for your use in developing your proposal is a 1998 survey by Wiley &
Wilson of both the Upper and Lower Dams using 1929 NGVD, inundation mapping for the existing dam
system, soils data collected during the seepage cutoff wall project limited to the masonry spillway area,
and design drawings of the existing bascule gate structure. A CD containing the above data will be
provided to offerors upon written request to Mimi Gartner (mgartner@nngov.com) of the Purchasing
Department.

The Engineer will provide such engineering and consulting services as directed and authorized by the
City of Newport News Waterworks in connection with some or all of the following facilities and
activities:

PROJECT SCHEDULE

Design alternative confirmation and draft design report is currently targeted to be complete February
2010 with final design report due April 2010. The final design documents are to be complete June 2011.
Bidding and construction services should begin in August 2011.
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CONTRACT TERM

The term of the agreement to provide these engineering services shall be from 2009 through the end of
the project. The current project schedule estimates completion of the construction phase by the summer
of 2013.

SUBMITTALS

Submit one original (conspicuously marked “ORIGINAL”) and twelve (12) complete copies of your
proposal.
