1.0
PURPOSE

The intent of this Invitation for Bid is to obtain bids from bidders to furnish the Loudoun County’s Sheriff’s Office uniforms according to the specifications contained herein.  Quantities on the pricing page depict the County’s actual annual requirements.  These quantities WILL NOT be ordered at one time.  Orders will be placed by the Sheriff’s Office on an “as needed” basis, throughout the year and may fluctuate based upon the needs of the Sheriff’s Office. In addition, other uniform items may be added and/or deleted throughout the duration of the Contract.  Items added during the term of the Contract, will be priced by mutual agreement between the Contractor and the County.  The County anticipates awarding a one (1) year Contract with four (4), one (1) year renewal options for a maximum five (5) year contract. 

2.0
COMPETITION INTENDED


It is the County's intent that this Invitation for Bid (IFB) permits competition.  It shall be the bidder's responsibility to advise the Purchasing Agent in writing if any language, requirement, specification, etc., or any combination thereof, inadvertently restricts or limits the requirements stated in this IFB to a single source.  Such notification must be received by the Purchasing Agent, or appointed designee not later than fifteen (15) days prior to the date set for bids to close.

3.0
DISCREPANCIES

Should a bidder find discrepancies in the plans and/or specifications or be in doubt as to the meaning or intent of any part thereof, the bidder shall request clarification from the County in writing not later than ten (10) working days prior to the bid opening. Any changes to the IFB that result from such clarification request will be communicated through a written addendum and posted on the Procurement home page at www.loudoun.gov/procurement.  Failure to request such a clarification is a waiver of any claim by the bidder for additional expenses because its interpretation was different than the County’s.

5.0
CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS
The Contract with the successful bidder will contain the following Contract Terms and Conditions.  These Terms and Conditions are not negotiable.
5.1
Procedures
The extent and character of the services to be performed by the Contractor shall be subject to the general control and approval of the Sheriff or his/her authorized representative(s).  The Contractor shall not comply with requests and/or orders issued by other than the Sheriff or his/her authorized representative(s) acting within their authority for the County.  Any change to the Contract must be approved in writing by the Purchasing Agent and the Contractor.

5.2
Contract Period
The Contract shall cover the period September 1, 2012 through August 31, 2013, or an equivalent period depending upon date of Contract award.

This Contract may be renewed at the expiration of the initial term at the request of the County.  The renewal may be for up to four (4) additional one (1) year periods.  Any renewal shall be based on the same terms and conditions as the initial term with the exception of the price or rates.  Initial prices or rates and subsequent renewal prices or rates are guaranteed for a minimum of twelve (12) months.  Any increase in prices or rates after the initial term or any renewal term shall be limited to the prior year’s increase in the Consumer Price Index for Apparel (CPI-U) (unadjusted for seasonal changes) for the current twelve (12) month period.
Notice of intent to renew will be given to the Contractor in writing by the County, normally ninety (90) days before the expiration date of the current Contract.

5.3
Contract Quantities 
The quantities specified in this Contract are estimated only.  They may not indicate the actual quantity which will be ordered, since such volume will depend upon requirements which develop during the Contract period.

Quantities shown shall not be construed to represent any amount which the County shall be obligated to purchase under the Contract, or relieve the Contractor of its obligation to fill all orders placed by the County.

5.4
Uniform Quality
The Contractor shall guarantee that all items and or substitution items as approved by the Sheriff’s Office will be available during the entire Contract period.  Individual garments shall be identical in color and quality. Trimmings, linings and buttons shall be of exact style, color and quality and the stitching, stitching placement, style and size of pockets, flaps and all other details shall be identical. 

