The Intent of this Invitation for Bid (IFB) is for the County of Loudoun, Virginia
(County) to obtain the services of a qualified General Contractor to remove
accumulated sediment of 10,000 Cubic Yards (CY) and install two (2) forebays
and one (1) aquatic bench on Willow Lake in the Sugarland Run Community.
The Project will involve removing, hauling, and disposing of accumulated
sediment from the pond, installing two (2) forebays at existing inflows to the
pond, and installing one (1) aquatic bench with breaks for public use. The
Project will also include the replacement of existing asphalt trails, if any,
destroyed by the Project, restoring the site, and implementing landscaping.

The County Construction Contract resulting from this IFB requires the payment
of Prevailing Wage Rates. Refer to Section 3.0 of this IFB.

The costs associated with the removal of any and all unsuitable soils and/or
rock encountered below subgrade (as defined in Specification in Section 10
of the Plans and Specification), during the construction of this Project shall
be borne by the County. The County requests that the Contractor provide
unit prices for unsuitable soils removal and rock removal. Unit Prices shall
include the import of suitable material as needed to replace those quantities
removed (It shall be assumed that suitable material will be procured from an
off-site source). Unit prices shall be included on the Pricing Page of the Bid
and shall be multiplied times an assumed quantity provided by the County
for an extended price. The extended price shall be carried by the County as
an Owner’s Allowance in the final Contract Price and will be paid to the
Contractor on a “per occurrence” basis, with any remaining allowance(s)
being returned to the County upon completion of the Project. This will apply
to all excavations with the only exception being drilling activities (i.e. borings,
geothermal wells, etc.). In these specific instances the Contractor should
assume that rock will be encountered and price the drilling accordingly as
part of their Base Bid Cost. Refer to Specification 312000 of the Plans and
Specification for soil classification and responsibility for all unsuitable soils
and/or rock encountered above subgrade.

COMPETITION INTENDED

It is the County's intent that this IFB permits competition. It shall be the bidder's
responsibility to advise the Purchasing Agent in writing if any language, requirement,
specification, etc., or any combination thereof, inadvertently restricts or limits the
requirements stated in this IFB to a single source. Such notification must be received
by the Purchasing Agent not later than fifteen (15) days prior to the date set for bids

to close.
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3.0 PREVAILING WAGE RATES

Remuneration for any individual performing work on the County Construction
Contract resulting from this IFB shall be at a rate equal to or greater than to the
prevailing wage rate identified in Attachment 5 to this IFB.

The General Contractor awarded a County Construction Contract as a
result of this IFB, and any sub-contractors hired by the General Contractor
to perform Work on the County Construction Contract resulting from this
IFB, shall pay wages, salaries, benefits, and other remuneration to any
mechanic, laborer, or worker employed, retained, or otherwise hired to
perform Work in connection with the resulting County Construction Contract
at or greater than the prevailing wage rate identified in this IFB.

Any General Contractor or any subcontractor who employs any mechanic,
laborer, or worker to perform Work under the County Construction Contract
resulting from this IFB, at a rate that is less than the prevailing wage rate
identified in this IFB (i) shall be liable to such individuals for the payment of
all wages due, plus interest at an annual rate of eight percent accruing from
the date the wages were due; and (ii) shall be disqualified from bidding on
public contracts with any public body until the contractor or subcontractor
has made full restitution of the amount described in clause (i) owed to such
individuals. A contractor or subcontractor who willfully violates this section
is guilty of a Class | misdemeanor.

After award of the County Construction Contract, the General Contractor to
whom such contract is awarded shall certify under oath, to the
Commissioner of Labor and Industry the pay scale for each craft or trade
employed on the Project to be used by such contractor and any of the
contractor’s subcontractors for work to be performed under such public
contract. This certification shall, for each craft or trade employed on the
Project, specify the total hourly amount to be paid to employees, including
wages and applicable fringe benefits, provide an itemization of the amount
paid in wages and each applicable benefit, and list the names and
addresses of any third-party fund, plan or program to which benefit
payments will be made on behalf of employees. The certification shall be
sent to the Commissioner of Labor and Industry each pay period for the
duration of the Project.

The General Contractor awarded a County Construction Contract as a
result of this IFB, shall keep, maintain, and preserve (i) records relating to
the wages paid to and hours worked by each individual performing the work
of any mechanic, laborer, or worker and (ii) a schedule of the occupation or
work classification at which each individual performing the work of any
mechanic, laborer, or worker on the public works Project is employed during
each workday and week. The employer shall preserve these records for a
minimum of six (6) years and make such records available to the
Department of Labor and Industry within ten (10) days of a request and shall

certify that records reflect the actual hours worked and the amount paid to
its workers for whatever time period they request.

