Household Hazardous Waste Packing, Removal and Disposal
Term Contract
GENERAL CONDITIONS

1. BACKGROUND.  In order to promote responsible and proper disposal of household hazardous waste (HHW) for it citizens, Baltimore County collects HHW on a regular basis at the Eastern Sanitary Landfill and also during two (2) ‘Amnesty Days’ (spring and fall).

2. SCOPE.

1.1 It is the intention of these specifications that the Contractor hereunder shall furnish and Baltimore County shall purchase services for safe packing, removal and lawful disposal of household hazardous waste covered by this agreement that the County may require during the period of time covered by this agreement.  The quantities shown are approximate and are for the purpose of bid evaluation.  The County reserves the right to order such services as may be required during the said period, and it also reserves the right to not order any services bid upon by the Vendor, if it is found that such services are not required by the County during the period covered by this agreement.

1.2 The successful Contractor shall furnish all labor, materials, equipment, and incidental items necessary to safely pack, remove, haul and lawfully dispose of household hazardous waste collected for the Department of Environmental Protection and Resource Management (hereafter DEPRM), in strict accordance with all Local, State, Federal, Environmental Protection Agency, and Department of Transportation regulations.

3. TERM OF AGREEMENT.  The term of this agreement shall be for one (1) year.  Baltimore County reserves the right to renew this contract for nine (9) years under the same terms and conditions.  Baltimore County will automatically renew this contract on each option year unless notice is given to the Contractor that the contract is not renewed.

3.1 If price adjustments are requested pursuant to the terms of the contract, the Contractor must notify the Baltimore County Purchasing Division ninety (90) days prior to the current term’s expiration date.

3.2 The Contractor must maintain the insurance coverages required by the County while this contract is in force, including automatic renewal terms, and shall provide documentation of such insurance in a form satisfactory to the County when required.

4. PRICES.  Prices quoted must remain firm for the period covered by this agreement, unless price escalation is herein specified.  Prices quoted shall include delivery costs and charges.

5. ESCALATION.

5.1 All prices offered herein shall be firm against any increase for one (1) year form the effective date of the contract.  Prior to commencement of subsequent renewal terms, the County will entertain a request for escalation in accordance with the current Consumer Price Index at the time of the request or up to a maximum 5 % increase on the current pricing, whichever is lower.

5.2 For purposes of this section, “Consumer Price Index” shall mean the Consumer Price Index-All Urban Consumers-Untied States Average-All items (CPI-U), as published by the United States Department of Labor, Bureau of Statistics.

5.3 Baltimore County reserves the right to accept or reject the request for a p4rice increase within fourteen (14) days.  If the price increase is approved, the price will remain firm for 365 days form the date of the increase.

6. AWARD.  Award will be made on a total lump sum basis.  In accordance with Sec. 10-2-406 of the Baltimore County Code, 2003, as amended, past performance of Bidders in furnishing goods and services to Baltimore County will be considered in determining the award.

7. INSURANCE.

7.1 The successful Bidder will be required to execute a certificate of insurance form furnished by the County in accordance with the attached requirements.  The successful Bidder will have fifteen (15) calendar days to comply with this requirement, excluding County holidays and non-work days, if applicable.  Noncompliance may result in the contract being awarded to the next lowest responsive and responsible Bidder.

7.2 The Contractor must maintain the insurance coverages required by the County while this agreement is in force, including automatic renewal terms, and shall provide documentation of such insurance in a form satisfactory to the County when required.

8. PRE-BID CONFERENCE.

8.1 A pre-bid conference will be held on Thursday, December 10, 2009 at 11:30 a.m., in the Purchasing Division, Old Courthouse, 400 Washington Avenue, Room 148, Towson, MD 21204.  Attendance at the pre-bid is not mandatory.

8.2 The purpose of the conference is to clarify any parts of the solicitation and answer questions, which may be pertinent to the request.  Any significant changes to the solicitation as a result of the discussions at the pre-bid conference will be posted on the website at: www.baltimorecountymd.gov/purchasing.

9. MINORITY AND WOMEN BUSINESS ENTERPRISE REQUIREMENTS.  The resulting minority and women business participation requirement for this contract is 15%.

9.1 Each Contractor must comply with all Minority and Women Business Enterprises (M/WBE) participation requirements.  Included with this solicitation package are copies of the County’s M/WBE policy and provisions and M/WBE participation schedule forms.  All M/WBE participation forms must be completed, executed, and returned to the Purchasing Division with the bid.
9.2 It is the intention of the contract that the Contractor complies with the required participation levels on a cumulative basis for the full term of this agreement rather than on a job-to-job basis.  The successful Contractor shall estimate the participation level (for the full term of the contract) for each subcontractor and/or suppliers listed on the participation schedule.

9.3 The Prime Contractor shall make a genuine good faith effort to comply with the Baltimore County Minority Business program’s minimum 15% subcontracting goal.  However, the percentage requirement may vary.  The Prime Contractor shall make a good faith effort to obtain minority subcontractor participation even if the Prime Contractor has the capability to complete the work with it’s own workforce.  The good faith effort is also applicable to Prim Contractors who are themselves minority- or woman-owned firms.

9.4 All Prime Contractors and MBE/WBE sub-contractors are required to report monthly to the County through an online system called PRSM at www.baltimorecountymd.gov/go/mwbe under MWBE directory/Vendor Compliance.  If the Contractor cannot submit his/her report on time, eh/she will notify the County MBE/WBE office and request additional time to submit the report.  Failure of the Contractor to report in a timely manner may result in a finding of noncompliance.  The County in its sole discretion may require additional reports regarding MBE/WBE. WAIVER REQUEST.  All waiver requests must be submitted with the bid, in accordance with the Use of Minority Business Enterprises and Women’s Business Enterprises Executive Order, dated June 4, 2009 (included in this solicitation package). 12. “SAMPLE” FORM CONTRACT.
12.1 The County’s form contract is attached as part of this solicitation.  The Vendor’s submission of a bid response without identifying exceptions expressly acknowledges and formally evidences the Vendor’s acceptance of all terms and conditions of the form contract.  Any and all exceptions must be submitted in writing in the Vendor’s bid response.

