While,the Association was not prepared to conunentón specific plans 

for linking the H & M to New Jersey commuter rail lines, "the general plan 

follows principles the Association has urged for several years because it moves 

closer to a single public transportation system designed to fit the economy and 

convenience of the whole Region,"- Norton said. 
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RegionaUPlan particularly'.applauded the intergovernmental cooperation"' 

thattresulted 5ln the .new proposal, praising Mayor Wagner and Governor Rockefeller 

and Hughes for shaping the project to the benefit of all of their constituents. 

The Association called the World Trade Cen'te'r '-a truly bi-state project since it 

stimulates commercial ,:activities in Manhattan that will resultin greater cargo 

movement through New Jersey ports as well as New York docks. 
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"Since we have a single Region economically buta fragmented Region 

governmentally, this kind of cooperation is essential to keep us from tearin 
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our metropolitan economy apart. That was the idea behind the establishment of 

the Portof New York Authority as well as an early purpose of the RegionalPlan 

Association," Norton concluded.
