Dear Mr. Reynolds: 

Thank you for your letter of July 25 stating that in the 
event of war I could return to the States and still benefit by my 

Rosenwald Fellowship. 

As you know, we are now going through the serious crisis fol­
lowing the Russian-German negotiations. The thing that most vividly 
brought home to me the extent to which these people are preparing 
for war was the discovery today that the British Museum would be 
closed to readers tomorrow. Already books, manuscripts, tracts and 
art treasures are being taken away for safe keeping. 

For the particular field in which I am concentrating, Edin­
burgh and London (with its British Museum - when it is open) are 
preferable to almost any place in the States; however, I reluctantly 
admit that though there can be no genuine peace of mind anywhere at 
the present, America would afford far less distraction. 

You requested that I inform you if I decided to return to the 
States during the tenure of my fellowship. The fellowship has not 
begun yet, but I thought it advisable to let you know of my present 
plans. Assuming that war is close at hand, I am now making plans to 
return as soon as I am lucky enough to get passage. If there should 
be another postponement like Munich before rrry ship leaves, I shall 
remain. 

My personal affairs are oot blinding me to the more important 
implications of what may be about to happen. Yet I feel that my leav­
ing would involve no obligation to duty and would not be in violation 
of any other principle. I hope it meets with your approval in the 
event that I fail to cancel my plans for departure. 

I would get official statements from the English Department 
or from the administrative authorities either before I left or after­
ward. The Secretary has informed me that in case of an emergency the 
University would approve of my returning. 

If I do not find it necessary or possible to leave at this 
time, I shall inform you.
