I wonder if you know someone at the
Juilliard Foundation who is himgelf - or herselfl -
a master of the piano and who would be a sympathetic
interpreter of the prospective talents of younger
people. We have six or eight candidates from the
New York sree and would like to find someone who
would tell us which one or two of these are most
promising. The opportunity to help yocungsters up
the ladder of success is so fascineting that we
find people are guite willing to do it if we can
only unearth the right judges. If you have a sug-
gestion I would value it very highly.
