	 As Cal State Fullerton soccer established itself as one of the nation’s elite programs, 
the cornerstone could be seen in the form of Titan Stadium.  Completed in 1992, 
the 10,000-seat facility has been called by many “one of the finest soccer facilities 
in the nation.”  With deference to the much larger but fan-unfriendly Rose Bowl, site 
of the 1994 World Cup and 1999 Women’s World Cup, Titan Stadium was the finest 
soccer facility in Southern California until the completion of the StubHub Center in 
Carson, the home of the Los Angeles Galaxy (2003-present) and Adidas Running 
Club (2003-present). 
	 Titan Stadium features 2,000 chair-back seats and 2,500 bleachers with backrests 
in the western grandstand and about 5,000 seats on concrete steps along the eastern 
sideline.  The pitch has an underground drainage system that allows it to be almost 
perfectly flat and it is of maximum width and length -- 75 x 120 yards.  The main press 
box seats more than 50 individuals.
	 The stadium shell was completed on Jan. 15, 1992.  The first event was com-
mencement on May 30, 1992, and the first soccer activity was a scrimmage between 
Fullerton and Biola University on Aug. 22, 1992.  The first collegiate soccer match was 
Fullerton vs. UC Santa Barbara on Sept. 5, 1992, followed that evening by Fullerton 
vs. CSUN in football.  During the summer of 1998, the field level locker room was 
completed and concessions stands and restrooms were built on the eastern terrace.
     During the months leading to the 1994 World Cup, Titan Stadium played host to 
several international exhibitions featuring the United States team.  The Colombia 
team trained at Fullerton and several other nations used the facility after the Colombian 
team was eliminated.
	 In 1993 and 1994, Titan Stadium served as the home of the Los Angeles Salsa of the 
American Professional Soccer League.  Los Angeles lost to Colorado, 2-1, in the 1993 APSL 

Championship held in Titan Stadium.
	 In recent years, the soccer slate has included many international exhibitions, Los 
Angeles Galaxy, women’s pro matches and contests of the L.A.Blues.
	 In 1994, Cal State Fullerton hosted its first NCAA tournament games ever when the 
Titans played, and defeated, the University of San Diego and the University of San Francisco 
in the first two rounds of the tournament.
	 The stadium is only part of the Titan Sports Complex, which was financed by a unique 
arrangement with the city of Fullerton and an on-campus Marriott Hotel.  A baseball 
stadium seating 3,500, a two-diamond softball complex seating more than 1,000, an all-
weather running track, renovated tennis courts and an auxiliary soccer field all were part 
of the original $10 million project that has seen more than $4 million in improvements.
	 With its proximity to Hollywood, Titan Stadium has become a favorite film location for 
movies, commercials and video games.  Numerous professional stars from many sports 
including soccer’s Mia Hamm and Abby Wambach have been featured.  The last major 
studio movie production to utilize Titan Stadium was “Rocky and Bullwinkle.”

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	 The Cal State Fullerton men’s soccer program has 
been well represented at the professional level in a va-
riety of venues and the advent of Major League Soccer 
(MLS) has provided another opportunity beyond college 
soccer for players.  According to Soccer America, about 
70 percent of MLS players have collegiate experience 
and only five schools (UCLA, Virginia, Fresno State, In-
diana and Southern Connecticut) had more products 
than Cal State Fullerton play in an MLS game in 1998.
	
	 The Titans have regularly competed against “A” 
League teams such as the Orange County Waves (for-
merly Zodiac) in pre-season exhibitions and the Los 
Angeles Galaxy of MLS in Spring action. The Galaxy, 
which played many of its matches in Titan Stadium 
before the opening of the StubHub Center, also has 
used Titans as “enemy” players in scrimmages in Titan 
Stadium.
	
	 The Titans had four players on MLS rosters in Au-
gust, 2003, in Joey DiGiamarino of the MetroStars, Brian 
Dunseth of Dallas, Antonio Martinez of the Galaxy and 
Duncan Oughton of Columbus.  The list grows to six if 
you added New England’s Joey Franchino and San Jose’s 
Josh Saunders, who finished up at Washington and Cal, 
respectively.
	
	 Mike Ammann (Kansas City) and midfielder Brad 
Wilson (Los Angeles) both played in the MLS’ inaugural 
season.  Ammann returned home after spending a num-
ber of seasons with Charlton, a member of England’s 
First Division. He played in 2000 for New York/New 
Jersey and was the leading vote getter for the All-Star 
Game. Wilson also spent some time in Germany with 
F.C. Saarbrucken.   
	
	 The Waves, the “farm team” for the Galaxy, played 
their home games at Santa Ana Stadium and featured 
as many as five Titans in the lineup at one time, includ-
ing Eddie Soto and Peter Lak. Others have included 
Colby Jackson, Paul McDonnell, Ricky Rodriguez, Art 
Temblador, Sheldon Thomas and Ken Hesse.
	
	 Indoor soccer also had some Titan connections.  
McDonnell, Hesse and Rodriguez played in 1996 for 
the Anaheim Splash of the Continental Indoor Soccer 
League at the Arrowhead Pond of Anaheim. 
	
	 Perhaps the best-known Titan was Mike Fox, whose 
career at CSF ran from 1979 through 1982.  He debuted 

professionally for the New York Cosmos, joining former  
Titan goalkeeper Dave Morrison in the North American 
Soccer League.  Fox played in the Major Indoor Soccer 
League with the Las Vegas Americans (1984-85), Wichita 
Wings (1985-90) and the St. Louis Storm (1991).  He also 
spent time with the California Emperors (1990-91) and 
the Los Angeles Salsa (1992-94).

