Game/Season Notes

+ Santa Clara co-hosts the Silicon Valley Classic Il tournament this weekend along with
San Jose State. A total of four games will be played at the SCU Softball Stadium with
doubleheaders against North Dakota State on Friday and lowa on Saturday. There are no
neutral games.

+ Last week, Santa Clara posted a 3-1 record at the rain affected Capital Classic tourna-
ment, co-hosted by Sacramento State and UC Davis. The second game of the double-
header against Sacramento State on March 1 was canceled after playing four innings with
the game tied at 1-all. And the game against UC Davis started on Saturday but was halted
due to darkness in the top of the seventh with the Broncos ahead 8-3 and resumed the fol-
lowing day.

+ The Broncos have posted a winning record in the last two tournaments, going 3-2 at the
UNLV Rebel Classic and 3-1 at the Capital Classic and sit above .500 at the start of the SVC
Il tournament. They went 2-3 in each of the first two tournaments to start the season.

+  Four of the last six games have gone to extra innings with SCU winning three of them.
+ Offensively, SCU has a .268 batting average with two batters hitting over .300 and aver-
age 4.7 runs/game.

+ Freshman Cairah Curran has shined in the early goings, hitting .406 (26-for-64). The
Ewa Beach, Hawaii native had her 14-game hitting streak snapped in the last game against
Wagner but has safely reached base in 15-straight games. Curran leads the West Coast
Conference in hits.

+ The veteran pitching staff that returns three of the four pitchers from last season has a
3.99 ERA. Hannah Edwards has a team-high five wins. The staff already has three saves
topping last season’s total of two.

+ All seven newcomers saw action in the season opening tournament including all five
position players - Kyla Acres, Taryn Clements, Cairah Curran, Caitlyn “Red” Golob and
Rebecca Rubio - each getting at least one hit and the two pitchers - Avery Seva and Alaina
Valdez - seeing action in the circle.

2024 Preseason

+ Three Broncos - Hannah Edwards, Hazyl Gray and Morgan Salmon - were named 2024
preseason All-West Coast conference by a vote of the league’s five head coaches.

+ The Broncos were picked to finish fourth by a vote of the same panel.

2024 Schedule

+ The 2024 schedule is comprised of 55 games (now 54 with one cancelation) including
22 at Santa Clara Softball Stadium. The Broncos will host two tournaments among the
six they play and face two schools - Stanford and LMU - that qualified for the 2023 NCAA
Tournament.

+ In West Coast Conference action, the league will encompass a 16-game league slate
for each of the five conference member schools. The WCC schedule will run for five weeks
from April 12 to May 11 with one bye week. Each weekend series is comprised of four
games with a single game series opener, followed by a doubleheader the next day and a
single game series finale on the last day.

2023 Season Highlights

+ The Broncos finished with an overall record of 23-26 after finishing the 2022 season at
21-30 to post their first back-to-back 20-win seasons since 2005 and 2006.

+ The 23-win total was the highest since the 2006 campaign when they went 24-34.

+ Most home wins (15-11) since Santa Clara Softball Stadium was built in 2016.

+ Had the first sweep of a conference opponent (Pacific) since 2019.

+ Five West Coast Conference Player/Pitchers of the Week honors won - the most ever in
a season for SCU. The first year of WCC softball was in 2014.

+  For the upcoming season, Carbonatto will be the third base
coach and Bickford the first base coach.
