“This is the time of year we really want to be at our best and take advantage of the
competitive opportunities. We came down here prepared, and got in the mix in our
races, and I’'m really proud of all our growth this season. We got two more all time top
10 marks, and Milaina with a big section victory in her 1500,” head coach Pete Cush-
man said after the last time out.

Olivia Schlieman ran the fourth-fastest time in program history in the 3000m at 9:51.85
at the Husky Invitational. Milaina AlImost moved into fourth in program history in the
3000m with a time of 9:49.71 at the Cal Opener. Almonte ran the ninth fastest 1500m
time (4:33.87) in program history at the West Coast Relays. Almonte finished the 5000m
at the Mike Fanelli Track Classic in 16:50.24, good for fourth in program history. Al-
monte moved into third all-time in the 1500m with a time of 4:28.72 at the Bryan Clay
Invitational. Sarah Guralsnick ran the 5000m in 16:55.71 at the Bryan Clay Invitational,
the fifth-fastest in program history.

The Broncos have nine newcomers this season. They welcome Catalina Alvidrez, Mariah
Aragon, Olivia Bohanec, Amelia James, Sydney Lim, Audrey O’Neill, Julia Russo, Grace Win-
kler, and Aliyah Yearian.

Last season Katie Castelli qualified for NCAA West Regionals in the 3000m steeple-
chase.

Castelli became just the third Bronco to qualify under the current format joining Mary
Kriege and Grayson Murphy in 2016.

Santa Clara also had a strong showing in the classroom with five student-athletes
honored on the CSC Academic All-District teams. Sasha Codiga (3.987, Child Studies),
Maiya Fujiwara (3.927, Bioengineering), Kinsey Hall (3.937, Economics), Abbey Meck
(4.00, MA Educational Leadership), and Irene Nagasaka (3.944, Psychology) were the
honorees.
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
