Santa Clara welcomes one of Japan’s most historic and accomplished collegiate
programs to Stephen Schott Stadium on Tuesday, when Waseda University of Tokyo
visits for an international exhibition.

The matchup is part of Waseda’s 14th United States Tour, which runs Feb. 23
through March 6 and features five exhibition contests against some of the top NCAA
programs on the West Coast. The Tokyo-based university competes in the prestigious
Tokyo Big6 Baseball League — Japan’s oldest collegiate conference, established in
1925 — and holds a league-record 49 championships.

Santa Clara has a longstanding history of hosting distinguished exhibition op-
ponents. In the 1960s, the Broncos welcomed Major League competition to campus,
including exhibition games against the San Francisco Giants at Buck Shaw Stadium.

« LAST TIME OUT: UC Davis came into Stephen Schott Stadium last weekend and
took two out of three from the Broncos for the second straight year. Santa Clara (4-4)
won the series opener on Friday, 5-2, as Broncos pitchers combined for 13 strikeouts.
Saturday’s game two was tied twice and saw three lead changes, the final blow being
a three-run, go-ahead homer by the Aggies in the eighth to even the series with a 6-4
victory. UC Davis scored nine runs in the first three innings of Sunday’s finale. The
Broncos rallied with seven of their own runs in the first four frames, but UCD reliever
Anzai Keenan shut down the comeback effort to hand the Aggies a 13-8 win.

» Junior infielder Ben Cleary had a torrid week last week, posting four three-hit
games, batting .571 and slugging .714 while scoring eight runs. He went 3 for 5 on
three occasions (Monday versus California, Saturday and Sunday versus UC Davis)
and went 3 for 3 in the Broncos’ 5-2 series-opening win over the Aggies on Friday.
