Santa Clara opens a four-game home stand Tuesday with its second of three meet-
ings this season versus cross-town rival San Jose State.

The Broncos won the teams’ first clash this season, 8-6, on Feb. 18. Santa Clara
erased two deficits and struck out 12 on the mound in a rain-soaked contest that was
originally scheduled to be played at Excite Ballpark in San Jose.

Santa Clara has won three of the last four meetings against San Jose State, as well
as five of the last seven games played at Stephen Schott Stadium (dating to 2020).

The Spartans have won six of their last eight games, including splitting two con-
tests versus Connecticut -- a team that beat the Broncos, 12-5, on Wednesday. The
only caveat is that entire stretch was at their home ballpark. SJSU is only 2-5 on the
road this season, having lost four in a row away from home entering Tuesday.

» LAST TIME OUT: Santa Clara opened West Coast Conference play last weekend,
dropping three tightly contested games at rival San Francisco, with each decided by a
single run. On Friday, Max Bayles surpassed 200 career strikeouts while Ben Cleary
— returning to the starting lineup — reached base three times in a 2-1 pitchers’ duel.
Saturday featured more strong pitching from both sides, with Jace Gillmore and
Cooper Lanz combining to limit the Dons before Luke Devine’s ninth-inning triple
sparked a late rally that came up just short. Sunday’s series finale saw the offense
open up, as Max Ross and Tate Medicoff hit back-to-back home runs on consecu-
tive pitches in a five-run sixth-inning burst that pulled Santa Clara within one.

- Santa Clara earned its first series sweep of the season two weekends ago, beating
visiting Utah Tech in three straight. Pitching largely dominated for the Broncos, as the
staff posted a 1.61 ERA and averaged a strikeout per inning in the series. Max Bayles
earned his second win of the year with a quality start in Friday’s opener, striking out
nine and only allowing two hits in six innings for an 8-1 win. Jace Gillmore threw
another quality start for the Broncos on Saturday with six shutout innings of one-hit
ball, leading SCU to a 4-1 victory. A pair of true freshmen won it for the Broncos on
Sunday, as Hunter Fujimoto singled in the bottom of the ninth and Waylon Walsh hit
a sacrifice fly in the bottom of the 10th for a 5-4 walk-off victory.

» Sophomore designated hitter Tate Medicoff has been on a tear in his last nine
games. The sophomore DH is batting .429 (12 for 28) and slugging 1.000 with eight
extra-base hits since March 8. Of the 36 RBlIs the Broncos have collected as a team
in those six games, he has 14 of them. It’s a complete reversal after he started the
season batting .087 (2 for 23) with 14 strikeouts.

He was
named to the Perfect Game West Coast Conference Preseason Team, then was named
the WCC Preseason Pitcher of the Year by D1Baseball.com. He also landed on the of-
ficial WCC Preseason Team, as voted on by the league’s coaches. He was ranked the
top 2026 MLB Draft Prospect in the WCC by D1Baseball.com after spending time this
summer in both the Cape Cod League and at the USA Baseball Collegiate National
Team training camp

» Santa Clara won 20 games in 2025, marking its fourth consecutive 20-or-more wins
season, the first time the Broncos have done that in 17 years. The Broncos posted
back-to-back .500-or-better seasons for the first time in 18 years in 2023 and ’24, and
made the postseason in back-to-back seasons for the first time in 27 years in 2023
and ’24.

» Senior right-handed pitcher Cooper Lanz was named to the National Collegiate
Baseball Writers Association Preseason “Stopper of the Year” Watch List on Feb. 10.
Lanz, who joined the Broncos in 2025 after previous stops at Pacific and Modesto Ju-
nior College, earned all-WCC Honorable Mention recognition in his first season at Santa
Clara after appearing in 13 games and moving into the starting rotation late in the year.
He led the team with four wins and posted a 3.75 ERA across 36 innings pitched, strik-
ing out 28 while holding opponents to a team-best .148 batting average. Lanz went 4-1
against WCC opponents with a 2.92 ERA and a .132 opponent batting average in 24 2/3
innings.
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
