rom stunning ocean views to a vibrant dining scene and
Fdiverse community, Santa Monica remains the place to live,
work and play.

After the crushing blow of COVID-19 sent unemployment soaring and
cratered much of the economy across the world, our little beachside
city is proving itself resilient, reimagining our iconic Promenade and
making Santa Monica more attractive for investors and business
owners. And with exciting global and regional events on the horizon,
Santa Monica is doing everything to embrace new ideas and
opportunities for economic growth.

Santa Monica is an iconic tourist destination. We welcomed 5 million
visitors last year, with even more promising news on the spending
front: visitors stayed longer and spent more — about $138 each per
day — keeping annual visitor spending at $938 million.
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SILICON BEACH STAYS STRONG

While tourists were absent during lockdowns, Santa Monica’s thriving
tech sector—often dubbed “Silicon Beach”—helped stabilize the local
economy. Home to 3,122 tech and creative businesses employing over
29,000 people (34% of all local jobs), this sector generates more than
$6.3 billion in annual payroll, representing over half of all wages paid
in the city.

Major players like Activision Blizzard, Hulu, Snap Inc., and Universal
Music Group maintain significant presences, while new ventures in
digital media, software, and content creation continue to launch. The
city has also seen growth in biotechnology and health-tech startups,
with companies like Kite Pharma, GoodRx, Headspace, and FIGS Inc.
choosing Santa Monica as their headquarters.

Santa Monica also proudly hosted the first-ever Innovation Hub Tech
Street Fair last year as the epicenter for Tech Week Los Angeles. As
a major destination for venture capital and cutting-edge industries,
Santa Monica will be home to an even bigger and better event taking
over Ocean Avenue this October.
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RETAIL RENAISSANCE

While cities across the state and the nation,
including Santa Monica, face challenging
economic conditions, Santa Monica continues
to implement strategies to attract and retain
businesses.

The past year has seen the arrival of dozens
of new shops, boutiques, and eateries across
the city. Barnes & Noble returned to the Third
Street Promenade, Din Tai Fung opened on
the top floor of Santa Monica Place, and we
welcomed the first Google Store in Southern
California to our world-famous shopping
district.

And, thanks to creative updates to city codes,
Santa Monica has been able to transform
the Promenade to offer more experiential
entertainment, with new offerings such as
Pickle Pop, Holey Moley and Splatter Studio.
More excitement will soon arrive downtown,
as the city rolls out its new Entertainment
Zone on the Promenade — another first for
Southern California.

Santa Monica is blessed with a diverse mix
of vibrant neighborhood commercial districts,
welcoming new businesses including Moscot
and Brandy Melville/St George on Montana
Avenue, Pico Roots Marketplace on Pico Blvd,

not to mention exciting new farmers and
vendors at our four weekly farmers markets.
This surge of entrepreneurship speaks
volumes about confidence in the local market.
And this also speaks to the power of our
residents, workers and visitors as consumers.
Purchases made in Santa Monica in 2024
generated over $36 million in sales tax
revenue to fund essential city services,
includingemergency services, parks, libraries,
streets and social services programs. Buying
local truly makes a difference!

REAL ESTATE BOOM

Perhaps nowhere is optimism about Santa
Monica’s future more evident than in the
real estate market. Home values not only
held firm during the pandemic but surged to
record highs as recovery took hold. By late
2023, the median sale price for a home in
Santa Monica reached approximately $2.03
million—nearly 30% higher than a year before
and significantly outpacing national trends.
Approximately 729 new apartments will
soon welcome new residents in the city,
with another nearly 7,000 units approved or
pending.

Santa Monica’s hospitality sector is also
benefitting from more than $1 billion in
investment planned and in progress. The
luxury Regent Santa Monica Beach hotel
opened after a full remodel of the former
Loews. Plans are moving forward on the
Frank Gehry-designed hotel project on Ocean
Avenue, bringing world-class architecture to
the beachfront.

The future is bright for Santa Monica as we
continue to welcome visitors and locals to
enjoy what this great community has to offer.
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appreciation continues to flourish. Santa Monica’s Most Loved
contest enters its remarkable 12th year, standing as a testament to
the vibrant economic ecosystem that defines this beachside community.

“These businesses don’t
just provide essential goods
and services—they create jobs,
generate tax revenue that funds
vital city operations, and give Santa
Monica its unique character.”

Unlike most social beverages, Kava Nectar contains
no caffeine, sugar, alcohol, gluten, or artificial additives—yet still delivers a
noticeable bodily effect that has made it a hit among those looking for mindful
alternatives to traditional nightlife.
