On the fiscal side, the turnaround has been striking. New revenue
streams secured since October — including an ambulance
operator program generating approximately $7 million annually,
a parking rate restructuring projected at $8.5 million per year,
and a digital signage program expected to yield $4.5 million
per year beginning in 2027 — now total roughly $28.8 million in
new annual General Fund revenues. Combined with expenditure
management, the city now projects a General Fund surplus of
approximately $5.4 million in FY 2026-27, a full year ahead of the
original plan’s timeline.

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PHASE TWO: THE ECONOMIC TOOLKIT

In March, the council unanimously approved an eight-point economic
development toolkit: a $3 million economic development fund, elimination
of key restaurant fees, an expanded entertainment zone, discounted
downtown parking, and a temporary waiver of film permit fees. Among
the most significant elements is the elimination of the city’s $1,000-per-
seat wastewater capacity fee for new and expanding restaurants — a cost
that previously reached $70,000 for a 50-seat establishment before it
could open.

The Entertainment Zone, which debuted on the Third Street Promenade
in June 2025 as Southern California's first, has grown to include the
entire downtown core, the Santa Monica Pier, Main Street and Montana
Avenue — all activated on an event-by-event basis. Permitting reforms
aim to streamline development processes, with commitments to one-
week turnaround for ADU conversions, two weeks for restaurant tenant
improvements, and five weeks for new mixed-use construction. The city
will pilot artificial intelligence-based plan checks for single-family homes
and ADUs.

City Manager Oliver Chi has framed the economic tools as a foundation
forlong-term recovery, noting that the city’s general fund is now projected
to run surpluses through fiscal year 2030 — a turnaround from the $29.6
million structural deficit it faced when the Realignment Plan was first
adopted.

MAJOR EVENTS AS ECONOMIC CATALYST

City officials are banking on a wave of global events to accelerate
private-sector recovery. A FIFA World Cup activation at the Santa Monica
Pier — a free, 21-and-over event featuring live match viewing parties,
interactive soccer programming and brand experiences — is expected
to run approximately three weeks and carry a license fee of roughly
$1.09 million. Beyond the Pier, World Cup watch parties are also planned
for the Third Street Promenade and Santa Monica Place. A large-scale
music festival partnership with Goldenvoice is advancing, with a licensing
agreement expected before the council for a September 2026 event.
Negotiations are also ongoing for an ESPN broadcasting partnership in
2027 and multiple Olympic hospitality agreements.

According to an economic impact study commissioned by the LA 2026
World Cup Host Committee, Santa Monica is projected to gain nearly
$2 million in tax revenue from an increased economic impact of $30.5
million from the tournament alone. Staff noted the proposed events
are expected to generate broader economic spillover for Santa Monica
hotels, restaurants and retailers beyond direct license revenues, and no
city subsidy is anticipated for any of the three events.

NEW SIGNS OF LIFE

New businesses are planned to open on the Promenade, including HQ
Gastropub, a Teenage Mutant Ninja Turtles-themed pizzeria, and the Arte
Museum, an immersive experience venue. The chain restaurant ban,
suspended in 2023 amid pandemic-driven vacancies, was permanently
eliminated in August 2025, opening the door to national brands. Strategic
development of four downtown properties — including the Kiss-and-Ride
Lot, Parking Structure 1, Old Fire Station 1, and the 4th/5th/Arizona site
— could generate $100-200 million to rebuild reserves to $200-300
million by 2028.

Santa Monica’s economic future is bright thanks in large part to the
resilience of local entrepreneurs and new efforts by City Hall to support
the businesses that make Santa Monica special.

The gift shop that wraps
everything beautifully, for
free, without being asked,

home store you walked

into for a single candle — a candle, you told yourself, just
a candle — and somehow left carrying a chair that you are
now completely certain was always meant to be in your living
room.

The winners in this section are independents, and that word
means something here. These are businesses built by people
who had a specific vision for the things they wanted to sell
and the way they wanted to sell them. They stock items you
won’t find on a two-day shipping algorithm. They hire people
who know the inventory and care about what you’re actually
looking for. They create spaces that feel like somewhere, not
like anywhere.

nd underneath all of it — underneath the

morning routine and the regular lunch

spot and the afternoon on the blocks and

the neighborhood bartender who knows

your drink — there is the infrastructure

of an actual life.