5.5
Placement of Orders
Orders will be placed on an "as needed" basis by an official County Purchase Order. 

5.6
Delivery Failure
Time is of the essence.  Delivery of items according to specifications shall be made to the Sheriff’s Office no later than thirty (30) days after receipt of purchase order. Should the Contractor fail to deliver an order at the time specified or within a reasonable period of time thereafter, as determined by the Purchasing Agent, or should the Contractor fail to make timely replacement of rejected items when so requested, the County may purchase items of comparable quality in the open market to replace the rejected or undelivered items.  The Contractor shall reimburse the County for all costs above the contract price when purchases are made in the open market.  Frequent late orders shall result in cancellation of entire Contract. 

5.7
Measurements and Alterations
Uniform items when requested shall be stock items (except where noted) and closest to the measurements of the person concerned. Measurements are to be taken by the Contractor at various locations in the County, as required, no later than five (5) working days after receiving the request from the Sheriff’s Office. 

The Sheriff or his/her designated representative, shall be the sole judge of the proper fit, as well as compliance with the specifications.   Any item failing to meet specifications and which cannot be successfully altered will be returned to the Contractor at his expense. These items shall be replaced in conformance with the specifications within thirty (30) days.   NOTE:  An up-charge for extra large sizes will be acceptable. 


5.8
Delays
If delay is foreseen, the Contractor shall give immediate written notice to the Division of Procurement.  The Contractor must keep the County advised at all times of status of order. Default in promised delivery (without accepted reasons) or failure to meet specifications, authorizes the Division of Procurement to purchase supplies elsewhere and charge full increase in cost and handling to defaulting Contractor.


5.9
Material Safety Data Sheets
By law, the County of Loudoun will not receive any materials, products, or chemicals which may be hazardous to an employee's health unless accompanied by a Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) This MSDS will be reviewed by the County, and if approved, the materials, product or chemical can be used.  If the MSDS is rejected, the Contractor must identify a substitute that will meet the County’s criteria for approval.

5.10
Business, Professional, and Occupational License Requirement
All firms or individuals located or doing business in Loudoun County are required to be licensed in accordance with the County's "Business, Professional, and Occupational Licensing (BPOL) Tax" Ordinance during the initial term of the Contract or any renewal period.

Wholesale and retail merchants without a business location in Loudoun County are exempt from this requirement.  Questions concerning the BPOL Tax should be directed to the Office of Commissioner of Revenue, telephone (703) 777‑0260.  

5.11
Payment of Taxes
All Contractors located or owning property in Loudoun County shall assure that all real and personal property taxes are paid.

The County will verify payment of all real and personal property taxes by the Contractor prior to the award of any Contract or Contract renewal.

5.12
Insurance 
A. The Contractor shall be responsible for its work and every part thereof, and for all materials, tools, equipment, appliances, and property of any and all description used in connection therewith.  The Contractor assumes all risk of direct and indirect damage or injury to the property or persons used or employed on or in connection with the work contracted for, and of all damage or injury to any person or property wherever located, resulting from any action, omission, commission or operation under the Contract.

B. The Contractor and all subcontractors shall, during the continuance of all work under the Contract provide the following:

1. Workers' compensation and Employer's Liability to protect the Contractor from any liability or damages for any injuries (including death and disability) to any and all of its employees, including any and all liability or damage which may arise by virtue of any statute or law in force within the Commonwealth of Virginia.

2. Comprehensive General Liability insurance to protect the Contractor, and the interest of the County, its officers, employees, and agents against any and all injuries to third parties, including bodily injury and personal injury, wherever located, resulting from any action or operation under the Contract or in connection with the contracted work.  The General Liability insurance shall also include the Broad Form Property Damage endorsement, in addition to coverage for explosion, collapse, and underground hazards, where required.

3. Automobile Liability insurance, covering all owned, non‑owned, borrowed, leased, or rented vehicles operated by the Contractor.

C. The Contractor agrees to provide the above referenced policies with the following limits.  Liability insurance limits may be arranged by General Liability and Automobile policies for the full limits required, or by a combination of underlying policies for lesser limits with the remaining limits provided by an Excess or Umbrella Liability policy.