No later than ten (10) days after the date of the Notice to Proceed, the
General Contractor awarded a County Construction Contract as a result of
this IFB and subcontractors performing on a County Construction Contract
shall post the prevailing wage rate for each craft and classification involved,
as determined by the Commissioner of Labor and Industry, including the
effective date of any changes thereof, in prominent and easily accessible
places at the site of the work or at any such places as are used by the
contractor or subcontractors to pay workers their wages. Within ten (10)
days of such posting, a contractor or subcontractor shall certify to the
Commissioner of Labor and Industry its compliance with this subsection.

The General Contractor awarded a County Construction Contract as a
result of this IFB shall include the requirement in all subcontracts issued and
require the same requirement to be inserted by all lower tier subcontractors
in their subcontracts to pay wages, salaries, benefits, and other
remuneration to any mechanic, laborer, or worker employed, retained, or
otherwise hired to perform Work in connection with the resulting County
Construction Contract at or greater than the prevailing wage rate identified
in this IFB.

BIDDER MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS

Bidders must demonstrate that they have the resources and capability to provide
the materials and services as described herein. All bidders must submit the
documentation and information indicated below with their bid. Failure to provide

any of the required documentation/information will be cause for bid to be deemed

non-responsive and/or non-responsible and rejected.

The following criteria shall be met in order to be eligible for this Contract:

Debarment: By signing the Pricing Page contained in the IFB, bidders are
certifying that bidder is not currently debarred by any local or state
government or the federal government. Bidders shall provide in their bid,
documentation related to all debarments that occurred within the last ten
(10) years.

The Contractor submitting a bid shall not be disqualified from bidding for a
violation of the Commonwealth of Virginia prevailing wage law.

Provide evidence of a contractor's certificate of registration, whether
resident or nonresident of Commonwealth of Virginia, as required by the
following:

e Registered Commonwealth of Virginia Contractor: Class A. Include a
copy of the Class A Contractors license in your bid.

Verification of Bonding Capability. Bidder shall include in their bid a letter
from a surety or insurance company (with a Best’s Financial Strength Rating
of A or better and Financial Size Category VII or higher by A.M. Best Co.)
stating that the bidder is capable of obtaining a performance and payment
bond based on the bidder’s estimated contract value for the construction of
the Project, which bonds will cover the Project and any warranty periods.
The letter of surety shall clearly state the rating categorization noted above
and reference the estimated contract value as identified herein, in a manner
similar to the notation provided below:

“As surety for [the above named Contractor], [XYZ Company] with A.M. Best
Financial Strength Rating [rating] and Financial Size Category [Size
Category] is capable of obtaining 100% Performance Bond and 100% Labor
and Materials Payment Bond in the amount of the anticipated cost of
construction, and said bonds will cover the Project and any warranty periods
as provided for in the Contract Documents on behalf of the Contractor, in
the event that such firm be the successful bidder and enter into a contract
for this Project.” This letter shall also state the bidder’s per Project and total
bonding program limits and that the Surety is authorized/licensed to do
business in the Commonwealth of Virginia.

Experience requirements for the General Contractor.

A. The General Contractor submitting a bid must demonstrate successful
experience in removing greater than 10,000 CY of sediment from
ponds and retrofitting similar to the approved plans and specifications.
Demonstration of this experience shall be by means of providing four
(4) project references, each with a minimum construction cost of
$2,000,000, that have been completed within the past Fifteen (15)
years from the date of this IFB.

Each project reference must specifically include:

« Name and location of the project

o Description of the project, including how many cubic yards of
sediment were removed and modifications to ponds, such as
aquatic benches, outfall retrofitting, etc.

« Initial and final construction cost along with the number of change
orders

e Original and final completion date
o Penalties assessed such as liquidated damages

o Project description includes photographs of sufficient quality to
demonstrate the scope of the facility Project description of sufficient
detail to allow determination of projects size and scope to include
structural elements involved in the project and the project’s gross
square footage. Project references shall also include:

Bidder hereby releases listed references from all claims and liability for
damages that may result from the information provided by the
reference. The County intends to contact owners/architects provided
as references to verify information provided. Failure of the
owner/architect to respond to the County’s inquiry may be cause for
the County to require additional references meeting the requirements
herein.

B. A successfully completed project shall mean: 1) that the project was
completed within the contract time, including any owner-approved time
extensions, 2) that the project was completed at or below the contract
award amount, including any subsequent owner-approved cost
change orders, and 3) that the project was completed in accordance
with the contract documents.

SPECIFICATIONS

The work to be performed as a result of this IFB shall be in accordance with the plans
and specifications prepared by Kimley-Horn and Associates, Dated July 8, 2025.