12.2 If the Vendor submits an exception, which alters the County’s risk, liability, exposure in, or the intent of this procurement, the County reserves the right in its’ sole and absolute discretion to deem the Vendor non-responsive.

12.3 All Vendors further understand and agree that the County will accept no Vendor exceptions to the form contract at any time after submission of the bid response.

13. Electronic Version Submittal.

13.1 In accordance with the General Instructions for Solicitations, 1.9, Instructions, Forms and Specifications, responses to Requests for Bids and Requests for Proposals shall be accompanied by an electronic version (CD) of the bid proposal in .pdf format.  The CD must be labeled with the bid number, the bid title, and the Bidders’ name submitting the response.  All bids must be submitted in a sealed envelope or carton as appropriate.  This does not apply to Requests for Quotations.

SPECIFICATIONS

1. WORK PROCEDURES.

1.1 DEPRM collects household hazardous waste under two programs:  1.  Two (2) annual amnesty days and 2.  On a regular basis at the Eastern Sanitary Landfill located at 6257 Days Cove Road, White Marsh, Maryland, 21162.  The semi-annual amnesty days are usually held at a central County location such as the Baltimore County Resource Recovery Facility in Cockeysville or the Western Acceptance Facility in Halethorpe.  The Contractor shall provide chemists on an as-needed basis for the amnesty days, the regular collection at Eastern Sanitary Landfill, or wherever needed in Baltimore County when DEPRM has collected household hazardous waste.  The Contractor’s chemists shall be responsible for waste identification, field-testing for unknown substances, consolidation and packing of materials in preparation for picking-up, transporting, removal, and disposal of the waste by the contractor, and preparation of the shipping manifests for the waste.  The regular collection program at Eastern Sanitary Landfill is held Monday through Saturday, April through November.  The Contractor will be called to pack and transport materials from the Eastern Landfill when sufficient quantity has accumulated, usually every other month.  The Contractor shall provide two (2) to five (5) chemists, as requested by DEPRM, for the annual amnesty day 8:00 A.M. – 4:30 P.M., with a half-hour unpaid lunch break for each chemist.

1.2 Baltimore County reserves the right to increase or decrease the number of amnesty days and collection days as needed.  Baltimore County reserves the right to increase the dollar value of the contract, for any contract year, by fifty percent (50%), if public participation in household hazardous waste disposal increases at this rate.  Any increase or decrease in activity under this contract shall not change the contract prices, terms, or conditions.

2. CERTIFICATION.

2.1 All Bidders shall be Environmental Protection Agency and Maryland State Certified hazardous waste haulers.

3. PACKING.

3.1 The hazardous waste must be transported in suitable five (5) gallon, thirty (30) gallon or fifty five (55) gallon drum or bucket containers that shall preclude the loss of any of the material to the environment.  The containers shall comply with all Federal Department of Transportation regulations.  Baltimore County DEPRM shall provide fifty five (55) gallon drums.  The Contractor shall supply all vermiculite packing materials and additional drums or buckets as needed.  The Contractor must properly label each container with a label approved by the Federal Department of Transportation.

4. LICENSES – HAZARDOUS WASTE.

4.1 The successful Bidder must submit, prior to award of contract, Maryland Certified Haulers License, Certified Licensing for all trucks proposed for participation in the hauling process, Certified Haulers Licenses for all other additional haulers and their trucks involved during the course of this agreement, and Certified Disposal Site Licenses for the disposal/destruction locations to be employed during the term of this agreement.

5. PERMITS AND MANIFESTING.

5.1 The Contractor shall be responsible for obtaining all necessary permits.  All manifests required for hauling and disposal of materials must be prepared by the Contractor and are subject to review and approval by DEPRM.

6. DISPOSAL.

6.1 The disposal facility shall be an Environmental Protection Agency approved treatment and storage or disposal facility.  The Contractor must supply DEPRM a Certificate of Disposal and Destruction and a copy of the completed manifest (signed-off by all handlers of the waste) for each shipment of hazardous waste generated under this price agreement.  No invoices shall be paid by Baltimore County until both documents have been provided by the Contractor to DEPRM.
7. REMOVAL.

7.1 Pick-ups must be made within fourteen (14) calendar days after receipt of the notice to proceed by DEPRM.

8. PLACARDING.

8.1 Certified vehicles shall display a Hazardous Waste Transporter Vehicle Certification Sticker on the outside of the left door of the cab, either on the door immediately below the window or immediately forward of the door at approximately the same elevation.  If the vehicle is a combination vehicle, the sticker shall be prominently displayed on the left side of the trailer and must not be obstructed from view by other markings, attachments, or equipment.

8.2 The vehicle operator shall compare labels and manifest information to insure that the contents and quantities listed on the manifest are the same as those listed on the containers.  Any discrepancies must be corrected.

9. SPILLS.

9.1
In the event of a spill or loss of hazardous waste to the environment, any person engaged in the transportation of the waste shall not knowingly fail to report the incident immediately (within one (1) hour) by phoning the Maryland Department of the Environment at 410-974-3551 and the Baltimore County Fire Department at 410-887-4592.  The person and vehicle involved must remain at the scene and available until clearance to leave is given by the appropriate officials.  A copy of the Oil/Chemical Spills emergency numbers card must be carried at all times in the vehicle transporting hazardous waste.