	 Ammann’s brother and current head coach, Bob, 
was also a pro standout.  After his Titan career (1983-86), 
Bob made his first pro start for the Los Angeles Heat of 
the American Professional Soccer League. 

	 He then went to Europe where he played for Brigh-
ton, a Second Division team in England.  His career con-
tinued with the Edmonton Brickmen of the Canadian 
Soccer League and Neuchatal Xamax, a First Division 
team in Switzerland.
	
	 A more recent Titan keeper made headlines in the 
2007 season, Sam Reynolds got a tie and a win in his 
first two starts for Toronto of the MLS. Most recently, 
Kevin Venegas scored his first professional goal to give 
the Minnesota club of the NASL a win in May of 2012.
	
	 Former Titans also have made an impact in the soc-
cer coaching ranks.  Noah Kooiman coached at Cal State 
San Bernardino for 11 seasons before joining the Albion 
SC of San Diego and Ali Khosroshahin coached seven 
seasons as head women's coach at USC after a six-year 
run at Fullerton, where he has been replaced by former 
Titan Demian Brown. Khosroshahin led the Women of 
Troy to USC’s first NCAA women’s soccer title in 2007 
while making four overall tournament appearances. 
Ray Ramirez coached at Diamond Ranch High School 
and Mt. San Antonio College in Walnut.  Other high 
school coaches have included Mike Lussier at Servite 
of Anaheim, Curt Bauer at Santa Margarita and Spencer 
McDearmon at Woodbridge in Irvine.  

	 Zico Bailey became the lates Titan to join the MLS 
as he signed a professional contract with FC Cincinnati 
on Dec. 12, 2019.  
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        The most prolific scorer in the history of the men’s soccer program, forward Mike 
Fox remains the “gold standard” when it comes to the Cal State Fullerton record 
books, embarking on an 11-year professional career following a standout four sea-
sons with the Titans. Fox was inducted into the Cal State Fullerton Hall of Fame’s fifth 
biennial class of 2013 on Oct. 11.

        Although records are incomplete from his freshman season in 1979, Fox is Ful-
lerton’s all-time leader in points with 119 and is the school record holder with 46 
goals during a collegiate career that lasted until 1982. He holds three of the top 10 
single-season scoring performances in school history, including a 40-point cam-
paign as a senior in 1982 en route to second-team All-America honors on a career-
high 17 goals -- a total that ranks tied for second in a season -- and six assists.

        Fox also ranks second on the all-time list with 26 assists, including a single-sea-
son record of 13 assists as a sophomore in 1980 that still stands today.

        However, his exploits on the pitch didn’t end there, beginning his professional 
career as a 1983 draft pick of the North American Soccer League’s New York Cos-
mos. He continued to play professionally until 1994, making stops with Las Vegas, 
Wichita, and St. Louis in the Major Indoor Soccer League, the Los Angeles Heat of 
the Western Soccer Alliance, and Milwaukee in the National Professional Soccer 
League, before ending his career with the Los Angeles Salsa of the American Profes-
sional Soccer League in 1994.

        He finished his professional career with 104 goals and 80 assists in 296 career 
matches. During that time, Fox also attracted attention from the United States 
National Team, spending time with the squad prior to the 1984 Summer Olympics 
in Los Angeles and leading the team in scoring. One of 18 Titans to be named to an 
Olympic squad, Fox played in all three matches for the United States at the 1984 
Games, helping the red, white, and blue, to a 1-1-1 record in pool play. He was 
capped 16 times (11 starts) with the national team between 1984 and 1988, making 
his final appearance in a draw with Ecuador.

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	 While the Cal State Fullerton men's soccer program reached 
unprecedented heights in the 1990s, success was not lacking in 
the formative years.  Coaches and players in the 1970s and 1980s 
laid the groundwork for the national success the Titans now enjoy.  
Unfortunately, most of the pre-Div. I records are lost and there 
are only snippets of the program's accomplishments in the early 
seasons.
	 The Titans' trip to the Final Four at Davidson in 1993 for a 
third-place national finish was not the closest they have come to 
a national championship.  In 1973, CSF went 15-3 and advanced 
to the Div. II title game in Springfield, Massachusetts, losing to 
Missouri-St. Louis, 3-0.  Coach Dennis Checkett had served as as-
sistant to Coach Paul Fardy from 1970 through 1972 and he led 
the program into Div. I status in the 1975 and 1976 seasons.
	 The Titans made annual trips to the NCAA playoffs in the early 
1970s, but probably the single most memorable game in early Titan 
soccer history occurred at the Santa Ana Bowl on Oct. 30, 1974.  A 
near full-house crowd of more than 6,000 showed up to see the 
playoff-bound Titans play the UCLA Bruins to a 1-1 tie. 	  

	 Mountain Pacific Sports Federation Executive Director Al Beaird announced the federation's Men's Soccer 15th Anniversary 
team during the summer of 2007.  The teams honor current and former players from the following schools: UCLA, New Mexico, 
Denver, San Jose State, Air Force, UNLV, UC Irvine, Sacramento State, Cal State Northridge, Oregon State and Cal State Fullerton 
(1992-2000), who were affiliated at one time or another with the MPSF.  Players were nominated by sports information directors 
and selected by a vote of select MPSF head coaches.  UCLA led the way with six players on the first team and CSF was the only other 
school with multiple selections, netting three in Duncan Oughton, Joey DiGiamarino and Eddie Soto.  Goalkeeper Mike Ammann 
represented the Titans on the second team (there was no keeper on the first team) and Titan forward Sheldon Thomas made the 
third team.