D. The following provisions shall be agreed to by the Contractor:

1. No change, cancellation, or non‑renewal shall be made in any insurance coverage without a forty-five (45) day written notice to the County.  The Contractor shall furnish a new certificate prior to any change or cancellation date.  The failure of the Contractor to deliver a new and valid certificate will result in suspension of all payments until the new certificate is furnished.

2. Liability Insurance "Claims Made" basis:


If the liability insurance purchased by the Contractor has been issued on a "claims made" basis, the Contractor must comply with the following additional conditions.  The limits of liability and the extensions to be included as described previously in these provisions, remain the same.  The Contractor must either:

a. Agree to provide certificates of insurance evidencing the above coverage for a period of two (2) years after final payment for the Contract for General Liability policies  This certificate shall evidence a "retroactive date" no later than the beginning of the Contractor's work under this Contract, or

b. Purchase the extended reporting period endorsement for the policy or policies in force during the term of this Contract and evidence the purchase of this extended reporting period endorsement by means of a certificate of insurance or a copy of the endorsement itself.

3. The Contractor must disclose the amount of deductible/self-insured retention applicable to the General Liability and Automobile Liability.  The County reserves the right to request additional information to determine if the Contractor has the financial capacity to meet its obligations under a deductible/self-insured plan.  If this provision is utilized, the Contractor will be permitted to provide evidence of its ability to fund the deductible/self-insured retention.

4. a.
The Contractor agrees to provide insurance issued by companies admitted within the Commonwealth of Virginia, with the Best's Key Rating of at least A:VII.

b. European markets including those based in London, and the domestic surplus lines market that operate on a non‑admitted basis are exempt from this requirement provided that the Contractor's broker can provide financial data to establish that a market's policyholder surpluses are equal to or exceed the surpluses that correspond to Best's A:VII Rating.

5.
a.
The Contractor will provide an original signed Certificate of Insurance and such endorsements as prescribed herein.



b.
The Contractor will provide on request certified copies of all insurance coverage related to the Contract within ten (10) business days of request by the County.  These certified copies will be sent to the County from the Contractor's insurance agent or representative.  Any request made under this provision will be deemed confidential and proprietary.



c.
Any certificates provided shall indicate the Contract name and number.


6.
The County, its officers and employees shall be named as an "additional insured" on the Automobile and General Liability policies and it shall be stated on the Insurance Certificate with the provision that this coverage "is primary to all other coverage the County may possess." (Use "loss payee" where there is an insurable interest).


7.
Compliance by the Contractor with the foregoing requirements as to carrying insurance shall not relieve the Contractor of their liabilities provisions of the Contract.

E.
Precaution shall be exercised at all times for the protection of persons (including employees) and property.

F.
The Consultant is to comply with the Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970, Public Law 91‑956, as it may apply to this Contract.

G.
If an "ACORD" Insurance Certificate form is used by the Contractor's insurance agent, the words "endeavor to" and ". . . but failure to mail such notice shall impose no obligation or liability of any kind upon the company" in the "Cancellation" paragraph of the form shall be deleted.

H.
The Contractor agrees to waive all rights of subrogation against the County, its officers, employees, and agents.

5.13
Hold Harmless Clause
The Contractor shall, indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the County from loss from all suits, actions, or claims of any kind brought as a consequence of any negligent act or omission by the Contractor.  The Contractor agrees that this clause shall include claims involving infringement of patent or copyright.  For purposes of this paragraph, “County” and “Contractor” includes their employees, officials, agents, and representatives.  “Contractor” also includes subcontractors and suppliers to the Contractor.  The word “defend” means to provide legal counsel for the County or to reimburse the County for its attorney’s fees and costs related to the claim.  This section shall survive the Contract.  The County is prohibited from indemnifying Contractor and/or any other third parties.
5.14
Safety

All Contractors and subcontractors performing services for the County of Loudoun are required to and shall comply with all Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA), State and County Safety and Occupational Health Standards and any other applicable rules and regulations.  Also, all Contractors and subcontractors shall be held responsible for the safety of their employees and any unsafe acts or conditions that may cause injury or damage to any persons or property within and around the work site area under this Contract.  