GENERAL CONDITIONS OF THE CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT

The General Conditions of the Construction Contact contained in Attachment 4 to
this Invitation for Bid are incorporated into the Contract Documents.

DISCREPANCIES

Should a bidder find discrepancies in the plans and/or specifications or be in doubt
as to the meaning or intent of any part thereof, the bidder shall request clarification
from the County in writing, not later than the date established in the Instructions to
Bidders. Any changes to the IFB that result from such a clarification request, will be
communicated through a written addendum and posted on the Procurement home
page at www.loudoun.gov/procurement. Failure to request such a clarification is a

waiver of any claim by the bidder for additional expenses because its interpretation
was different than the County’s.

BUSINESS, PROFESSIONAL, AND OCCUPATIONAL LICENSE
REQUIREMENT

All firms or individuals located or doing business in Loudoun County are required to
be licensed in accordance with the County's "Business, Professional, and
Occupational Licensing (BPOL)” Tax Ordinance during the initial term of the Contract
or any renewal period.

Wholesale and retail merchants without a business location in Loudoun County are
exempt from this requirement. Questions concerning the BPOL Tax should be
directed to the Office of Commissioner of Revenue, telephone (703) 777-0260.

PAYMENT OF TAXES

All Contractors located or owning property in Loudoun County during the initial term
of the Contract or any renewal period shall assure that all real and personal property
taxes are paid.

The County will verify payment of all real and personal property taxes by the
Contractor prior to the award of any Contract or Contract renewal.

NOTICE OF REQUIRED DISABILITY LEGISLATION COMPLIANCE

The County is required to comply with state and federal disability legislation: The
Rehabilitation Act of 1973 Section 504, The Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) for
1990 Title Il and The Virginians with Disabilities Act of 1990.

Specifically, Loudoun County, may not, through its Contractual and/or financial
arrangements, directly or indirectly avoid compliance with Title Il of the Americans
with Disabilities Act, Public Law 101-336, which prohibits discrimination by public
entities on the basis of disability. Subtitle A protects qualified individuals with disability
from discrimination on the basis of disability in the services, programs, or activities of
all State and local governments. It extends the prohibition of discrimination in
federally assisted programs established by the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 Section
504 to all activities of State and local governments, including those that do not receive
Federal financial assistance, and incorporates specific prohibitions of discrimination
on the basis of disability in Titles I, Ill, and V of the Americans with Disabilities Act.
The Virginians with Disabilities Act of 1990 follows the Rehabilitation Act of 1973
Section 504.

ETHICS IN PUBLIC CONTRACTING

The provisions contained in §§ 2.2-4367 through 2.2-4377 of the Virginia Public
Procurement Act as set forth in the 1950 Code of Virginia, as amended, shall be
applicable to all Contracts solicited or entered into by the County. A copy of these
provisions may be obtained from the Purchasing Agent upon request.

The above-stated provisions supplement, but do not supersede, other provisions of
law including, but not limited to, the Virginia State and Local Government Conflict of
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Interests Act (§ 2.2-3100 et seq.), the Virginia Governmental Frauds Act (§
18.2-498.1 et seq.) and Articles 2 and 3 of Chapter 10 of Title 18.2. The provisions
apply notwithstanding the fact that the conduct described may not constitute a
violation of the Virginia State and Local Government Conflict of Interests Act.

12.0 EMPLOYMENT DISCRIMINATION BY CONTRACTORS
PROHIBITED

Every Contract of over $10,000 shall include the following provisions:
A. During the performance of this Contract, the Contractor agrees as follows:

1. The Contractor will not discriminate against any employee or applicant
for employment because of race, religion, color, sex, national origin,
age, disability, status as a service disabled veteran, status as a military
family, or any other basis prohibited by state law relating to
discrimination in employment, except where there is a bona fide
occupational qualification reasonably necessary to the normal
operation of the Contractor. The Contractor agrees to post in
conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for
employment, notices setting forth the provisions of this
nondiscrimination clause.

2. The Contractor, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees
placed by or on behalf of the Contractor, shall state that such
Contractor is an equal opportunity employer.

3. Notices, advertisements, and solicitations placed in accordance with
federal law, rule, or regulation shall be deemed sufficient to meet this
requirement.

B. The Contractor will include the provisions of the foregoing paragraphs, 1, 2,
and 3 in every subcontract or purchase order of over $10,000, so that the
provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor or vendor.

13.0 PROHIBITION OF FORCED OR INDENTURED CHILD LABOR

A. During the performance of this Contract, the Contractor certifies and agrees
to: (i) the prohibition in use of forced or indentured child labor in the
performance of the Contract, and (ii) include the provisions of the foregoing
clause in every subcontract or purchase order of over $10,000, so that the
provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor or vendor.