5.15
Notice of Required Disability Legislation Compliance

Loudoun County government is required to comply with state and federal disability legislation:  The Rehabilitation Act of 1973 Section 504, The Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) for 1990 Title II and The Virginians with Disabilities Act of 1990.

Specifically, Loudoun County, may not, through its contractual and/or financial arrangements, directly or indirectly avoid compliance with Title II of the Americans with Disabilities Act, Public Law 101-336, which prohibits discrimination by public entities on the basis of disability.  Subtitle A protects qualified individuals with disability from discrimination on the basis of disability in the services, programs, or activities of all state and local governments.  It extends the prohibition of discrimination in federally assisted programs established by the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 Section 504 to all activities of state and local governments, including those that do not receive federal financial assistance, and incorporates specific prohibitions of discrimination on the basis of disability in Titles I, III, and V of the Americans with Disabilities Act.  The Virginians with Disabilities Act of 1990 follows the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 Section 504.

5.16
Ethics in Public Contracting
The provisions contained in Sections 2.2‑4367 through 2.2‑4377 of the Virginia Public Procurement Act as set forth in the 1950 Code of Virginia, as amended, shall be applicable to all Contracts solicited or entered into by the County.  A copy of these provisions may be obtained from the Purchasing Agent upon request.

The above-stated provisions supplement, but do not supersede, other provisions of law including, but not limited to, the Virginia State and Local Government Conflict of Interests Act (§ 2.2-3100 et seq.), the Virginia Governmental Frauds Act (§ 18.2‑498.1 et seq.) and Articles 2 and 3 of Chapter 10 of Title 18.2.  The provisions apply notwithstanding the fact that the conduct described may not constitute a violation of the Virginia State and Local Government Conflict of Interests Act.  

5.17
Employment Discrimination by Contractors Prohibited



Every Contract of over $10,000 shall include the following provisions:



A.
During the performance of this Contract, the Contractor agrees as 
follows:
1.
The Contractor will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, religion, color, sex, national origin, age, disability, status as a service disabled veteran, or any other basis prohibited by state law relating to discrimination in employment, except where there is a bona fide occupational qualification reasonably necessary to the normal operation of the Contractor.  The Contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for employment, notices setting forth the provisions of this nondiscrimination clause.

2.
The Contractor, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the Contractor, shall state that such Contractor is an equal opportunity employer.

3.
Notices, advertisements and solicitations placed in accordance with federal law, rule or regulation shall be deemed sufficient to meet this requirement.

B.
The Contractor will include the provisions of the foregoing paragraphs, 1, 2, and 3 in every subcontract or purchase order of over $10,000, so that the provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor or vendor.

5.18
Drug-free Workplace
Every Contract over $10,000 shall include the following provisions
During the performance of this Contract, the Contractor agrees to (i) provide a drug-free workplace for the Contractor’s employees; (ii) post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for employment, a statement notifying employees that the unlawful manufacture, sale, distribution, dispensation, possession, or use of a controlled substance or marijuana is prohibited in the Contractor’s workplace and specifying the actions that will be taken against employees for violations of such prohibition; (iii) state in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the Contractor that the Contractor maintains a drug-free workplace; and (iv) include the provisions of the foregoing clauses in every subcontract or purchase order of over $10,000, so that the provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor or vendor.
For the purposes of this section, “drug-free workplace” means a site for the performance of work done in connection with a specific Contract awarded to a Contractor in accordance with this chapter, the employees of whom are prohibited from engaging in the unlawful manufacture, sale, distribution, dispensation, possession, or use of a controlled substance or marijuana during the performance of the Contract.


5.19
Faith-Based Organizations
Loudoun County does not discriminate against faith-based organizations.

5.20
Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986

By entering this Contract, the Contractor certifies that it does not and will not during the performance of this Contract violate the provisions of the Federal Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986, which prohibits employment of illegal aliens.
5.21
Condition of Items

All items shall be new, in first class condition, including containers suitable for shipment and storage, unless otherwise indicated herein.  Verbal agreements to the contrary will not be recognized.  