B. For the purposes of this section, "forced or indentured child labor" means
all work or service (i) exacted from any person younger than 18 years of
age under the menace of any penalty for the nonperformance of such work
or service and for which such person does not offer himself voluntarily or (ii)
performed by any person younger than 18 years of age pursuant to a
contract the enforcement of which can be accomplished by process or
penalties

DRUG-FREE WORKPLACE

Every Contract of over $10,000 shall include the following provisions:

During the performance of this Contract, the Contractor agrees to (i) provide a
drug-free workplace for the Contractor's employees; (ii) post in conspicuous
places, available to employees and applicants for employment, a statement
notifying employees that the unlawful manufacture, sale, distribution, dispensation,
possession, or use of a controlled substance or marijuana is prohibited in the
Contractor’'s workplace and specifying the actions that will be taken against
employees for violations of such prohibition; (iii) state in all solicitations or
advertisements for employees placed by or behalf of the Contractor that the
Contractor maintains a drug-free workplace; and (iv) include the provisions of the
foregoing clauses in every subcontract or purchase order of over $10,000, so that
the provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor or vendor.

For the purposes of this section, “drug-free workplace” means a site for the
performance of work done in connection with a specific Contract awarded to a
Contractor in accordance with this chapter, the employees of whom are prohibited
from engaging in the unlawful manufacture, sale, distribution, dispensation,
possession, or use of a controlled substance or marijuana during the performance
of the Contract.

FAITH-BASED ORGANIZATIONS
The County does not discriminate against faith-based organizations.

EXEMPTION FROM TAXES

Pursuant to Va. Code § 58.1-609.1, the County is exempt from Virginia State Sales
or Use Taxes and Federal Excise Tax, therefore the Contractor shall not charge
the County for Virginia State Sales or Use Taxes or Federal Excise Tax on the
finished goods or products provided under the Contract. However, this exemption
does not apply to the Contractor, and the Contractor shall be responsible for the
payment of any sales, use, or excise tax it incurs in providing the goods required
by the Contract, including, but not limited to, taxes on materials purchased by a
Contractor for incorporation in or use on a construction project. Nothing in this
section shall prohibit the Contractor from including its own sales tax expense in
connection with the Contract in its Contract price.

CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT PERFORMANCE AND PAYMENT
BONDS

Within fifteen (15) calendar days after the effective date of the County — Contractor
Agreement, the following bonds or security shall be delivered to the County and shall
become binding on the parties upon the execution of the Contract:

A A performance bond satisfactory to the County, executed by a surety
company authorized to do business in Virginia with a A.M. Best's Financial
Strength Rating of at least A or better and in a financial size of category VII
or higher, or otherwise secured in a manner satisfactory to the County, for the
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18.0

faithful performance of the Contract in strict conformity with the plans,
specifications, and conditions of the Contract. The bond shall be in an amount
equal to one hundred percent (100%) of the price specified in the Contract;
and

A payment bond satisfactory to the County, executed by a surety company
authorized to do business in Virginia with a A.M. Best’s Financial Strength
Rating of at least A or better and in a financial size of category VIl or higher,
or otherwise secured in a manner satisfactory to the County, for the protection
of all persons supplying labor and material to the Contractor or its
subcontractors for the performance of the work provided for in the Contract.
Labor and materials shall include public utility services and reasonable rentals
of equipment, but only for the periods when the equipment rented is actually
used at the site. The bond shall be in an amount equal to one hundred percent
(100%) of the price specified in the Contract.

The amount of the performance and payment bonds shall increase without
the necessity of any action by the County, to the same extent the Contract
Price increases due to changes.

All sureties providing bonds shall give written notice to the County at least
thirty (30) days prior to the expiration or termination of the bond(s).

If at any time, any surety or sureties become insolvent or are determined by
the County to be unable to adequately secure the interests of the County, the
Contractor shall within thirty (30) days after such notice from County to do so,
substitute an acceptable bond(s) in such form and sum and signed by such
other sureties as may be satisfactory to County. The premium on such bond(s)
shall be paid by the Contractor at no additional cost to the County provided
reasonable justification can be provided by the County for its determination.

The Contractor shall not be precluded from requiring each subcontractor to
furnish a payment bond with surety thereon in an amount equal to one
hundred percent (100%) of the Contract with such subcontractor.

The successful bidder’s failure to furnish to the County acceptable bonds,
within fifteen (15) days after the effective date of the County — Contractor
Agreement shall be considered just cause for cancellation of the award and
forfeiture of the construction contract bid security. In such event, the
proposal guaranty shall become the property of the County, not as a
penalty but in liquidation of damages sustained.

CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT BOND FORMS AND COPIES;
ALTERNATIVE FORMS

In lieu of a payment or performance bond, the Contractor may furnish a certified
check or cash escrow in the face amount required for the bond. If approved by the
County Attorney, a Contractor may furnish a personal bond, property bond, or bank
or savings and loan association's letter of credit on certain designated funds in the
face amount required for the payment or performance bond. Approval shall be

granted only upon the determination that the alternative form of security proffered
affords the same protection to the County equivalent to the corporate surety bond.

CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT RETAINAGES

The Contractor shall be paid ninety-five percent (95%) of the earned sum when
payment is due, with not more than five percent (5%) being retained to assure faithful
performance of the Contract. All amounts withheld may be included in the final
payment. Any subcontract which provides for similar progress payments shall be
subject to the same limitations.

ESCROW ACCOUNT FOR RETAINED FUNDS

Provided the Bid price exceeds $200,000.00 and subject to the provisions of §2.2-
4334 of the Virginia Public Procurement Act, the bidder shall have the option to
request use of an escrow account procedure for utilization of funds retained by the
County and may request use of this option by so indicating in the space provided
on the Bid Form. If the Contractor elects to use the Escrow account procedure, the
"Escrow Agreement" Attachment 3, included with this bid shall be executed by the
Contractor and submitted to the Purchasing Agent within fifteen (15) calendar days
of notification by the County that its bid has been accepted. If the "Escrow
Agreement" is not submitted within the fifteen (15) day period, the Contractor shall
forfeit such rights to the use of the Escrow account procedure.

In order to have retained funds paid to an escrow agent, the Contractor, the Escrow
agent, and the surety shall execute an Escrow Agreement form and submit same
to the County for approval. The Contractor's escrow agent shall be a trust
company, bank, or savings and loan institution with its principal office located in
the Commonwealth of Virginia. The Escrow Agreement form shall contain the
complete address of the Escrow agent and surety, and an executed Escrow
agreement will be authority for the County Administrator, or his designee, to make
payment of retained funds to the Escrow agent. After approving the Escrow
Agreement, the County will pay to the Escrow agent the funds retained as provided
herein except that funds retained for lack of progress or other deficiencies on the
part of the Contractor will not be paid to the Escrow agent.

The Escrow agent may, in accordance with stipulations contained in the Escrow
Agreement, invest the funds paid into the Escrow account and pay earnings on
such investments to the Contractor or release the funds to the Contractor provided
such funds are fully secured by approved securities.

Retained funds invested and securities held as collateral for retainage may be
released only as and when directed by the County Administrator, or his designee.

AUTHORITY TO TRANSACT BUSINESS IN VIRGINIA

A Contractor organized as a stock or nonstock corporation, limited liability
company, business trust, limited partnership, or registered as a registered limited
liability partnership shall be authorized to transact business in the Commonwealth
as a domestic or foreign business entity if so required by Title 13.1 or Title 50 of
the Code of Virginia or as otherwise required by law.

Payments made hereunder or the release of funds from escrow
shall not be deemed approval or acceptance of performance of the Contractor.

In order to assure full and satisfactory performance by the Contractor of its
obligations under the Contract, the County Treasurer is required thereby to retain certain
amounts otherwise due the Contractor. The Contractor has, with the approval of the
County, elected to have these retained amounts held in escrow by the Bank. This
agreement sets forth the terms of the escrow.

Does the scope include sediment sampling by the dredging contractor to classify
the material for disposal? Is the disposal location pre-determined?

The County has already had the sediment sampled for pollutants and meets
Virginia Clear Fill requirements.

Additional seeding
will also be required should any denuded areas arise during construction and any
areas are required to be regraded or modified. Additional cycles and maximum
area cannot be determined at this time, and it is the contractors responsibility to
establish either temporary or permanent cover on the site within all required
timelines.

Goose fence installation is stated to be at the discretion/direction of the Engineer.
Please identify the planned extents/locations and provide a quantity (LF or area)
for bidding purposes.

Goose fence installation should be assumed for the entire area of the aquatic
bench.

Plans require a street opening permit for work in County ROW/easements. Please
confirm whether this project includes any ROW/easement excavation requiring a
street opening permit, and whether permit/inspection fees are reimbursable or
included in the bid.

No excavation is planned within a ROW/Easement. It is the contractor's
responsibility to obtain all required VDOT permits tied to the Construction Entrance
on Greenfield Court.

Please confirm the approved haul routes for sediment/soil trucking and any
restrictions (weight limits, school zones, hours, HOA restrictions) that must be
included in pricing.

See hauling route sheet 18. Responsibility of contractor to determine route post
limits shown on sheet 18.