5.22
Exemption from Taxes
Pursuant to Va. Code § 58.1-609.1, the County is exempt from Virginia State Sales or Use Taxes and Federal Excise Tax, therefore the Contractor shall not charge the County for Virginia State Sales or Use Taxes or Federal Excise Tax on the finished goods or products provided under the Contract.   However, this exemption does not apply to the Contractor, and the Contractor shall be responsible for the payment of any sales, use, or excise tax it incurs in providing the goods required by the Contract, including, but not limited to, taxes on materials purchased by a Contractor for incorporation in or use on a construction project.  Nothing in this section shall prohibit the Contractor from including its own sales tax expense in connection with the Contract in its Contract price.
5.23
Ordering, Invoicing and Payment

All uniform orders under this Contract shall be placed on a County issued Purchase Order.  

Upon delivery and acceptance of the uniforms, the Contractor shall submit an invoice detailing the appropriate charges.  
Upon receipt of invoice and final inspection and acceptance of the equipment, the County will render payment.  Invoices shall be submitted to:

All such invoices will be paid within forty-five (45) days by the County unless any items thereon are questioned, in which event payment will be withheld pending verification of the amount claimed and the validity of the claim. The Contractor shall provide complete cooperation during any such investigation.

Individual Contractors shall provide their social security numbers; and proprietorships, partnerships, and corporations shall provide their federal employer identification number on the pricing form.

Payments to Subcontractors
Within seven (7) days after receipt of amounts paid by the County for work performed by a subcontractor under this Contract, the Contractor shall either:


A.
Pay the subcontractor for the proportionate share of the total payment received from the County attributable to the work performed by the subcontractor under this Contract; or


B.
Notify the County and subcontractor, in writing, of his intention to withhold all or a part of the subcontractor's payment and the reason for non-payment.

The Contractor shall pay interest to the subcontractor on all amounts owed that remain unpaid beyond the seven (7) day period except for amounts withheld as allowed in item B. above.

Unless otherwise provided under the terms of this Contract, interest shall accrue at the rate of one percent (1%) per month.

The Contractor shall include in each of its subcontracts a provision requiring each subcontractor to include or otherwise be subject to the same payment and interest requirements as set forth above with respect to each lower-tier subcontractor.

The Contractor's obligation to pay an interest charge to a subcontractor pursuant to this provision may not be construed to be an obligation of the County.
5.25
Assignment of Contract
The Contract may not be assigned in whole or in part without the written consent of the Purchasing Agent.

5.26
Termination

Subject to the provisions below, this Contract may be terminated by the County upon thirty (30) days advance written notice to the Contractor; but if any work or service hereunder is in progress, but not completed as of the date of termination, then the Contract may be extended upon written approval of the County until said work or services are completed and accepted.  

A.
Termination for Convenience
The County may terminate this Contract for convenience in which the case the parties shall negotiate reasonable termination costs.

B.
Termination for Cause
In the event of Termination for Cause, the thirty (30) days advance notice is waived and the Contractor shall not be entitled to termination costs.

C.
Termination Due to Unavailability of Funds in Succeeding Fiscal Years
If funds are not appropriated or otherwise made available to support continuation of the performance of this Contract in a subsequent fiscal year, then the Contract shall be canceled and, to the extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall be reimbursed for the reasonable value of any non‑recurring costs incurred but not amortized in the price of the supplies or services delivered under the Contract.

Contractual Disputes
The Contractor shall give written notice to the Purchasing Agent of intent to file a claim for money or other relief within ten (10) calendar days of the occurrence giving rise to the claim or at the beginning of the work upon which the claim is to be based, whichever is earlier.