Are on-site stockpiles permitted for dredged sediment or excavated soils? If yes,
please identify allowable stockpile areas, maximum heights, and required
stabilization.

On-site stockpiles are permitted for dredged sediment/excavated soils. On-site
soil stockpile location, size, and height is at the discretion of the contractor.
Stabilization will only be required if construction activities cease for an extended
period of time, and stabilization measures meet requirements outlined in the
Virginia Stormwater management Handbook.

Are access features required for future forebay maintenance/cleanout (e.g., ramp,
hardstand, access road reinforcement), and are those included in this contract?
Access features for future maintenance are not required nor are included in this
contract.

Plans show multiple 'Safety Bench' callouts. Please confirm required grading,
stabilization, and any planting/restoration requirements associated with safety
benches.

Safety bench grading is shown on Sheet 22 and on several cross sections on sheet
23. Safety benches should be stabilized with coir matting and planted with
permanent seeding meeting requirements shown on sheet 16.

Please confirm whether trail shoulder/edges (stone dust, topsoil/seed) must be
restored/reconstructed beyond asphalt replacement and provide typical section.
If trail shoulders/edges are destroyed, replacement in kind will be required.
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Please confirm required temporary stabilization timelines (e.g., 7/14 days) and any
special stabilization products required (mulch, blankets, hydroseed) for disturbed
areas.

Temporary stabilization measures, and associated timelines, should meet the
requirements outlined in the temporary seeding detail (C-SSM-09) of the Virginia
Stormwater management Handbook.

Plans indicate 'dewatering structures' are required. Please specify acceptable
systems (sediment tanks, dewatering bags, filtration socks, weir box) and whether
a specific product is required.

Contractor to determine means and methods and system for dewatering and
submit as part of the required dewatering plan.

Please confirm whether existing riprap to be removed and reinstalled is considered
reusable material provided by the Owner, and whether damaged/unusable riprap
must be replaced at contractor cost.

Existing on-site rip rap should be utilized on-site when/where necessary and is
considered reusable material provided by owner. Existing damaged/unusable rip
rap shall not be utilized on site and will not be required to be replaced at the
contractor’s cost.

Are there any specific subcontractor participation requirements (SWaM/DBE
goals) applicable to this solicitation?
There are no specific subcontractor requirements.

Please confirm required testing standards and frequency for any concrete/asphalt
work (sampling, density, thickness), and whether testing is included by County or
contractor.

Testing for concrete/asphalt work will be done by the Contractor and results
submitted to the County.

Is an erosion/sediment control bond or escrow required with the County/HOA, and
if so, what is the amount and process?
No — this is County project — no ESC bond is required.

If work occurs within mapped floodplain, are additional floodplain permits required
and who obtains them?

All work within the LOD is currently permitted, contractors are not permitted to go
outside the LOD.

Are there HOA/County restrictions for noise, lighting, or idling that impact working
hours or operations near residences?
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Standard Loudoun County Noise Ordinance Requirements apply. Work hours are
7:00 am — 5:00 pm.

Please confirm required gradation/classes for riprap, filter stone, and geotextile
associated with forebays/aquatic bench and any outfalls.

There is minimal proposed rip rap associated with this project. Two proposed rip-
rap forebay weirs are shown on Sheet 24, along with a weir detail for each. Class
A-1 Rip Rap shall be utilized for these weirs with a D50 of 1.2". Geotextile fabric
should underlay the rip rap.

Please confirm whether proof rolling is required for areas receiving fill/trail
replacement and the acceptance criteria.

Methods for replacing trail destroyed by the project will be at the discretion of the
contract.

Beyond the as-built site plan, are record drawings/O&M manuals required for any
installed features (valves, pumps, etc.)?
Yes.

Please confirm final acceptance process and required closeout documentation
(as-builts, warranties, lien waivers, test reports, SWPPP termination) and whether
HOA participation is required.

As built plans, reports, manuals (if required), warranties and lien waivers (if
required) will be required as part of closeout. HOA participation is not part of the
closeout process.

Please confirm retainage percentage and conditions for reduction/release at
substantial completion.
Please see Section 19 of the IFB.

What are acceptable tolerances for dredge grades and side slopes, and is over-
dredging permitted?

Over dredging is not permitted, and it is anticipated that the contractor will meet
proposed grades shown on layout and grading plan by 0.1°.

Please provide the size/capacity of existing outlet structures and whether they can
support the required drawdown rate without temporary modifications.

Pond Routing and pond composite stage discharge curve is provided on Sheet 31
illustrating the capacity of the existing outlet structure. Contractor shall not exercise
existing pond draw down valve at any time during draw down operations, or
throughout construction operations, unless approved by the County/Engineer.
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What downstream protection measures are required during drawdown/dredging to
prevent sediment release (e.g., additional turbidity curtains, check dams,
stabilization of discharge points)?