The claim, with supporting documentation, shall be submitted to the Purchasing Agent by US Mail, courier, or overnight delivery service, no later than sixty (60) days after final payment. Severability
In the event that any provision shall be adjudged or decreed to be invalid, such ruling shall not invalidate the entire Contract but shall pertain only to the provision in question and the remaining provisions shall continue to be valid, binding and in full force and effect.

ATTACHMENT A
Specifications for Motorcycle Breeches 

Gaberdine Hamburger Woolen Fabric 646-437, Black (Dac/Wool Blend) or equal.  Breeches are to be custom made to each individual’s measurements. 

Regulation riding breeches with high chopped peg starting three 3” above kneecap; legs will be closed with a zipper on each leg on the outer bottom portion, located on the outer side of the breeches; full cavalry reinforcement covering the entire seat reaching 2” below the waistband; full knee caps into the outer seams and full length on the inside reaching the crotch.  Each leg shall have 1 ¼” black Dac/Wool Blend, cloth braid down the outside seam - same shall apply to offices if rank.  There shall be two side pockets about 6 inches deep. There are two hip pockets about 7 inches deep and one (1) bill pocket 1” below the right hip pocket (left pocket if specified).  Pocketing is to be 50% cotton and 50% polyester black in color.  Waistband shall be2” wide and lined with Snug-Tex material matching shade of pocketing.   There will be quantity of seven (7) belt loops that are ¾” wide and 2” high.  These belt loops shall be properly placed - (one belt loop shall be placed over the rear seam).  The Fly shall have a zipper fastener with outside fly button or hook in the waistband; the outside seams (right leg and left leg) shall be bar-tacked just above and below the side pocket.  The bar-tack shall be under the cloth braid. 

ATTACHMENT B
Specifications for Trousers
FABRIC 

45% Dacron / 55% polyester - Hamburger #646-206 Weight - 16-16.5 oz./linear yard 

Weave - Elastque 

Color – Black 

DESIGN 

Trouser shall be manufactured from a men’s uniform trouser pattern. The trouser styling shall incorporate a plain front, straight leg bottoms, two (2) side front pockets and two (2) hip pockets with left hip pocket to button. 

POCKETING 


The pocketing shall be 70% polyester/ 30% cotton, 2.9oz per square yard with a minimum 78x64 count.  Pocketing must have a durable press finish and the color of the pocketing must be black. 

POCKET DESIGN 

The two (2) front pockets will be side style with a minimum opening of 6” and minimum depth of 5¾” measured from the bottom of the opening.  Front pockets to have straight bar-tacks at the top triangle bar-tacks at the bottom of the pocket openings.  Pockets shall be construed using the stitch, turn, and topstitch method.  Pocket facings to be made of basic fabric and must measure a minimum of 3” in width at the top.  The front pockets shall be double tipped. 

The two (2) hip pockets shall have a minimum opening of 5 ½” and a minimum depth of 5 ¾” measured from the bottom of the pocket opening. Hip pockets shall be construed using the double welt method.  The welts shall be finished in a manner that there is no topstitching (topstitched hip pocket welts shall be cause for rejection).  The corner of the hip pocket openings shall have triangle bar-tacks for reinforcement. Hip pocket facings are to be made of basic fabric and have a minimum depth of ¾”.  The left hip pocket shall have a centered tab made of basic cloth inserted into the top welt with bar-tacks at the top and bottom of the tab to form an opening for a button.  A button shall be located below the bottom welt corresponding in location to the tab. 

WAISTBAND 

The waistband shall be constructed using the “closed method” and shall measure 2” wide when finished.   The waistband curtain is to be made of the same fabric and color as pocketing material and shall be attached to the trouser with a Rocap machine.  The waistband must contain ¾” wide Ban-Rol to prevent roll over and three strand Snug-Tex to keep shirts tucked in.  The waistband closure shall be accomplished with a crush-proof hook and eye.  The hook and eye shall be reinforced with stays made of a non-woven fabric that is anchored by the topstitching for the fly facing and curtain.  This topstitching must be to the top of the waistband.  The waistband must be topstitched 1/16” below the waistband seam for added strength. 