Compliance with turbidity monitoring requirements outlined in the VAR-10 permit
are mandatory as part of this project, and as such, it is not anticipated that
downstream protection measures will be needed to prevent sediment release. With
regards to stabilization of discharge points, the pond’s downstream receiving
channel has been restored and armored. It is anticipated that this channel can
handle the flow rate from dewatering activities without eroding. If at any time during
draw down, erosion begins to occur at DS receiving channel, contractor is to stop
immediately and notify County.

Will the County/HOA require controlled access (locks keyed alike, key distribution),
and should the contractor provide security patrols or cameras?

Contractor is responsible for all equipment and site security measures they deem
necessary.

Does the County require a formal traffic control plan, flaggers, or signage for truck
traffic on Greenfield Court, and are any permits required?

Hauling route and minimum signage requirements for the project are shown on
Sheet 18. It is the contractor’s responsibility to obtain all required VDOT permits
tied to the construction entrance off of Greenfield Court.

For excess soil and construction material disposal, are there specific
classification/clean fill requirements and approved facilities separate from dredged
sediment disposal?

The Contractor is responsible for the appropriate removal of clean fill based on the
permit and Virginia regulations.

Please clarify whether aquatic bench planting media/topsoil is required, thickness,
and whether any engineered soil mix is specified.

Aquatic bench plantings should be encompassed in soil as shown on the Aquatic
Bench planting detail shown on sheet 37. Depth/thickness of topsoil should be
based of maximum depths shown in the Aquatic Bench Area Vegetation Schedules
on 36.

Please confirm whether the internal access road and construction entrance
(including wash rack/settling area) must be fully removed and restored, and what
restoration standard applies.
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Internal access road and construction entrance is to be fully removed prior to
allowing pond to refill. All internal access road material is to be removed, and pond
floor is to be set at final grade shown in plan.

Please clarify how contractors are intended to bid the earthworks on this job. Is all
earthwork pricing to be submitted via the unit prices utilizing the given quantities in
section 23.2 of the RFQ document (which will all be measured and paid per unit in
the field), with no earthwork scope to be included in the “Base Bid” section of the
pricing? Please confirm, as the bid form/instructions are unclear, and we don’t want
to inflate our bid by including the earthworks pricing in the base bid as well as in
the unit price section (leading to a double count of anticipated earthwork on the
job), as contract award will be based on the total sum of all three of these sections.
The earthworks pricing should be submitted via unit pricing with the given
quantities.

Sheet 4 of the RFQ document (1.0 Purpose Section 1.3) states “the County
requests that the Contractor provide unit prices for unsuitable soils removal and
rock removal. Unit Prices shall include the import of suitable material as needed to
replace those quantities removed (It shall be assumed that suitable material will
be procured from an off-site source). Unit prices shall be included on the Pricing
Page of the Bid and shall be multiplied times an assumed quantity provided by the
County for an extended price. The extended price shall be carried by the County
as an Owner’s Allowance in the final Contract Price and will be paid to the
Contractor on a ‘per occurrence’ basis, with any remaining allowance(s) being
returned to the County upon completion of the Project”. Section 23.1 of the RFQ
document (Pricing Page) includes three fields for pricing — 1) Base Bid, 2)
Itemized/Allowance Pricing, and 3) Total of Unit Price Items. The quantities given
in section 23.2 (Unit Price ltems) are for general earth moving operations as far as
| can tell. They are for Earthwork (Suitable Fill) — 4,100 CY, Earthwork (Cut) —
10,000 CY, and Earthwork (Disposal) — 10,000 CY. The County did not provide
line items/quantities for Unsuitable Soil Removal or Rock Removal as mentioned
in the specification cited above for contractors to include in the Itemized/Allowance
Pricing section of the bid form. Please adjust the bid form to include quantities for
rock and unsuitable soil removal so that all contractors are including the same
scopes of work in the “Itemized/Allowance Pricing” section of their bid forms.
Unsuitable Soil Removal or Rock Removal will be addressed by Change Order as
needed. No unit pricing will be provided.

Will contractors be required to acquire any permits for this project? If so, please
define all required permits, their lead times, and any fees associated with each of
them.
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All permits have been obtained for this project except applicable VDOT permits
tied to the construction entrance off of Greenfield Court. It is the contractors
responsibility to obtain all required VDOT permits tied to the construction entrance.

General Conditions section 11.1.2.4 includes a requirement for Builder's Risk
Insurance. Will builder’s risk insurance be required for this contract? It does not
typically cover the scope of this project.

Builders risk insurance will not be required for this type of work.