FLY 

Trouser shall have a metal memory lock zipper.  There shall be French Fly tab closure on the inside of the right fly  The tab shall be double ply made of the basic cloth (tabs made of pocketing material or a “grown on” French fly will be cause for rejection).  The right fly shall be lined with the same fabric as the waistband curtain and pocketing.  The fly linking shall be sewn to the left fly below the zipper in a neat and durable manner.  French Fly button must be black.  This button shall be located on the left fly corresponding with the French Fly tab to provide a clean and comfortable closure.  There shall be a firm straight bar-tack at the bottom of the fly going through the zipper tape. 

BELTLOOPS 

There shall be a minimum of seven belt loops ¾” in width of double thickness.  Each loop must have a non-woven interlining.  All loops (except for the back center loop) must be sewn into the bottom of the waistband (“dropped” belt loops are cause for rejection) and the top belt loops shall be caught into the waistband curtain seam with a Rocap machine. The bottom of the center back loop shall be tacked to the trouser and the top of the loop tacked to the outside of the waistband. 

SEAT 

Seat outlet are to measure a minimum of 2 ¾” to allow for alterations.  Seat must be sewn with a tandem needle machine. 

STITCHING, PRESSING and FINISHING 

Trouser must be stitched with matching thread and all stitching to show must be 10-11 stitches per inch.  Trouser must be neatly pressed on Hothead presses and properly shaped.   Out-seams and Inseams must be pressed open. Trousers must be cleaned and finished to eliminate loose threads. 

STRIPE 

Trouser to have 1¼” black mohair stripe.  Stripe is to be stitched and turned into side seam.  Stripe should not be sewn on outside of trousers. 

LABELS 

Trouser must have a care label permanently affixed that also indicates the size.  A paper ticket showing the size, fabric content, cut number and WPL# must be on the outside of waistband.

DEPUTY HAT SPECIFICATIONS 

Hats are to be made of black woolen material, 16-16 ½ oz of all wool.  Elastique Five Star Construction.  Black visor.  Center eyelet. Black ventilated band.  Hand Sewn Calf’s Skin leather sweatband.  Removable black Mohair band. Hollow Nylon grommet, Black leather strap and silver Virginia Seal buttons.   Hats are to have person’s name on the inside.  Must be fully laminated with .095 foam. 

SGT. AND 2nd LT. HAT SPECIFICATIONS 

Same specifications as above except hats are to have Gold Virginia seal buttons. 

1st LT. HAT SPECIFICATIONS 

Same specifications as Sgt. And 2nd Lt. except hats are to have a gold regal strap (metal). 

CAPTAIN HAT SPECIFICATIONS 

Same specifications as 1st Lt. except hat is to have a black Continental Airline Visor with 3 single embroidered gold leaves on each side. 

MAJOR HAT SPECIFICATIONS 

Same Specifications as Captain except visor will be a Captain naval rank with embroidered gold Leaves. 

SHERIFF HAT SPECIFICATIONS

Specifications for Dress Blouse Coat
STYLE AND CUT 

Hamburger Woolen #646-206, Black Elastique or equal, Blouse Coats are to be cut full chest, snug at waist, to give military appearance.  Four (4) button, single breasted, straight front. Peaked lapels same as army officer’s style.  Bi-swing back with center vent.  Coats must have military style removable button strip. 

Blouse Coat is to be form fitting with ample flare over hips and at bottom.  Waist to be fitted so that Sam Browne belts can be worn.  Chest to cut easy to allow normal expansion.  Top button to be parallel with breast pocket button.  Bottom button to be directly below Sam Browne belt.  Coat length not less than 1” inch below crotch.  Center vent to be 10” from average blouse, longer or shorter, according to height.  Right side of vent to have a 3” under lap to prevent gaping.  To be Bi-Swing back from shoulder to waistline.  Bellows to measure 3 ½” at shoulder seam, 1 ½” at waistline; tacked at top and bottom.  An elastic band not less than 2” wide shall hold the bellows in place across the back. 