Technical Specifications section 6.6 states “If necessary, upon completion of any
pipe installation and successful testing of the repairs/replacement of each pipe
segment, notify Loudoun County. Loudoun County will make arrangements for a
CCTV (closed circuit television) inspection of each sanitary and storm sewer
segment, if necessary, to verify that construction conforms to contract
requirements”. Please confirm that no CCTV inspection is required for this project.
If CCTV inspections are required, please define what structures/lengths of pipe will
require CCTV inspection.

CCTV inspection service is not anticipated to be needed for this project. If later it
is determined that CCTV inspection is needed, it will be addressed with a change
order.

Technical Specifications section 7.2 states “If specified in Supplemental/Special
Conditions, General Contractor shall provide a field office and telephone service
for his use and use of Loudoun County throughout the duration of the Construction
Contract”. Please confirm that a field office is not required for this project.

A field office will not be required as part of this project.

Technical Specifications section 7.8 states that “The remainder of site should be
fenced with 6’ Orange safety fence, utilizing 8 tall posts spaced 8 apart as
depicted on the Temporary Fencing Exhibit”, but section 9.1.11.B states that safety
fence “shall be international orange, high-density polyethylene diamond mesh with
a mesh opening of 1.5 inch. The fence shall be 4 feet in height with a roll weight of
20 pounds per roll and roll size of 4 feet by 50 feet”. Will 6’ orange safety fence
with 8’ posts be required or will a standard 4’ blaze orange safety fence installation
be acceptable?

6’ orange safety fence with 8’ posts are required.

Technical Specifications 9.K part 11.1.A.1 states “Design dewatering system,
including comprehensive engineering analysis by a qualified professional
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engineer”. Will contractors be required to produce an engineered dewatering plan
outside of what is shown in the plans?

Contractors will be required to produce a dewatering plan that provides enough
information to explain to County/Engineer means, methods, and equipment
proposed to draw down and dewater pond.

Will finished side slopes/aquatic benches of the pond be required to be stabilized
with coir matting? Technical specification Section 9.M Part I1.1.B has specifications
for coir 1000 and coir 700 matting, but the plans do not indicate coir matting
requirements. If so, please define matting extents and delineate between coir 1000
and coir 700 placement areas.

Finished side slopes and aquatic benches are required to be stabilized with coir
matting. It will be acceptable to utilize coir 700 throughout project site.

The technical specifications for topsoil and aquatic bench soil indicate 75% to 82%
compaction requirements for these soils. Will geotechnical testing be required for
topsoil and aquatic soil placements?

Geotechnical testing will be required for topsoil and aquatic soil placements.

A note on sheet 14 of the plans states that “TOPSOIL SHALL BE STOCKPILED
IN SUCH A MANNER THAT NATURAL DRAINAGE IS NOT OBSTRUCTED AND
NO OFF-SITE SEDIMENT DAMAGE SHALL RESULT”. Is the design intent for all
topsoil required for side slopes (excluding aquatic bench soil) to be stripped and
respread from onsite?

If onsite cut can meet compaction requirements for proposed fills, it can be utilized
and respread on-site. It is assumed that most of the site earthwork cut will be
unusable sediment, and as such, other material will be required.

Please clarify the temporary access road requirements. Construction road
stabilization notes on sheet 15 of the plans indicate a requirement for 8”-10” of
VDOT #1 stone, but there is also the inclusion of a deck matting detail on sheet 17
of the plans. Is the design intent for the access road intended to be 8”-10” of VDOT
#1 stone, deck matting, or both?

Contractor to provide bid based on most economical approach and can utilize any
access material that will provide construction access to all parts of the pond (i.e.
timber mats, aggregate, proprietary product, etc.)

Please confirm tree protection requirements. The detail on sheet 17 of the plans
indicates a requirement for 4’ welded wire fence, but states “AS A LAST RESORT,
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A TREE TRUNK CAN BE ARMORED WITH BURLAP WRAPPING AND 2-INCH
STUDS WIRED VERTICALLY NO MORE THAN 2 INCHES APART TO A HEIGHT
OF 5 FEET ENCIRCLING THE TRUNK?”. Is tree protection required to be welded
wire fence, planking, or both? If planking is required, please define the number of
trees that will require planking in lieu of welded wire fence.
Contractor to utilize welded wire fencing for tree protection.

Please clarify the plant material size requirement for the aquatic bench vegetation
plants (Sheet 36 of the plans).
Aquatic bench vegetation plants should at a minimum be quart sized.

Will the County please consider extending the bid due date for this project? This
time of year, is always very busy for contractors/subcontractors/vendors and we
would appreciate more time preparing proposals.

Due to grant obligations, the County is unable to extend the due date.
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