COLLAR 

Under collar to be same color as coat.  Collar is to be closely padded.  Collar is to be stiffened as with best quality pure linen canvas.  Top collar is to be specified for trim cloth.  Top collar is to be sewn to under collar, then sewn on coat by machine 

POCKETS 

Two outside breast patch pockets, cut square at bottom, 1 ½” box pleat in center of pocket. Breast pockets are to have 3 point flaps – 2 ½” on outside points; 2 ½” middle points; 2 1/8” between points.   Breast pockets approximately 6 ½” deep; 5 ¼” wide (for average size).   For an average size, the top of the breast pocket should be line with the center of the bottom button.   Breast pockets and flaps to be ¼” double stitched.   Two lower bellows pockets with square flaps.   Lower pockets to be 10” overall, 8” wide at openings of pocket, 9 ¼” at lower edge of pocket.  Lower flaps 2 7/8” side.  Lower flaps to be ¼” double stitched. 

All flaps to button with metal buttons except left breast pocket, which is to be sewn down, and have eyelets for badge.  Top eyelet shall be ¾” from top of pocket flap.  All pocketing in coat to be fast black Silesia.  All patch pockets to be lined with same.  Two inside breast pockets 5 ¼” wide, and 7 ¾” deep; reinforced with the same material as coat. 

SLEEVES 

Finished without vent.  TO have British arm slash - both sleeves - made of pre-shrunk cloth, as specified for trim cloth.   Slash six 6” long, 2 ¼” wide at points; 2” wide at the hollow.  Slash to be sewn down.  Slash to be lined and stitched double, except which is to be stitched plain.  Balance to be stitched on sleeve ¼” inch from edge to give loose effect. Slash to be placed 2 ¼” from front (under sleeve seam), ¾” from bottom edge of sleeve. Three vest size metal buttons to be countersunk through sash, and each button placed one (1”) from front edge.  Center button 3” inches from top; one button, 1” from top edge of slash; one button, 1” from button edge of slash. 

SHOULDER STRAPS 

To be made of cloth specified for trim cloth.  To be self lined.  Shoulder straps (Hamburger #206 tan) to be sewn in sleeve seam and cross stitched.  End of stray to be extended under collar at least on buttonhole.  Point of shoulder strap to be sewn down.  Edges to be ¼” double stitched.  Button hole placed so that center of button will be ¾” inches from edge of collar and outside of collar - not underneath collar. 

EDGES AND SEAMS 

Edges to be carefully basted by machine.  Double stitched ¼”.  All seams plain and pressed open on inside of coat and sleeves. 

CANVAS, ETC. 

Front to be of good grade linen and haircloth canvas (or equal), closely padded.  Fine quality felt around arm holes.  Edge stay 33 fine white tape thoroughly shrunken.  All canvas and findings to be thoroughly coldwater shrunken. 

LINING 

Blouse to be fully lined Rayon-Satin.  Cloth sweat shields, same material as coat, to be piped and stitched on lining. 

SEWINGS 

All seams, edges, button holes, and eyelets, to be sewn with vat dyed mercerized “SAC” cotton thread or better. 

BUTTONHOLES 

Must be strongly made of vat dyed mercerized “SAC” cotton thread or better.  Buttonholes shall run through the coat, and be strongly bar-tacked. 

BELT HOOKS 

Belt hooks inside forward vertical underarm seam at waistline to support Sam Browne belts.  Hooks to be securely fastened to coat. 

The following ranks get Braid sewn on each sleeve 3” up from hem. 

LT - 1 Row ½” Gold Nylon Braid Each Sleeve 

CAPT - 2 Row ½” Gold Nylon Braid Each Sleeve 

MAJ - 3 Rows ½” Gold Nylon Braid Each Sleeve 

SHERIFF - 4 Rows ½” Gold Nylon Braid Each Sleeve
